  A1,also A-1,A-one (adj) :fine, excellent. _Would you like to eat an A1 dinner with me? 

a-bomb(n) :(Am)<slang>a cigarette that contains heroin or marijuana, etc.

a-bomb juice(n) :(Am)<slang>a strong liquor.

abominable(adj) :unpleasant; full of hate; bad. _Lately, the food is extremely abominable, somebody has to deal with it.

abominate(v) :detest; dislike. _I abominate such weather!

about(adv) :almost. _Hurry up, we're late! -OK, I'm about ready.

be about to find pups(v) :<slang>to be pregnant. _John’s in trouble again, the girl he was together with for a month is about to find pups.

That's about the size of it :That's how I consider it, how I see it. _Why do you treat that little doggie so badly? That's about the size of it, don’t interfere!

not about to(adj) :(Am)unwilling to (do sthg). _Will you lend me $200? -I’m sorry I can’t, because I may need money till the end of the month. -Hey, why don’t you tell that you’re not about to.

What about? :1-(used when making a suggestion or offer)_ What about going to the pool? / _What about a quick meal? 2-(used to learn some information about sthg) _What about your exam? 3-(used as an expression of scolding sb for sthg that he/she has not done)_ What about your promise, kiddy, you’ve said that you’d get over 80 , but you got 65.

all abroad(adj) :<rarely used>confused and not able to understand (sthg). _Sometimes, I just forget everything, I go somewhere in my mental world, I just am abroad at that time, you know.

absolutely(adv) :surely; certainly. _Do you think he'll flunk? -Absolutely yes!

abstract(v) :rip off; steal. That guy is accused of abstracting the old lady's bag.

account for(v) :<rarely used>to shoot , trap, kill or catch. There is a ban on accounting for the animals here.

There's no accounting for tastes :(said usually when one disagrees with another person's judgment) It cannot be explained why different people like different things.

AC/DC(adj) :bisexual. _Why does he behave so strange?- Well, he's an AC/DC!

ace(n):a person who has a great skill in the stated activity. _He plays guitar very well. He's an ace at guitar.

within an ace of(adj) :very near to; very close to. _She's very sick, she's within an ace of death.

ace(adj) :capable, very skilled; excellent. _He's an ace marksman.

ace(n) :(Am)<slang>1-a cigarette that contains marijuana. 2-a stupid person; fool. 

an/sb's ace in the hole(n) :an advantage that is kept for best use in the future .

hold/have the aces(v) :to have control, power or influence over.

ace(v) :(Am)<slang>to get a very high grade in an exam._ She aced the math test.

ache(v) :to want very much; to be eager ,to desire fully.(used with for or the infinitive)_She aches to talk to Tom Cruise.

Acid, also LCD(n) :an effective drug that causes an eye problem or one to see things in an unusual way.

ack-ack(n) :antiaircraft gun, attack or fire. _Let's go back to the base. They have ack-acks.

acre(n) :a great quantity or amount. He has acres of friends in the jury.

act(v) :to behave so as to be seem. _Don't act so silly!

act(n) :an example of unfaithful behavior that is used to influence people's thoughts, feelings.(used in the phrase put on an act )_The teacher believed his excuse again. He's very successful in putting on an act.

act up(v) :1-to behave childishly, full of fun. _The park is full of children acting up in a joyful way. 2-also play up :to behave mischievously so as to attract attention; to cause suffering, trouble or annoyance by operating badly. _My radio annoys me, it has been acting up all the time I wanna listen.

get in on the/sb's act(v) :to get a share of a/sb's job, esp. any advantages that may come out as a result. _The man tried to get in on her act when she seemed to be successful in her company.

get one's act together(v) :to start working effectively. _Our company is about failing. Let's get our act together.

put on an act(v) :to behave in an affected or pretentious way esp. in order to gain sthg. He always put on an act, when he gets late for the class./ _The child put on an act when he saw his mother has sweets in her hand.

action(n) :energetic and lively activity. _Let's go to the party, where the action is, tonight!

action stations!(interj) :(used when sthg expected or surprising is pending or about to happen _Action stations, guys, Here's my new discovery in science.

as the actress said to the bishop(adv) :<humor>(used to draw attention to a statement, that is not implied to suggest sexual manners or acts, but may be supposed to have so. _After having a quick examination, the doctor told her to undress ,as the actress said to the bishop.

your actual(adj,n) :<humor>the genuine or original (thing or person) _This clock is made of your actual gold./ _A painting by your actual Picasso was stolen from the museum yesterday night. / _Mom, you did that cake yourself, didn't you, it's your actual, huh!

ad, also advert(n) :informal for advertisement.(=a notice of sthg i.e. sale of estates, workers needed, etc. as in a newspaper, on television, radio or hanging on a wall.

not know someone from Adam(v) :not to know who he/she is. _Who's the man sitting next to the bar? -I don't not know him from Adam.

add up(v) :(usually used negatively and not used with -ing form after the verb be.)to seem to happen probably; to be sense ._The president seems to fail, but he is too cocky; he doesn't believe it'll add up.

add up to(v) :to amount to; to be equal to. _His debts add up to over $1000, he has to rob a bank to pay.

add fuel to the flames/fire(v) :to cause to make a tough situation worse, esp. by making someone feel strongly about the problem by one's words or actions. _His mother's sympathetic behaviors about the man's sickness, just add fuel to the flames.

addle(v) :<slang>to confuse or baffle one's mind.

adenoids(n) :(pl.)the swellings between the back of the nose and the throat which makes difficulty in breathing.

adlib(adv) :performing without preparation. _A person has to speak adlib in an oral exam.

ad-lib(v) :to make up words ,or music without preparation; improvise. _The performance would not be applauded greatly, if the actress didn't ad-lib when she forgot her lines.

admire(v) :to be glad, pleased. _I'd admire to dance with you, if you don’t mind.

adorable(adj) :beautiful, attractive. _He's famous for his adorable portraits.

adore(v) :(V+ing)to have pleasure or to like doing sthg. _I adore playing guitar.

adrift(adj,adv) :uncontrollable(ly); astray. _His thoughts went adrift after 20-year service in the prison.

make advances to/towards(v) :to attempt to have relationship with, esp. sexually. _She was very charming, that's why the guys make advances to her all the time.

take advantage of(v) :to make use of sb (esp. of sb's good will, nature or kind behaviors, etc.) for one's own benefit. _I'll give you a piece of advice, Tom. That guy called Martin is an untrusthworthy guy, he'll try to take an advantage of you.

affair(n) :occurring, happening, event. _The quake was a terrible affair.

afraid(adj) :sorry, regretful. (often used to make a statement that might otherwise be unpleasant) _Is your wife with you? -No, she isn't, I'm afraid.

afters(n) :the last part of the meal, dessert. _Mom, what are we having for afters.

ag-fay(n) :(Am)<slang>a homosexual person.

age, also ages(n) :a very long time. _It's been ages since I've first loved.

agent(n) :a salesman who frequently travels.

aggravate(v) :to make sore, annoy and make angry esp. by continual annoyance. _If he aggravates me anymore, I'll have to beat him.

aggravation(n) :irritation, annoyance. _The traffic jam is an aggravation for all the drivers.

aggro(n) :(Am)<slang>intentional or deliberate hostility or attacking.

agonize, also agonise-(Br)(v) :to make an anxious effort; suffer great pain esp. when trying to make decisions. _A perfect officer shouldn't agonize over every decision.

agony aunt(n) :a woman who gives advice to the readers in a newspaper in an agony column.

agony column(n) :a part of the newspaper or magazine that contains letters from the readers about their personal problems and together with the responses to their letters.

pile/put on the agony(v) :to make sthg seem worse or more unpleasant than it really is; to tell an unpleasant affair in a more painful and exaggerated way. _Hey, calm down! ,it's only a short time that he is away. He'll come back soon, just don't please pile on the agony.

agree with(v) :(no passive)(used esp. in negative statements) to be proper for the health of. _The beef doesn't agree with me now, I have a pain in my stomach.

be ahead(v) :to have made an advantage or profit. _She is ahead since she has more friends than the other supervisors.

get ahead(v) :to go ahead or advance someone's particular place or state socially or in the business world. _With the help of his article about the black holes, she got ahead in the newspaper.

streets ahead of(adj) :very much better (than sthg or sb esp. of the same kind) _This dictionary is streets ahead of the others around.

What's sthg in aid of? :What is it used for? _What's this button in aid of mom ? _Don't touch it! It starts the machine.

aim(v) :to decide or intend. _They aim to marry as soon as the war ends.

in the air(adj) :1-(of stories, etc.)being spread from one person to another. _Their engagement is in the air nowadays. 2-also up in the air(adj) :uncertain or not planned exactly. _The military cadets' vacation is still up in the air. 3-likely or probable to happen. _The train's delay is still in the air.

into thin air(adj) :out of sight. _Where are you? I can't see you. You are into thin air.

up in the air(adj) :1-very happy. 2-uncertain.

clear the air(v) :to forget or solve one's problems, worries, etc. esp. by unburdening or discussing with sb.

get the air(v) :<slang>to be refused or rejected.

go up in the air(v) :to become extremely annoyed or irritated.

hot air(n) :impressive or suggestive talk or promise esp. one that will not come true. _You promised me to take me to the cinema for tonight, Johnny, I hope it won't be just the hot air.

airhead, also airbrain(n) :(Am)a stupid person; fool.

airmail(n) :(Am)<slang>garbage material that is thrown out from a window, etc.

roll in the aisles(v) :(of a group of audience, spectators, etc.) (usu. in progressive forms) to become hilarious or amused; to laugh noisily at. _They were rolling in the aisles at the comic show.

a`la(prep) :in the manner of sb or sthg. _Her dress style was a`la Madonna.

smart aleck(n) :a person who is highly proud of oneself and thinks himself/herself as intelluctual or highbrow.; a clever dick.

alibi(n) :an excuse(for failure, etc.) _The same old alibi, you silly loafer!

look alive(v) :to hurry up; rush.

all abroad(adj) :<rarely used>confused and not able to understand (sthg). _Sometimes, I just forget everything, I go somewhere in my mental world, I just am all abroad at that time, you know.

all along(adv) :the whole time from the beginning. _I suspected all along that the old man was the thief.

all the best!(interj) :Best wishes for you.

all of a doodah(adj) :(of a person)in a troublesome situation. (This phrase is not recommended for use by the foreign students.)
all my eye, also all my eye and Betty Martin(n) :meaningless and unreasonable talk; nonsense. _What he told about his career is all my eye!

all eyes(adv) :watching carefully and eagerly. _The guys were all eyes at the Mary's strip show.

all-fired(adj) :(Am) damned; cursed. _Stop that all-fired noise!

All hell broke loose :(Am) Everything is spoiled! or fucked up!

all/other things being equal(adv) :if all/other facts or conditions do not make any difference. _I might, all things being equal, come to the party tonight.

All great minds think alike :<humor>All clever persons make the same decisions.(esp. used to prove one's intelligence and said after sb's same or alike decision or opinion.

all well and good(adj) :(used when a person talks about sthg that he/she doesn't approve of) fine; satisfactory; good. _The basketball is all well and good, but I mostly like football.

all in(adj) :very tired, exhausted. _She's always all in at the end of the day.

all out(adv) :using all one's strength and effort possible. (esp. in the phrase go all out) _He had to go all out to pull up 9 and he could!.

That is sb/sthg all over :That's typical of sb/sthg; That's sb/sthg in every way. _He's late again, that's John all over!.

all-right(adj) :reliable, worthy of admiration. _That man over there isn't an all-right guy, be careful of him.

all round(adv) :in every aspect; in regard to everything. _Taken all round, it's not that disadvantageous buying that car.

all-singing all-dancing(adv) :doing whatever one could to draw attention.

all up (with)(adj) :exhausted; ruined; finished. _It's all up with me, I quit here, I can't stand any longer.

all washed up(adj) :ruined;<slang>fucked up. _Their plans were all washed up!

all the same(adv) :anyway, in any case. _I should crib the words off John all the same even I know it's risky.

all the same to (sb)(adj) :not causing any worry, bother or disturbance, etc. to (sb). _If it's all the same to you, I'll turn the music a bit louder.

and all(adv) :1-and the rest or others alike, etc. _She had a towel and bathrobe and shampoo and all. 2-(used as an intensifying expression of surprise) _Did you get 100 from the test? -Yes, I did and all! (This phrase is not recommended for use by the foreign students)
a bit of all right(n) :1-a charming or attractive person, esp. a girl or a woman. 2-a good or pleasant thing. _Thanks for the joyride, it was just a bit of all right!

for all sb cares/knows :(used to emphasize that sb doesn't know or care at all) but I/he/she/etc. do/does not know/care. _-Where's Johnny, Martha? -He might be in the library for all I care!

not all that(adv) :not very._ She's not all that good at politics.

(not) all there(adj) :(not) intelligent and sensible in making judgments. _What the hell are you saying about him, Are you all there? This is all bullshit!

not at all(interj) :You're welcome; it doesn't matter. _Thank you for taking me to the hospital, Tommy. -Not at all!

of all (the things/persons) :(used as an expression of bother or annoyance to sb or sthg) _I've never thought, you, of all those students here, could flunk that test Chris, you really have disappointed me!

where it's (all) at!(n) :(Am)<slang>where the most lively, active or interesting activity is. _If you like rock music, that concert is really where it's all at!

almighty(adj) :very big, tremendous; great. _It was an almighty crash that nobody survived.

go it alone(v) :to do sthg with no help from others. _She had to go it alone when her husband abandoned with two sons.

let alone(conj) :(usu. after negative statements)(used to indicate that the thing stated before let alone is more likely, suitable, etc. than the one after.) without considering sthg. _How much does it cost? -200$. -Well, it's a steal for that; it doesn't cost 150$, let alone 200$! / _You'll stay home kiddy , let alone go to the cinema.

Get along/away/on/off (with you)! :I don't believe in you! _When will you help me studying math? -Me, I'm very busy nowadays, I guess it's not possible. -Hey, get along with you!; don't you remember the promise you have given.

alsoran(n) :1-a horse that cannot come first, second, or third in a race. _I bet on that alsoran that it'll be the second. 2-any unsuccessful competitor (in a rivalry ,competition, etc.) _He was fired because he was an alsoran in the last rally.

in the altogether :having no clothes on. _Don't come in! I'm in the altogether.

always(adv) :in any case. _I'm always ready for you to help.

ammo(n) :informal for ammunition. (=bullets, bombs, etc. esp. things fired from a weapon.) _The enemy retreated because of the lack of ammo?

amp(n) :informal for amplifier.(=an instrument that is used in radios and tape recorders which makes electrical current or makes the power stronger, music louder, etc.)

ancient history(n) :sthg that is heard and known about too much. _Your mother told us about your childhood. It's just ancient history there's no one here who hasn't listened that story from my mother.

and(conj) :(used between repeated words) used to emphasize and exact difference among the stated things. _You happen to see lots of dictionaries around, but there are dictionaries and dictionaries!

and :to. _Come and see me.?

and how! :That's certainly true.(used to add force one's agreement with a previous statement. _I heard that she won the lottery last week and how!

and no mistake(adv) :without doubt; doubtless.

angel(n) :one who provides money for a theatrical performance or production; a financial supporter, or sponsor. _That lady is an angel. If she weren't, we couldn't perform that play now. 2-a kind and helpful person. _Jimmy, you know I'm very busy, so be an angel and rinse the dishes for me.

angle(n) :an opinion, point of view. _Everybody judge the happenings from different angles.

angry(adj) :mad. _He's angry with the blondes.

answer (sb) back(v) :(esp. of children talking to adults)to reply one's words in a rude way. _Don't answer me back you little kid!

answer/obey a call of nature(v) :<euph>to visit or go to the lavatory. _Just a moment guys, I have to answer a call of nature before going out.

ante(n) :the cost or price of sthg. _I want to buy that walkman. What's its ante?

ante up (sthg)(v) :to (have to) pay (money) because of losing in a game of chance. _He usually antes up when he's out for the casino.

raise/up the ante(v) :to increase the amount of money, needed to have a share in the success of business, company, organization, etc. _We have to raise the ante to eliminate small companies in the contract for the new shopping center.

have ants in one's pants(v) :to be worried, anxious or impatient.

anthropoid(adj) :(of a person )who seems like a monkey. _Why is everybody teasing him? -I guess, it's because he's like an anthropoid.

antique(n) :a historical and ancient object; relic. _That gramophone is a real antique.

at any rate(adv) :in any case; under any circumstances. _At any rate, you have to finish your report by Monday.

not have any(v) :<slang>(usu. in progressive tenses)to refuse to agree unwillingly. _The new employee was almost begging to be able to get a day off but the boss was not having any.

be anybody's guess(v) :(of an activity, affair, result, etc.) to be unknown or certain. _It's anybody's guess if the match will be delayed or not because of the bad weather conditions.

anyhow(adv):1-recklessly; inorderly. _She leaves her room always. 2-also anyway : nevertheless; in any case _He told me not to cut class again ,but I did in anyhow because of the soccer match. 3-,also anyway :(used when keeping on telling a story)_Well anyhow, he and she got in the room , undressed each other and …

anything but(adv) :never; not ever. _The test was anything but easy, I was really flabbergasted by the silly and awkward questions.

as fast/easy/strong ,etc. as anything(adj) : very fast/easy/strong, etc. _The athlete was running as fast as anything.

like anything(adv) :used to emphasize, add force to a verb. _He ran like anything.

anywhere near(adv) :nearly, to an extent. _I made up the answer, it came anywhere near the right one.

sit in the anxious seat(v) :(Am)<slang>to be worried or anxious.

A-OK, also A-okay(adj) :excellent, very good. _It was A-okay performance of Shakespeare.

ape(n) :a person who is ungraceful and awkward in movement, a clumsy person. _He's an ape in billiards, he always throws the balls out of the billiards table.

aped(adj) :(Am)<slang>very drunk.

apology(n) :<often humor>a terrible, bad example of sthg. _Raining on a sunny Sunday is no more than an apology for my unluckiness!

apoplexy(adj) :(of a person)gets angry easily. _Don't say anything about the soccer match to him, he's a little bit apoplexy.

appalling(adj) :very bad. _It was an appalling weather, We couldn't go for a picnic.

appallingly(adv) :terribly, badly. _She treated him appallingly in the office.

apple of one's eye(n) :the most popular or most-liked person or thing. _My new girlfriend is apple of my eye.

in apple-pie-order(adj) :in good condition, or in perfect order. _This is the first time my room is in apple-pie order because of mom's pressure on me.

upset the/sb's apple cart(v) :to ruin or spoil one's plans. _My father's business trip upset our apple cart about the weekend.

apple-sauce(n) :nonsense; meaningless talk.

on approval(adj) :(of goods taken or sent from a shop) to be returned without payment if not fit.

be tied to his/her mother's/father's apron strings(v) :to be under the control of. _Though he's pushing 35 ,he's still tied to his mother's apron strings and he has never married.

argue the toss(v) :to discuss and argue about a decision that has already been taken and impossibly changed. _It's no use to argue the toss, the match will be made on 21st of October.

argy-bargy, also argie-bargie(n) :(Br)a noisy or lively argument or quarrel.

come/have out of the ark(v) :to be very old. _That tape-recorder really looks as if it has come out of the ark.

chance one's arm(v) :to do sthg that one hasn't done before. _The pop-singer chanced his arm and tried to perform a concert in classical style.

cost sb an arm and a leg(v) :to cost sb a great deal of money.

put the arm on sb(v) :<slang>to put pressure on sb; to insist upon. _His parents put the arm on John in order for him not to attend the theater class, but he seems to deny.

a shot in the arm(n) :a sudden help for sthg or sb esp. that or who is in need of. _The inheritance was just a shot in the arm for him while he was drowning in the debt.

would give one's right arm/ears/eyeteeth /back teeth(v) :to be ready to give up one's possession of great value or importance (for sb or to do sthg) _I'd give my right arm for marrying that beautiful and attractive woman.

a babe in arms(n) :a naive person or a rookie who has no experience in business, life, etc.

up in arms(adj) :[over/about](of a person) very angry and ready to fight. _The employees are up in arms about their low rate of pay.

a/the chink in one's/sb's armor(n) :a weakness or fault in one's sb's defense. _The news reported that the assassination could be avoided if there wouldn't be a chink in the Prime Minister's armor.

around(adv) :1-near and not far away(in both place or time) _Stand around a while ,I'll be back right now. 2-that is available or in activity. _He is one of the best pop singers around.

to have been around(v) :to be well-experienced. _She's to have been around the business acts, this is her fifteenth year in business.

(a)round the clock(adv) :for 24 hours a day. _I want full surveillance, 24 hours, around the clock.

arrival(n):a newborn child. _They expect the arrival to be a girl.

arse-(Br)/ass-(Am)(n) :<taboo><slang> buttocks.

lick sb's arse/boots(v) :<slang>to behave in a way that in order to win sb's favorable opinions or approval, esp. to an influential person who has a high position

my arse!(interj) :(used to express disagreement, disapproval, etc.)I don't believe it!; Certainly not!

not know one's arse from one's elbow(v)<slang><impolite> to know nothing.

a pain in the arse/neck(n) :an annoying or troublesome sb or sthg.

screw the arse off(v) :1-<taboo><slang> (of a man)to have sex with a woman, esp. only for his own satisfaction (This phrase shouldn't be said to a woman because it's very offensive)
shift one's arse(v) :<impolite>to stop wasting time or idling and to start to work or study hard. _You'd better shift your arse and begin studying, there are only two days left for your exam.

stuff/shove/stick up one's arse/jumper(v) :<impolite> to do whatever one wants unless he/she makes trouble or annoyance to sb. _Let him stick up his arse, but if he makes a mistake, I'll just beat him.

think the sun shines out of sb's arse/arse-hole(v) :<taboo><impolite>to have a very good and favorable opinion of sb. _The teacher thinks the sun shines out of Mary's arse-hole just because she always visits him and asks for sthg that he wants, before going down the town.

arse-crawler(n) :<slang>a person who flatters; nestkisser; bootlicker.

arsehole-(Br)/asshole-(Am)(n) :<slang>1-a foolish and troublesome person. 2-the anus.

arse about/ around(v) :(Br)<taboo> <slang>to spend time aimlessly and wastefully.

artillery(n) :firearms of any kind. _They surrendered because of the lack of artillery.

artillery man(n) :(Am)<slang>a drug-addict who uses needle or injection to take the drug from his/her vein.

arty(adj) :claiming to be artistic falsely or as if an artist.

arty-crafty(adj) :pretending to be artistic esp. of making handmade articles in a simple or rustic style.

as different as chalk and cheese(adj) : completely different from each other. _The newborn twins are as different as chalk and cheese.

as free as a bird(adj) :excessively free; not obedient. _He felt as free as a bird after the divorce.

as alike/like as two peas (in a pod)(adj) : same; having much in common.

I thought as much! :I thought so.

get one's ashes hauled(v) :<slang>to have sex with sb.

asinine(adj) :stupid, silly. _Shut up you asinine!

(Well,) I ask you! :What do you think about that!; Would you believe it! _He really deserved to be punished, Well, I ask you!

ask/look for it/trouble(v) :1-to behave in a troublesome way. _If you run the red light, you're really asking for trouble. 2-(of a woman) to behave in a charming way to cause a man attracted or allured by her beauty or charm, esp. in a sexual way.

ass(n) :a foolish, silly person. _Buzz off, you silly ass!

chew sb's ass out(v) :<slang>to scold or reprimand sb severely.

on one's ass(adj) :(Am)<slang> 1-very tired; exhausted; weary. 2-very drunk.

My ass is dragging! :(Am)<slang>I'm extremely exhausted, I cannot even move!

assbite(n) :(Am)<slang>scolding; tick off. _The teacher gave the class a sharp assbite because of the noise in the classroom.

asshole(n) :(Am)<slang>1-the buttocks or anus. 2-a dishonest and worthless person.

asskisser(n) :(Am)<slang>a troublesome officer who makes the soldiers work very hard.

ass-sucker(n) :<slang> nest-kisser.

assault(v) :to violate or rape.

astronomical(adj) :great in amount. _He lost the bet again, he has astronomical debts.

astronomically(adv) :greatly; enormously; tremendously.

be at it(v) :to do sthg bad or wrong for two or more times. _I've told you not to go out before finishing your homework. If you're at it again, I won't let you go out for a week.

at the double(adv) :rapidly; quickly. _He moves at the double because he's a little bit late.

atrocious(adj) :1-abominable,very bad; distasteful _It was an atrocious dinner with his family. 2-offensive _He had a atrocious speech at the lecture.

atrocity(n) :1-sthg that is bad or unpleasant _I don't like my car anymore. It seems like an atrocity for me. 2-sthg that is offensive.

get away/along (with you)! :You can't deceive me; I don't believe you!

get away from it all(v) :to escape from troubles, worries, or difficulties of one's busy life, work, assignment, etc.(e.g. by going out on a holiday)

away back(adv) :a long time ago. _Away back before the World War II,….

awful(adj) :1-very bad, unpleasant. _It was an awful race, my horse couldn't come even the third. 2-extreme; great. _I suffer awful hunger.

awful also awfully(adv) :very, extremely. _She was awful regretful after the marriage.

an awkward customer(n) :a person or animal that is difficult or dangerous to handle, deal with. _He's an awkward customer, don't try to tell him that you're right.

A.W.O.L.(adj) :(of a member of the army) absent without leave; absent without permission. _Where's Sergeant Keaton? A.W.O.L. as always!

ax, axe(v):1-to get rid of or remove as useless from a job or a system of services etc. _By the end of the year, 250 jobs will be axed by the government. 2-to dismiss, fire or sack. 3-to reduce (i.e costs).

get the ax(v) :1-<slang>to be dismissed from one's job, position, etc. 2-to be stopped or ended, because of having no money, or getting no help, support, etc. from sb else. _The new project got the ax after the resignation of the Minister. 3-to execute sb by hanging, as a punishment.

get off sb's back(v) :to stop annoying or bothering sb.

get sb off one's/sb's/the back off(v) :to make sb stop disturbing or annoying one. _Could you please get this kid off my back ,mom, he doesn't let me study.

get one's back up(v) :to become angry or annoyed.

get one's own back(v) :to take revenge on.

get/put/set someone's back up(v) :to make someone angry, to annoy. _Bag your face kid! You ---!.

to go back on(v) :to refuse to carry out a promise. _Why are you going back on taking the children to the movies.

be glad to see the back of(v) :to be happy when someone leaves or goes away. _You stupid!, I'll --- !.

be (flat) on one's back(v) :1-to be ill, esp. in bed and resting. 2-to be in a difficult and helpless situation. _I was flat after I lost at the horse races, but then I took the biscuit, winning the prize in the lottery.

in one's/sb's (own) back yard(adv) :having a close relationship with sb. _Are you looking for a man who'll take care of your garden? Hey, he's here ---!

know somewhere like the back of one's hand(v) :to have an information about somewhere very well _We're lost Jenny.-No, Marry, don't worry. I know here ---.

like the back (end) of a bus(adj) :(esp. after look or be)very unpleasant, ugly or unattractive.

on sb's back(adv) :causing trouble or annoyance esp. by continual complaining or a close watch. _The teacher is all the time on Tom's back.. He checks his homework and studies every morning.

sb's back is turned :a bossy person ,who's in charge of sthg, is not present or unable to have a close watch over the affairs.

put one's back into(v) :to work very hard (at); to make great effort (to do sthg). _You have to --- that project, actually, if you don't want to get the sack.

a stab in one's back(n) :an act of betrayal or disloyalty to sb. _The boss gave a stab in his back, he was really the most successful officer among us.

stab sb in the back(v) :to betray or be disloyal to sb. _Don't worry, John, I won't stab in your back, I'm always in your help.

turn one's back(v) :to refuse to support or help; to leave sb alone or helpless. _The U.S.A. turned its back to the spy when he was caught in Russia

water off a duck's back(n) :sthg that is not effective or impressive, esp. a warning that is not taken care. _All the scolding was water off a duck's back, he continued to loaf anyway.

(have) with one's back to/against the wall(v,adv) :(to be) in the most possible difficulties so that will cause someone must study or work very hard. _You're with your back against the wall ,John! This test is very important for your career, so you must study very hard.

if you scratch my back, I'll scratch yours :If you do me a favor, I'll help you in return. _I'll help you writing the report, I didn't forget you helped me studying the examination. You know,---.

the back of beyond(n) :far distance that is difficult to go. _Their house looks like the back of beyond.

BACK(adj)

a back number(n) :<fig> an out-of-date person, thing or method. _Do you still wear that shirt? Don't you think that it's a ---?

back door(n) :(Am)<slang>the buttocks or anus.

backchat(n) :(Br)a bold, rude and impudent talk as a reply esp. by a subordinate.

backhander(n) :a bribe.

backpedal(v) :to change a statement or opinion _She rejected the project. Nobody knows why she ---.

backroom boys(n) :the scientists and the engineers in offices or laboratories. _The party is only for ---.

back seat(n) :lower or less important position. _Don't care her, she's in the --- in the office.

back-seat driver(n) :a person who suggests unwanted advice, esp. a passenger in a car who tells the driver how to drive. _Get off the car Johnny, I hate ---s!

backside(n) :the back part of the body on which a person sits. _I hurt my ---,I have a difficulty sitting.

backtalk(n) :a rude or amusing talk as a reply.

back-up(n) :support, help or spare, that is kept for future use. I've lost my pen ,do you have any ---?

backwoodsman(n) :a person who is the member of House Of Lords and that lives out of town and almost never attends the meetings.

badly(adv) :very much, greatly.

(It's/That's) too bad :I'm sorry, the match is helpless at that point, ---, we couldn't win today.

not (so/half) bad(adj) : :rather good; acceptable. _How was the exam? - ---,I expect 75.

be in bad (with)(v) :1-to be in trouble. _Please don't disturb me, I'm ---.2-(Am)<slang>to be in disfavor. _He's ---with his teacher.

go to bad(v) :to be immorally bad or spoiled.

in sb's bad books(adv) :having trouble or disfavor with sb. _I couldn't study for the exam, I guess I got in the teacher's bad books.

a bad egg(n) :sb or sthg that has been found bad in some way, esp. a dishonest person.

a bad break(n) :an unsuitable opinion or wrongly done action ;a bad luck.

a bad lot(n) :a dishonest, bad or lazy person.

be taken bad(v) :be ill, seriously sick. _She was --- on the exam day.

give up as a bad job(v) :to quit one's relationship with sb or sthg. _I --- ,he didn't help me in my report even he was time to do.

badger(v) :to make sb troubled, worried, anxious, etc.

bag(v) :1-to seize, take possession of _The soldiers ---ed the town.2-to capture, catch or kill animals. _They ---ed a rabbit. 3-to become loosely, like a bag. _My trousers ---ed at the knees. 4-to steal, pilfer. _Catch him!, he ---ed my wallet.

cannot punch one's way out of a paper bag(v) :to be weak ;to be out of power, strength, etc.

(be) in the bag(adj) : :(of a result, etc)(to be) certain. _I bet on 1000$ that Manchester will beat. It's ---

be left holding the bag(v) :to be left to deal with sthg difficult or nasty even sthg is another person's responsibility. _I'm ---,although it was not my turn doing the washing-up, I can't realize how Tom went out before doing it.

pack one's bags(v) :to leave or quit, because of disagreement ,discomfort, etc. _Why don't you go ---,if you want to keep on working here, you have to work your best.

a bag of bones(n) :a very thin or weak person.

a bag or nerves(n) :a very anxious, worried or nervous person.

a mixed bag(n) :a group of various kinds of sb or sthg.

old bag(n) :unattractive, boring and fussy woman.

the whole bag of tricks(n) :everything needed to be used for a purpose. _Jack, the deadline for report is tomorrow. You have to do --- to finish it.

baggage(n) :an unkind, cheeky and annoying woman; a good-for-nothing woman.

bag and baggage(adv) :1-with all one's havings or possessions. 2-totally, completely. _She moved to her father's house ---.

baggy(adj) :not tight; loose. _That child's pants were --- at the knees.

Bags I(interj) :(used esp. by children) 1-I'll take, or have it, not you. _--- the biggest cake! 2-I'll do it, not you. _--- go out with that blonde!

bags(n) :lots (of) _I have --- of candy, do you want some?

bail out(v) :to help or support a person or thing which is in a financial crisis or other emergency. _I'll --- his debts by lending him some money.

baker's dozen(n) :thirteen.

half-baked(adj) :half-witted; lacking the stated type of ability or understanding. _You have to explain him twice, he's a little bit ---.

balance(n) :that which is left after; remainder. _You should do the --- of the homework by Monday.

BALD(adj)

as bald as a coot(adj) :(of men)having almost no hair on top of one's head.

bald headed hermit/mouse(n) : (Am) <slang>the penis. _Then he gave his bald headed hermit in her mouth.

go at it bald-headed(v) :to behave with sthg in a reckless manner, using all one's energy. _What a brave guy! Did you see him? He went at the snake bald-headed.

the ball is in sb's court :it's sb's turn to do sthg.

bust one’s balls(v) :<slang>to work extremely hard to do sthg or to reach a goal. _I have only two days until the examination, so I have to bust my balls if I don’t want to fail.

bust sb’s balls(v) :1-(of a woman)to insult or ridicule a man. _Janet is pretty good, but she has a bad habit, she loves to bust a man’s balls if he tries to flirt with her. 2-to make fun of sb; to tease. _Everybody in the classroom bust Tom’s balls about his bald head.

cold enough to freeze the balls off a brass monkey(adj) :<impolite>(of the weather extremely cold; freezing.

have a ball(v) :to have a very enjoyable time. _We've had a ball at the party.

have the ball at one's feet(v) :<rarely used>to be in a position that is likely to be successful.

have balls(v) :<slang>to have great courage. _It’s for sure that Martin has balls to cut class again, after we were caught yesterday.

have sb by the balls(v) :<slang>to have the chance to make sb do what one wants. _If I don’t go to the picnic with Martin on Sunday, he won’t introduce me to the beautiful blonde, Mary. It means that he has me by the balls.

oh balls!(interj) :<slang>(used to express annoyance, displeasure or disappointment.) _Oh balls!, I forgot the keys at home again.

play ball(v) :[with]to act honestly and accordingly with sb; to cooperate. _If you don't play ball with me, I'll inform you to the police, so just find me a bunk for me to sleep on.

start/set the ball rolling(v) :to start to do sthg, e.g. a conversation, any activity, etc. _The teacher set the ball rolling by asking Tom what he thinks about the virtual reality.

it takes balls :sthg(a job or any act)that requires sb to have great courage. _It takes balls to demand a rise in one’s salary from the boss.

That beats the band! :What an unusual or eccentric news, event, affair, etc.

one-armed bandit(n) :a gambling machine that is operated by inserting a coin ,a fruit machine.

jump/climb on the/sb's bandwagon(v) :to support or join sb, esp. when he/she seems to be successful or popular. _Most people hesitated to support any of the candidates in the beginning, but when Mr. Smith seemed more likely to win the election, they just jumped on his bandwagon.

bang(n) :1-sudden burst of energy. _The horses started the race with a bang. 2-<slang>thrill,excitement. _He gets a bang out of playing billiards. 3-an exciting party. 4- <slang>an old car. 5-<slang><taboo>a sexual intercourse.

bang(adv) :right, directly or exactly. _The lights went out bang at the most exciting part of the film.

go (off/over) with a bang(v) :(of a performance, etc.)to be very impressive, or successful ._How was the exam? -It went with a bang!

bang(v) :<slang><taboo>to have sex with sb. _Yesterday, I’ve met the new blonde walking in the street. I wanted to talk to her, but I am doomed that I couldn’t try. I’d really like to bang her.

bang goes (sthg) :that is the end of sthg. _If we don't attend the meeting, bang goes our chances for participating the project.

bang/knock/bash one's head against a brick wall(v) :(used usu. in progressive tense and after like)to have a hopeless attempt to do or to obtain sthg. _It's like banging one's head against a brick wall not to catch cold when it's so freezing in here.

bang-on(adj,adv) :excellent; exactly what is needed or wanted.

banger(n) :1-infml for sausage(=minced meat which is filled with bread, spices, etc. and stuffed into a tube of animal gut. 2-an old, muchly used car esp. in bad condition and needing repair. 3-firework that produces light, noise and smoke.

bank on(v) :to depend on; rely on; trust.

prop up the bar(v) :to be regularly drinking liquor in a particular pub. _Where's Tom? -He must be propping up the bar in The Guitar Pub.

barehanded(adv) :when doing sthg wrong, or illegal; in the act. _The police caught the criminals barehanded in the bank.

get more than one bargained for(v) :to be awfully surprised at the results of sthg._ I got ---- the test results when I learned from my friend.

I wouldn't/won't touch it with a barge pole(v) :to would/will avoid being involved with it in every possible way.

barge in/into(v) :to intrude, enter, interrupt rudely. _If you don't stop --- into our conversation I'll have to beat you on your nose.

barge into/against(v) :to hurry or bump heavily into/against sb or sthg.

barge about(v) :(of persons or things)to move carelessly ,without controlling one's movements. _She was --- in the street.

barge into(v) :to meet. _I --- my ex-teacher on the way to home.

bark(v) :1-to cough. 2-to advertise by shouting persistently esp. in order to attract customers.. _The man was --- (out) his goods.

keep a dog and bark oneself(v) :to do sthg by oneself although when having another person who will/can do it. _Why shall I ---, here's a freshman to sweep the ground.

bark up the wrong tree(v) :to go to the wrong place or to have a wrong idea. _'You're ----!',the man yelled at the kids, I can't find you a place to play in.

Sb's bark is worse than his byte :Sb is not as bad or bad tempered as he seems.

barmy(adj) :1-(Br)foolish; silly. _What a ---boy you are! I cannot tolerate any longer. 2-insane; slightly crazy.

barn(n) :a large and old house that is in bad condition and esp. needs to be repaired.

barndoor(n) :an easy target.

barrack(v) :to interrupt by shouting or smiling falsely ._The audiences ---ed the speaker during the lecture.

barrel(n) :large amount or quantity. _He's wealthy of fun, he has a --- laugh every time.

barrel(v) :to go or move rapidly. _The new car was ---ing along the empty streets.

be over a barrel(v) :to get into a situation in which a person has no possible way of avoiding doing what sb wants to make one do sthg.

have sb over a barrel(v) :to put sb into a situation of full force or power to do what one wants to.

scrape the barrel(v) :to try to do sthg with a poor opportunity, effort or possibility. _Our team was defeated thoroughly, they're really ---!

over a barrel(adv) :in disadvantages. _His team was playing---, as a result they lost.

reach/make first base(v) :(Am)to come to the first important and difficult part of an activity, development, etc. _Well, the real work starts now after reaching ---.

bash(n) :1-a hard or strong blow. _She gave him the --- on the nose. 2-(Am)a party.

bash(v) :1-to hit hard, in order to break or hurt in some way. _The kid ---ed the girl's finger since she took her toy. 2-to attack with words; to criticize severely.

have/get a bash (at) :to try to do sthg difficult. _I've never played snooker before, but I don't mind --- ing ----at it.

basics(n) :the simplest but most important part of sthg or any activity. _The ---- of math are adding, subtracting, multiplying, and dividing.

basketcase(n) :a person who is thoroughly awkward or incapable.

bastard(n) :1-<slang>a disliked person. _Shut up, you silly bastard! 2-<slang>sthg difficult or tiresome to do. _It's really a --- to push up 50 in a minute.

baste(v) :1-to beat or hit with a stick.2-to talk or speak rudely, angrily, or forcefully esp. to blame; reprimand severely.

throw the baby out with the bath water(v) :to be unable to have the desirable or important part while elimination of bad or useless parts.

bathe(n) :the act of going to a pool in order to take a bath or swim. _Let's go for a --- after the meeting!.

bats(adj) :(Br) seriously mad, or crazy; batty.

It's/That's half the battle(v) :It's/That's the difficult, troublesome or important part (of doing sthg). _It's --- to learn tenses in French, but you have to learn how to speak it.

battle-axe(n) :a woman who shows confidence and wishes to control others; an angry or fierce woman. _She is the --- of the office, she always shouts at everyone.

batty(adj) :seriously mad, crazy or eccentric.

bawl out(v) :(Am)to scold sb severely and loudly.

bay-window(n) :large noticeable belly of a man; paunch.

be all ears(v) :be listening carefully and eagerly.

be in a stew (about sthg)(v) :to be nervous or excited.

be in/get into a tizzy(v) :to be nervous.

be in/go into a huddle(v) :(of persons)be/get together for the purpose of talking together or discussing about any subject; confer.

be into sthg(v) :(modernly used)to be interested in, concerned with sthg. _She goes to movies every weekend, She's --- films.

be knocked all of a heap(v) :1-to be defeated, taken under control.2-to be confused.

be laid to rest(v) :to be buried.

be/get on the ground floor(v) :to join an activity in the beginning.

be off the hook(v) :to be no longer in such a situation.

be on at sb(v) :to annoy continuously, to nag sb to do sthg.

be on easy street(v) :to be in comfort, clover.

be one's own master(v) :to be independent and free to do anything he/she wants.

be/get past it(v) :to be no longer able to do things which the person could do before.

be pinched for the money(v) :to have little money. _I'm sorry, Rick, I'll not be able to give my debt because I'm ----!

be pushing thirty/forty, etc.(v) :to be nearly at the age of stated year. _How old are you?-I'm --- .

Be seeing you! :Goodbye!

be snookered(v) :to be in a difficult and tough situation.

be sold on sthg(v) :to accept sthg as good, etc.

be struck all of a heap(v) :1-to be taken under control. 2-to be in a confused state.

be/get stuck with sb/sthg(v) :to be/become involved with sb for the rest of his life; to be/become bound to sb.

be supposed to(v) :(used in negative statements)not to be allowed to. _The police officers aren't ---- to take alcohol.

be sure and do sthg(v) :to succeed, not to make fault of.

be taken short(v) :to have an abrupt and urgent need to visit the lavatory.

be the matter (with)(v) :to be wrong (with) _What's ---, George?

be tickled with(v) :to be pleased or delighted with.

be under the weather(v) :to be sick, ill.

be wallowing in money(v) :to be extremely rich, wealthy.

be/look/feel washed out(v) :<fig> to be awfully tired, or exhausted.

be wild about sthg/sb(v) :to be madly fun of; to have a strong liking for.

be/get wise to(v) :to be /become aware, informed.

There are plenty of other pebbles on the beach/shore :(used to encourage or give hope to sb who has lost a boy or girlfriend. _There are a lot of other people for you to get along with and things for you to deal with.

draw a bead on(v) :1-to pay special attention to sb. 2-to aim carefully at sb or sthg. _The gunman --- the Minister, but couldn't succeed because of a failure in the firing mechanism of the gun.

beak(n) :a person's nose that is large and noticeable; prominent.

broad in the beam(adj) :(of a person) having fat and broad hips.

on/off the beam(adv) :on the right/wrong way.

beam-ends(n) :(pl)(Br)back part of the body; buttocks.

on one's beam ends(adj) :in a troublesome situation esp. having almost no money.

bean(n) :1-(used usually in negative statements.)of the smallest value in money. _It doesn't worth a bean, that's why she gave it away. 2-(Am)<slang> head.

be without a bean, also not have a bean(v) :to have no money. _Can you lend me some money?-I'm sorry, I can't I'm ---!.

full of beans(adj) :full of eagerness, liveliness or strength.

not know beans about, also not know how many beans make five(v) :(Am)not to know anything about a subject ,activity ,etc. _Are you asking me about the computers, well, I don't ---!

spill the beans(v) :to make known a secret incidentally or unintentionally.

bean(v) :(Am)<slang>to hit sb on the head.

bear garden(n) :(used after like)a messy, or noisy person. _I have really had a bellyful of that guy's noisy remarks, he's like a ---!.

like a bear with sore head(adj) :(esp. after be)ready to argue; bad-tempered. _Could you help me fix a meal, sissy, you know, today mummy is ---.

play the bear(v) :[with]<rarely used>to annoy, cause trouble or give harm to sb. _Ice-cream? -No, thanks, it --- with my chest.

bear hug(n) :a tight grasp; embrace.

beard(n) :(Am)<slang>the hair that grows on one’s pubic area; pubic hair.

beard the lion in sb's den(v) :to meet or face a person of power and influence courageously in order to discuss about an important subject esp. about sthg which one disagrees with sb's opinion. _I was awfully annoyed about the low increase in my salary, so I just encouraged myself and ---.

find one's bearings(v) :to find one's way after being lost.

lose one's bearings(v) :to be lost and not to know where to go.

beastly(adj) :nasty; unpleasant. _He was mournful about the --- weather.

beastly(adv) :(used to emphasize adjectives and adverbs in a bad sense.) very, unpleasantly. _He was ---- busy.

beat(v) :1-to confuse; bewilder; perplex; baffle. 2-to cheat or deceive.

beat sb<-->down(v) :to persuade a seller to lower the price. _I beat him down at $25.

Beat it!(v) :(used imperatively)Leave quickly; Go away!.

beat sb<-->up(v) :to wound severely; thrash.

to beat the band(adv) :(Am)heavily; with great force; to a great degree. _The children were crying --- in the school garden.

That beats the band! :What an unusual or eccentric news, event, affair, etc.

That beats cock-fighting! :That's very amusing!

beat one's brains out (v) :[on]to spend much time in considering or being anxious about sthg esp. a problem that is difficult to solve; ponder.

beat sb's brains out(v) :to beat, or hit sb very severely esp. on sb's head.

beat about/around the bush(v) :(used imperatively and in negative statements)to delay or avoid talking about the main point of a subject, problem, etc. _Hey, don't ---,just say what the problem is!

beat sb/sthg into a cocked hat(v) :to be too much better, useful, or higher in quality than; overcome or defeat sb or sthg. _This dictionary of idioms and slang words ---the others of its kind ---!

beat the hell/the (living) daylights out of(v) :to beat or strike sb severely esp. when threatening.

beat sb hollow, also beat the pants off sb(v) :to defeat sb completely esp. in a bet, game, or competition.

beat the pants off sb(v) :to defeat sb completely esp. in a bet, game, or competition.

beat sb to the punch(v) :to do, get, or take sthg before sb. _There's only one dictionary in the library, so I have to take it before anybody else beats me to the punch.

if you can't beat'em/lick'em, join'em :<humor>if your opposition to an idea, course of action, etc. fails; join or do the same thing as your more powerful opponent(s) do.

beat(adj) :extremely tired, or exhausted; worn out.

beating(n) :defeat ._The basketball team got a severe ----last week.

beaut(adj) :(AustrE)(of things)good, fine or excellent.

beauty(n) :sb or sthg that is excellent ,very good. _That painting is a real ----.

beautiful(adj) :very good, excellent.

beaver(n) :a hard working person.

work like a beaver(v) :to work very hard, eagerly, or quickly. _Have you heard that Kevin got 99 from the exam.-Well, I would have killed her ,if he didn't. -He had really worked like a beaver!

beaver away (at)(v) :(Br)to work hard esp. at the office.

a bed of roses(n) :a state of happiness, comfort, pleasure, etc. _What if I were in your shoes, Mary. -You'd be disappointed John, marriage is not always ---!

get out of bed on the wrong side(v) :to be angry; to be in a bad mood esp. in the morning.

bedlam(n) :a noisy place or an activity.

between you, me and the bedpost/gatepost(adj) :kept secret or private; kept out of people's knowledge.

bedsitter, bed-sitting room :(esp. of the single persons or students away from home) a room used for the purpose of both living and sleeping in.

bee(n) :a neighbors' meeting for any purpose. _There's a sewing bee that day.

(as) busy as a bee(adj) :very busy, occupied, etc.

have a bee/bees in one's bonnet(v) :to have an unchanging, fixed idea(s).

bee sb/sthg<-->up(v) :to emphasize or add force ;to strengthen.

the bee's knees(n) :the best person or thing in a place , or at an activity, etc. _Mary is the ---in the English class, he knows English much more better than anybody in the class.

beef(n) :2-[about]a complaint. 2-(Am)muscular strength.

beef(v) :[about]to grumble or complain.

beefcake(n) :the photographs of strong ,handsome, and attractive men with large muscles.

beefeater(n) :(Am)<slang>a British person.

beefy(adj) :(of a person) strong, large and bodily.

make a beeline for(v) :to go, or move quickly along or directly for/to a place.

not all beer and skittles :(Br)not full of pleasure, fun or happiness. _You look a bit sad with that sour face, Martha, I'd like to help you if I could .-Thank you Ellen, it's about the marriage, it's ---!

Beetle(n) :(tdmk)(often capital)a small or compact model German car made by the Wolkswagen company.

beetle(v) :to move or travel fast. _The car ---d off down the street.

beggar(n) :<humor>fellow,person. _You little naughty ---!.I told you not to spill the milk on the rug.

Beggars can't be choosers :If you're asking for help, you must take what is offered to you.

behind(n) :the back part of the body that a person sits on; buttocks. _I hurt my ---, I can't sit comfortably.

belay(v) :(used imperatively)to stop ;to hold. _--- there!

give sb a bell(v) :(Br) to call sb on the phone.

knock seven bells out of sb(v) :to beat sb severely and violently.

ring a bell(v) :to remind sb of sthg that is half-forgotten. Mr-... -Jackson,-Yes, that name --- but I can't remember exactly.

be saved by the bell(v) :to be saved from a troublesome or difficult situation because of sb's arrival. _The teacher was nearly make me have an oral exam, but I fortunately am ---,when the inspector entered the class.

bell-hop(n) :bellboy.(=a child works as a servant at a hotel, restaurant, etc.)

BELLY(n)

belly(n) :the part of the human body, between the chest and the legs, which holds the stomach and bowels.

sb's eyes are bigger than his belly :sb is really greedy that wants more food than he/she can eat.

bellyache(v) :to complain esp. with continual annoyance; to whine. _Stop bellyaching and keep on doing your homework.

belly button(n) :the small hollow in the center of the front of the stomach; navel.

belly flop(n) :a dive, an act of jumping into the water, first the head and the body falls flat against the water. _I still couldn't make a belly flop, I always get my belly hurt.

bellyflop(v) :to jump into the water first the head and then the body falls flat against the water; to dive.

belly laugh(n) :a laughter or a strong laugh as if it comes from the belly. _He is known with his belly laugh during the conversations.

bellylaugh(v) :to laugh deeply. _He always amuses people by bellylaughing.

bellyful(adj) :too much. _Shut up, you always have --- complaints.

have had a bellyful/basinful of(v) :to get tired of; to get bored with. _Please stop bellyaching I ---your complaints.

belly-landing(n) :a landing of an aircraft without using the landing equipment on its under surface.

bellyland(v) :(of an aircraft) to land on its under surface without using the landing equipment.

belt(n) :a strong or forceful blow; whack; cuff.

belt(v) :1-to hit or strike very hard esp. with the fist. _She ---ed the rude man on the nose. 2-[along] to travel rapidly. _He got a ticket for --- along the highway. 3-[out]to sing loudly. _The audiences wanted her to belt out one more song.

Belt up!(v) :<slang>(used imperatively)Stop talking!; Shut up!

below the belt(adj) :(a blow, act, remark, etc.)(used after hit, strike, etc.)against the rules; unfair.

Pull in/tighten one's belt(v) :to try to continue to live on less money; to spend less money. _Because of the high increase of inflation, many people have to ---

under one's belt(adv) :as one's own experience. _Don't tell me how to deal with the problems in my office, I've got years in working ---!

go round the bend(v) :<slang><humor>to go crazy, or mad. _She was acting as she went ---.

bend/lean over backwards(v) :to do everything possible in order to help sb.

bend sb's ear(v) :to talk to sb continually and esp. about a worrisome subject that causes trouble for a person.

bend the/one's elbow(v) :<rarely used>to drink alcoholic beverage or to go out drinking. _Hey, you can't drive while you're so drunk, did you and your friends all ---!

bend a rule(v) :to interpret sthg loosely, in exactly true, in the purpose of getting the circumstances better.

bender(n) :a drinking party; spree.

the bends(n) :(pl)pains in the joints of the body caused by working in a less air-pressured space.( i.e. large water-tight box in which the workers work beneath the water;) bathyscaph.

bent(adj) :(Br)1-dishonest; easily influenced by money, gifts, or bribes; corrupt; crooked. 2-<slang>homosexual.

bent(n) :homosexual; queer.

berth(n) :<rarely used> a job.

give sb/sthg a wide berth(v) :to avoid or keep oneself away from sb or sthg that is dangerous, unpleasant etc.

all the best! :(used when sb leaves a friend, or at the end of a letter) I wish you my best wishes!; May everything go well for you! _John, when will we meet again -Later in time, I really don't know, ---!

have/get the best of(v) :to be the most advantageous, or powerful person (in a fight, quarrel, etc.)(esp. in the phrase have/get the best of it) _Who do you think will win the prize? -I'm pretty sure, John will, he ---!

one's best bib and tucker(n) :one's best clothes. _Are you ready for the party? -Don't you see I'm in my ---.

put one's best foot forward(v) :to make one's most efforts to do sthg. (esp. used in the phrase best foot forward and in imperative usage) _Don't worry about the math test, just ---!,you'll succeed.

the best of British!(interj) :(Am)Good luck! (used when sb believes or thinks that the other person has little or no chance to succeed.).

the best of the bunch (n) :the best of the many or large amount.

the best of both worlds(n) :the advantages that are gained from two situations. _I don't like my job, but I have ---, the salary is high and it's very close to my house, that's why I still work in here.

bet(n) :a set of one's actions; course. _Only --- you'll follow is that you go and ask the head first and...

I bet :1-I'm pretty sure. 2-(used sarcastically)I agree.

You bet! :You can be sure!; Of Course; Certainly.

You can bet your boots! :You can be certain; Of course.

hedge one's bets(v) :to put money in another business in order not to go bankrupt in the case of a failure of a business.

go one better(v) :to do better than a previous successful action; outdo; surpass.

sb's better half :<humor>sb's wife or husband.

few and far between(adj) :rarely seen or found; infrequent.

betwixt and between(adj) :in an intermediate position; halfway ;neither one thing nor the other one. _The English exam was ----(=neither easy nor difficult)

beyond a joke(adj) :(esp. after be/get/go, etc.)not funny or joking anymore; somewhat serious.

beyond/outside my ken(adj) :sthg that a person doesn't have any information or knowledge about; not within one's knowledge. _I don't know anything about English history, it's ----.

bid(n) :invitation. She got a --- for the party tonight.

bid for(v) :to try to attain. _She's bidding for getting 100.

biddable(adj) :ready to obey, docile. _This is his first day in the army. Do you see how --- he seems?

biddy(n) :an old woman that pays too much and unnecessary attention to small matters or details, a fussy old woman. _"I'm bored with you, you old ---"said the old man to his wife.

make a bid for(v) :to try to make an attempt to get or gain sthg.

biff(n) :a loud or severe blow; whack.

big(adj) :very known; popular or successful; famous; important. _She's very ---- in the office.

big(adv) :proudly; in a self-praise or self-important way; boastfully. He always talks big.

biggie(n) :important ,well-known person or a thing. _Who's the man shouting there?-He's the biggie, as you see.

big deal!(interj) :an expression of negligence or heedlessness for sb’s good action, remark, etc. ; big thrill.

what’s the big deal! :What’s that confusion or disorder for? _The classroom was noisily crowded , and at the moment the teacher came in and yelled :”What’s the big deal, kids!”

big guns(n) :the influential and important people.

big-head(n) :a person who is full of self-praise or thinks himself too important. _Why did he submit his resignation?-because he's fed up with the workers. He's a poor ---!.

what’s the big idea? :What do you think you are doing? (used to express suspicion with surprise about a situation that’s new to the speaker. _When Mike saw Tom cheating secretly in one of the back rows in the class at the examination, he said with a loud voice :“what’s the big idea? Tom, I think you didn’t need to study yesterday.” 

 

big name(n) :an important, famous, well-known person or group.

a big noise(n) :an important person.

a big pot(n) :an important, well-known person.

big shot(n) :<slang> an important and influential person, big wheel.

big thrill!(interj) :<slang>(used by a person who thinks that an action, remark, etc. is not so exciting as sb thinks. _Mummy, I got 85 from the math test. -Big thrill!, I heard it. Nobody has got below that grade 

big time(n) :<slang>the most successful, or the best grade or part in a profession or occupation. _He’s getting into his big time after directing that science-fiction film.

big top(n) :1-the basic tent of a circus.2-circus.

big wheel(n) :a person of importance, big shot.

big-wig(n) :a person of importance, big wheel.

get/grow too big for one's boots :to feel too high an opinion of one's own abilities, importance; to become conceited. _He's plays in boastful manner. He grows too ----.

go down/over big(v) :<slang>1- to be sthg great successful (for sb) _The conference went down quite big with the listeners. 2-to be greatly liked by sb. _The new teacher went over big with the students.

have big ideas(v) :to have plans, projects, aims or purposes to sthg important or to become important. _Why is he studying German?-He has --- to be appointed to Germany.

make it big(v) :<slang>to succeed esp. in business. _He made it big in cotton industry, he has more than 20 plants for now.

Mr. Big(n) :the most influential or powerful person in a group esp. a person who doesn’t have the formal or legal authority. _Though he’s not the boss, the employees are awfully scared of him.

that's big of you, him,. etc. :that's kind or generous of you, him,. etc. _John, I have a severe headache, can you give me a ride to formery?-I'll be glad to ._Oh, I appreciate your kindness.----!

with a big/capital A, B, C, etc.(adv) :(used to show that a person has the very qualities of the stated kind or type. _He’s a strict officer with a big O!

bike(n) :infml for bicycle. _I'll not lead my --- to the picnic.

bike(v) :to travel by bicycle. I always --- for an hour every morning.

On your bike! :an expression used to show what a person says or does, is not acceptable or approved and that he/she should leave at once or immediately.-Mum, would you please let me go out with my friends?-Don't you ever worry about your exam,---!

bilge(n) :a meaningless, nonsense talk. _Stop that ---!

bilious(adj) :(of colors)very bad, distasteful or sickly.

clean bill of health(n) :a favorable or approving suggestion or advice. _I need a ---- for my continual failure in the office.

fill the bill(v) :to satisfy or meet the needs or obligations. _Why did you divorce?-Because my wife couldn't ----for our home.

foot the bill (for):to pay (for)._Can you lend me some money? I have to ---- for the new TV I bought last month.

billet(n) :an easy work or situation ,an appointment or date that is easy to make.

billy goat(n) :a male goat.

bind(n) :an annoying and difficult situation, thing or person; bore; a nuisance.. _That teacher is a God dammit bind! 

in a bind(adj) :in a difficult or troublesome situation.

binge(n) :period of extreme fondness in eating, drinking, spending money, etc. esp. at a party; an extreme indulgence in sthg esp. in drinking alcohol, etc.; spree.

bingo(n,interj) :an expression of pleasure and happiness at a sudden, unexpected and surprising result. _I got hundred at math test.-Bingo!

bionic(adj) :having greater than human strength or power (such as speed, ability to think, etc.)_Did you see the man lifting the massive elephant at the circus?-He's really a bionic man.

BIRD(n)

bird(n) :<slang>1-(Br)a woman or a girl. 2-a man; guy. _Don't trust him, he's a bad bird! 3-the penis. 4-(Am)a male homosexual.

early bird(n) :a person who gets up or arrives early all the time. _The time is 7:00 and John, the --- of the house is up again.

birds of a feather (flock together)(n) :persons of the same kind(esp. bad, dishonest)_I advise you not to do business with these companies, they're all ---!

be (strictly) for the birds(v) :(Am) <slang> 1-to be sthg very disliked, disapproved, or unpleasant, etc. _Being have to stay at home while the sun shines so brightly is just for the birds! 2-to be unimportant, worthless, etc.

do bird(v) :to stay in prison for a period of time(for a crime, etc.)

give sb/get the bird(v) :(of an actor, singer, lecturer, etc.)to dismiss/be dismissed or forced to go away; to show disapproval by making noise. _When the lecturer's speech lasted too long, all the audiences began to give him the bird.

##kill two birds with one stone(v) :to achieve two results with one action. _Having been appointed to Washington, he---ed ---.

like a bird(adv) : (of a machine, engine, vehicle, etc.)very well; without any trouble or failure to operate. _The new car was belting along like a bird.

a little bird told me : (used to avoid telling sb how one learned or found out sthg secret or unknown.) also I heard from a little bird; a little bird has whispered in my ear.

the bird has flown :the wanted or needed person has escaped or gone away. _She didn't agree to have the job since the salary is not much. But when the boss wanted the same woman for higher salary --- has already ---.

birdbrain(n) :a silly or foolish person.

bird-brained(adj) :foolish, stupid. Don't talk unless you're told to, you ---!.

birdie(n) :a small bird. _She has a --- in her house.

bird-man(n) :pilot. _Only the bird-man survived after the airplane crash.

in/wearing one's birthday suit(adv) :(humor) having no clothes on; be completely naked. _She was --- when the boy suddenly entered the room.

take the biscuit/cake(v) :to be the best or worst of the stated. (used to express admiration or disapproval) _Mummy, can I go out? -Never, unless you finish your homework, Jim. -For tolerance, you really take the biscuit, mom.(=She has no tolerance) I’ll go and do all of them right now.

as the actress said to the bishop(adv) :<humor>(used to draw attention to a statement, that is not implied to suggest sexual manners or acts, but may be supposed to have so. _After having a quick examination, the doctor told her to undress ---.

bit(n) :1-area familiar to a group of subjects ,altitudes ,etc. _The manager didn't agree with the film-sector bit .2-a standard of money equal to twelve and a half cents (now modernly used in multiples of two as two-bits, ten-bits, etc.)3-happening of action or behavior ;routine events. _Where were you?-I was at the meeting ---. 4-<slang>a young woman.

a bit (of) :to a degree; rather. _I'm a --- bored. _She's not a --- like that really!(=She's not like that at all!)

a bit of all right(n) :(Br)1-a sexually attractive person, esp. a woman or a girl. 2-sthg that is very good, pleasing, etc. _How was your weekend? -It was great, I was invited to a party, it was a bit of all right!, you know.

a bit on the side(n) :a sexual relationship with sb rather than one’s wife or husband. _She learned that her husband was having a bit on the side.

a/sb’s bit of skirt/stuff/fluff/crumpet/tail(n) :<derog>a girl or a woman esp. when considered as an object for sexual desire. _Whenever he goes to a business trip to another city, he always goes out to find his bit of stuff.

a bit thick(adj) :beyond what is tolerable or reasonable. _Please don't go any further, You treat her a little ---.

not a bit of it!, also not a bit! :You’re welcome; It doesn’t worth saying; Not at all. _Thank you for your help George, I really appreciate it. -Not a bit of it!, Mary, what are the friends for?

bits and pieces/bobs :small articles of various kinds. _The tailor brought his --- with him.

do one's bit :to do one's share of the work that one has to do. _Where are you going, Timmy?, Have you done ---?!

thrilled to bits(adj) :very much excited. _The little child was thrilled to bits when she heard a mysterious noise from the lower floor, but she was at ease when she learned that it was only the cat walking.

be bitten with :to have a strong desire or almost uncontrollable interest in sthg. _He has a collection of antiques. He's --- antiques.

bitch(n) :1-a complaint. 2-a rude and unpleasant woman.

bitch(v) :1-[about]to complain rudely, talk spitefully to sb about sthg. _Stop it! You're ---ing the wrong person! 2-[to]to talk spitefully or hatefully.

bitch up(v) :to spoil or ruin sthg, an activity, etc. 

bitchy(adj) :spiteful; annoying.

bite(n) :sthg to eat; a small meal or snack. _We dropped by for a --- before the cinema.

two bites of/at the cherry(n) :two chances or attempts to do sthg.(usu. after get/give/have/take) _When she couldn’t succeed the final exam, I thought it would be great that I would be given two bites of the cherry, but it was just a dream: I failed.

bite sthg<-->back :to control oneself or prevent oneself from expressing or saying sthg that is secret and that may cause hurt in sb's feelings. _Be careful for your tactless remarks, you may --- it back!

bite off more than one can chew(v) :to try too much to do or achieve sthg.

bite the dust(v) :to fall flat onto the ground(esp. in a fight.) _The poor beggar bit the dust by the huge man’s severe blow.

bite sb's head off :to talk to or answer sb in a rude and angry way. _I only asked you a question. There’s no need to bite my head off!

bite one’s tongue off(v) :to be instantly sorry for what one has just said. (usu. in the phrases: could have bitten one’s tongue off, would rather bite off one’s tongue than) _Mary could have bitten one’s tongue off when she realized that Tom was listening what she was telling about him.

bitty(adj) :(Br)<often derog>consisting unconnected, separate parts, bits, or details. _I gave up doing that report, it's awfully bitty.

to the bitter end(adv) :to the end by defeating all the obstacles and unpleasant difficulties. _He's really competent, he's running to the bitter end.

(as) black as the ace of spades(adj) :very dirty, muddy, etc. _The children were playing in the street, not aware of that their clothes were as black as the ace of spades.

a blank check(n) :full freedom to do sthg, esp. to spend money. _I was given a a blank check when I went on a business trip to London.

blab(v) :1-to tell a secret ,esp. about criminal activity. _The police inquired the man but he didn't blab. 2-to talk very much.

blabber(v) :[on]to talk too much ,annoyingly, rudely and indiscreetly. _How many times have I told you not to blabber.

blabber-mouth(n) :a person who blabbers.

blackleg(n) :1-(Br)a worker who works while the others are on strike. 2-(Am)a swindler, esp. a gambler who cheats others; crook.

black eye(n) :[to]a disgrace or dishonor ;a shame or discredit(=sb or sthg that is harmful to a good person or thing.)He's a black eye to his family.

in the black(adj) :having an account in a bank; not in debt.

like the Black Hole of Calcutta(adj) :having no fresh air. _Hey, open a window: it’s like the Black Hole of Calcutta in here!

##look as black as thunder(v) :to be extremely angry.

the pot calling the kettle black :(used after it’s or that’s) sb criticizes or finds fault with another person when he/she also has the same faults or mistakes. _This morning I was late, and the boss ticked me off for that, but he arrives late almost every day. That’s the pot calling the kettle black, huh, isn’t it?

work like a black/nigger(v) :to work very determinedly and hard.

Black Maria(n) :an enclosed vehicle, esp. used for carrying prisoners; police van.

blessing(n) :approval or encouragement. She gave me the blessing that I really need.

blimey(interj) :(Br)(used to express surprise) short for Godblimey(=God blind me!)

turn a blind eye(v) :to neglect; to refuse to notice or take care of. _He’s the apple of the teacher’s eye, so that the teacher always turns a blind eye to his undisciplined actions.

blind date(n) :1-a date between a girl and a boy who has never met before, and arranged by the third person.2-one of these persons.

blind eye(n) :(Am)<slang> the buttocks or anus.

blind(v) :(Br)<slang>to curse or swear.

on the blink(adj) :out of use; not working properly. _Hey don't touch that machine, don't you see the note on it? It says 'It's ---'.

blob(n) :an object or thing that has no particular shape or form. _Could you please give me the --- over there?

block(n) :a person's head.

block-buster(n) :a person or thing that is particularly successful, outstanding, or impressive.

block-head(n) :a stupid person. _I don't advice you to have a business with him. He's a real ---!.

bloke(n) :(Br)a man. He is a real lucky ---,he hit the jackpot last week.

My blood was up! :I was very angry and almost ready to fight.

run in the blood(v) :to have a trait or quality, by. inheritance. _His father was also bad-tempered, he has no fault, it runs in the blood.

blood-hound(n) :a detective or pursuer. Do you need a --- for the investigation of the crime?

bloodsucker(n) :a person who takes as much as he can from others; extortionist. _Don't give any money to that --- anymore!

bloody(adj) :1-(Br)<impolite><slang>(used to emphasize an expression or judgment) _He was really a bloody liar! 2-(used as a meaningless addition to an angry talk.)cursed; damned. _When he just came in the --- room ,I got irked by his bloody face.

bloody(adv) :(Br)<impoliite><slang>very; extremely.

bloodyminded(adj) :showing a great desire to fight against the wishes of others; uncooperative. _Don't want anything from the teacher, he's a ---- person.

bloomer(n) :a stupid mistake; blunder.

bloomers(n) :infml for knickers(=a woman's underpants)

blot one's copy book(v) :to spoil one's good condition or position. _She --- when she couldn't hand in the report.

blotto(adj) :(Br)<slang>very drunk.

blow(v) :1-to go away; to leave esp. hurriedly. The children smoking in the WC --- when the saw the teacher coming.2-<slang>to spend (money) recklessly. 3-to handle or do unsuccessfully. 4-<slang>to lose money or a chance esp. because of-being fooled; to squander. 5-<slang>(euph) damn. _I'm ----!, He's won again. 6-<slang>to talk boastfully; drag.

blowhard(n) :a person who thinks him or herself rather than the others in a bragger way.; big-head.

bobby soxer(n) :a young girl that usu. follows current fashions.

bod(n) :(Br)a person.

body(n) :person.(used in comparisons such as everybody, nobody, etc.)

bog(n) :(Br)<slang>lavatory; toilet.

bogy(n) :unidentified enemy fighter plane. _-Tom, do you see the aircraft there? Go and get him, That's your ---!

boiling point(n) :point at a person loses his/her temper.

boil down to(v) :to mean; to be; to indicate by leaving out the unnecessary details. _That matter ----- a question of money.

bollix sthg<-->up(v) :(Am)<slang><taboo> to make a mess of sthg; to spoil or bungle sthg.

bollock sthg< -- > up(v) :(Br)<slang><taboo>to spoil sthg; to make a mess of sthg.

bollocks(n,interj) :(Br)<slang><taboo>1- testicles. 2-<derog>rubbish; nonsense.

boloney, also baloney(n) :<slang>meaningless or foolish talk; nonsense; rubbish. _Don’t listen to him, his talks are completely boloney!

bolshie, bolshy(adj) :1-difficult. 2-(of a person) stubborn and uncooperative; obstinate.

bomb(n) :1-(Am)a complete failure. Why did you do? You spoiled all the plans we had, it's really a bomb nothing more. 2-(Br)a great deal of money. _H has made a bomb after one year hard working.

(go) like a bomb(v,adv) :(Br)(to go) very well. _How are the things going?----.!

bonedry(adj) :completely dry.

bonehead(n) :<slang>a foolish person; a fool.

boneshaker(n) :<often humor>an old comfortable, bumpy vehicle, esp. a bicycle.

boner(n) :a foolish mistake. I'm fed up with your ---- ,you little stupid!

bonk(v) :1-<slang>[away]to have sex with. 2-to hit without causing any damage or hurt.

bonk(n) :<slang>an act of having sexual intercourse with sb.

bonkers(adj) :(humor) crazy.

have a bee/bees in one's bonnet(v) :to have an unchanging, fixed idea(s).

bonus(n) :an extra pleasant addition to what is expected. _I like my job, and it's a bonus that the salary is too high.

can't/couldn't say boo to a goose(v) : to be easily scared; to have a lack of courage; to be coward. _He was a very timid person that he ever couldn’t say boo to a goose!

boob(n) :1-silly person or a fool.2-<slang>a foolish mistake.

boob(v) :to make a foolish mistake.

boobs(n) :a woman's breasts.

booby, boob(n) :a mistake.

boo-boo(n) :a mistake.

boodle(v) :<slang>to give or accept bribe.

boodle(n) :<slang>money, esp. stolen or used as a bribe.

book(v) :to enter in police records. _He was ----ed on charge of speeding.

cook the books(v) : cook’dan al.

in sb’s bad/black books(adj) :having a bad relationship with sb; in disfavor with sb.

make book(v) :to have bets. _Let's ---- on who'll win the race.

throw the book at(v) :to scold or punish sb severely, esp. because of several crimes, faults, that he/she had done.

bookie, bookmaker(n) :a person who bets or collect bets ,esp. in horse races.

boondocks(n) :a poor country area where few people live; wilderness.

boondoggle(n) :useless work. _I'm fed up with that nasty work, it's really a ----!

boss-eyed(adj) :(Br)<slang> skew-eyed; cross-eyed. 

bossy(adj) :having too much desire for giving orders. _A --- editor.

botch(v) :[up] to do sthg in bad manner; to bungle. _She has never ---d up a meal so far!.

botch, botch-up(n) :a badly done or clumsy work. You're given a low grade because of your --- in laboratory.

cannnot be bothered(v) :to be unwilling to do sthg. _I cannot be bothered to go and attend that boring lecture.

bet one’s bottom dollar/boots/shirt/ass(n) :to be completely sure or certain. _I bet a bottom dollar that Efes Pilsen will defeat them again.

bounce(n) :1-(Br)rudeness ;bluster ;extreme boldness against sb; impudence. 2-energy; liveliness; zip; vigor; dash; spirit.

give/get the bounce(v) :to dismiss or be dismissed. _You'll be given the --- if you continue being so late.

bounce(v) :1-(of a check)to be returned by bank since there's no money in account. 2-to dismiss sb from one’s job. _His latest tactless talk to the boss finally caused him to be bounced 3-to throw sb out of a place forcefully. _The guard bounced the intoxicated person out of the saloon.

box sb's ears(v) :to hit sb on the ears.

Boy(interj) :(expressing surprise and excitement.)Boy, What a girl!.

boy(n) :a male person of a particular group. _The people were applauding the office boy who has become the chief.

the big boys(n) :the important, powerful, or influential people, companies, etc. 

a nancy boy(n) :<derog>a man who behaves in a womanlike manner esp. a homosexual.

old boy(n) :1-(used to address a close friend)friend; pal. 2-the/sb’s old boy(n) :sb’s father when he’s old.

boys(n) :a man's male friends; a group of men. _---,what are we doing now?.

bozo(n) :<slang>a silly or foolish person.

bra(n) :informal abbreviation for brassiere (=the woman's undergarments for supporting the breasts; beer-saloon.

get down to brass tacks/bedrock(v) :to begin to talk about the important facts and subjects which are intentionally avoided and not talked about, up to the present time. _Yes, gentlemen, let's ---about our new project. Mr. Hancock please show us the performance statistics and let us see if we succeeded or not

top-brass(n) :officers, managers, etc. of high ranks.

brazen/brave it out(v) :to act in an unashamed way even though one has said or done sthg shameful, etc. _He buffed a cigarette off me, and brazened it out without any thanks.

bread(n) :money.

bread and butter(n) :way of making one's living, earning money. _She doesn't sing for fun, singing is her ---.

shoot the breeze(v) :1-<slang>to talk behind the person he/she is absent; gossip 2-to chat.

brick(n) :an admirable person who has esp. firm character.

bang/bash/beat/hit/knock/run one's head against a brick wall(v) :(usu. used after like)to try to do sthg difficult or impossible; to waste one's time and efforts for sthg troublesome, difficult or impossible to do. _It’s like beating your head against a brick wall for you to study for the university exam; I bet my bottom dollar that you cannot possibly succeed it.

shit bricks/a brick(v) :<slang><impolite> (usu. in progressive tenses) to be excessively anxious, worried, etc. _I was shitting bricks while waiting for the test results.

like a ton of bricks(adj) :in sudden anger or force.(esp. in the phrase come down on sb like a ton of bricks) _The teacher came down on him like a ton of bricks when she was late again for the class.

drop a brick/clanger(v) :(Br) to make a silly behavior that hurts one's feelings.; blunder. _You really dropped a brick the day when you said Brian that you’d seen his girl friend with her friends at the cinema, he supposed to know she was at home and studying.

brick-bat(n) :a sort of insulting behavior that hurts one's feelings.

brickie(n) :a worker whose job is to build walls with bricks.

brig(n) :a military jail; prison.

bright and early(adv) :excessively early in the morning. Tomorrow I have an important examination, so I’ll get up bright and early in the morning.

bright-eyed and bushy-tailed(adj) : 1-very happy and lively. _After I learned that I didn’t flunk biology, I went home bright-eyed and bushy-tailed. 2-successful in one's job ;working well and full of new brilliant ideas.

brights(n) :car headlights that are the brightest ones.

bright fork(n) :(Br)<humor>a happy and joyful person.

brill(adj) :(of a woman)having a strong desire to be a mother.

bring sb/sthg down(v) :<slang>to discourage or disappoint sb.

bring a storm about one's ears(v) :to do or say sthg that causes strong opposition, etc.

bring home the bacon(v) : 1-to earn a living for one's family. 2-to achieve an aim.

bring down the house(v) :(of a play, performance, or who performs .)to receive great admiration or applause from the audience.

bring sb to heel(v) :to make sb obedient.

brinksmanship(n) :the art of trying to gain an advantage by taking a dangerous risk esp. in international politics and esp. before drawing back.

the briny(n) :the sea.

bristols(n) :(Br)<slang><rarely used>a woman’s breasts.

brit(n) :a British person.

broad(n) :1-<slang>a prostitute. 2-(Am)an attractive woman.

broad in the beam(adj) :(of a person) having large and fat hips.

broiler(n) :an extremely hot day. _Tomorrow will be a --- according to weather report.

broke(adj) :having no money ._I'm flat --- guys.

go broke(v) :to lose all one's money. _He went --- in the lottery.

go for broke(v) :<slang>to risk all one's money in an attempt to win sthg. _I suggest you not pass up a chance like that, but think, you may ---!.

brolly(n) :umbrella.

bromide(n) :1-an uninteresting but meaningful statement. _The new teacher seems to have no original ideas; her lecture was full of bromides.2-a person who has such statements; a boring and tiresome person.

bromidic(adj) :ordinary; common; trite.

#brood over sthg(v) :to think about sthg esp. of little importance in a mournful, thoughtful or sad way. _Don’t brood over it Mary, it was just a mistake you married with him, but now that you’re divorced, you can begin your life in your way.

brood(n) :(Am)1-a sexually attractive woman. 2-<derog>a woman who behaves like a prostitute.

broody(adj) :(of a woman)having a strong desire to be a mother.

browbeat(v) :to attack (sb) in words or manners. _His stepmother always browbeats her .

high-brow(n) :a well-educated person who has interest in intellectual matters, philosophy, classical music, literature, etc.

brown eye(n) :(Am)<slang>the buttocks or anus.

Brownie point(n) :(usu. pl.)a sign or mark of approval or favor for sthg good or helpful that one has done. _She’s in bad with her mother, nowadays, but the Brownie point she had by cleaning the kitchen caused them to reconcile again.

browned off(adj) :(Br)[with]fed up (with); annoyed. _I'm really browned off with these stupid ideas of yours.

bruiser(n) :1-bully. 2-a strong, rough person.

brummagem(n) :sthg that seems bright, valuable, and attentive but is worthless, inferior in quality.

brummagem(adj) :showy but of little value.

brunch(n) :a late morning meal combination of both breakfast and the lunch. _I'll prepare a --- for you, dear.

brush-off, brush-offs(n) :a dismissal, disagreement, or a rejection to listen to sb or to be friendly with sb.; a rebuff. (esp. in the phrase give sb the brush-off)

brush(n) :<slang>the hair that grows on one’s pubic area; pubic hair.

brute(n) :sthg very difficult or troublesome to do.

bub(n) :(used when speaking to sb that is familiar to a person. _Hey,--- how is it going?

bubbly(n) :champagne; a bubbling or fizzy wine.

buck(n) :1-responsibility._Why are you always passing the buck to me? 2-one American dollar. _I don't have any ---.

pass the buck(v) :to give duty or responsibility or a duty to sb forcefully. _The older brother always passed --- to the younger one.

buck(v) :1-to resist stubbornly. 2-not to agree to do sthg; to balk(at).

buck for(v) :<slang>(used esp. in military)to struggle hardly for promotion, better position, gain, profit, etc.); to strive for.

Buck up! :(used imperatively)1-Hurry up! 2-Cheer up!

buck up(v) :1-to make or to become more confident, lively or brave. _Whenever I take a glass of liquor, I feel myself bucked up. 2-to cheer sb up.

buck sthg<-->up(v) :to try to make better. _You ought to --- your low grades.

bucked(adj) :happy; pleased.

bucket(n) :great amount. _It was raining in ---s.

bucket down(v) :(of rain)to fall very heavily and steadily; to pour down. _The rain has been bucketing down for two days, I guess a severe catastrophe is likely.

come down in buckets/sheets(v) :to rain very much and heavily.

cry buckets(v) :to cry very much.

kick the bucket(v) :<humor>to die. _If you don't give me some loan, I'll make you ---!

bucket shop(n) :(Br)a business that obtains tickets for air travel and sell them publicly at a low price.

buckle down(v) :[at]to start to study or work seriously. _You have to ---- at your exams if you don't want to flunk.

buckshee(adj,adv) :(Br)<slang>without any payment; free of charge.

bud(n) :(used to address a close friend) pal.

buddy(n) :(esp. of a man)friend, pal. _I and John are good ---.

budgie(n) :infml for budgerigar(=a small bright-colored cage bird which is kept in the houses in England.)

buff(n) :a person who is very interested in and has special knowledge about the stated subject; hobbyist; fan. _He's a film ---,he has watched most of the films in the hit list.

in the buff(adj) :<slang>having no clothes on; naked.

buffalo(v) :<slang>to fool; to confuse.

buffer(n) :(Br) an admirable old person.(esp. used in the phrase old buffer.)

bug(n) :1-a germ that causes a disease; virus infection. 2-a defect in a machine. _There's a bug in TV, it's not clear. 3-fan; buff; not lasting interest in sthg. _She likes traveling ,she's bitten by the travel bug. 4-<slang>a hidden microphone; an apparatus for listening to other people's conversations secretly. 5-<slang>crazy,mad person. 6-<slang>a small car, esp. a Wolkswagen.

a bug in one's ear(n) :1-obsession. 2-rumor; tale; an information that is not known if true or not.

get the bug(v) :<slang>to have an extreme in fondness in sthg.

have a bug on(v) :<slang>to be very angry; to be up in arms. _I caution you that I --- you.!

bugs(adj) :<slang>crazy; mad; lunatic.

bug(v) :1-to place a hidden microphone (bug) in order to listen secretly to other people. _Be careful of what you’re saying ,the room is ---ed by the police. 2-to annoy (sb) _Hey, stop ---ing me! 3-to cause (sb) to make mistakes.

What’s bugging you? :What’s annoying or bothering you?

bug out(v) :<slang>to escape. They all ---as the police came.

bug up(v):to be excited. _I had really --- before the inquiry.

bugaboo(n) :an imaginary cause of fear. _When I was a child, I had had many of childish bugaboos whenever I was left alone at home.

bughouse(n) :(Am)<slang>a hospital for insane people.

bugger(n) :1-(Br)(derog)(used in expressions of favorable or good feelings.)person; fellow. _Poor ---! 2-sthg that causes trouble and difficulty. 3-(Br)<slang><taboo>an unpleasant or offensive person.

play silly buggers(v) :<slang>(used in negative commands or progressive tenses)(used to scold sb.)to behave in a childlike or foolish manner. _She was turning the radio on and off continually ,then at this time “Can’t you stop playing silly buggers, Susan” exclaimed her brother with a loud voice./Don’t play silly buggers Tom, it’s not the time to behave foolishly now.

Bugger it!(interj) :(Br)<derog>(used for adding force to expressions of dislike or sthg unpleasant)_Oh,---!,I've missed the train again.

bugger about(v) :(Br)<slang><taboo>1-[with]to act in a silly or stupid manner. 2-to cause trouble, difficulty, or mischief (to sb).

bugger off!(v) :(Br)<slang><taboo>(used imperatively)Go away!

bugger sthg<-->up(v) :(Br)<slang><taboo>to bungle or spoil sthg.

bugger all!(n) :(Br)<impolite>nothing; nothing at all. _I don’t want to work here, I’m up to my ears, all the time where John does bugger all, there at the other office! (also damn all!)

buggered(adj) :<slang><taboo>1-very exhausted; weary. 2-very surprised, astonished or shocked.

buggy(adj) :mad; crazy.

bull(n) :1-policeman or detective. 2-meaningless talk; bullshit; nonsense.

(like)a bull in a china shop(n) :a careless, clumsy and rough person esp. at a position or place where no mistake is wanted; butter-fingers.

shoot/throw the bull(v) :<slang>1-to talk meaninglessly and foolishly. 2-to talk.

take the bull by the horns(v) :to face a danger or a difficulty bravely.

bull-session(n) :an informal discussion among familiar people in a group.

bullshit(v) :<slang><slang><taboo>to talk nonsense, esp. with the aim of deception, trickery, or flattery. _Don’t bullshit to me! Tell me exactly why you came so late?

bullshit(n,interj) :<taboo>meaningless or foolish talk; nonsense.

bully(adj,interj) :excellent. _Bully!, you did well.

bullyboy(n) :a rude and rough man who acts unpleasantly or in a threatening way.

bully(v) :to make sb afraid.

bully for you!(interj) :1-(used to praise sb)_The audiences shouted'----' at the speaker. 2-a sarcastic phrase that praises a person's behavior in an amusing way.

bum around/about<slang>1-to waste one’s time idly and lazily. 2-to spend one’s time traveling esp. for fun.

bum (v) :<slang>1-to waste time by doing idle things; to loaf. 2-[off] to obtain by begging; to scrounge. _He always bums a cigarette off John, and John never refuses him. 3-to live by getting money from sb. 4-to drink too much (alcohol).

bum(n) :<slang>1-(Am)a worthless person that spends his time wastefully by loafing; vagrant; tramp; loafer; hobo. 2-(Br)<impolite>the back part of the body that a person sits on; buttocks.

give sb the bum’s rush(v) :to throw sb out forcefully.

on the bum(adj,adv) :(Am)<slang><derog> 1-living the life of a bum; having no regular job and wandering about. _After he lost his job, he went on the bum. 2-out of use; out of order.

bum(adj) :<slang>1-useless; bad; worthless. _He’s really a dishonest guy, I saw him giving some piece of bum advice about cheating. 2-of low quality.

bumble(v) :[on/about]to talk in an unclear way so that the words are difficult to understand.

bumf, also bumph(n) :<slang>short for bumfodder; undesirable, useless and esp. much amount of paper esp. toilet paper.

bump into(v) :to meet sb by chance.

bump sb off(v) :<slang>to kill sb.

bump sthg<-->up(v) :to increase; to go up. _You need 100 to bump your grade up to 60.

bumpkin(n) :<derog>an awkward , dull, stupid and rough person esp. one who has grown up in the country rather than a city.

have a bun in the oven(v) :to be pregnant.

bunch(n) :a group of people. _A --- of the students were watching movie.

a bunch of fives(n) :(Br)an act of hitting sb with the closed hand; to fist; to punch. _I’ll just give you a bundle of fives if you don’t stop talking foolishly about my girl friend.

the best of the bunch(n) :the best or the pick of a group of people; lot.

bunco(n) :(Am)a cheat or swindle, esp. at a card game.

bunco(v) :(Am)to cheat, trick or swindle.

bundle(n) :a great amount of money.

a bundle of(adv) : in the state of. _I lost the bet, I'm ---nerves.

go a bundle on(v) :<slang>to enjoy or be very fond of sthg. _She really goes a bundle on tennis.

bundle(v) :to send or remove quickly and unceremoniously.

bung(v) :to put, push, give or throw esp. unkindly or roughly. _I saw the naughty child pick up a stone and bung it to the dog./ _John, I'm short on money, will you bung me a cigarette.

bung sthg<--> up(v) :(usu. passive)to stop up; to block. _I can't breathe, my nose is bunged up.

bunk(n) :1-a bed usually fastened to a wall and usually placed one above the other. 2-<slang>nonsense talk; bullshit; bunkum. _Oh, shut up, you bored me with all that bunk.

do a bunk(v) :(Br)<slang>to run away; to flee.

bunk(v) :to sleep on a bunk.

bunny(n) :rabbit.

burg(n) :small town or city.

burger(n) :hamburger.

burgle(v) :to enter a home illegally in order to steal; to burglarize.

burk, berk(n) :(Br)a stupid person; a fool.

burn(v) :1-to make angry; irritate. 2-(of ears) to ring superstitiously. _My ears are burning, I wonder who the person gossiping about me is.

burn sb<-->up(v) :to fill sb’s mind thoroughly; to obsess; to overwhelm. _After I saw Mary with Peter, I was awfully burnt up with jealousy.

burn one's boots/bridges(v) :to destroy all the ways so that a person must go forward.

burn one's fingers(v) :to suffer the bad result of a foolish remark or behavior. _I’m not going to bet on The Wind at today’s race, last time I remember I have burnt my fingers since she came the last.

get one's fingers burnt(v) :to suffer the bad result of a foolish remark.

burn the candle at both ends(v) :to use up all one's strength ;to study until late hours.; to have little rest.

burn the midnight oil(v) :to study until late hours.

burp(n) :belch.

burp(v) :1-to bring up stomach gas through the mouth. 2-to help (a baby) to get rid of stomach gas from the mouth, esp. by rubbing the back. _A baby needs to --- after meal.

bury the hatchet(v) :to make agreement after a quarrel; to become friends after a fight. _Hey kids, stop the fight and bury the hatchet.

go for a burton(v) :to be spoiled, destroyed, ended, etc. _My plans for the summer holiday went for a burton; I couldn’t collect the money amount I expected.

miss the bus(v) :to pass up or miss a chance, opportunity, esp. one that sb will not be able to have again. _I hesitated too long about buying a car with the money I saved; but now I guess I missed the bus, because I spent almost great amount of it, and I can never save this amount again.

bush(n) :<slang>(of a woman)the hair that grows on one’s pubic area; pubic hair.

bushed(adj) :(Am)extremely tired.

-buster(n) :a person who avoids or breaks up the stated thing. _ghost-buster, crime-buster(=who catches criminals)

busthead(n) :<slang>1-cheap and ordinary liquor. 2-a drunk person.

(as) busy as a bee(adj) :excessively busy. _I was as busy as a bee when you came and asked for help David, I’m very sorry I couldn’t.

but(adv) :(Am)<slang>(used to emphasize a statement, opinion, etc.) Martin, I want you to turn off that radio but now!

(there are)no buts about it! :(There is)no doubt about it.

butch(adj) :1-(of a woman)showing or having tendency towards the men and their behavior. 2-(of a man)a strong masculine(=a person that has the qualities of a man)

butcher(v) :to ruin or spoil because of lack of skill or carelessness.

butt(n) :<slang>1-buttocks. _Hey kids, get off your butts and get cracking, you’re all late! 2-a cigarette. 3-a person whom others make fun of. _He is always the butt in the classroom, everybody teases him with their jokes.

butterfingers(n) :a person who drops things easily; a clumsy person.

butter (sb) up(v) :to flatter sb esp. in order to gain sthg; to cajole. _She always butters him up by saying he is actually a great boss.

get/have butterflies in one's stomach/ 

tummy (v) :to feel very anxious and nervous when starting to do sthg. _I always get butterflies in my stomach before going to my dentist.

button(n) :a boy wearing uniform, employed as a servant in a hotel; page boy.

(as) bright as a button(adj) :very clever.

button up(v) :<slang><slang>to shut up. _Hey, hey ,just button up now and listen to what I’m saying!

button sthg<-->up(v) :to finish sthg successfully.

button up(adj) :safe.

buttoned up(adj) :1-successfully finished or succeeded. 2-(of a person)silent, calm, etc.

buttonhole(v) :to stop, or seize and force sb to listen. _The teacher buttonholed me outside the class and asked if I cribbed the words off John in the exam.

buy(n) :bargain; sthg at a low price.

buy(v) :to accept, believe. _Oh, boy, do you think I'll buy that excuse.

buy/sell for a/an old song(v) :to buy/sell for a very low or cheap price. _I’ve just sold it for an old song and you still tell me about a sale, Tom.

buzz(n) :telephone call.

buzz(v) :1-to telephone. 2-to fly low and fast over. _It is forbidden to buzz over the base.

Buzz off! :(Br)(used when giving orders)Go away!

by the way(adv) :(used when introducing a subject or sthg that hasn't been talked earlier.)_---,What happened after the accident yesterday?

by(prep) :at or to (a person's home). _Come by for a drink after shifting the duty.

By for now! :Good bye until see or meet you next time.

by and by(adv) :soon; a bit later.

Bye bye now :Goodbye.

let/be bygones(v) :to forget the unpleasant things in the past.

cabbage(n) :1-<derog>an idle person who has no special interest or ability. _Why don't you try to do sthg, you cabbage! 2-a person who has lost the ability to think, talk or walk, etc. because of an accident, illness or brain damage, etc.

cabby(n) :taxi driver, cabdriver.

cagey(adj) :1-full of secrets; unwilling to tell. _She's very --- about the accident she had last year. 2-clever and cunning so as not to be trapped or deceived; shrewd.

in cahoots over sthg(adj) :having secret and esp. unlawful intentions or plans about sthg esp. against a particular person.

raise Cain(v) :to cause or arouse trouble esp. by complaining or arguing.

calvinist, calvinistic(adj) :<derog>having strict moral standards and living away from pleasure; puritanical. _Martha won’t come to the party with us, her family is awfully calvinistic.

CAMP(v)

camp out(v) :(Br)to live under difficult conditions for a short period of time. _We'll have to --- till I get my salary.

camp it up(v) :to act affectedly, in a funny way, in order to draw people’s attention; to overact. 2-to behave in a sexually affected way. 

camp(adj) :1-(of a man)behaving in woman-like manner, esp., in an intentional way; sissy. 2-homosexual.

can(modal) :may; to be allowed to. _Mom said we can go swimming. (In informal usage can, _that shows the ability_ is used in the way that shows the permission or allowance. _Can I leave the class early?)

can(n) :(Am)<slang>1-jail; prison. 2-toilet. 3-<slang>buttocks. _I like the girls with big cans.

in the can(adj) :1-likely to be finished or agreed upon. _John, I can’t see the report on my table. -Sir, it’s just in the can, you’ll get it very soon. 2-(of films)finished and ready for showing. 

carry the can(v) :to take the responsibility or blame. _He was my lovely brother, he always used to carry the can when I did something wrong.

can(v) :(Am)<slang>1-to dismiss, or fire from a job, etc; to sack. 2-to stop; to end to do sthg. _I'm screamfully bored, Could you please ---it!

canned(adj) :1-recorded. _The recent TV comedies are being broadcast with the --- laughter. 2-<slang>drunk.

CANDLE(n)

burn the candle at both ends(v) :to be very busy during the day and stay up late at night.

can't hold/is not fit to hold a candle(v) :not to be able to be as good as (sb or sthg). _Nobody can hold a candle to her when it comes to typing.

be worth the candle(v) :(of an activity, affair, plan, etc.)not to be worthy of effort, money, or time to spend on.

cannabis, also dope, pot, grass(n) :the drug that is produced from a particular type of plant and used in cigarettes to give pleasure and desire to sleep.

cannot (help) but(v) :to be forced or obliged to; must. _I can’t help but laugh at that ridiculous offer!

##paddle one's own canoe(v) :1-to trust or rely on oneself. _You should --- if you want to achieve sthg by yourself. 2-to do one’s own affairs by oneself, without any help from others.

canoodle(v) :[with]<rarely used>to make love by hugging, kissing, caressing, etc.; to cuddle. _I saw a couple canoodling in the park.

cantankerous(adj) :angry; bad-tempered; ready to argue.

CAP(n)

if the cap-(Br)/shoe-(Am) fits, wear it :if the statement, idea, thought, remark, etc. is true; then accept it. _I didn’t mean your son is a bit slow in understanding, but if the caps fits, wear it! (usu. shortened to if the cap/shoe fits.)

put one’s thinking cap on(v) :to think or ponder about sthg very carefully.

set one's cap for/at(v) :(of a woman)to try to win a man as a husband. _Why is she behaving so kindly? _She's set his cap for that smart guy.

to cap/top/crown it all(adv) :(used to express sthg unpleasant)in addition to all; finally. _I was coughing, the weather was very cold, and to cap it all, I was out of the pool and had no towel.

caper(n) :(Am)a crime.

cut a caper(v) :to act joyfully and excitedly (esp. after a troublesome affair.)

capital(adj) :perfect; extremely good; excellent. _He has always --- ideas.

with a big/capital A, B, C, etc.(adv) :(used to show that a person has the very qualities of the stated kind or type. _He’s a strict officer with a big O!

CARD(n)

card(n) :an amusing person; wag; humorist.

one’s best/trump card(n) : (used usu. after play and esp. to prove sthg in a discussion)one’s best or strongest idea, proof, knowledge, etc.

get/be given one’s cards(v) :(Br)to be fired from one’s job. _I heard you were given your cards, is that right?

go through the whole card(v) :to make notice or try of every possible ways or means. _A person has to go through the whole card before making up a choice of which branch he/she will study on.

on-(Br)/in-(Am) the cards(adj) :likely to happen. _The economists declare that one more devaluation is --.

play/keep/hold one’s cards close to one’s/the chest(v) :to keep one’s advantages secret in order to make a successful or impressive effect. _You have to play your cards close to your chest until the final day of the election.

play one’s cards right/well(v) :to behave or act cleverly in order to get an advantage in a particular situation. _If you play your cards right, you can be a manager at the time you’re thirty.

for all sb cares/knows(adv) :(used to express neglect, disinterest, etc.) I/he/she, etc. don’t/doesn’t care at all. _You can do whatever you want, for all I care!

carhop(n) :a waiter/waitress working at a drive-in restaurant.

carp(v) :[on/about/at]<derog>to criticize continually and annoyingly. Stop carping you silly boy!.

carpet(v) :to scold, reprimand or talk angrily to blame for sthg done bad or for a foolish remark, etc. _The little child was ---ed after he broke the antique vase.

on the carpet(adj) :(used after be/have) likely to be scolded or reprimanded by sb of a higher rank, etc. _He had him on the carpet for lying him.

sweep/brush (sthg) under the carpet/rug(v) :to keep unknown or try to forget sthg. _I can’t sweep it under the carpet, he was just treating me like a dirt at home.

carrot(n) :1-a promised gift, advantage for doing sthg esp. used in convincing or persuading sb. 2-(Am)<slang>the penis.

CARRY(v)

Phrasal Verbs

carry on(v) :to behave in an excited and anxious way. _Why are you --- so much? -Well, I've butterflies in my stomach, I’ll have an important test today.

carry on with(v) :to have a love affair with, esp. an improper one. _This is the hundredth woman with whom he's ----.

Idioms

be left carrying/to carry the baby-(Br)/bag-(Am)(v) :to be left responsible for sthg to be done that is difficult and unpleasant to do. _"Why am I always carrying the bag , Mom", he grouched angrily.

carry-on(n) :(Br)a foolish behavior; fuss.

carrying-on, carryings-on (n) :foolish behavior.

in the cart(adj) :(Br)<slang>in a difficult, troublesome situation, esp. in which a person is likely to be scolded.

cart(v) :[off]to take (sb) away forcefully. The soldiers carted the criminal off to jail.

carve sb/sthg up(v) :<slang>1-to make sb injured with a knife. 2-(Br)(of a motorist)to pass a car and drive in front of it for a long time.

Casanova(n) :<derog>a man who has (or pretends to have) lots of lovers.

case(n) :a strange and unusual person.

a hard case(n) :<derog>a bad-tempered person, esp. a criminal who has rough behaviors and is always difficult to deal with.

case(v) :to examine carefully esp. with the criminal decision or intent. _He cased the shop before rubbing.

cash(n) :money.

cash in on(v) :1-to make a gain from, to have a profit from. 2-to use one's advantage.

cast-iron(adj) :strong or insensitive; unyielding. _I am depending on my--- stomach, I can eat anything I like. 2-doubtless; impossible to question. _She makes up some cast-iron excuses every time she gets late to the office.

castoff(n) :unwanted and useless clothes and dressings. _I gave my ---s to my younger brother.

CAT(n)

cat(n) :1-a jazz player ; a person who is a jazz music fan. 2-<slang>a man.

be the cat’s whiskers(v) :to be the most popular, and favorable person.(esp. in the phrase think one is the cat’s whiskers)

bell the cat(v) :<rarely used>to do sthg dangerous or difficult or risky, esp. for the goodness of others.

let the cat out of the bag(v) :to unravel, make known or tell a secret unintentionally.

like a cat on hot bricks-(Br)/on a hot tin roof-(Am)(adj) :very nervous, anxious and unable to keep one's attention on a stated subject or thing.

look what’s the cat brought/dragged in! :<humor>(used to express surprise at sb when he/she enters a room with an untidy appearance) _After playing soccer with his friends, he came home looking like the cat’s dragged in! (also look like sthg the cat’s brought/dragged in)

not have/stand a cat in hell’s chance(v) :[of +Ving]to have no chance at all. _I’ve lost great amount of money on horse races, I’ve never had a cat in hell’s chance.

put/set the cat among the pigeons(v) :to cause trouble or confusion. _The teacher put the cat among the pigeons in the class when she said that she won’t tolerate any mistakes in the exam papers.

rain cats and dogs(v) :to rain very heavily.

see which way the cat jumps ,also wait for the cat to jump, also find out which way the cat has jumped(v) : <rarely used>to see/find out what or how the other people are doing or thinking esp. before making a decision or a plan. 

when the cat is away the mice will do/play(v) :when the boss/chief, (the influential or powerful person)etc. is away, the others(esp. employees) will behave as they want or like (esp. against the regulations)

cat-and-dog(adj) :full of angry, arguments. _He had a poor cat-and-dog life.

cat's paw(n) :a person whose job is dangerous and unpleasant and under one command.

catnap(n) :a light and short-lasting sleep.

catch(n) :1-a hidden or unusual problem, trouble or defect; trick or trap; snag. _The price of that huge house is very cheap ,there must be a --- in it. 2-sb who is desirable or eligible as a marriage partner.

catch it(v) :to be scolded, reprimanded or to take a punishment for doing sthg wrong.

catch on(v) :1-to understand. _Could you --- what I mean? 2-to become famous or well-known by the people.

catch one's death(v) :(of a cold)to catch a cold that is too dangerous for one's life.

catching(adj) :(of a disease)contagious; infectious.

catty(adj) :(of a woman)having hidden anger and hatred; spiteful; malicious.

caution(n) :1-a peculiar, strange, odd person. 2-sb or sthg surprising, astonishing, or amusing, etc.

cave in (to)(v) :<often derog>to give up resistance ,against a pressure or persuasion; yield.

caveman(n) :man who behaves roughly esp. towards the women.

cavort(v) :to jump, move, and dance enjoyably and noisily.

hit the ceiling(v) :to lose one's self-control or temper and to become very angry. _Just be calm, no need to ---.

celebrate(v) :to enjoy oneself; to have a good time.

not have a red cent(v) :to have no money.

cert(n) :(Br) sthg that is considered to happen unquestionably. or certainly; certainty. (esp. in the phrase It’s a dead cert)._It’s a dead cert for him to be the head of the company after Mr. Johnson’s retirement.

chaff(v) :<rarely used>to make fun of ; tease. _Shame on you, you --- the old man trying to tell sthg serious.

chaff(n) :a person who chaffs; banter.

chair(n) :(esp. in US)the punishment or condemnation of death with an electric chair.

as different as chalk and cheese(adj) : having no common qualities ;completely different from each other. _It’s hard to believe that Brian and David are brothers, they’re as different as chalk and cheese!

not by a long chalk(adv) :not at all, in no way; not by any means. _Was the film interesting as he said? -Not by a long chalk!, it was completely dull.

chalk sthg up(v) :1-to succeed; to achieve(esp. defeat in games)_The baseball team ---- one more victory. 2-[to/against]to pay/be paid from one’s account; <fig>.to charge to/against sb. _She told the waiter to chalk up the dinner to her. / _You’re under police watch, so anything you do wrong will be chalked up against you.

champion(n) :1-also,champ :a person or animal who has won a competition on a stated activity such as skill, strength, etc. _a wrestling ---.-a person who defends, supports or leads a principle, etc. _She will give a conference in the briefing room, she's a champion of women's rights.

champion(adj,adv) :(Br)excellent, very good. _How do you feel today? -Champion!

fancy one’s/sb’s chances(v) :to believe that one/sb is likely to be successful.

take one’s chance(v) :to trust one’s luck and admit his/her fate even the result is unpleasant. _You should take your chance if you want to be a police officer.

chance(v) :to take the chance of; to risk. _Do you dare --- the possibility of getting caught by the police.

chance it, also chance one's arm/luck(v) :to take a chance of success, although there is a possibility of failure.

chancy(adj) :uncertain, risky or dangerous.

get no/small/little change out of(sb)(v) :to get no/little advice, support or help from (sb).

give/get short change(v) :to give/get less attention and interest than expected. _Brown family is giving the older brother short change.

chap(n) :(Br)a male person.

chapter and verse(n) :(esp. in the phrase give/get chapter and verse for)the whole details of an affair. _The police must get chapter and verse for the robbery in order to find out the gang.

char(n) :1-(Br)a charwoman(=a woman who works as a cleaner in houses, offices, etc.) 2-<slang><rarely used>tea. _What would you like to drink? -A cup of char will be all right!

character(n) :1-a person of the particular and stated kind. 2-an eccentric and joking person. _Do you know Donald, Mary?, He’s quite a character in our class.

(as) cold as charity(adj) :1-(of the weather) excessively cold. 2-(of a person)very distant in manner; aloof.

charlady, charwoman, char(n) :a woman who works as a cleaner in offices, houses, or buildings.

like a charm/dream(adv) :(esp. after go/work)very well; perfectly. _His studyings went like a charm on the exam.

a wild goose chase(n) :(esp. after be)an examination, search, or chase that is impossible to be succeeded or accomplished. _The police is on a wild goose chance on the Elm Street Murder.

chase(v) :to hurry; to act quickly. _Mom ---d all over the shop looking for her son.

chase the dragon(v) :to take heroin into the blood by injection.

chaser(n) :a drink taken after a hard liquor, as water or beer, and causes a lessening in the effect of the liquor.

chat(n) :[about/with]a friendly talk, an informal conversation.

sales chat(n) :talk (to a prospective customer) to boost the sales of goods or to lower the prices.

chat sb up(v) :(Br)(esp. of men)to try to win friendship of a woman by talking. _The boss always ---- up the girls in the office.

chatterbox(n) :sb who talks idly and meaninglessly and esp. very much.

chatty(adj) :1-talkative; fond of talking. 2-having the style or manner of friendly, familiar and informal conversation. _He sends lots of chatty letters to me every month.

cheap(adj) :stingy; unwilling to spend money.

cheap(adv) :in a way that causes people's low and contempt opinion over.

feel cheap(v) :to feel oneself embarrassed, or ashamed.

on the cheap(adv) :on sale; on a low price.

cheapskate(n) :a stingy or cheap person.

cheat(v) :[on]to be sexually disloyal to one's wife or husband, or lover by having a sexual relationship with another person. _Have you ever ---ed on your wife?-Not in your life!

check up on(v) :to make thorough inquiries about. _The police were --- the mysterious story.

check-up(n) :a regular and not detailed medical examination.

cheek(n) :1-not polite, and unkind act or behavior; disrespectful impudence. _He really has the cheek to ask the Madam her age. 2-buttocks.

with/have (one's) tongue in (one's) cheek (adv,v) :saying/to say sthg untrue, esp. as a joke and in order to deceive sb playfully. _She said that she’d give her assignment this week. -Don't care her much for what she says, she usually speaks with ---.

cheek(v) :(Br)to behave in a cheek way, disrespectfully and roughly.

cheeky(adj) :rud e, contemptuous, unkind; impudent.

cheer (sb) up(v) :(to cause) to be in higher spirits or get happier; to buck up. _Cheer up!, you didn't get a low grade.

Cheerio(interj) :(Br)1-hello,goodbye. 2-Good luck. (often used when drinking with sb.)

Cheers(interj) :(Br)1-(when drinking with sb)For good health. 2-(on the phone)Goodbye. 2-Thanks.

the/a big cheese(n) :a person who has the most power, influence, etc. over.

hard cheese!(interj) :bad luck!(used with a negative meaning and that expresses that one doesn’t care other person’s misfortune, failure, etc.) _It’s raining heavily, I’m afraid I can’t go out today, hard cheese!

cheese it!(v) :<rarely used>(used imperatively)1-to escape or run away fast. 2-to keep quiet.

cheesed off(adj) :[with]bored (with); tired (of). _I’m really cheesed off with the film, let’s go out before it ends.

cheesecate(n) :a photograph of a woman that shows her figure, and esp. arousing sexual attraction.

a blank check(n) :full freedom or permission to do sthg what one likes, wants, or considers to be necessary. _The detective was given a blank check in order to find out the murderer.

cherub(n) :an attractive and charming child.

cherry(n) :<slang>the state of being sexually pure or inexperienced.(esp. in the phrase lose one’s cherry.)

two bites of/at the cherry(n) :(used after give/get/have, etc.)two chances or attempts to do sthg. _You couldn’t succeed it again, even though you’re given two bites at the cherry!

grin like a cheshire cat :to smile wildly so as to show all one’s teeth.

get sthg off one's chest(v) :to say or tell about one’s worries, problems, etc. that may cause trouble and that a person is worried to say.

chestnut(n) :a story or joke that is too much repeated, too old, and well-known; cliché.

pull the/sb’s chestnuts out of the fire(v) :<rarely used>to save a person or a situation from trouble, difficulty, danger, etc. esp. by putting oneself into danger.

chesty(adj) :1-sounding as if it comes from the chest ._His --- cough disturbs all the persons in the office. 2-<derog>having large breasts; bosomy.

chew(v) :to chew tobacco(=to crush tobacco among the teeth.

bite off more than one can chew(v) :to try as much as a person can deal or succeed in finishing.

chew sb out(v) :to scold severely, and angrily. _Why is she looking so dismal?-The teacher --- her out.!

chew sthg over(v) :to spend time in considering about a problem, question, matter, etc.; to ponder. _I stayed up late last night, chewed over my low grades.

chew (up) on sthg(v) :to consider about sthg; to ponder.

chew the cud(v) :to consider deeply about sthg esp of a decision.

chew the fat(v) :to talk about the affairs that don’t concern one; to chat or gossip; to make rumors about. _Whenever my mom and the neighbors come together, they just do nothing more than chewing the fat.

chick(n) :<slang><rarely used>a beautiful young woman.

chicken(n) :1-a person who has a lack of courage; coward. 2-<slang>young person. _This year he’ll get 23, he’s no spring chicken anymore.(esp. in the phrase no spring chicken) 3-a game (usu. of children) in which the contestants fight or do sthg dangerous in order to see who is most courageous. _Let’s play chicken! Are you all set?

Don’t count your chickens before they’re hatched! :Don’t believe, or expect that sthg of success, or victory will happen until it really happens.

chicken (adj) :scared; cowardly.

chickenfeed(n) :a little and unimportant amount of money. _The chief offered me $1000 salary, but it's --- compared to my ex-salary.

chicken out(v) :<derog> to decide not to do sthg because of being afraid. _The witness ---ed out what he would tell about the murder.

chicki(adj) :<derog> trying to be fashionable but seems too showy.

child’s play(n) :sthg very easy to do.

latchkey child(n) :a child that is left at home since both the parents go out to work.

chilled/frozen to the bone/marrow(adj) :(of a person)feeling extremely cold; trembling. _It was sunny in the morning, but now I’m chilled to the bone!

chime(v) :[with] to agree.

chime in (with)(v) :to cut in on or interrupt a talk by expressing an opinion.

chimneysweep, also sweep(n) :a person whose job is to clean the inside of the chimneys.

chimp(n) :infml for chimpanzee(=a large African monkey that is smaller than a gorilla.)

keep one’s chin up(v) :(used imperatively)to be happy and keep on trying to succeed esp. in the face of difficulties, worries, etc.

stick one’s chin out(v) :not to accept obeying; to oppose against; to defy.

take sthg/it on the chin(v) :to face sthg (esp. a difficulty, misfortune, etc.) bravely. _After the pre-elections, Mr. Major took his failure on the chin and entered the election.

chinless(adj) :(Br)(a person) weak and full of fear.

a/the chink in sb’s armor(n) :a weakness, fault, defect, etc. in sb’ defence. _Hey, be careful about your doings, the teacher tries to find a chink in your armor.

Chink, Chinky , Chinkie(n) : <slang> <taboo>a Chinese person.

chintz(n) :a familiar conversation; chat.

chintzy(adj) :cheap; appearing to be of low quality.

chinwag(n) :a friendly conversation; chat.

chinwag(v) :to talk (with sb) familiarly.

a chip off the old block(n) :<apprec>a male person that has the same character that his father has.

a chip on one's/the shoulder(n) :(usu. after have/with)a feeling of anger because of being badly treated

cash in one’s chips(v) :(Am)<slang>to die; to pass away.

have had one’s chips(v) :to be likely or about to suffer a defeat, failure, disappointment, etc. _You’re given a blank check to revive the economy but you’ve had your chips , the financial situation is worse than ever now.

when the chips are down :when a very important stage of a situation is reached and an important action or decision must be taken.

chip in (sthg)(v) :1-[with]to break in a conversation abruptly by expressing an opinion; to interrupt. 2-to do one's share of work; to give one's share of money in an activity esp. to buy sb a present. _David’s leaving on Monday. I suggest we all chip in and get him a goingaway present..

in the chips(adj) :wealthy; rich; affluent.

chippy(n) :(Br)<slang>a shop which sells fish and chips.

(as) chirpy/lively/merry as a cricket(adj) :very energetic, happy, lively, etc. _After a holiday in Miami, I feel myself as chirpy as a cricket.

chirpy(adj) :(Br)happy and light-hearted; bright and cheerful.

chisel(v) :[to/out of]<slang>1-to deceive, cheat or trick (sb). 2-to obtain sthg by trickery or by cheating. _He chiseled a digital radio off the old lady.

chiseler-(Am)/chiseller-(Br)(n) :<slang> <rarely used>a person who obtains things by deceit or trickery.

chit(n) :<derog>a rude young woman.

chitchat(n) :an informal talk among friends.

chivy, chivvy sb about/along/up(v) :1-to annoy. 2-to caution sb to do sthg or to hurry esp. in an annoying way. _I was late today, because my wife forgot to chivy up.

chocice(n) :a slab of ice-cream covered with chocolate.

chock-up(adj) :filled up.-I have a room that is --- with posters of fighter planes.

chock-a-block(adj) :[with] completely full; crowded. _The party was --- with egg-heads.

chockful(adj) :entirely full.

choke sb off(v) :to scold sb for doing sthg wrong.; to blame.

choked(adj) :(Br)[up]angry ;annoyed. _Sorry for what I’ve said yesterday, I was quite choked up and I guess I took it out on you.

choky, chokey(n) :(Br)<slang><rarely used>jail; prison.

chomp(v) :to bite and crush with teeth noisily.

choosy(adj) :careful and selective in choosing; fussy.

CHOP(n)

be for the chop(v) :to be about to be fired (from one’s job). _It was very clear that he’d be for the job, because he was quite in bad books with the boss.

get the chop(v) :1-to be fired from one's job. 2-to be brought to an end. _Our vacation plan got the chop, because of financial situation of me.

lick/smack one’s lips/chops(v) :to show eagerness, keenness, or zeal for sthg.

chop(v) :(usu. passive)to stop or reduce. _The financial support was chopped this year, that’s why we’re in great trouble.

chop-chop(interj,adv) :(Br) rapidly, without stopping or delay.

chopper(n) :<slang>a helicopter.

choppers(n) :the irregular and false teeth.

strike a chord(v) :to make sb remember sthg; to recollect or recall. _Her name strikes a chord but I couldn’t remember where I’ve met her.

chow(n) :<slang>food.

christen(v) :(Br) to use as first.

christian(n) :(used by Christians)an admirable and honest person.

christian(adj) : admirable; praise-worthy; honest.

chronic(adj) :(Br)extremely bad. _How was the exam?-,Well it was briefly ---!

chubby(adj) :(of animals or persons)having a round shape; fat.

chuck(v) :1-to get rid of sthg by hand; to throw, toss, pitch. 2-<fig>to throw sb from a place. _The muscular man ---ed them off the cinema because of disturbing the other people. 3-to eliminate; to discard. _We chucked the idea of going holiday after we spent the money we saved.

chuck sb/sthg out(v) :1-[of]to force sb to leave. _The teacher --- ed her out of the class because of talking too much. 2-to get rid of sthg; to throw away.

chuck up(v) :to give up (doing sthg).

give sb/get the chuck(v) :(Br)to dismiss/be dismissed from one's work or a relationship. _You'll get --- if you keep on behaving impudently towards the new boss.

chucker-out(n) :<slang>a person who is employed to throw out unwelcome or unwanted people from (public houses, political meetings, etc.)

chucklehead(n) :stupid person.

chuffed(adj) :very happy.

chum(n) :a brilliant and smart boy in a group; a close friend.

chum up (with)(v) :to be friends (with).

chummy(adj) :[with]sociable; familiar; friendly; intimate.

off one’s chump(adj) :(Br)<slang>(esp. after be/go)1-foolish. _Mark is really off his chump, you can easily deceive him if you want. 2-crazy; mad. _He has the balls to talk disrespectfully to the boss, I sometimes think that guy is quite off one’s chump!

chunk(n) :1-a thick piece of sthg, such as wood, bread or cheese, etc. 2-[of]a great amount of. _I spend a large --- of my wages on buying books.

chunky(adj) :(of a man)having a large chest and appearing to be strong.

churn sthg out(v) :to produce a large amount of sthg in series or as if it's done with the help of a machine. _That writer ---s about four articles every week.

chute(n) :parachute.

chutzpah(n) :(Am)<slang>disreespectful confidence on oneself; nerve; gall.

cipher, also cypher(v) :to solve a math problem by adding, dividing , etc.

circulate(v) :to move around freely. _The teacher circulate at the exam to look for anybody who cribs.

cissy, sissy(n) :1-(Br)a coward. 2-a man or a boy who acts in a womanlike manner.

civilization(n) :way of life that contains its own comforts and that a person is accustomed to. _After the military training camp, it was good to be back in ---.

civilize(v) :to improve a person/oneself in education and behavior. _Why is he so cheeky?-He has to be civilized!

clack(n) :a continuos talk; chatter.

clack(v) :to talk or converse friendly but much; to chat.

clam up(v) :to stop talking abruptly; to be silent unexpectedly.

clamp down (on)(v) :to put limits; to become restrictive.

clampdown(n) :an official limitation or prevention of doing or saying sthg. _The press is disapproving of the government --- on media.

clan(n) : family; folk.

drop a clanger(v) :(Br)to make a noticeable mistake. _She ---d when she talked about the undone homework.

clap(v) :to put, send quickly. _The mother ---ed the child to his room because he was late for home.

not (ever) clap eyes on sb(v) :to see; to catch sight of. _Hey John, how do you do? I’m looking at you for half an hour, didn’t you ever clap eyes on me?

clapped-out(adj) :(Br)1-(of things)muchly used and worn out. 2-(of a person)extremely tired; weary.

like the clappers(adv) :(Br)very rapidly.

claptrap(n) :empty and meaningless talk; nonsense; rubbish. _What he usually says is just claptrap , so don’t give him a care.

class(n) :(often attribute) style; quality.

classy(adj) :elegant; fashionable.

clean(adj) :1-kind; not rude. _He's famous for his clean jokes. 2-just; fair; evenhanded. _It was just a clean quarrel, so I didn't break in.

(as) clean as a whistle(adj) :free from guilt, doubt, crime or suspicion. _The police searched his desk thoroughly, but it was clean as a whistle.

Mr. Clean(n) :a very admirable and dependable person esp. compared to the other dishonest ones.

clean(adv) :entirely; completely. _I don't know clean about the way she thinks of me.

come clean(v) :to accept one's crime or guilt; to tell the unpleasant truth. _Why don't you come clean and tell where you found this money from.

clean off(v) :(of a person)to leave; to get rid of sthg.

clean out(v) :to leave suddenly; to run away. _You'd better clean out, the police is very behind of you.

clean sb/sthg out(v) :(usu. in passive forms)1-to take all the money of sb. _Last night returning home, I met a fucking thief and what next, I was just cleaned out! 2-to steal everything from a place. _The Johnson’s grocery store was completely cleaned out yesterday. 3-to clean sthg by taking the contents of sthg; to empty.

clean sthg up(v) :1-to finish successfully; to accomplish. 2-to make or gain money as profit.

clean bill of health(n) :favorable advice; suggestion.

Keep the party clean :Don't tell improper or indecent stories with an immoral language.

take sb to the cleaners(v) :to cause sb to lose all one's money ,possessions, etc. esp. by dishonest trick or deal.

CLEAR(adj)

(as) clear as crystal(adj) :easily understood; very clear. _The questions were really as clear as crystal, but the answers were hard to think of.

(as) clear as mud(adj) :unclear; difficult to understand; puzzling; confusing. _The poet’s writings were as clear as mud, that’s why I couldn’t understand any part of them.

the all clear(n) :(esp. after sound/give)a signal, esp. sound which expresses that a dangerous situation is over. _When they sounded the all clear, everybody came out of the places where they hid.

in the clear(adj) :1-doubtless. 2-not dangerous; risky.

clear(v) :to earn more money than expected.

clear the decks(v) :to prepare and get ready esp. before an activity, fight, etc.

clear off(v) :to leave a place in a hurry. _The two boys smoking in the toilet have just clear off when they heard the teacher coming.

clear out (of)(v) :to leave esp. a building or a closed space in a hurry.

clearout(n) :(Br)a complete cleaning and act of tidying. _The charwoman gave a clearout to the office today.

cleavage(n) :space between a woman's breasts, esp. a noticeable one by a low neckline.

clever(adj) :1-(of a device)practical, effective and easy to use. 2-<derog>having a quick mind in a jocular and not serious way. _Stop getting --- with me.

too clever by half(adj) :(Br)too sure of one's intelligence in a way that causes displeasure to people.

clever dick(n) :(Br)a person who annoys people by trying to appear to be clever.

click(v) :[with]1-to be understood; to make sense. _The teacher’s joke finally clicked (with us). 2-to be a success. _His latest novel clicked with the adults only. 3-[with]to suit or fit. _That sock ---ed with your new shoe.

cliffdweller(n) :a person who lives in an apartment in a city.

cliffhanger(n) :a story or contest of which the result is uncertain until the last moment.

climb down(v) :to accept that a person has done sthg wrong or has made a mistake esp. to better a situation; to back off.

climb into/out of(v) :to dress/undress quickly. _The pilots --- their uniforms when they heard the scramble alarm.

social climber(n) :a person who tries to reach a higher social position.

clinch(v) :to settle sthg (esp. a business matter or an agreement) firmly and .

clincher(n) :the last point or fact that is deciding or conclusive in an agreement. _Of all the reasons for me for not accepting the job in that city ,the difficulty in public transportation, is the ---.

clinging wine(n) :a woman who is too dependent on a man. _She's a ---,she never cheats on him.

clip(v) :1-to hit with short, quick blow. _Why did you ---ed him? -He was late again for dinner. 2-to move fast; to belt along. 3-to arrest. 4-to kill or murder sb. _The police is investigating the crazy murderer who clipped sixteen persons in a week. 5-to cheat or trick sb esp. to take sb’s money. _I lost a great deal of money after I began to hang out at the new casino. It really clipped me.

clip(n) :1-a short, and severe blow; smack. _She gave her a clip round the ear. 2-degree;rate. _The athlete ran at a good clip in comparison to the last one. 3-little amount of time; instance.

clip joint(n) :<slang>a kind of public entertainment place ,e.g. a casino, that cheats or overcharges, etc.

clobber(v) :to attack fiercely;<fig>to defeat thoroughly _The Democratic party has been ---ed at the last election.

clock(n) :1-a mileometer ._How many miles is the distance between here and Dallas?-It shows 1300 on the clock. 2-a speedometer. 3-(Br)<slang>one’s face. _He was given a severe and unexpected blow on his clock and fell flat on the floor.

(a)round the clock(adv) :for 24 hours a day. _The surveillance is held around the clock on the base.

(a)round-the-clock(adj) :that continues 24 hours a day. _There are round the clock restaurants in that street, so time’s no problem for us, we can eat whenever we need.

watch the clock(v) :<derog>to consider or ponder continually of how soon the work will end.

clock(v) :to display on a speedometer ,mileometer, etc.

like clockwork(adv) :at regular times; easily; without any problem or trouble. _How is it going with your husband?- Like clockwork!

clod(n) :a silly person.

cloddish(adj) :stupid; fool.

clodhopper(n) :a rude, disgraceful or clumsy person; boor; bumpkin.

clone(n) :a person or thing that appears to be a copy ,or imitation of sthg or sb. _She's just a Madonna ---.

CLOSE(adj)

close about(adj) :unwilling to tell secrets; secretive.

close to home(adj) :(usu. used after be/come/strike)(of a remark, behavior, etc.)expressing or describing sthg which is very senstive for sb. _He’s very sensitive about his bald head, when one of his friends jokes about his head, it comes very close to home.

a close call/shave/thing(n) :a situation in which sthg dangerous or very unpleasant has nearly been about to happen but did not. _It was really a close call, I'd nearly get caught while cheating by the teacher./_I haven’t had an accident up to now yet, but I’ve had a number of close things. Touch wood! 

closed book(n) :[to]1-sthg that is very difficult and confusing to understand for sb if which a person has no knowledge about it. _Computers are --- to most people. 2-sthg that a person has finished to do.

closefisted(adj) :ungenerous; unwilling to give money; stingy.

closet(adj) :acting secretly in a way that is not known by the public. _He's a --- racist, but he never seems to be.

clot(n) :(Br)a silly person; fool. _Shut up, you ---!

cast a cloud over(v) :to spoil sthg esp. by bringing about or introducing an unpleasant affair, subject, etc. _I don’t want to cast a cloud over your joy, kids, but it’s almost the time for dinner.

on cloud nine/9(adj) :(Am)<slang> extremely happy and cheerful. _She was on cloud nine, when she heard that she was promoted.

cloud cuckoo land(n) :a state of unreal, imaginary affairs. _He’s been living in a cloud cuckoo land, and he has an imaginary friend called Bogus. Shortly, he has created his own world.

clout(n) :1-(Br)fist; blow given by hand. 2-(Am)capability or power to impress or influence sb esp. political power.

clout(v) :to beat or strike with the hand forcefully; fist.

live in clover(v) :to live in comfort, having no trouble and much money; to live like pigs. _After his wealthy husband had passed away, she started to live in clover.

in the club(adj) :(Br)pregnant; having a bun in the oven.

join the club!, also welcome to the club!(interj) :I am/We are also in an unpleasant and unfortunate situation as you are! _I have only a day before the exam, but I haven’t started studying yet. -Join the club!, I haven’t as well and I am awfully anxious about it.

not have a clue(v) :not to know or understand anything. _Do you know exact time of the vacation? -I do ----!.

clue sb in/up(v) :[about/on]to make sb or oneself know about the recent facts, news, etc.; to make sb or oneself have much knowledge about sthg.

clued up(adj) :having lots of knowledge (about sthg); well-informed; expert.

clueless(adj) :1-incapable; incompetent. 2-(Br)lacking in sense; silly.

clutch(n) :a tough situation or difficult circumstance.

carry/take coals to Newcastle(v) :to do sthg unnecessary, esp. to take or lead goods, articles to a place where there are already much or plentiful. _It’s like carrying coals to Newcastle to appoint a new teacher here, there are already one for every class.

haul sb over the coals(v) :to talk sb angrily for doing sthg wrong; to reprimand or scold. _The teacher hauled him over the coals for cheating at the exam.

the coast is clear :There is no danger anymore.

trail one’s coat(v) :<rarely used>to try to cause an argument, quarrel, etc. (with sb). _She was trailing her coat by keeping or on criticizing him severely.

on sb’s coat tails(adv) :(esp. after ride/hang, etc.)by the help of sb who is admirable, powerful or influential. _He was chosen the deputy director by riding on Mr. Harvard’s tails, Mr. Harvard’s the apple of the director’s eye.

cobber(n) :a friend; fellow.

blow the cobwebs away(v) :to make oneself feel more active or energetic by the help of fresh air and exercise. _I suggest that you just go for a walk in order to blow the cobwebs away after a whole day studying.

cock(n) :(Br)<slang>meaningless talk, writing, etc.; nonsense; rubbish.

cock of the walk :<derog>a person who is (or thinks he is)the most powerful or influential in a group.

go off at half cock(v) :to become very angry or quarrelsome. _The teacher went off at half cock and scolded me after Susan replied her back disrespectfully.

live like fighting cocks(v) :(Br)to live in comfort, esp. eating tasteful, luscious food.

cock up(v) :(Br)<slang>to spoil to sthg; bungle. _Do you always have to cock up our plans, Tom, don’t interfere this time, all right?

cock-a-hoop(adj) :1-[about/at]happy and glad. 2-messy;in disorder.

a cock-and-bull-story(n) :a meaningless, improbable, foolish story told as if it had happened.

knock/beat sb/sthg into a cocked hat(v) :to beat or defeat sb or ruin sthg thoroughly; to be of much more skill, quality, etc. _This dictionary knocks the others into a cocked hat.

cockeyed(adj) :unjust; crooked.

cockroach, also roach(n) :a black bug lives in old and dirty houses.

cocksure(adj) :too sure of oneself; self-confident; cocky.

cock-up(n) :(Br)1-a complete disorder ;a confused state. 2-<slang>a mistake or sthg (esp. a work) that is badly done.

cocky(adj) :<derog>too self-confident; pert; conceited.

I should cocoa! :<humor><rarely used>(expresses a complete disagreement)Definitely not! _Will you help me study biology after the school today, Tommy? -I should cocoa!, Mary, I’m sorry, but I’ll go get some rest. (This phrase is not recommended for use by foreign students)

cod(n) :(Br)<slang>nonsense; rubbish.

cod(v) :to cheat; trick; to fool; to hoax.

codger(n) :strange, impatient old man(esp. used ,in the phrase old codger)

codswallop(n) :(Br)<slang>nonsense; rubbish.

coed(n) :(Am)(a female student in a co-educational college), university in which there are both sexes.

cog(n) :a person who has a small but significant part in an organization.

##pay sb back in their own coin(v) :to behave sb in the same bad way that he/she treated others.

coin it/money(v) :[in]to earn lots of money in a very short time.

coke(n) :a drug used illegally for taking pleasure; cocaine.

cold(adj) :1-unconscious ,esp. because of a severe blow taken on the head. 2-far from the person or thing that is sought in child games.

(as) cold as charity(adj) :1-(of the weather) excessively cold. 2-(of a person)very distant in manner; aloof.

cold enough to freeze the balls off a brass monkey(adj) :<impolite>(of the weather) extremely cold; freezing.

leave sb cold(v) :to fail to impress or cause an effect on sb. _The lecturer’s speech left us cold , so most of us left the conference room before than it ended.

cold(adv) :1-entirely. 2-without preparation.

out in the cold(adj) :not included.

cold-blooded(adj) :very sensitive to cold.

cold feet(n) :loss of bravery and confidence esp. just before doing sthg that is formerly planned.(esp. in the phrase get/have cold feet.)

get/give sb the cold shoulder(v) :to treat/be treated in an unfriendly, or quarrelsome manner.

collar(v) :to seize sb; to catch and hold sb. _The gardener --- ed the kids who were picking out some flowers.

feel sb’s collar(v) :<slang>(of a policeman)to arrest a criminal.

hot under the collar(adj) :very anxious, excited, angry, etc.

colly-wobbles(n) :stomachache; little feeling of fear (esp. with the sickness and desire to vomit(=to throw up the contents of the stomach from the mouth.)

be/feel/look off color(v) :to be/seem sick, not healthy or sad.

sail under false colors(v) :to behave or act pretentiously esp. by showing a false, character, different from one’s own way of behaving. _At the first lesson, he was very cheerful and calm towards us, but later we understood that he was sailing under false colors.

##see the color of sb's money(v) :to see in order to understand if sb has money to pay(his debt, etc.)or not.

colossal(adj) :of a surprising degree. _The mayor's victory in election was a colossal success.

dodge the column(v) :<rarely used>to avoid doing one’s work, assignment, duty, etc.

coma(n) :a state in which one can't use his senses ;a state of mental lack of desire to act in any way.

comatose(adj) :inactive and slow; torpid.

comb out sb/sthg (from)(v) :1-to find and throw out (unnecessary people or things.) 2-to get rid of (twits or knots) from hair by combing.

combo(n) :a small band or group of musicians who plays jazz or dance music.

COME(v)

Phrasal Verbs

come(v) :1-to happen to by chance. _How'd you come to see me crying. 2-to be present; exist. 3-to reach orgasm; to ejaculate. _Hey baby, you’re too fast, I couldn’t have time to come. 4-to act as; to play the role of. (esp. in the phrase don't come the .... )(=don't pretend to be ....) _Don’t come the honest dealer with me guy. I know how trickster you are! 5-(in informal usage) _I'm coming twenty(=I'm in the twentieth year)./_three months come Christmas(=three months from now to Christmas)./_She'll be 19 come June(=in June).

come across(v) :to influence effectively.

come at sb/sthg(v) :to be successful to understand sb.

come back (at)(v) :to answer sb back rudely.

come down(v) :to give or pay money. _His daddy is very stingy, whenever he wants money, he never comes down!

come down on/upon(v) :to talk angrily to sb; to scold severely; to rebuke.

come down with(v) :1-(no passive)to catch a sickness; to catch an infection; to become ill with. 2-to chip in; to contribute. _He --- $100 for the picnic.

come in on sthg(v) :(no passive)to participate; join; to take part in.

come on(v) :1-to begin; commence. 2-(used imperatively)Hurry up!

come out in sthg(v) :(no passive)to have marks caused by an illness on particular parts of the body. _I've --- in spots.

come it over/with(v) :to behave arrogantly as one think he/she is better than (sb). _Just because he has higher grades than the others in the class, he always comes it over us when the subject is intellligence.

come up(v) :to earn money in a lottery. _My lottery ticket came up this weekend, I won $1000.

come up with(v) :(no passive)to consider (on a problem, plan or answer, etc.);to find an answer to.

Come again?(interj) :<humor>(used to ask for a surprising remark to be repeated) What did you say?; Would you repeat it again?

Come along!, also Come on now! :Hurry up!

come a cropper(v) :to have a failure; to fail (esp. in an exam)

come into a fortune(v) :to inherit(=to receive money, property ,etc. left by sb who has died.)

Come off it! :(used imperatively)Stop lying! Don’t try to deceive me! _Come off it now! and just tell me the person who has stolen the jewelry.

come to a pretty pass(v) :to face a difficult situation.

come to the wrong shop(v) :to go a wrong place or to ask a to a wrong person (for help, information, etc.)

come to that(adv) :(used when a person wants to add one's opinions on a subject)Frankly; truly; in fact. _I haven’t started to study math yet, come to that, I haven’t started any of them yet!

come to think of it(v) :(used when a person wants to add one's opinion that a person has just considered.)When a person begins to think that.

come unstuck(v) :to face or suffer an unexpected and unpleasant difficulty or disappointment. 

How come? :Why; Why is it that? _How come you didn’t come the party Tom?, it was great.

have sthg/it coming to one(v) :to be about to have (trouble, punishment, or a reward, etc. that sb deserves to) _After 15 year working like a beaver at the office, she was given a reward, she’s always had it coming to her.

comeback(n) :a quick and clever answer; a retort.

come-on(n) :1-an attraction to persuade or convince people to buy stated goods. 2-sexual attraction so as to entice (a man); seduction. _Susan is really attractive , that’s why men are deceived by her come-on.

comedian(n) :a jocular and amusing person.

##comedown(n) :a loss in importance, popularity or respect.

comer(n) :a person who has a great capacity or potential to succeed. _Who got the highest grade at the exam?- Paul did!, he's the only --- in our class.

come-up-pance(n) :a punishment that a person deserves.

come-hitter(adj) :sexually attractive. _"Did you see her --- look over me", he exclaimed excitedly.

comfortable(adj) :not having pain, anxiety, etc. _I was very comfortable after the exam.

comfy(adj) :infml for comfortable.

comic(n) :a jocular person esp. a professional comedian. John is the --- in our group, who the one in your group is?

coming-out(n) :a person’s (esp. a singer’s, artist’s, etc.) formal appearance in the public as the first time. _The singer made her coming-out at the Grand Hotel's Saloon.

comings and goings(n) :acts of arrival or departure. _I sat watching the --- of the people to the cinema.

common(adj) :(of persons and their behaviors) rude; ill-bred; uncivilized; vulgar. _Why do you talk with a --- accent.

(as) common as dirt/muck(adj) :<derog>(of a person, esp. a woman)behaving in a rough and impolite way.

common-or-garden(adj) :not usual, ordinary; common. _He lives in a --- house, although he's very healthy.

commute(n) :a usual business trip.

compare notes(v) :[with]to converse about each other's experiences and ideas about sthg. _I’d like to compare notes with a person who has had a stomach surgery before.

complex(n) :an unreasonable worry or trouble; obsession. _I have a --- about my hair.

con(n) :1-infml for confidence trick(=a trick which is held or intended to get money from.) 2-<slang>a convict (=a prisoner who serves a long-term prison sentence)

con man(n) :a person who tricks, deceives, or cheats others; a trickster.

con sb (into doing sthg)(v) :to deceive sb after winning his confidence; to convince sb to do sthg in that way; to cajole.

concerted(adj) :very effective, hard and strong.(usually used in the phrase a --- effort)_We all had a ---- effort to finish the report in two days.

condition(n) :illness; disease. _He had a heart ---.

confab(n) :an informal talk ;chat.

confab(v) :to talk informally with friends; to chat.

Confound it/him/them, etc. :<rarely used> Damn it!

con game(n) :confidence game; confidence trick (=a trick or an act of deceiving that is held to get money from.)

Congratulations(interj) :an expression of admire or appreciate for a person's luck, success, or good fortune, etc. _---!,Mr. Murphy, you are the only one that deserved to be honored in that class.

conk(n) :(a hit or blow on)the nose.

conk(v) :1-to hit or punch sb esp. on one’s nose. 2-to faint (out).

conk out(v) :(of a machine)to fail or to be about to fail.

conniption(n) :a state of uncontrollable anger, nervousness; hysteria; rage.

in all conscience(adv) :doubtlessly, certainly, surely. _I can't --- agree on that subject with you.

considering(adv) :(only used at the end of sthg)keeping in mind all the things that are thought of. _He seems very --- after last night.

contact(v) :to make a communication with. _Please --- me before I leave; I want to talk to you.

contact(n) :1-a helping connection with sb. _I've got a --- in the jury; we may get use of him. 2-also contact lens: a very minute lens that is fit closely over the eye in order to color the eye or to power the eye sight.

not worth a continental(adj) :having no value; worthless.

contingent(n) :a group that is a part of a larger one.

contraption(n) :an unusual device that is noticeably strange in appearance.

coo(interj) :(Br)(an expression of surprise)

COOK(v)

cook(v) :1-to change(records, numbers, facts, etc.)dishonestly in a way that will be beneficial for a person; falsify. 2-to be prepared. _How long have you ---ed for the test? 3-to happen. _Guys, what the hell is cooking here?

Phrasal Verbs

cook sthg up(v) :to make up (an excuse); to concoct; to improvise.

cool it(v) :<slang>(used imperatively)1-Be quiet; Don't worry! 2-Stop moving, talking, etc.

cool/kick one's heels(v) :to waste time idly, esp. when waiting for sb. _I had to cool my heels for almost three hours, in order to talk to the manager.

cooler(n) :<slang>a prison cell or prison.

coon(n) :infml for raccoon(=a small meat-eating animal with a long tail.)

coot(n) :<slang>a foolish person.; fool.

cop(n) :infml for copper(=policeman)

a/the cop shop(n) :<humor>a police station.

not be much cop(v) :to be fairly bad; to be a bit unattractive, foolish, etc. _After the accident, she wasn’t much cop with the injury on her face.

cop(v) :(Br)<slang>to capture or arrest. 

cop it(v) :1-(Br)<slang>to be in great difficulty or trouble; to be punished or reprimanded. 2-to die.

cop out(v) :[of/on]<derog>to avoid taking the responsibility of making a tough decision.

copper(n) :(Br)a money denomination of coin of a low value that is made of copper or bronze. _Sb stole my wallet, I have a few ---s in my pocket.

copper-bottomed(adj) :completely safe; having no risk. _a --- investment.

copter(n) :infml for helicopter; chopper; whirly bird.

carbon copy(n) :(used usu. after play)sb or sthg that is very much like another one.

blot one’s copybook(v) :to behave in a way that one spoils one’s good fame or reputation in public, as people change their opinions about him/her, etc. _He blotted his copybook because of him tactless remarks at the party.

copycat(n) :<derog>a person who always copies or imitates other people's behaviors, works, dress, etc.

cork sthg up(v) :to prevent (esp. feelings) to express; suppress.

cut corners(v) :to do sthg in an easy, practical or careless way esp. by disregarding the orders, rules, etc. _Guys, this is my first day here as your boss. I want to point out that I want strict obedience on the rules, so no cutting corners, you see!

corner(v) :to turn at a corner. _I can't still --- with my bicycle.

corny(adj) :(of a joke, film, play, etc.)that is too often performed or is too common; hackneyed.

corporation(n) :a very fat and large belly.

cos(conj) :because.

cosh(n) :(Br)a short and heavy metal pipe, rubber tube or a stick used to hit sb.

cosh(v) :to hit sb with a cosh and esp. on the head.

at all costs(adv) :without failing. _We must at all costs catch the 7:30 train, otherwise we won’t get to the meeting on time.

cost(v) :to have much price; to require great expense. _That machine really ---s!

wrap/keep sb/sthg in cotton wool(v) :to treat sb or sthg very well, carefully, etc. _The committee members wrapped the new project in cotton wool, it’ll probably take the biscuit.

cotton on/onto(v) :(Br)to understand; comprehend.

cotton-picking(adj) :(used to emphasize an expression of annoyance.)_I've got bored with that ---- work.

cough up(v) :to give(money or information) unwillingly.

be out for the count(v) :to be unconscious or sleeping very deeply. _At last, the lecturer had to wake him up, he was quite out for the count.

count sb in(v) :to make sb be involved in an activity; to include sb.

count sb/sthg out(v) :to omit; not to include.

a/sb’s country cousin(n) :<humor>a person who has lived in village, has rough manners and not accustomed to city life.

couple(n) :[of]a few(of);small amount(of).

course(adv) :of course.

cove(n) :(Br)<slang>a male person; guy; fellow.

cover up for sb(v) :to avoid telling or expressing the truth in order to save a person from punishment, blow, etc.

sacred cow(n) :sthg to be regarded with great respect. _The latest study on economics is still a sacred cow, no questions are held about it since then.

till the cows come home(adv) :endlessly; forever; for an indefinite period of time. _She likes to watch cartoons very much, she can sit before the TV and watch it till the cows come home.

cowboy(n) :a businessman or tradesman who deals with a dishonest work.

cowpoke(n) :a cowboy.

cowpuncher(n) :a cowboy.

crab(v) :1-to find fault; complain continually and annoyingly; gripe; carp; grumble; grouse. _I hate to look after my aunt’s son when she’s out, he keeps crabbing and never stops. 2-to spoil; ruin; mess up.

crab ladder(n) :<slang>the hair that grows on one’s pubic area; pubic hair.

crabby(adj) :easily made angry; bad-tempered; cross.

CRACK(v)

crack(v) :1-to say sthg ridiculous; to make a joke. 2-to open (a bottle) for drinking. 3-to beat; hit. _He cracked her on the nose. 4-to try to find a solution for sthg, a problem, puzzling situation, etc.; to puzzle. _Yes, guys, till Monday, I want one of you crack this financial problem or else you’ll all be fired! 5-to fail (to do sthg). _How was your exam, George? -Probably I’ll crack Tom, I couldn’t have studied.

Phrasal Verbs

crack up(v) :1-to wreck or destroy. 2-(Am)<slang>to have a mental or physical failure; to go mad or insane. _After she had her fifth son, she was almost going to crack up, then her mother came to help her. 3-to praise; to speak with admiration. _The people crack up over his jokes. 4-to laugh deeply so as not to be controlled. 5-to have an accident.

crack down on sb/sthg(v) :to take precautions against; to take disciplinary actions against. _Nowadays, because of the rise in the number of accidents, the police severely crack down on the traffic offenders.

not be all it/he/she/they, etc. is cracked up to be(v) :not to be as good as people believe, claim, or think to be. _His songs weren’t all they were cracked up to be.

get cracking/weaving!(v) :(Br)1-(used imperatively)to start (studying or working hard at). 2-to leave in a hurry.

not to crack a book(v) :not to study (for an exam, etc. ) at all. _Tomorrow’s quiz is quite easy for me, I don’t even have to crack a book.

crack(n) :(Am)<slang>a clever and witty statement, remark or reply; quip. _I have great pleasure in talking to Mike, he has quite good cracks, he makes me laugh and think at the same time.

get/have a crack at(v) :to try to do sthg difficult. _I know, you’re really exhausted, but please have a crack at my report, I awfully need your help. (also have a go/have a bash at)

a fair crack of the whip(n) :(Br)a fair and even chance of doing sthg.

crack(adj) :very good; excellent.

cracked(adj) :seriously mad; crazy.

cracker(n) :poor people living in the Southeastern U.S. esp. rural areas of Georgia and Florida.

cracker factory(n) :(Am)<slang>hospital for insane people; lunatic house.

crackers(adj) :(Br)<slang>(of a person) crazy; mad.

cracking(adj) :(Am)<slang>wonderful; very well; perfect. _The party was held by the help of a cracking organization, that’s why we have to congratulate Mr. Gump.

cracklings(n) :crisp remainings that are left after food has been produced from hog's (=pig's) fat.

crackpot(n) :<humor>a person that has very interesting, crazy and strange ideas, likes, etc. _Martin is quite a crackpot about surfing in Internet.

cracksman(n) :a person who breaks into a house to steal; a burglar. 

crack-up(n) :mental or physical failure.

cram(v) :to make a person study or to study for an exam esp. too quickly and hardly for a short time.

crammer(n) :(Br)<rarely used>a special school, teacher or source as a book that prepares the students for exams in a very short time.

cramp sb's style(v) :to avoid or prevent sb from showing his skill to the full.

crank(n) :1-<humor>crackpot; a person that has lots of strange and unusual ideas, likes, etc. 2-a quarrelsome and carping person; grouch.

cranky(adj) :1-extremely strange; unusual; eccentric. _a cranky old crippled soldier. 2-(of a machine) not working regularly ;needing to be repaired.

crap(n) :1-bullshit; rubbish; nonsense; meaningless talk.(esp. in the phrase a load of (old) crap.) _His talk was really a load of old crap! 2-junk; unwanted articles. _Get rid of all these craps from my desk.

crap out(v) :to use up all energy; to come to an end; to fail.

crappy(adj) :<slang>of very little or inferior quality. _ a crappy sort of job.

crash(v) :1-infml for gatecrash(=to enter a party, theater, or a meeting without being invited or paying the price. 2-<slang>to spend the night sleeping in(esp. a makeshift place) _I’m looking for a place to crash now, I’m awfully tired, and I don’t have some money to stay in a hotel.

crashing(adj) :(of sthg bad)total; extreme(esp. in the phrase a --- bore .)

crate(n) :<rarely used>an extremely old car or plane.

crawl to sb(v) :to try to win the favor or approval of sb by being too kind to them ;flatter. _The sergeant took leave by ---ing to the captain.

crawly(adj) :feeling an unpleasant sensation of sthg crawling over one's skin.

crazy(adj) :1-silly,mad,foolish. 2-[about] wildly enthusiastic, extremely excited. _I'm crazy about blondes.

like crazy(adv) :very (much); to an extreme degree. _The party members started to work like crazy for the campaign, there is only a month before the election.

cream(v) :(Am)1-to defeat or overcome thoroughly. _The Bulls creamed their rivals as expected. 2-<slang>to ejaculate. _I was nearly going to cream while watching her sexy dance in front of me.

be up the creek (without a paddle)(v) : (Am)to be in a difficult situation; to be in trouble. _I’ll be up the creek without a paddle if I can’t pay my bills this month. (also be up shit creek<slang> <taboo>)

get/give sb the creeps (v) :to cause/to have the feeling of fear, dislike, etc. _It gives me the creeps to see a dead person. (also make one’s flesh creep)

creepy(adj) :feeling an unpleasant sensation of scare.

crescendo(n) :the degree of greatest excitement.

cretin(n) :a very silly foolish person.

crew(n) :a group of people working together.

crib(n) :1-a quotation of one's words or ideas without permission. 2-literal translation of a passage in another language esp. dishonestly by students. 3-illegal help, as notes, used dishonestly by students during examinations.

crib(v) :1-to use illegal help. _He could never become the head, if he didn’t crib. 2-to plagiarize or quote a person's ideas without his own knowledge. 3-to steal; to take without permission. _The savage brat cribbed my wallet. 4-[off]to copy (sthg) from another person dishonestly or illegally. _He cribbed the words off me ,since he didn't ever study.

cricket(n) :favorable good sportsmanship; fair play.

not cricket(adj) :unfair; not good in the aspect of sportsmanship.

crikey(interj) :an expression of surprise.

crime(n) :regrettable behavior; shame; pity. _It's a crime not to swim when the water is this calm now.

crimple(v) :to form into folds, or tires ;curl; crumple; wrinkle.

by the cringe(interj) :<slang><humor>(used to express surprise, unluckiness, annoyance, etc. )Oh God; For God’s sake. _By the cringe, it’s just started to rain, that’s to say that the match is delayed.

crispy(adj) :1-dry and easily gets out of shape._ cripsy pastry. 2-fresh as if it has just been made or grown ._crispy apples.

critter(n) :(Am)<slang>any creature.

croak(v) :<slang>1-to die or be killed. _he croaked three hours after the accident, if somebody had made hell of a medical help, he would be alive now! 2-to kill or murder (sb).

crock(n) :a very old horse that cannot be used any longer. 2-an old and weak person who cannot work because of bad health ,weakness, etc. 3-(Br)an old car.

crocodile tears(n) :show of pretentious sadness; insincere tears. _His relatives were crying crocodile tears at his funeral, they were planning what to do with the inheritance they’d have.

crony(n) :<derog> companion or friend esp. of a high position of power. _The teacher always gives presents to her ---ies.

crook(n) :a dishonest and untrustworthy person; thief; trickster.

crook(adj) :1-unhealthy; ill. 2-(of things)bad; unpleasant.

crooked(adj) :not trusted; dishonest.

crop up(v) :to happen or come out suddenly and unexpectedly.

cropper(n) :1-a tough fall, i.e. from a horse. _I took a --- into the pool when she suddenly pushed. 2-a failure in a work; collapse.

come a cropper(v) :1-to fall heavily (e.g. from a horse). 2-to have a failure in (one’s work, exam, plans, etc.) 3-to feel oneself bad.

cross(adj) :easily gets angry; bad-tempered.

cross my heart (and hope to die) :(used when making a promise in order to express confidence) _Don't worry, I'll come to your party, cross my heart!

cross-grained(adj) : liking to argue; easily gets angry.

as cross as two sticks(adj) : <rarely used> very angry, extremely bad-tempered.

crosspatch(n) :an angry, bad-tempered person; a cross person; grouch.

cross-talk(n) :1-sudden exchange of comments i.e. by comedians in a comedy show. 2-talk in difficulties when there is so much interruption e.g. by crossed telephone lines.

crotchety(adj) :(esp. of an old person)argumentative; angry; bad-tempered.

crow(v) :[about/over]<derog> to talk proudly esp. when taking pleasure from sb else's failure, mistake or misfortune.

as the crow flies(adv) :if you travel in a straight line. _How far is it to Birmingham? -About five miles, as the crow flies, actually!

eat crow(v) :(Am)to be forced to humble or make oneself lower in position by accepting one's mistake.

Stone the crows!(interj) :<rarely used><humor>(an expression of surprise, annoyance, disbelief, etc. ) _Stone the crows!, it’s quite cold in here!.

crowd(v) :(Br)to apply pressure on (sb) and threat.

crowded(adj) :completely full; compact; closely packed.

crown(v) :to beat or hit sb on the head. _The old lady crowned the wicked guy with her umbrella.

crumb(n) :(Am)<slang>a worthless or dishonest person.

crumby(adj) :<slang>of very low quality; worthless. _a crumby idea.

crummy(adj) :<slang>of very low quality; worthless. _a crummy novel.

crumpet(n) :<slang>1-(Br)women (regarded as sexual objects) _Who’s that woman at the bar? -She’s Martha, a nice piece of crumpet, huh? 2-a woman’s vagina.

crunch(n) :an important moment that a decision should be made.(esp. used in the phrase when/if it comes to the crunch = when/if the crunch comes(=when the decision time is just arrived)) _I and Mary don’t think of having a child now, but when it comes to the crunch, we may!

crush(n) :a social meeting.

crush(n) :[on]an intense but short-lasting love or interest for sb; infatuation.(esp. in the phrase have a crush on)_I had a crush on my math teacher when I was in secondary school.

off one’s crust(adj) :<slang><rarely used>mad; crazy; insane. (also off one’s head/rocker/chump/nut)

a far cry from(adj) : (esp. after be/seem) sthg very much different from. _The education seems a far cry from the one ten years ago, technology changes the world.

crybaby(n) : a person who cries very easily and frequently. _I sometimes hate you little Johnny, you’re like a crybaby and I hate crybabies!

cry blue murder(v) :to yell loudly and worriedly.

cry for the moon(v) :to wish or want sthg that is impossible to occur.

for crying out loud(interj) :(used to add power to a request, suggestion, question, etc.)for god’s sake. _Foe crying out loud, don’t ever worry about your studies, I’m always ready to help you. 2-(used to express annoyance) _Will you shut that radio, for crying out loud!

crying(adj) :(of sthg bad)that requires urgent attention. _The increase of air pollution in İstanbul is a --- shame.

cuckoo(n) :<slang>a stupid person.

cuckoo(adj) :stupid; mad; crazy.

cucumber(n) :(Am)<slang>the penis. _Martin always talks arrogantly about his big cucumber.

(as) cool as cucumber(adj) :(of a person)not anxious or worried; very calm (esp. in a difficult or troublesome situation) _She was really cool as cucumber when she was about to flunk math, she studied it hard and easy and passed.

off the cuff(adv) :unexpectedly; with no preparation; spontaneously. inadvertently.

play it off the cuff(v) :to use one's ability to say things in a natural way or one's intelligence in a situation that a person is unprepared.

cuffs(n) :informal for handcuffs(=a pair of metal fastener that enables the criminal to use his/her hands.

cunning(adj) :(Am)<rarely used>charming; cute. _What a --- little boy!

cunt(n) :<slang><taboo>1-vagina. 2-(Am)a very stupid or nasty person.

not be sb’s cup of tea(n) :not to be what sb likes; not to be what fits sb.

in one’s cups(adj) :<rarely used>drunk.

cupboard love(n) :a pretentious or false love shown in order to gain sthg. _It’s no use asking Martin for some money, he won’t give you, his is just a cupboard love, you know.

cuppa(n) :(Br)a cup of tea. _I’d like a cuppa, please.

curmudgeon(n) :an angry, ungenerous and miserly person.

curn one's lip(v) :to behave disrespectfully against.

curse(n) :<slang><euph>menstruation. _Today, she’s got the curse, so she can’t go to swimming.

curvaceous, curvacious(adj) :(often humor)(of a woman)having an attractively well-developed figure with noticeable and beautiful curves.

cushy(adj) :(of a job, life style, etc.)not demanding; easy; needing little effort.

cuss(v) :to swear (at);to talk roughly and rudely against; curse.

cuss(n) :1-a person esp. of the stated kind. _a fussy old cuss. 2-curse.

cussed(adj) :1-cursed; damned. 2-stubborn; obstinate.; persistent; unyielding.

customer(n) :a person that is hard to cope with.(often used in the phrase ugly customer.)

cut(n) :1-a commission or percentage as of profit; share. 2-absence (esp. without permission) from school, class, lecture, etc. _All students are permitted four cuts per semester.

the cut of sb's jib(n) :sb's behaviors or appearance.

a cut above(adj) :(after be)better than (sb or sthg); higher quality than. _I’m a cut above than any of you in Geman.

CUT(v)

cut(v) :1-to prepare a record in which there is information about the past affairs. 2-to be absent from school, class, etc. esp. without any permission. 3-not to pay attention or to behave so as not to recognize or be acquainted with; snub. 4-to stop (doing sthg). _Cut that noise!.

Phrasal Verbs

cut in(v) :[on]1-to interrupt a person while he's talking. 2-to drive into a space between cars in a dangerous and careless way.

cut sb in(v) :to include sb in a profitable course of business of which the result is uncertain. _If you contribute $200,we'll cut you in.

cut sthg out(v) :to stop doing; leave out.

cut it/that out(v) :<impolite>(used imperatively)stop doing sthg (esp. a harmful activity such as fighting, quarreling, making noise, etc.)

cut sb/sthg up(v) :1-to cause a person to suffer; to sadden. _His wife really --- when her husband in an accident. 2-to behave in a rough and bad manner.

cut up (for)(v) :to be worthy of.

Idioms

cut up rough/nasty(v) :to become extremely angry.

cut it fine/close(v) :to leave oneself the minimum degree of time, money, etc. to do what is needed. _He --- by spending all his money a day before salary.

cut no ice(v) :to have almost no influence; to fail to impress. _His excuse cut no ice with the teacher.

cut and run(v) :(Am)<slang>to run away; to flee. _They cut and run when thet heard sb coming near.

cut sb down the size(v) :to show sb less important than as much as known or expected.

cut out (the) dead wood(v) :to eliminate the unnecessary and helpless parts. _There are lots of --- to be cut out in order to revive the economy.

have one's work cut out(for one)(v) :to have lots of work to do.

cute(adj) :(Am)1-charming; attractive; pleasing; nice. 2-wise; clever in judgment. 3-rude; bold; flippant; unpleasant; nasty.

cutie(n) :sb or sthg that is extremely cute.

cut-up(n) :(Am)a person who always behaves pretentiously, or plays tricks. _Tom is just a nice cut-up, he always plays tricks on people.

cut-up(adj) :very sad or unhappy, esp. because of an unexpected misfortune; grieved. _I was quite cut-up when I heard that I flunked biology.

-D-

d' :short form of do. _D'ya feel it?

dab(n) :1-a person who is very talented and good at the stated activity; a dab hand. _He's a dab at billiards. 2-little in amount esp. of soft or liquid substance. _He poured a dab of juice on the rag. 3-(pl.)(Br)<slang>fingerprints.

dab hand(n) :sb who is very skilled at the stated activity. _Everybody knows he’s a dab hand at tennis, why do you challenge him?

dachsund-(Am)/sausage dog-(Br)(n) :a small dog that has short legs and a long body.

dad, daddy(n) :(used, esp. by children) father.

daffy(adj) :1-stupid. 2-mad; insane; crazy.

daft(adj) :(Br)1-stupid; foolish. 2-very enthusiastic (about sthg).

(as) daft as a brush(adj) :(of a person)extremely stupid; very silly.

daily, also daily help(n) :a person who is employed to do the housework every weekday.

daily bread(n) :the necessities for surviving such as money, food, etc.; bread and butter.(esp. in the phrase earn one's daily bread)

push up the daisies(v) :<humor>(usu. in progressive forms)to die; pass away. _God knows only who’ll live after years, maybe I’ll be pushing up the daisies till then.

what's the damage? :what's the price?; what does it cost?

dame(n) :(Am)(esp. said by men)a woman. _What a beautiful dame!

damn(v, interj) :(used to express anger, curse and annoyance) _Damn you little brat!

damn it(interj) :(used to express annoyance) _Damn it!, I missed the bus again. (also blow it; bugger it<impolite>; fuck it<slang><taboo>; sod it <slang> <impolite>)

damn me(interj) :(an expression of surprise, bother or annoyance and usu. followed by if clause with a negative verb.) _Damn me!, that’s really a pretty new girl in my class. /_Well, damn me if I don’t help you tomorrow. (also blow me; fuck me<slang><taboo>; stone me<slang>; also I’ll be blown/damned/ hanged)

damn all!(n) :(Br)<impolite>nothing. _Look at that loafer, he does damn all here in the office! (also bugger all!; also fuck all<slang><taboo>)

damn(n) :(used in questions and negative statements)even the smallest or least degree or amount. (esp. used in the phrase not care/give a damn; worth a damn.)

not care/give a damn(v) :(used only in negative statements) not to care at all. _He doesn't give a damn about his grades.

one will see sb damned first/before :(used when refusing sb or to do sthg) _Now, you tell me that Martin will come and ask me for some money, I’ll see him damned before.

worth a damn(adj) :valuable; <fig> dependable; trustworthy. _It isn't worth a damn, he always promises us to take out for dinner.

damned, damn(adj,adv) :1-(used to emphasize an expression) extremely; very. _You are a damn fool, you silly! 2-very annoying or troublesome; cursed. _He brought a damned shame on our family.

damn well(adv) :(used to emphasize a verb usually about sthg bad) _Tell the truth, you know damn well what happened, tell me now!

Well, I'm damned, I'll be damned :(used to emphasize an expression of surprise)I'm very surprised, shocked, etc.

do one's damndest/damnedest(v) :to do one's best; to use one's most efforts. _I'll try to do my damndest to get 100 at the exam.

damp squib(n) :(Br)sthg which is expected to be effective or exciting but fails disappointingly.

put a damper/the dampers on(v) :to discourage or sadden people esp. by being sad or hopeless. _The cloudy weather put the dampers on our hopes of going to the picnic tomorrow.

lead sb a (merry/pretty) dance(v) :to cause sb to have great and unnecessary trouble esp. by changing one’s mind before an important affair. _The teacher led us a pretty dance by deciding to make the examination one week earlier.

get/have/put one's/sb's dander up(v) :to become/make sb very angry. (also with one’s dander up; also sb’s dander is up.)

dandy(n) :a good example of its kind. _That antique house is really a dandy.

dandy(adj) :excellent; first-rate.

Darkey, Darky, Darkie(n) :a disrespectful and offensive term for Negros.

darling(adj) :beautiful; attractive; pleasing.

cut a dash(v) :to show off or impress people, esp. by wearing fashionable clothes, or by spending much money. _He cut a dash with his new sports car. If I had a wealthy father like his, I’d also have such a car.

dash(v) :(used imperatively) Damn! (used more gently or mildly in comparison with damn) _Dash it!, I forgot to tell mom that I’ll be late this evening.

date(n) :1-a special meeting between a boy and a girl; appointment. 2-a person with whom one has such an appointment. _He picked up her date for the party.

date(v) :(Am)to go on or have a date with. _We've been dating for three weeks.

dawdle(v) :to spend time aimlessly ;to be slow.

DAY(n)

all in the/a day’s work(v) :<humor>(used to express sthg that can be dealt with easily) _After years of studying for oceans of hard exams, this one is just all in a day’s work for me. 

any day (of the week)(adv) :(used to express one’s willingness or preference to do sthg.)1-anyway; under any conditions. _I’d work with Mr. Murphy in Canada any day rather than stay in here with that new boss. 2-(used to express one’s confidence, certainty, or belief in sthg.) _I can beat him any day in tennis, but I can’t say anything when it comes to billiards.

call it a day(v) :to end doing sthg, esp. to stop working for a day. _It’s getting too late, this is time to call it a day now.

for a rainy day(adv) :for future, esp. when one is in trouble financially. _That’s all the money I’ve saved for a rainy day, that’s all I can provide.

go ahead, make my day!(v) :1-just try to do me harm or disobey me, I'll enjoy punishing you. _The crook(=thief) reached into his jacket for his wallet. The cop, thinking the thief was about to draw a gun, said, “Go ahead, make my day!” 2-go ahead, ruin or spoil my day; give me the bad news! _-“I've got some bad news for you, John.”-Go ahead, make my day!'

make sb's day(v) :to make sb very happy. _The surprising success of the company made our day. Every man jack of us got some extra pay.

not be sb’s day(v) :to be completely an unlucky day for sb.

not have all day(v) :to have little time or not to have much time (for doing sthg.) _When the teacher said there would be an exam tomorrow, we all complained noisily, we don’t have all day, you know.

one of those days(n) :an unlucky day in which everything goes wrong. _I remember one of those days last year, I was late for the class, forgot my report at home, had a thorough failure at the exam, and worst of all, had a dispute with my lovely girl friend and broke up.

a red-letter day(n) :a lucky or fortunate day in which sthg special happens or is believed to happen. _Today is one a red-letter day, I’m promoted.

that’ll be the day!(interj) :<humor>(used when sb has said one of his intentions to do, and when the speaker believes it to be unlikely.) _Daddy promised to throw a party for me and my friends; fresh drinks, music, dance, a clown…That’ll be the day!

it’s daylight robbery(n) :it’s extremely expensive.

DAYLIGHTS(n)

daylights(n) :sense; intelligence; wits.

beat/knock the (living) daylights out of sb(v) :to strike or beat sb violently and heavily.

scare the (living) daylights out of sb(v) :to frighten sb to a greater degree.

see the daylight(v) :1-to cotton on; understand; apprehend. 2-to near the conclusion of a difficult situation.

DEAD(n)

(loud) enough to wake the dead(adj) : extremely loud.

would/will not be seen dead :would/will not tolerate (doing sthg or being dressed in a stated particular way because one considers it unacceptable.) _I wouldn’t be seen dead wearing a jacket of that color, everybody will tease me now.

dead(adj) :1-weary;extremely tired. 2-doomed;expressing suffer; fated.

dead(adv) :1-(Br)thoroughly; entirely. _I’m dead tired. /_His plan is dead useless! 2-directly; straight. _Go dead ahead towards the pharmacy. 3-lacking energy, spirit, liveliness, etc. _a dead party.

(as) dead as a/the dodo(adj) :completely dead, forgotten or out-of-date. _That band’s songs are almost dead as a dodo today.

(as) dead as a doornail(adj) :(of sb or sthg)totally dead; not alive; out of order.

dead beat(adj) :extremely tired.

deadbeat(n) :<slang>1-a lazy and worthless person. 2-a person who usu. tries to avoid paying (the bill, price, etc.)

a dead duck(n) :a plan, idea or subject, etc. that is likely to fail or lose its importance, attraction or value, etc.

dead eye(n) :a skillful marksman.

deadhead(n) :1-a boring, dull person. 2-a passenger or spectator that doesn't pay, esp. a passenger who rides on a public transportation vehicle with no payment.

deadhead(adv) :without any passenger. _The bus was traveling deadhead.

deadly(adj) :dull; boring or uninteresting esp. so as to be unbearable. _a deadly film.

deadly(adv) :excessively; very.

deadpan(adj,adv) :with no show of feeling; with an expressionless face; vacuous. _She has a deadpan face. /_She played her role completely deadpan.

deadpan(n) :1-an expressionless face; deadpan face. 2-a person who has such a face.

deadpan(v) :to act or talk in an expressionless manner.

dead ringer (for)(n) :a person who has a lot common with another, as if twins. _“You're dead ringer for my daughter”, he exclaimed.

deaf aid(n) :(Br)informal for hearing aid(=a small electric machine, worn on the ears, that makes sounds louder.)

DEAL(n)

deal(n) :1-a business job. 2-a secret enterprise or agreement in business or politics for the aim of mutual advantage. 

big deal!(interj) :<slang>(used to express one’s disbelief or disapproval in sthg foolish or unimportant ) _I didn’t flunk math. -Big deal!, if you did you ‘d be the only one that flunked.

dirty/raw deal(n) :a rough and unfair treatment. _Isn’t a bit a raw deal against me?

what’s the big deal? :<slang>what’s the matter or reason for such a confusion or noisy excitement? _When the teacher came in and saw the students rushing around, she yelled :“What's the big deal?”

package deal(n) :number of proposals for an arrangement or agreement.

oh dear!(interj) :(used to express sadness, disappointment, etc.) _I’ve forgot to bring the report again. (also dear me!)

deary(adj) :<rarely used>(used when addressing sb)dear; beloved; darling.

DEATH(n)

catch one's death(v) :(of cold)to catch a fatal cold.

death trap(n) :sthg that is very dangerous for one's life.

die the death(v) :(of an actor, etc.)to fail to be applauded or admired by people. _I remember the time he died the death when he forgot the lines and couldn’t ad-lib at the theater.

feel/look like death warmed up(v) :to be very exhausted or weary.

flog sthg to death(v) :(usu.passive)to deal with or discuss (a subject, very much, continually, and until it becomes dull or unimportant. _The actress’s case in court was flogged to death.

hang/hold/cling, etc. on (to sthg) like grim death(v) :to deal with or hold on to sthg very closely and in a determined way. _Susan holds on to her work like grim death.

debug(v) :1-to search, find and eliminate the errors or faults e.g. from a computer program. 2-to search, find and eliminate the hidden bugs or microphones in a room, house, etc.

debunk(v) :to accept or know (sthg wrong) as true; disprove. _Lots of people used to believe in the essence of that, but now it's been totally debunked!

debutante, also deb(n) :a girl who has just entered into upper-class society.

decamp(v) :to leave a place secretly and quickly so as to flee from. _The kids decamped the restaurant without paying the bill. 

decant(v) :to move(people) from a city into another.

decent(adj) :1-good. 2-nice; pleasant. _It's very decent of you to pick me up for the party.3-appreciable; likable; satisfactory. 4-(Br)ready to help others; obliging.

hit the deck(v) :<slang>1-(Am)to get out of bed. 2-to get ready and alert for (doing sthg). 3-(Br)to lie on the floor esp. suddenly. _When the shootout began, the people in the street hit the deck for not being shot to dead.

on deck(adj) :1-ready; available. 2-waiting for one's turn.

go off the deep end(v) :to lose one's temper and become very angry.

in/into deep water(adj) :in/into trouble.

throw in at the deep end(v) :(usu. passive) to have to deal with the most difficult part of an activity, etc. for which he/she is unprepared. _On my first day at the university, I was thrown in at the deep end, the teacher chose me for an oral exam.

deja vu(n) :a sense or feeling that a person has frequently experienced.

demob(n) :(Br)informal for demobilization(=the state of an army in peace.

demolish(v) :to eat up eagerly and as if starving from hunger.

demon(n) :a person who has unusual skill, strength such as an evil spirit.

demo(n) :informal for demonstration(=a public show of strong feeling with enthusiasm or excitement often by marching, etc.)

den(n) :a small, and quiet room where one can hide away to be alone or to work.

denims(n) :jeans; pants made of denim.

dense(adj) :foolish; having difficulty in understanding.

department(n) :particular interest or occupation that a person is skilled. _Cooking is my mum's department.

deuce(interj) :the devil, misfortune, bad luck. (used as a mild exclamation) _What the deuce was that failure of me.

pull a deuce(v) :<slang>to be punished for two years prison sentence.

deuced(adj) :evil; damned; devilish.

devastating(adj) :very attractive. _She looked devastating in that flashy dress.

devil(n) :1-an adventure-like person. 2-(in expressions of surprise and excitement)a man or a person. _What a lucky devil you are? 3-(used to emphasize the expression)Who/what/where the devil ...?

beat the/a devil’s tattoo(v) :<rarely used>to make a distressing sound in order to express one’s impatience or one’s thinking deeply. _Whenever I have to decide sthg, I just beat the devil’s tattoo until I make up a decision.

go to the devil!(v) :<slang>to go away.

the/a devil of a(n) :<rarely used>very much of a; a hell of a(n). _We had a devil of a good time at the pool.

the devil to pay(n) :<slang>a lot of trouble, problem, etc. _There’ll be the devil to pay if the teacher understands that I cheated.

devil’s dozen(n) :thirteen.

the devil you/he/she/etc. will/can/won’t/ can’t, etc. :<slang><rarely used>(used as a rude reply to sthg one disapproves of, or disagrees at, etc. ) _I gave up going holiday so, I’ll go home tomorrow. -The devil you will!

devilish(adj) :1-great; to a high degree; extreme. 2-awfully bad.

devilish(adv) :(used to express displeasure) excessively; very; extremely. _It’s devilish hard work climbing the mountains.

diabolical(adj) :very bad; annoying; causing dislike ._What a diabolical man he was !

a rough diamond(n) :a good-natured and friendly person who has rough and unfriendly manners. _My new roommate was rather a rough diamond, but I liked him later on.

no dice ?:<slang>1-no use; to no avail; for nothing; by vain. _It’s no dice studying math, actually. I have to get 93 in order not to flunk.2-(used to express refusal) no. 

dice with death(v) :to take a fatal risk by acting dangerously.

dicey(adj) :risky dangerous or uncertain.

dick(n) :(Am)<slang>1-police detective. 2-a stupid person; fool. 3-the penis.

dickens(n) :(its usage is the same as the words 'devil' and 'deuce'.) What/where/ who the dickens....!?

dicker (for/with)(v) :to argue about the price of sthg; to haggle.

dicky(adj) :(Br)weak or likely to fail or go wrong. _She has a dicky heart.

dickybird(n) :<slang>(usu. in negative statements)(used by children)a single word; anything. _He never said a dickybird to her.

well, did you ever!(interj) :(used to express surprise)how surprising! _Well, did you ever!, Old Miss Carter has finally decided to get married.

diddle(v) : out of to otake sthg from sb by trickery, deception, etc.; to swindle. 2-to waste time idly or doing sthg. 3-(Am)<slang>to masturbate; to jerk off.

dido(n) :unusual behavior or foolish movements ,esp. a trick which is not intended to harm; prank. _All the students laughed at his foolish dido.

be dying for/to(v) :to have a great liking and desire for/to sb. _I'm dying for a drink. / _I'm dying to learn what I got at the exam.

diesel(n) :a vehicle powered by diesel.

(as) different as chalk and cheese(adj) :very different. 

dig(v) :<slang>1-to understand; to catch on. 2-to study or work hard. 3-to observe or notice by attention. 4-to like and understand; to appreciate. 5-to like; enjoy. _I dig reading about the latest movies.

dig oneself/sb in(v) :to place oneself or another securely and firmly in a particular position, etc.; to get oneself settled.

dig in(v) :1-to start to work hard at. 2-(used imperatively)to begin to eat esp. hungrily.

dig into(v) :to start to work hard or intensely at.

dig one's heels in(v) :to refuse to change one's opinion or idea to refuse to do what the other people want him to.

Dig up!(v) :<slang>Listen carefully!

dig(n) :1-a quick push, poke or thrust. _He gave her a dig in the ribs. 2-a foolish behavior; gibe; jibe. _Everybody laughed at his dig at the party.

diggings(n) :lodgins; digs.

digs(n) :(pl.) a house where the rooms are rented; lodgings. _After he lost all his money, he moved into digs.

dike, dyke(n) :<slang><derog> a woman who is sexually attracted to another woman; lesbian.

dilly(n) :<slang>a successful person at the stated activity; ace.

dilly(adj) :<slang>stupid; foolish.

dilly-dally(v) :to waste time by pondering in making a decision or by pausing too often when doing sthg; to dawdle.

dim(adj) :(Br)stupid; slow in understanding or learning.

take a dim view of(v) :to respect to a little degree; to regard with disapproval.

a dime a dozen(adj) :(Am)very common, usual or cheap.

dimwit(n) :a silly or stupid person.

din sthg into sb(v) :to repeat sthg, such as a lesson, forcefully in order to make sb remember it.

dingbat(n) :1-any small object, such as a stone, used to be thrown to anyone or anywhere. 2-dingus(=a person or a small machine whose name is forgotten.

ding-dong(adj) :1-(in a fight, row, etc.)with the advantage continually passing from one side to another; closely contested.2-(of a fight or argument)noisy and severe.

dingdong(n) :a noisy and angry exchange of words or blows; a noisy fight or argument.

dingus(n) :a person or a small machine whose name is forgotten.; thingamabob; thingamajig.

dinkum(adj) :original; real.

dinky(adj) :(Am)1-small. 2-pleasing; nice; neat.

more sthg than he/you/they has/have had hot dinners! :(used to speak angrily and/or boastfully to a person who has little experience in sthg but is pretending to have much)very many or much. _Don’t tell me anything about money, I’ve had more than you’ve had hot dinners!

dip(n) :1-a rapid and short-lasting bath in a sea, lake, etc. 2-<slang>a person who steals usu. from people’s bags, or pockets.; a pickpocket. 

directly(adv) :in a short time; very soon. _“Come home directly after the school”, his mother exclaimed. 

directly(conj) :as soon as; as quickly as. _I went to the boss’s office directly when I learned that he wanted to see me immediately..

dirt(n) :an unpleasant talk about people; gossip.

do sb dirt(v) :<rarely used>to behave in a dishonorable, unpleasant, or unfair way towards sb.

eat dirt(v) :to be humiliate or humble, esp. by admitting a defeat after a fight or quarrel.

throw/fling/sling dirt at(v) :to tell false stories about sb in order to damage sb’s reputation or fame.

treat sb like (a piece of) dirt(v) :to treat sb unpleasantly.

dirt cheap(adj,adv) :excessively cheap. _The ticket was dirt cheap. / _The meal cost dirt cheap.

dirt farmer(n) :a farmer who works on his own land, different from the ones who hire some workers to work on one's land.

dirty(adj) :1-dishonest; underhand. 2-unpleasant;offensive; spiteful.

dirty trick(n) :a dishonest and mean trick.

do the dirty on(v) :to treat badly or unfairly esp. to be disloyal to sb. (also do the downy on)

(give sb) a dirty look :(to give sb) a show of great disapproval.

dirty work(n) :1-unpleasant and tiring part of the job. 2- dishonest play.

dirty(adv) :(Br)<slang>very; extremely. _He has made a dirty great building.

disappear(v) :to leave esp. hurriedly or secretly.

disaster(n) :a total failure.

disco(n) :a club where people esp. young ones go to dance and revel.

discombobulate(v) :to cause confusion; to confuse.

disgustingly(adv) :excessively.

dish(n) :a sexually attractive person.

dish(v) :(Br)to oppose; to cause the failure of(a person or his/her hopes)upset; thwart. _The bad weather dished my plans for the weekend.

dish sthg out(v) :to distribute to several people freely; to hand out. _When will you dish out the soup, mom, I’m famished!

dish it out(v) :to punish; scold; to express one's disapproval about sthg esp. unfairly.

dishy(adj) :(of a person)sexually attractive; charming. _a dishy wife.

disinterested(adj) : in uninterested (in); careless (of).

dispatch, despatch(v) :to eat all the food quickly .

disposal(n) :informal waste disposal(=used, old, unwanted and unnecessary articles.)

go the distance(v) :to succeed or accomplish to do sthg difficult from beginning to the end.

ditch(v) :1-to leave or abandon. _After the crash, he had to ditch his car and walked. 2-(of an aircraft)to make an emergency landing on the water. 3-to avoid going to school without permission.

(as) dull as a ditchwater(adj) :very boring, dull, and uninteresting.

dither(v) :to pause and ponder about what to do ;not to be able to decide.

dither(n) :dubious, nervous and undecided situation; feeling doubt.

Ditto!(interj) :I agree!

say ditto to(v) :to say the same as; to agree with.

dive(n) :a place esp. a bar or a club, etc. that has a bad reputation esp. a cheap and inferior saloon, gambling place, etc. 

divine(adj) :1-(used esp. by women) excellent; excessively good; wonderful. 2-very pretty; lovely; charming.

divvy(n) :abbrev. of dividend(=payment as one's share or profit.)

Dixie(n) :the Southern States of the U.S. esp. the ones where slaves were owned before the civil war.

dizzy(adj) :(of a person)1-likable but usually reckless and forgetful; scatterbrained. 2-foolish; stupid.

DO(v)

do(v) :1-to spend time in prison. _He did 24 years for violation. 2-to trick; cheat; swindle. _The old woman has been done in a shop. 3-(esp. of a tourist)to visit a place, wander or tour for sightseeing. _We did Türkiye in three weeks. 4- (intransitive)to take place; happen. _Hey, what's doing? 5-(Br)<slang>to punish; to attack or hurt. 6-(Br)<slang>to capture or arrest. _He was done for robbery. 7-<slang>to rob. _He did a shop. 8-<slang>to have sex with (usu. a woman)

do me/us a favor!(v) :<slang>I’m/We’re not as foolish as to believe or be deceived by what you’re saying; don’t lie to me!; don’t make up! _You tell me that you earn 8 grands a week, oh well, do me a favor!

do the needful(v) :to provide anything that is required for any action.

do one’s nut(v) :to become very angry.

do the trick(v) :to reach the desirable result.

do sb/sthg well(v) :to maintain or provide oneself in comfort such as food, money, luxury, etc.

that does/did it!(interj) :(used to express annoyance)that’s the limit I can bear more; I won’t tolerate any longer esp. after a number of unpleasant events. _That did it!, I’ll never speak to him again. He has always been rude to me, but this time he has gone too far. (also that's done it!)

do-it-yourself, DIY(n) :the idea of doing repairs or any other works by oneself , without any other person's help. _He really likes to eat out the dinner in the DIY cafe.

make do(with sthg),make sthg do(v) :to get along with what is available or in hand, even if it's not adequate or helpful enough. _“We don't have money so we have to make do with bread.”, said the old woman to the poor children.

Well begun is half done :A good start makes the work easy to complete.

do(n) :(Br)1-a festive party. _Would you like to come to the do with me Nicole? 2-a cheat; a swindle.

fair do’s(n) :<humor>fair and equal treatment. _I guess mom doesn’t know the word fair do’s, look at that piece of cake.

fair do’s(interj) :<humor>(used to persuade sb that what one says is true)be fair! _Fair do’s!, I told you that Susan might not come to the party, but I didn’t ever mean that it was certain.

Done!(interj) :I agree!; I admit! _“I'll beat you if you keep on crying”. -“Done!”, said the little kid.

done(adj) :<slang>arrested. _He was done for theft.

done in(adj) :very exhausted. _I feel quite done in today.

(all) done and dusted(adj) :(of a person)finished one’s work, duty, etc. and prepared or ready. _I’m all done and dusted for going to the pool.

doer(n) :lively and energetic person.

do-gooder(n) :a person who is too much eager to improve people or the conditions, etc.; a philanthropist(=a person who is helpful to poor people by providing esp. money.)

do’s and don’ts(n) :the social rules of people's behavior; canon; precept. _“You should learn the dos and dont's of sitting in the class”, scolded the teacher angrily. 

it takes/wants some/a lot of doing :It’s very demanding or difficult to do.

nothing doing!(interj) :certainly not!; no! _Will you help me study math? -Nothing doing, I don’t have much time.

up and doing(adj) :out of bed and ready for action; waked and energetic.

doings(n) :(Br) the works done or that are being done. _Hi John, So long no see, just tell me about your doings. 2-any small object or thing of which its name is forgotten or unknown.

doc(n) :(used to address a doctor) doctor.

in dock(adj) :having a breakdown or failure to operate; in need of repair.

doctor(n) :a person whose job is to fix the stated thing. _NDD stands for Norton Disc Doctor.

just what the doctor ordered(adj) :just what is needed, wanted or enjoyable. _After a tough week of hardworking, a weekend holiday is just what the doctor ordered.

under the doctor(adj) : for under a doctor’s treatment, or care.

doctor(v) :1-<derog>to change the records or anything else dishonestly. _The teacher caught the boy doctoring the test results. 2-(usu. passive)<euph>to remove the part of steh sex organs of an animal or a person so as to be unable to breed; castrate. 3-<rarely used>to apply medical treatment to. 

dodder(v) :to walk, or move unlively, inactively esp. as a result of weakness or old age.

doddering(adj) :weak, shaky or trembling because of old age.

doddle(n) :(Br) a task, work or any activity that is very easy to do. _-Will you come to the party tonight? -I'll not be able to, I'll have a driving test tomorrow.-Oh, John, it's a real doddle, you don't have to study a lot!

dodge(n) :1-(a) trick. 2-method;a clever way of doing sthg.

dodge(v) :to cause not to happen by trickery or in a dishonest way.

dodgem(n) :a small car that is driven at public amusement places, propelled by electricity and in which people often intentionally hit the other cars for fun.

dodgems(n) :a kind of entertainment in dodgem cars at fun fairs.

dodgy(adj) :(Br)1-dicey; involving danger and unsafety; risky. _a dodgy plan/person. 2-clever and esp. tricky; dishonest.

(as) dead as a dodo(adj) :completely dead, forgotten or out-of-date.

DOG(n)

dog(n) :1-a person of the stated kind ._You hit the jackpot, you lucky dog! 2-(Am)<slang>sthg failed; a disappointment. 3-(Am)<slang>an extremely ugly woman. 4-<slang><humor>(pl.)foot. _My dogs are killing me!

dressed/done up like a dog's dinner(adj) : (Br)dressed in showy and fashionable clothes that one thinks wonderful but that the others think rather silly.

give/throw sb to the dogs(v) :to cause sb to suffer sthg unpleasant esp. in a selfish, dishonest, or disloyal way.

go to the dogs(v) :to near the end; to ruin; to become worse. _He went to the dogs right after his wife’s death.

it’s dog eat dog :it’s a hard or tough struggle to be successful in business, sports, etc. _Business industry is a struggle for survival financially, it’s dog eat dog, you know.

keep a dog and bark oneself(v) :to do sthg by oneself, although he/she has a chance to make another (esp. a lower-ranked) person to do it. _You’re the chief, so why do you keep a dog and bark yourself, Mrs. Wills is supposed to do that.

lead (sb)/have a dog's life(v) :to cause sb/ to have a difficult life with many troubles.

let the dog see the rabbit!(interj) :(used imperatively)let me/him/her, etc. see/ have/come near, etc. _When an upper-class cadet comes in to buy sthg, he makes the freshmen move back with the words “Let the dog see the rabbit!” 

let sleeping dogs lie(v) :not to intervene a person or a situation that is likely to cause trouble.

love me, love my dog! :if you want to be friendly or familiar with me, you have to accept or tolerate all my habits, ideas, opinions, etc.

not have a dog's chance(v) :not to have a small, slight chance of doing sthg. 

put on the dog(v) :to make a showy display; to be pretentious.

look like a dog's breakfast/dinner(v) :to look like very messy or untidy.

top dog(n) :the person in charge; one that has the most power and authority.

treat sb like a dog(v) :to treat badly and unfairly.

the dogs(n) :social meeting of races in which the greyhounds (=thin dogs with long legs, esp. which run in races or used when hunting.) compete.

dog’s breakfast(n) :(Br)<slang><derog> sthg badly, disorderly or carelessly done.

a dog’s age(n) :a very long time.

a shaggy dog story(n) :a very long joke.

dogcollar(n) :a priest's white collar.

dogface(n) :<milt. slang>a newly enlisted soldier in the army, esp. an infantry man.

doggy(adj) :1-(of a person)very concerned with or interested in dogs. 2-<slang>excessively showy and pretentious.

in the doghouse(adv) :in a state of pity, shame or disfavor.

dog tag(n) :<slang>piece of metal worn round the neck by a soldier, on which a soldier's number, name and blood is written for the purpose of identification.

dogsbody(n) :(Br) a person of the lowest position who has to do the donkeywork.

dog-tired(adj) :excessively tired.

doggone(v) :(Am)<slang><euph>to damn; to curse. _Doggone it!, I’ve lost the lottery by one number.

doggoned(adj) :damned; cursed; confounded.

the dole(n) :(Br)informal term for money payment to an unemployed person every week.(esp. in the phrase go/be on ---.)

go/be on the dole(v) :(Br)to begin to receive money from the government for insurance because a person is unemployed.

doll(n) :1-<slang>a beautiful, nice and attractive young girl or woman. 2-<derog>a beautiful but stupid young girl ; a woman who is too much concerned with her clothes and appearance. 3-(Am)<slang>a likable person. 

doll sb up(v) :(usu. passive)to dress oneself up fashionably. _Hey, rush, doll up quickly.

look/feel (like) a million dollars/quid(v) :(of women and girls)to look/feel very charming or attractive.

dollop(n) : of a large mass or quantity (esp. of food) _a dollop of pudding.

dolly bird, dolly(n) :(Br)<rarely used> <usu.derog>a beautiful young woman , esp. who dressed neatly and fashionably.

dominie(n) :(Am)any minister.

don(n) :the head of a college at Oxford or Cambridge University; a teacher who directs the students in British Universities.

donkeywork(n) :(Br) the uninteresting and tiring piece of work. _You're the junior here and, you'll have to do all the donkeywork till you become a senior.

donkey’s years(n) :(Br)<slang>(usu. after for/in) a very long time. _I haven’t seen her for donkey’s years, I really missed her.

don't know(n) :a person who cannot give an answer in an opinion poll(=a questioning of a number of ordinary people to learn the general opinion of people on a stated subject.)

doodad(n) :1-a small jewel that a person owns because of its beauty; ornament. 2-also doohickey(=a small, clever machine or any object used in place of a machine, gadget or any object used in place of its original name is forgotten or unknown.) _Hey, give me that ,… hımm, doodad.

be on the door(v) :to have a duty at the door (e.g. collecting tickets at the door of a theater.)

doorstep(n) :(Br)an excessively thick piece or slice of bread.

dope(n) :<slang>1-heroin; a harmful and forbidden drug only used on the orders of a doctor; any narcotic as heroin. 2-sb who uses heroin. 3-a illness of the mind that a person is unable to think clearly, as if caused by drug. 4-a foolish person. 5- on <rarely used>information esp. from a reliable person.

dope(v) : up 1-to put a drug in sb’s food, drink, etc. in order to cause him to sleep. _The man doped the girl’s drink, and then violated her. 2-(Am)<slang>  out to figure out.

dopy, also dopey(adj) :1-unconscious or not awake, esp. because of a drug or alcohol. 2-stupid; foolish.

dorm(n) :dormitory(=a large room containing a number of beds to sleep, esp. in boarding schools.)

dose(n) :sthg or amount of sthg given or taken.

like a dose of salts(adv) :very fast, easily and esp. effectively.

doss(n) :(Br)<slang>a short and light sleep. _I need a doss, don’t disturb me!

doss down(v) :(Br)to sleep in a makeshift bed or on the ground.

dosser(n) :(Br)<slang>a person who has no fixed home; tramp; vagrant.

sit at dosshouse(v) :to live in a cheap lodging esp. for tramps or vagrants. 

dot one's/the i's and cross one's/the t's(v) : to be excessively careful in a very annoying way.

on the dot(adv) :at the exact time or place; on time. _We arrived home on the dot.

sign on the dotted line(v) :to agree about sthg at the moment and often without careful thinking.

dotty(adj) :1-stupid; dumb; slow in understanding. 2-insane; mad. 3-eccentric; peculiar.

at/on the double(adv) :(Am)(used imperatively) rapidly; by running. _When I call you, you should come on the double, all right?

double up(v) :to share the cost of a place to live, esp. a room, flat, etc. with another person.

double-cross(v) :<slang>to trick or deceive sb by being dishonest or to betray sb by not doing what one promised.

double cross(n) :<slang>treachery; the act of being disloyal.

double date(v) :to have a double date.

double date(n) :a date involving two couples of men and women.

double-quick(adj,adv) :very rapidly. _Hey, get the money double quick, we gotta go right now.

double take(n) :a delayed reaction of surprise to sthg unexpected and shows that one understood the true meaning of sthg a bit later. (esp. in the phrase do a double take.)

double-talk(n) :a talk that appears to be serious and meaningful, but in fact, is nonsense, meaningless and deceptive.

dough(n) :(Am) money.

doughboy(n) :a soldier in US Army esp. an infantry man.

dove(n) :a member of a group that is in favor of peace and actively helps to provide peace.

dowager(n) :a good-looking wealthy old lady.

down(adj) :completed. _Did you finish the report? -Yes, sir, I’m down with it.

down on(adj) :unfavorable to; angry at; annoyed with.

down in/at the mouth(adj) :in low spirits; depressed; mournful.

down on one's luck(adj) :unfortunate.

have a down on sb(v) :to abhor sb; detest; dislike.

down and out(adj) :having no particular job, home, etc. esp. living on the streets; tramp; hobo.

down-and-out(n) :a person who has no fixed home and job.

Down with! :We don't want. _Down with the Minister!

down there(n) : <euph>a person’s sexual organs.

down(v) :1-to drink or swallow hastily; gulp. _The little kid downed his glass of milk before going to bed. 2-to defeat, esp. in a game.

downer(n) :1-a mournful, saddening or discouraging situation, affair, experience, person, etc. 2-<slang>a drug that makes one feel unconscious and weak.

downhill(adj) :easy esp. after a period of being difficult. _I finished the difficult part of my homework, the rest is just downhill.

downright(adv) :almost; absolutely; completely.

one’s daily dozen(n) :(usu. after do)a set of physical exercises that a person works out every day esp. in the mornings.

dozens (and dozens) of(n) :very many; lots (and lots) of. 

dozy(adj) :(Br)foolish; slow in understanding.

drag(n) :<slang>1-sthg or sb that is uninteresting, boring, unexciting, etc. (esp. in the phrase what a drag! (=How boring!) 2-an act of breathing in, esp. of cigarette; puff. 3-clothing. 4-influence.

in drag(adv) :<slang>(of a man) in clothes that belong to woman.

drag(v) :1-to advance by working hardly and tiresomely. 2- on to draw smoke into the mouth. _I dig dragging on a cigarette after the meals.

drag sb/sthg up(v) :1-to bring about or draw attention to (a subject or event that is of little importance) repeatedly and unnecessarily. _The newspapers keep dragging the prime minister's tactless remarks in the meetings. 2-(Br)to grow up a child badly and cause him to have bad behaviors.

drag one's feet/heels(v) :to move or act very slowly esp. because of not being interested, willing, keen, etc. on sthg. _The government is dragging its feet over the new regulations about the tax cuts.

draggy(adj) :uninteresting; dull; boring.

dragon(n) :an angry and bad-tempered old woman.

drain(n) :as much drink as a person fills his mouth. _Hey, I'm very thirsty, leave me a drain from your coke.

down the drain(adv) :used for nothing; wasted. _She lost the report, so all of the hours he spent went down the drain. /_ Last year, I bought a computer with a great satisfactory cost, but later then it had a breakdown, so it was 700$ just down the drain. (also go down the drain; be money down the drain; throw sb down the drain)

drainpipe trousers(n) :tight-fitting pants that round the leg tightly.

dram(n) :a small drink ,but of an alcohol, usu. whisky.

drat(v) :<slang><rarely used>(used to express annoyance or curse)to damn..

dratted(adj) :<slang><rarely used>damned; cursed.

draw a blank(v) :to fail to find any information or an answer to a problem.

quick/fast on the draw(adj) :fast at drawing or pulling out a gun.

sb’s bottom drawer(n) :the collection of things that unmarried girls collect before marriage.

go back to the drawing board(v) :to begin any activity from the beginning esp. after the first failure on it.

dreadful(adj) :awful; unpleasant; bad. _a dreadful weather.

dreadfully(adv) :<polite>very. _I'm dreadfully sorry about my stupid behavior in the class.

dream(n) :a beautiful, excellent or enjoyable person or a thing. _My new house is a real dream!

dream(adj) :wonderful; excellent; ideal. _That's my dream car!

not dream of(v) :not to think of (doing sthg) because of its falseness according to social rules of behaviors or precepts.

dream sthg up(v) :<derog> to invent or imagine (a plan or any other thing, esp. unusual or surprising.); to conceive. _He always dream up some new excuses for being late.

dreamboat(n) :<slang>a very attractive or charming person esp. of the opposite sex. 

dreamy(adj) :1-very pleasant; wonderful. _a dreamy holiday. 2-(of a man)sexually attractive.

deary(adj) :boring; unexciting; dull. _a deary work.

dredge sthg up(v) :to talk or bring about anything unpleasant in the past that has been forgotten about. _The two old men were sitting dredging up past memories.

dress down(v) :1-to scold; talk angrily, esp. to blame. 2-(Am)to beat sb severely.

dressing-down(n) :1-a scolding. 2-a beating.

dressed (up) to kill(adj) :(esp. of women)wearing beautiful, fashionable and attractive clothes.

dressed (up) to the nines(adj) :wearing one's most fashionable clothes.

dressed like a dog's dinner(adj) :dressed fashionably.

dressy(adj) :(of persons) looking smart in beautiful clothes.

in/by dribs and drabs(adv) :in/by small and insignificant amounts. _He borrowed $1000 from me, but is still paying in dribs and drabs.

drill(n) :(Br) the right way of doing sthg properly; procedure.

what's the drill? :what will we do now?

drill(v) :[into] to give knowledge to an anything by continual and repeated draining; to implant by strict training.

drink like a fish(v) :to drink too much alcohol esp. habitually.

drink sb under the table(v) :to drink much alcohol with sb until he/she becomes excessively drunk.

drip(n) :<slang>a boring, dull and uninteresting person.

drive at sthg(v) :(no passive)(used in progressive tense)to mean indirectly; hint at. _What are you driving at by saying so?

drive a point/an argument home(v) :to use one's all efforts to be understood.

in the driving seat(adj) :in charge or control over (a group, organization, etc.)

drop(v) :1-to lose (esp. money) in gambling or a risky enterprise e.g. stock market, etc. 2-to strike a person with a blow.

drop away/off(v) :to fall asleep; to doze off.

drop out(v) :to withdraw oneself from social life and activities.

drop sb a line(v) :to write a letter to sb.

drop a brick/clanger(v) :(Br) to do or say sthg that is unacceptable or against the social rules of behavior; to make a stupid mistake.

drop dead(v) :1-<slang>(used imperatively) (used to express one’s annoyance, dislike or insult to sb.) _Linda told him to drop dead when he invited her to dance. 2-to die unexpectedly and suddenly.

drop sb/sthg like a hot potato(v) :to quit dealing with sb/sthg suddenly and quickly esp. when it/he becomes unpleasant or intolerable. 

drubbing(n) :a complete defeat; victory over. _We got a drubbing over Jacksons at the soccer match.

a drug on the market(n) :goods that are not bought by anyone.

beat/bang the drum(v) : for to support sb esp. with the intention of gaining support for it from the public in the future. _The government beats the drum for full employment.

drum sthg into sb(v) :to put an idea, concept, etc. into sb's mind by continual repetition ;implant; drill.

drum sthg up(v) :to get by attempting continually and esp. by the help of advertisement.

drummer(n) :(Am)a salesman who often travels for business.

drumstick(n) :the part of a bird's leg esp. the one with meat and eaten as food.

drunk(n) :1-a person who is drunk. 2-a person who is addicted to liquor or habitually drinks alcoholic beverages. 3-a time spent for fun, esp. in drinking; spree; binge.

(as) drunk as a Lord(adj) :(esp. of men)extremely drunk.

dry, also drys(n) :a person/people who favor(s) the laws which forbid the production, sale and use of liquor.; prohibitionist.

dry(adj) :forbidding the production, sale or use of alcoholic beverages. _a dry law.

(as) dry as a bone, also bone dry(adj) : extremely dry.

(as) dry as dust(adj) :(of a person, book, film, etc.)extremely boring or dull.

not dry behind the ears(adj) :(Am)young and inexperienced; naïve.

dry nurse(n) :a person who looks after a superior but inexperienced one.

dry run(n) :<milt. slang>1-practice of firing without using live bullets. 2-a rehearsal for an important event, affair, ceremony, etc.

dry up(v) :1-<slang>(used imperatively)to shut up. 2-(of an actor, actress) to forget one's words when acting in a performance or play.

D.T.’s, also d.t.’s(n) :<slang>abbrev. for delirium tremens(=a nervous state of mind, esp. when one has been under the influence of much alcohol)

dub(n) :an awkward person who has a lack of grace or skill esp. a clumsy player.

duck(n) :1-(used to address) a liked or lovable person that is favorable above others; darling; dear. 2-<milt. slang>a motor car which travels both on land and water; an amphibious automobile.

ducks(n) :(pl.)trousers which are made of strong, usu. cotton cloth. _He was wearing a yellow ducks.

a dead duck(n) :a plan, idea or subject, etc. that is likely to fail, lose its importance, success, value, etc.

a lame duck(n) :sb or esp. a company, organization, etc. which is about to fail and needs esp. financial support or help .

like water off a duck's back(adj) :having no influence; ineffective.

play ducks and drakes with(v) :1-to spend money aimlessly and in great amount.; waste. 2-<rarely used>to cause trouble, confusion or difficulties to. _Your tactless remarks play ducks and drakes with the officer.

take to sthg like a duck to water(v) :to be interested in, learn or get accustomed to sthg very easily. 

duck (out of sthg)(v) : to try to escape an unpleasant or tiring responsibility; dodge. _-Will you wash the dishes?-Mummy, I'm sorry, but I have a severe headache. _Don't try to duck out of it, you naughty kid, go and do it.

ducky, also duckie, also ducks(n) :(Br) (used esp. by women to address a person who likes)darling; honey. _Did you like it, ducky?

an ugly duckling(n) :an ordinary or dull child, plan, idea, etc. that becomes an interesting and successful one.

ducky(adj) :1-(Am) good enough; satisfactory. 2-(Am) pretty and attractive.; cute.

ductile(adj) :easily made or influenced to do what one wants; tractable.

dud(n) :1-a worthless person or thing. 2-false coin or banknote; a counterfeit. 3-a failure. 4-(pl.) one’s belongings, esp. clothes. 5-shell which doesn’t explode.

dud(adj) :worthless; valueless. _a dud check.

dude(n) :<slang>a person who has bred in a city esp. a person from Eastern and moved or went for a holiday to the western part of the U.S.

duff(n) :<euph>buttocks. 

duff(adj) :(Br)sthg worthless, useless or of no importance.

duffer(n) :1-<rarely used> at a foolish person esp. one who learns sthg very slowly. 2-an incapable and unskilled golf player.

dukes(n) :(pl.)<slang>fists. _Put your dukes up and fight with me, if you dare, of course.

(as) dull as a ditchwater(adj) :very boring, dull, and uninteresting. _Although we’d been told that the film was exciting, both my wife and I found it to be as dull as ditchwater!

dumb(adj) :silly; foolish.

dummy(n) :a silly person; fool.

dump(n) :a messy and dirty place.

down in the dumps(adj) :(esp. after be/feel, etc.)mournful; unhappy.

dumpy(adj) :(of a person) fat and short.

dumpbell(n) :(Am)<slang>
a fool; a stupid person.

dunk(v) :to dip food into a liquid before eating. _When will you quit dunking biscuits into your tea?

dunny(n) :(AustrE) lavatory; toilet.

duo, duos(n) :two singers or musicians who perform sthg together.

dust(n) :(Am)<slang>money.

bite/kick/kiss the dust(v) :<humor>1-(of a person)to become very ill; to die. 2-(of an engine, machine, etc.)not to work properly.

kick up/raise a dust(about)(v) :to discuss; quarrel (about).

dust sb's jacket(v) :to strike or beat sb.

duster(n) :(Am)<slang>buttocks.

dust-up(n) :(Br)a fight or a quarrel.

dutch(n) :(Br)<slang>one’s wife.

Dutch(adj) :German.

the Dutch(n) :the people who live in Germany.

go Dutch(v) : with to share the expenses (e.g. on a date).

in Dutch(adj) :in trouble; in disagreement; in disfavor; having problems.

Double dutch(n) :talk, speech, writing, etc. that is too complex and difficult to understand; gibberish.

Dutch courage(n) :the courage that results from drinking much alcohol.

Dutch treat(n) :a meal, entertainment or any other thing at which each person goes Dutch(=pays his/her own expenses.)

Dutch uncle(n) :a person who scolds or rebukes others severely in a bossy way.

(then) I’m a Dutchman :(used to express one’s strong disbelief to a statement, used with if clause.) then I’m not what I am. _If that’s a genuine leather, I’m a Dutchman.

be all ears(v) :to be listening carefully and eagerly.

bend (sb's) ear(v) :to talk to sb for a long time in a boring and bothering way.

feel one's ears burning(v) :to guess that one is being talked about at the moment.

give one's ears (for sthg/to do sthg)(v) :to give (sthg valuable for sb) away, for doing or having sthg esp. of great importance.

have a word in sb's ear(v) :to reveal sthg to sb since he/she trusts or has a confidence on him/her.

get/have/win sb's ears(v) :to get/have/win sb's approval and favorable attention.

get/give sb a thick ear(v) :(Br)(used to threaten sb esp. a child)to get/give a severe blow as a punishment. _Bob, I want you to know that if you keep on bothering me with those silly questions, you’ll just get a thick ear.

cost/pay the earth(v) :to cost/pay a great deal of money. -Hey, your car looks pretty well after you’ve repaired it. -Of course, it cost me the earth.

move heaven and earth(to do sthg)(v) :to make all one's efforts to do sthg.

how/why/where/who, etc. on earth :how/ why,.... ever (used for emphasizing the question.)

earthly(adj) :(used only in questions and negative statements)possible; believable. _He had no earthly choice, so he didn’t attend the lecture.

have an earthly(v) :(Br)(used only in questions and negative statements)to have little or almost no chance, hope ,idea, etc. _Do you expect John to pass the test? -He hasn’t an earthly!, he’ll flunk it.

take one's ease(v) :to stop working or worrying.

ease up/off(v) :[on]to do sthg not hardly, with little effort or determination. _My old dad began to ease up on his work.

be on easy street(v) :to be wealthy or in good position.

take it easy(v) :1-to rest after tiredness; relax. 2-to remain calm.; not to worry too much.

easymark(n) :a stupid person that is easily tricked; fool.

(as) easy as pie(adj) :extremely easy; needing little effort.

easy on the ear/eye(adj) :good to listen to/look at.

easy come, easy go :(used to express one’s free way of behavior in sthg esp. spending money) sthg that won, gained, or earned easily is also lost, spent, or wasted easily.

I'm easy :(Br)I don't care at all; I don't mind it.

go easy on/with(v) :1-to be more gently to sb. 2-not to spend sthg aimlessly and wastefully; to save on sthg. _-Mom, it's too spicy, why don't you go easy on spice!

get/have the/an edge on sb(v) :to have an advantage over sb.

on the edge of one’s chair(adj) :very excited or interested in (a story, film, etc.) _My granddad keeps me and my friends on the edge of his chair by his adventure stories during the war.

over/off the edge(adj) :(after go, be, etc.)mad or crazy.

set sb's teeth on edge(v) :to make sb upset or worried. _Hey, Johnnie, this is the last time I warn you about not to set my sister's teeth on edge, get it?

get a word in edgeways(v) :(used only in negatives, questions, etc.)to have a chance to say sthg when another is speaking.

edgy(adj) :worried; nervous.

educated guess(n) :a well-educated guess and that is likely to be right.

eek(interj) :(used to express abrupt fear, anxiety, or surprise.)

as slippery as an eel(adj) :(of a person) untrustworthy; difficult to get true or frank answers from.

eff and blind(v) :(Br)<slang><euph>to use rude and bad language; to swear.

effort(n) :sthg results from of an effort (done)._I appreciate your effort, you did well at the exam.

e.g.(n) :abbrev. for exempli gratia; for example.

EGG(n)

a bad egg(n) :sb or sthg worthless, or bad in some way, esp. a dishonest person.

as sure as eggs is eggs(adj) :certainly; surely; without doubt.

have an egg on/all over one's face(v) : to cause oneself to appear to be silly or foolish.

in the egg(adj) :not yet developed; at an early stage.

lay an egg(v) :<rarely used>to fail to impress (e.g. a joke, performance, etc.)

put all one's eggs in/into one basket(v) :to rely on success of a particular thing or activity; to risk all one’s money, time, etc. in one activity, enterprise, business, etc.

teach one's grandmother to suck eggs(v) : to give advice to sb who has much more experience than him/her at the stated subject.

egghead(n) :a highly educated person; intellectual; highbrow.

ego(n) :selfishness; too high an opinion of one's own abilities, etc. conceit.

ego trip(n):an act or behavior in a self-centered or selfish way.

eh(interj) :(Br)(used to express surprise or doubt; used when asking to sb if he/she agrees.; to ask for sb to repeat what he/she has just said.

be/have one over the eight(v) :to become drunk; to drink excessively;.

either-or(adj) :resulting between one choice of only two possibilities. _It’s just an either-or situation for me; I might escape or get arrested.

elbow grease(n) :(usu. after use, need, etc.) hard physical work esp. cleaning; physical energetic effort.

electric chair, also chair(n) :punishment of death in US in which electricity is applied to the person's body to kill.

electric eye(n) :informal for photo electric cell(=an instrument that produces light to start an electrical device working, as in burglar alarms.

elegant(adj) :perfect; excellent; very good.

white elephant(n) :<slang>sthg requiring much care and expense and yielding little profit; any burdensome possession. 

at the eleventh hour(adv) :at the latest or last possible time.

elevenses(n) :(Br) 1-a light meal or snack taken during the morning esp. at about eleven o'clock. 2-any drink such as tea or coffee. 

eliminate(v) :to kill; murder.

'em(pron) :short for them.

emote(v) :to express one's emotions exaggerated as if acting.

feel empty(v) :to feel oneself hungry. 

empty(n) :sthg that is used as a container.

empty-headed(adj) :stupid; foolish; lacking in understanding.

END(n)

end(n) :1-a particular part of an activity such as a business. 2-(used to express disapproval in an amusing and weak way.)_Look at your messy room!, you really are the end.

at a loose end(adj) :idle; having nothing to do; unoccupied.

get one’s end away(v) :<slang><impolite> <humor>(of a man)to have sexual relationship with sb.

go of (at) the deep end(v) :to become extremely angry.

keep one's end up(v) :(Br)to continue to maintain one’s bravery or courage in the face of difficulties; to hold one’s own.

make (both) ends meet(v) :to live on one's income; to get enough money that one needs to live on; to balance one's income and expenditures. _Now that he quit his job, he finds it hard to make ends meet.

no end (adj) :1- of extremely much ._This house caused me no end of anxiety./ _She helped me study math no end.

sure enough(adj) :as expected. _The doctor said that Mr. Dowson would recover soon and sure enough he did!.

enthuse(v) :1-[about/over]to talk with or to show enthusiasm. 2-to make sb be enthusiastic.

all other things being equal(adv) :if all other factors, effects, or facts that have been considered make no difference. _These trivial physical differences might, all other things being equal, be part of our affection for each other

eternal(adj) :frequent; continual; endless.

the eternal triangle(n) :a situation of disagreement in which two men want the same woman or the opposite.

eternelly(adv) :frequently.

ethnic(adj) :of a special group. _ethnic music, food, etc.

euchre(v) :to defeat sb by being cleverer than him such as trickery, pretention, etc.

break even(v) :to have neither profit nor loss; to have gains equal loses.

be/get even with sb(v):to get one's revenge on sb; to do sthg harmful to sb in return for his harm; to retaliate. (also be/get square with)

evens-(Br)/even odds-(Am)(n) :the same advantages and chances that both sides have.

ever :(in informal usage ,ever is used to emphasize a question or exclamation.) _Did the boss ever scold her?

ever so/such :(Br) extremely; very. _I'm ever so hungry!/ _Isn’t that girl a bit attractive? -Ever so!

ever so much(adv) :extremely much. _I like to travel by ferry ever so much.

Yours ever, Ever yours :(used at the end of a letter, before the signature, addressed to sb by name.) _Ms. Hound, Yours ever.

every man for himself (and devil take the hindmost) :all persons should take care of their safety.

evil(adj) :very bad; unpleasant; awful. _What an evil weather!.

be/choose the lesser of two evils(v) :to be or to choose the less harmful, bad of two unpleasant choices.

ex(n) :sb's former wife, husband, boy or girl friend.

exam(n) :informal for examination.

make an example of sb(v) :to punish sb for the purpose of warning the others.

except(conj) :but; only. _I’d like to go out tonight, except that I have lots of work to do. 

excuse(n) :[for] a typical thing or an example; specimen; sample. _That's not an excuse for a sports car.

expat(n) :infml for expatriate(=a person who has moved to a foreign country.)

expect(v) :to think; guess; suppose. _I expect that the old man was innocent.

be expecting(v) :(only intransitive) to be pregnant.

extravert, also extrovert(n) :a happy, cheerful and self-confident person.

EYE(n)

all eyes(adv) :watching eagerly carefully.

an eye for an eye(n) :revenge or retaliation; punishment given in return.

be all eyes(v) :to be watching eagerly and carefully.

bags under the eyes(n) :a swollen part or puffiness under the eyes that results from lack of sleep.

cannot take one’s eyes off(v) :to be extremely attracted to. _Do you see that cutie at the door, I cannot take my eyes off her!

cast/make sheep’s eyes at(v) :<rarely used>to look at sb awkwardly or foolishly, expressing one has fallen in love with sb.

cry one’s eyes out(v) :to cry very much.

easy on the eye(adj) :sb or sthg very attractive. _Hey, look at that baby over there, isn’t she easy on the eye?

eyes down!(interj,adv) :be watching very attentively and eagerly. _When there’s cartoon on the box, the kids are set before TV eyes down!

give sb the eye(v) :<slang>to look at sb with great desire and in an inviting way.

give sb a black eye, also black sb's eye(v) : to give sb a blow that results in a purple bruise round the eye.

give sb the glad eye(v) :to look at sb in a way that one shows that he/she is attracted to or infatuated with sb.

give sb the evil eye(v) :to look sb disapprovingly or revengefully.

have eyes in the back of one's head(v) :to have the ability to see or notice everything around.

if you had half an eye :If you weren't so uninteresting, stupid or insensitive about the happenings, etc.

in a pig’s eye(adv) :in any time; never.

keep an eye out for(v) :to try to notice and remember (sb or sthg);to keep watching searchingly for.

keep one's eyes open/peeled/skinned(v) : (Br) to watch (sb/sthg) closely and carefully.

make eyes at(v):to express or show sexual desire by looking in an inviting way.

mind one’s eye(v) :<rarely used>(used imperatively)be careful; watch out. _Mind your eye with that stick, I don’t want it to cause any accident.

my eye!(interj) :used to express conflict, disapproval or sometimes surprise, etc.

one in the eye for(n) :(usu. after that’s/it’s) sthg unpleasant such as, a disappointment, defeat, punishment, etc. for. _If I pass the test successfully, it’ll be one in the eye for the teacher.

sb’s eyes are bigger than his belly :sb eats greedily and too much.

sb’s eyes nearly/almost/practically popped /stood out f his head :sb seems to be greatly surprised, fearful, etc. esp. by opening one’s very wide.

see sthg with half an eye(v) :to see or understand sthg very clearly or easily. _I could see all the students’ anxiety about the exam with half an eye.

spit in sb’s eye(v) :to feel very angry or annoyed at sb.

eyeball to eyeball (with)(adv) :face to face (with) each other in a bad-tempered and quarrelsome way.

raise one's eyebrows(v) :(usu. in negative statements)to show or cause surprise. _Nobody raised their eyebrows to her unexpected success in business.

up to one's eyebrows (in) :extremely busy (with).

eyeful(n) :an attractive or satisfying sight that is worth looking esp. an attractive girl or woman. _Get an eyeful of that woman!

flatter one’s eyelashes at(v) :(of a man)to express or show that a girl or a woman is attracted to him.

eyesore(n) :sthg that is too ugly to look, esp. when most people can see.

eyewash(n) :trickery; sthg that is said or done to cheat.

fabulous(adj) :wonderful; excellent; very good.

face(n) :1-bold rudeness with no shame; impudence; effrontery; audacity. 2-a sour face; a grimace. _He made a face at the lesson, after he got a low grade.

fly in the face of sthg(v) :not to regard or definitely defy. _The evidences all fly in the face of the victim's explanation.

keep a straight face(v) :(esp. after try to/cannot)to hide or not to show one's enjoyment by not smiling or laughing.

let's face it! :Let’s admit it!, let’s be honest! _He’s a bit rude and uncivilized, but let’s face it; he’s better than many of the employees at the job.

make/pull face(s)/a face at sb(v) :to make an expression of annoyance, disapproval, etc. that makes the face out of shape, unnaturally twisted.; to grimace.

not be just a pretty face(v) :<humor>(of a person)to be much more skillful, intelligent, knowledgeable than others might think. _If you see the computer program that he simulated, you’ll realize he’s not just a pretty face.

pull/put on/wear a long face(v) :to look sad, lacking comfort; to look serious.

set one's face against sb(v) :to fight against or oppose sb.

face the music(v) :to meet and to handle with the unpleasant results of one's manners or actions bravely and no matter what they are.

the facts of life(n) :<euph>the facts (esp. when told to children)of sexual relation and how babies are born.

fad(n) :<derog>1-a very likable activity that lasts only a short time. 2-(Br) a set of special likes and dislikes. _I have fads about foods.

faddy(n) :sb who has strange and unusual likes and dislikes about food.

fag(n) :1-a tiring, uninteresting humble work; menial. 2-(Br)a boy who does uninteresting and humble work for an elder boy, esp. in certain British public schools. 3-<slang>(Br)a cigarette. 4-(Am)a homosexual.

fag(v) :(Br)1-[for](in certain British schools)to have to do works for older students. 2-[away]<slang>to work very hard.

fag out(v) :to tire; to make sb exhausted.

fag end(n) :(Br)1-a worthless or useless remainder of sthg; invaluable remnant. 2-the last bit of a smoked cigarette ; cigarette butt.

fair’s fair :let’s be honest; let’s be fair! _If you weren’t late for the class, you wouldn’t have missed the class, fair’s fair!

fair-haired(adj) :sb preferred; favorite. _a fair-haired student of the teacher.

fair to middling(adj) :satisfactory; moderately good.

fair and square(adj,adv) :honest(ly); proper (in a proper way).

a fair shake(n) :a fair, honest or just dealing or treatment.

fairly(adv) :entirely; completely; utterly.

fairy(n) :(Am)<slang><derog>a male homosexual.

fairy god-mother(n) :a person who helps and avoids sb from trouble esp. appears suddenly.

fake(n) :sb or sthg that is not actually what he/it pretends to be; fraud. 

fake(adj) :pretended; fraudulent; sham.

fake(v) :to act pretentiously; pretend. _She fakes to be ill in order to escape from going to school.

fancy(adj) :expensive; high or extravagant (in cost or price); exorbitant. _to charge fancy prices.

fancy pants(n) :<slang>a homosexual person.

fancy woman(n) :<derog>a prostitute.

fancy(v) :1-(Br)to have a liking, or desire for. 2-(Br)to be sexually attracted to. 3-(used in imperatives to express surprise, excitement, etc.)to imagine ;to figure in mind. _Fancy that! 4-to think favorably of; to consider likely to win (in a race, competition, etc.) _Which doggie do you fancy, huh? 

fanny(n) :<slang>1-(Am)the back part of the body on which one sits; buttocks. 2-(Br)<taboo>the female outer sex organs.

(sweet) fanny Adams(adv) :<euph>not any(thing); nothing at all. (often shortened to (sweet) F.A./(sweet) affay. F.A. stands for the taboo phrase Fuck All(=nothing at all) _How much have you studied last night? -Unfortunately, I’ve done sweet F.A. last night; but I’ll, today.

fantastic(adj) :extremely good; excellent; wonderful. _a fantastic night with one's girlfriend.

far-gone(adj) : in having gone too far in doing sthg unpleasant such as drinking alcohol, having debt, etc.

far out(adj) :(Am)1-<slang>very interesting, unusual; avant-garde. _How far-out ideas you have! 2-far-out!(interj) : excellent; wonderful.

fart(n) :<slang><taboo>1-an escape air from the bowels through the anus. 2-a very nasty person.

all the fashion(adj) :very elegant, popular or fashionable. _Mini skirts are all the fashion this summer.

pull a fast one(v) :[on]to trick sb; to deceive (sb) by trickery.

fat(adj) :stupid; slow in understanding; thick. _You really have a fat head, what a nonsensical excuse is that!

fat cat(n) :(Am)a very wealthy person, esp. one who provides money for a political party.

a fat chance(n) :little; almost no chance. _Actually, you have a fat chance for promotion.

a fat lot of(adj) :not any; no. _His working here is just a trouble for me, he does a fat lot of good at the factory!

chew the fat(v) :to talk about daily affairs, events, etc. chat. 

live off/on the fat of the land(v) :to live very comfortably, in luxury, etc. 

the fat is in the fire :sthg, that will cause a lot of trouble, has happened or is likely to happen.

kill the fatted calf(v) :to greet sb back with pleasure or joy.

fatal(adj) :having danger or unwanted results. _It's fatal to offer him a bribe.

how’s your father(n) :<humor>(used to avoid mentioning sthg (e.g. sex, dishonesty, sthg unpleasant, etc.) by name. _I heard some strange voices from your bedroom last night, was there some how’s your father going on between you and your husband?

fathom(v) :[out] to come to understand; to understand the real meaning of.

fatty(n) :<derog>(used, esp. by children) a fat person or animal.

to a fault(adv) :extremely; excessively; very.

do me/us a favor!(v) :<slang>don’t lie to me!; don’t make up!. _You tell me that you earn 8 grands a week, oh well, do me a favor!

faze(v) :(Am) to cause to confuse one's feelings over sthg; to disorder one's calmness of; to disconcert; to shock sb so as to lose one's control over his/her feelings; daunt.

fear(adj) :very bad; unpleasant; annoying; frightful.

No fear! :(in answer to one's recommendation that person has to do sthg) Absolutely not! ;I'll not do that.

fearful(adj) :unpleasant; appalling; offensive. _a person’s fearful manners.

feasible(adj) :that is reasonable, or can be believed.

be spitting feathers(v) :to be very angry or annoyed.

in fine/high/full feather(adj) :very healthy, or cheerful.

make the feathers fly(v) :(Am)to cause to happen a fight or a quarrel.

ruffle sb’s feathers(v) :to make sb angry or annoyed.

show the white feather(v) :to cause sb to appear to be afraid or scared. _Nothing but the God make me show the white feather.

You could have knocked me/him/her, etc. down with a feather :I/he/she, etc. was extremely excited, surprised, etc.

feather-brained(adj) :very stupid and lacking in thinking.

fed(n) :(N.Am)(ofetn cap.)a federal spy or officer.

fed up(adj) :[about/of/with]tired and bored with sthg that is uninteresting and dull. (also browned off (with); also cheesed off (with); also fed up to the (back) teeth; also pissed off (with)<slang> <impolite>)

feed(n) :a large meal.

off one’s feed(adj) :having no desire to eat; lacking appetite.

feed(v) :to supply or provide._ to feed information.

feel sb up(v) :<slang>to touch (a woman) with sexual feelings, esp. without her permission. _He was called to a court for feeling a woman up in a bus.

feel like(v) :to want to; to have a desire for; to tend to.

feel under the weather(v) :to feel oneself ill or sick.

feel up to (be)(v) :to be able to; to be well enough to.

feel off color(v) :to be or seem sick, pale not healthy.

no hard feelings :no feeling of anger, bother, etc.(said to sb often after an argument.)

at one fell swoop(adv) :suddenly; all at once.

feller(n) :(Br)fellow, or a male person.

fellow(n) :1-a boy or a man; guy.2-(Br)a girl’s boyfriend; beau.

fence(n) :<slang>sb who sells stolen goods.

come down on one side or the other of the fence(v) :to be on one's side or on the other ;to give one's support on either of the sides.

mend one's fences(v) :to make peace with.

ferret(v) :[about/around]to look for (sthg) by pushing things about.

ferret sthg out(v) :to find out sthg by searching.

fiddle(n) :(Br)1-a trick or dishonest manner, practice, etc. 2-a difficult activity that requires talented use of fingers. _I saw that he really has the fiddle after he assembled all the parts of the radio. 3-a cheap violin.

(as) fit as a fiddle(adj) :very healthy or lively. _Honestly Pam, ever since I’ve given up smoking, I haven’t felt as fit as a fiddle.

have a face as long as a fiddle(v) :to look unhappy or dismal.

on the fiddle(adj) :acting in a dishonest way esp. in order to obtain money.

play second fiddle (to)(v) :to have a less important part (than). _I wanna do that! .I'm fed up playing second fiddle to John.

fiddle(v) :1-[with/about/around]to act aimlessly; to play with sthg aimlessly so as to damage etc. esp. resulting in wasting time; to tamper (with). 2-to lie about sthg in order to get money etc. or to falsify (accounts, etc.) in order to cheat. _Mr. Shaw was prosecuted for fiddling his income tax. 3-to play a cheap violin. 4-(Br)to earn or gain with dishonest dealings.

fiddle-de-dee(n,interj) :bullshit; nonsense.

fiddle-faddle(n),interj) :bullshit; nonsense.

fiddlesticks(n,interj) :bullshit; nonsense.

fiddler(n) :a violin player.

fiddling(adj) :insignificant; of little importance; petty; futile; trivial.

fiddly(adj) :(Br)1-needing talented use of fingers because very small. _a little fiddly screw. 2-of little importance.

play the field(v) :to date not only one but many of the opposite sex.

fiend(n) :1-a person who is very keen, involved with or highly skilled in a particular stated activity, field or interest. _a film fiend./ a fiend at poetry. 2-a person who is addicted to sthg esp. a bad habit. _a drug fiend.

fiendish(adj) :extremely clever; difficult; not plain. _a fiendish plan or trick.

fifty-fifty(adj,adv) :(of shares or chances) equal(ly).

fig(n) :condition, form. _in good fig.

not care/give a fig (for)(v) :not to care at all.

fight like cat and dog(v) :to quarrel or argue severely and very often.

fight tooth and nail(v) :to fight or struggle fiercely. _The escaped prisoner fought tooth and nail before he was finally overpowered.

fighting chance(n) :a small possibility of success depending on one's great effort or struggle.

figure(v) :1-to consider; believe; assume. 2-to make an intention ;to decide.

figure on(v) :1-to trust; to depend on. 2-to take into consideration; to think while planning. 3-to plan.

filch(v) :to steal, or pilfer sthg that is of small value.

have one's fill (of sthg) :to have as much as a person can tolerate.

fill the bill(v) :to meet or fill up what is needed, required, wanted, etc.

fill-in(n) :1-sb or sthg that takes one's place as a substitute. _I'm here as a fill-in while John is on his business trip. 2-a supply of necessary information given to make a person understand the situation ,etc.

filly(n) :(Am)a young and lively girl or woman.

finagle(v) :1-to get or manage sthg (from sb) by a trick; to wangle. 2-to cheat, deceive or trick sb. _He finagled her out of her salary.

final(n) :the final edition of the newspaper that is published in the night. _a late night final.

find one's voice/tongue(v) :to be able to speak after a long silence because of shyness, etc.

find one's feet(v) :1-(of a baby) to be able to stand and walk. 2-to become able to act independently, with no help from anybody.

find it in one's heart/oneself to do sthg(v) : (used mainly in negative statements with modals can, could, etc.)to be rude and unkind as not caring the other persons' feelings ;callous. _How could you find it in your heart to leave that little doggie out of the house?

cut/run it fine(v) :to leave oneself the minimum degree of time, money, etc. to do what is needed.

it’s/that's fine and dandy :(used to express that one part of sthg is fine but there are plenty of other problems.

not to put too fine a point on it(v) :to express sthg as simply as one can understand.

call sthg/sb by fine names(v) :to call one's name by euphemisms about.

be/feel all fingers and thumbs(v) :(Br)to be unable to control or use one's hands awkwardly esp. for a short time.

give sb the finger(v) :(Am)to move the middle finger upwards towards sb that a person is very much annoyed at.

have/keep one’s finger on the pulse(v) :to be aware of, or well-informed about the happenings, affairs in an organization, society, etc.

keep/have one's fingers crossed(v) :(used imperatively)to wish or hope favorably or the best (of one’s success, good luck, etc.)(also cross one’s fingers)

lay a finger on(v) :to punish sb in the way of biting.

not lift a finger (to help sb)(v) :to do nothing for help; to be unwilling to help sb.

pull/take/get one's fingers out(v) :(Br)(used imperatively)to start working hard, eagerly and effectively esp. after a period of wasting time.

put the finger on(v) :<slang>1-to inform sb (a criminal) on, esp. to the police. 2-to show sb as a victim to be killed.

put two fingers up at(v) :(Br)to move the first two fingers upwards towards sb that one is very angry at esp. in an offensive way.

sb’s fingers itch : (usu. followed by the -to infinitive)a person has great desire to do sthg, esp. when he doesn’t have the chance or permission to do it. _My fingers itch to drink cold beer now, but the doctor forbade me to do that.

sb's fingers are all thumbs :sb is very clumsy or is unable to control his/her hands.

snap one’s fingers(v) :1-to act in a scornful or disrespective way, as to express that one has no respect (for sb or sthg) esp. by making a sharp sound with one’s fingers. 2-to draw sb's attention (e.g. a servant) by making a similar sound in order to make him/her come or do sthg.

twist/wrap/wind sb round one's little finger(v) :to be able to persuade sb into doing sthg by his/her power or influence over; to cajole; to dominate.

finish (off)(v) :to take away or cause to lose all one's hopes, efforts, strength, etc.

finish with sthg/sb(v) :to (want to) have no relationship any longer with sthg, sb.

finished(adj) :helpless; without any hope of continuing.

fink(n) :(Am)a nasty and dishonest person.

not ever/never set the Thames on fire(v) : not ever to do anything worthy, important or remarkable.

fire(v) :1-to discharge from a job; dismiss; sack; ax. 2-to throw forcefully and suddenly; to hurl. _He fired the ball to the window in order to break it.

fire away(v) :to start to do or talk about sthg energetically or rapidly.

fireball(n) :a lively and energetic person or thing.

firebug(n) :a person who commits a crime of arson or purposely sets fire in the purpose of destruction ;incendiary ; pyromaniac.

fire-eater(n) :a bad-tempered person who is likely to argue.

firewater(n) :strong alcoholic beverage esp. whisky.

fireworks(n) :a fierce argument or clash about sthg ; controversy. _Have you read the political fireworks on the today's newspaper.?

be on firm ground(v) :to be exactly sure of one's opinions that are based on real facts.

first(n,pron) :sthg that has never been done before. _He scored a first in high jump.

first off(adv) :at first; before the other things. _First off, let’s see how much time and money we have for that project.

get to first base(v) :to make a good start.

haven’t the first idea(v) :not to have any, or the slightest idea. _I have not the first idea about how to start doing that.

first(adv) :extremely well.

last in first out :the last person employed, will be the first to be dismissed when it's really necessary to dismiss sb.

first-rate(adj) :wonderful; very good.

first-rate(adv) :very well.

fiscal(n) :infml for procurator fiscal(=a public prosecutor.)

fish(n) :1-a person thought to have the characteristics of a fish, as lack of emotion or intelligence. _a poor fish. 2-a dull person.(esp. in the phrases a cold/odd/ queer fish.)

a big fish in a little pond(n) :sb who is important, powerful or influential in only a limited area or among a certain group of people.

cry stinking fish(v) :<rarely used>to complain and speak badly and unfavorably of one’s work, family, activities, etc.

drink like a fish(v) :to drink much alcohol.

that’s a pretty kettle of fish(n) :that's a state of disorder or confusion.

there are plenty more fish in the sea :there are many other people for you to meet, and things for you to do (often said to comfort a person who has lost a boy or girlfriend)

fish story(n) :an impossible, imaginary story that is full of lies and often told in an exaggerated way.

fish sb/sthg out(v) :1-to take or draw sb/sthg out from water. _He fished out a coin from the sea. 2-fish sthg out(v) :to take sthg out. _He fished out 100$ from his wallet. 

fishy(adj) :1-impossible; unlikely. _a fishy story. 2-(of a person) creating doubt; arousing suspicion; questionable.

fist(n) :1-a tight hold, grip; grasp; clutch. 2-hand. _Hey, get your fists off my meal.

make a good/bad, etc. fist of(v) :<rarely used>to make a good/bad, etc. try at.

the mailed fist(n) :the military force; army.

fistic(adj) :of or relating to boxing or fist fighting; pugilistic.

fit to burst(adv) :as if about to explode.

have/throw a fit(v) :to be upset, surprised, greatly angry.

give sb a fit(v) :to do sthg which offends or shocks sb extremely.

think/see fit (to do sthg)(v) :to intend to; to keep a decision.

fit sb up(v) :(Br)<slang>to cause sb to seem guilty of a crime by showing false evidence against; frame.

five(n) :1-(Br)5 pound note. 2-(Am)$5,5 dollar bill.

five o'clock shadow(n) :darkness caused by beard grown on the face of a man who has not shoved in the morning.

fiver(n) :(Br)5 pound note.

fix(n) :1-a difficult position or situation that is hard to escape; predicament. (esp. in the phrase in/into a fix) _I'm really in a fix! 2-[of]<slang>(used by drug addicts)injection; shot. 3-sthg that is arranged by dishonest ways. _The election was a real fix.

fixated on(adj) :(of sb's mind)obsessed by; filled with sthg continuously.

fixed(adj) :1-prearranged by trickery; illegal. _a fixed face. 2-[for]provided with sthg esp. money. _He's well fixed. _How has he been fixed for money?

fixings(n) :(pl.)pleasant additions to make or seem better; accessories; garnishes. 

fixture(n) :a person or thing that seems difficult or improbable to move from or to leave a place.

fizz(n) :a bubbly alcoholic beverage (e.g. champagne)

fizzle out(v) :to fail or to end unsuccessfully right after a good start. _All the plans fizzled out!

fizzle(n) :unsuccessful try or effort; failure.

flab(n) :soft flesh(used esp. in the phrase fight the flab=to try to become thinner or to lose weight.)

flabbergast(v) :to astonish or surprise to a great degree that often causes a person to be unable to think clearly.

flabbergasted(adj) :[at/by]extremely surprised; shocked; astonished.

flack, flak(n) :fierce conflict, opposition or disapproval.

flake out(v) :to faint ;to fall unconscious usu. from hard work or using up all one's energy. _He flaked out at the end of the 5K(=5 kilometres) race.

flaky(adj) :(of a behavior)unusual; peculiar; eccentric.

flame(n) :<slang>sb that one likes very much; sweetheart. _I remember Mary, at my secondary school years, she was my first flame.

shoot sthg down in flames(v) :to show or prove (an opinion, suggestion, idea, etc.) to be false, impossible or unsupported esp. in an argument. _I wanted to write a book about horses, but my friend shot it in flames when he proved that on one would like to buy it.

flaming(adj) :(Br)(used to add force to a noun) _You’re really a flaming stupid, Johnny!

flannel(n) :(Br) meaningless but pleasing words used to give an indirect answer in the purpose of deceiving, flattering, etc.

flannel(v) :(Br)to get sthg from sb by using flannels.

flap(n) :a state of extreme anxiety or panic. (esp. in the phrase get into a flap)

flap(v) :to be in a flap; to worry too much.

flapper(n) :a young woman of the 1920s and whose behavior, manners, and dress styles are unusually strange.

flash(n) :<slang>1-an indecent display or show of one’s outer sexual organs to the strangers esp. in the streets. 2-a feeling of pleasure or excitement because of injection of a drug, heroin, etc.

in a/like a/quick as a flash(adj) :suddenly; at once; very quickly.

a flash in the pan(n) :a try, attempt or an effort that ends in failure or any chance that is used for nothing and that cannot be repeated.

flash(adj) :<derog>attractive, charming and fashionably modern; showy.

flash(v) :to show off; to impress others by one's ownings; to make a showy display of talents, etc. _He flashed his modern red sports car.

flasher(n) :<slang>a man who shows his outer sexual organs to the strangers.

flat(adj) :having no or little money.

go into/be in a flat spin(v) :to get into/be in extreme confusion; to be muchly worried.

flat foot(n) :<slang>a police officer. 

flat(adv) :(used usu. after a time expression ,for the purpose of emphasizing its shortness or deficiency usu. with great surprise.) completely. _I took a bath in two minutes flat! / _He was flat broke!

That's flat! :(used to emphasize a refusal or disapproval) That's what I intend to do.; It's the final decision of mine!

flatbroke(adj) :having no money at all.

flatfoot(n) :<slang>a policeman, esp. one who walks around at a regular place for duty; patrolman.

flatfooted(adj) :1-firm; direct; not yielding; uncompromising. _The committee gave the new project a a flatfooted refusal. 2-(when one is) unprepared; not ready; off one's guard. _to be caught flatfooted.

flat spin(n) :the state of great confusion or agitation of the mind.

flattop(n) :(Am)aircraft carrier.

flat out(adj) :too exhausted to do anything; lying down. _I remember, I was flat out after the university examination

flat out(adv) :using all one's efforts, strength, etc. _I appreciate that you did finish the report in three days, it was nearly impossible. -Thank you Sir, but I admit that I worked flat out at that time!

(as) fit as a flea(adj) :very healthy or lively. _After a period of hard work, I feel myself as fit as a flea now. 

a flea in one's ear(n) :a short fierce scolding given a person that causes him/her to feel foolish at the moment.

fleabag(n) :(NAm)a hotel or lodging of very low quality.

flea bite(n) :a small problem (esp. a financial one).

flea-bitten(adj) :weak and in poor health; run-down; decrepit.

fleapit(n) :(Br)a cheap, old and dirty place of entertainment ,esp. a cinema or a theater.

fleece(v) :<slang>to rob by asking too much money for sthg cheaper or by any trick.

in the flesh(adj) :lively; full of strength and energy.

go the way of all flesh(v) :to pass away; die; peg out; kick the bucket.

flesh(v) :to gain weight; to grow fat.

make a person's fleshcreep(v) :to scare or to cause fear in sthg or about sthg supernatural.

flibbertigibbet(n) :a silly, changeable woman who talks too much.

flicks(n) :the movies; cinema.

flier, flyer(n) :1-a risky financial investment ,esp. on the stock market. 2-infml for flying start(=one of the rival's early start to the race so since he/she starts earlier than others he gains an unfair advantage over them.)

have one’s fling(v) :to enjoy oneself freely or without any limitation, esp. before or after hard work, etc.

flip(n) :a short trip or flight by airplane only for pleasure.

flip(adj) :1-rude; cheeky; impertinent; saucy. 2-joking; not serious; flippant; glib; facetious.

flip(v) :1-<slang>to lose one’s self control. 2- over to become wildly interested in or enthusiastic over.

flipper(n) :<slang>the hand.

flipping(adj, adv) :(Br)<euph><slang>awful ; very. _He was flipping angry.

the flipside(n) :the opposite side (of a record, cassette, etc.)

floater(n) :a person who frequently changes the place of his house, job, etc.

flock(n) :a heap of people; crowd; large number of people; swarm.

flog a dead horse(v) :to fail in one's efforts; to waste one's time with unsuccessful efforts.

flog (sthg) to death(v) :to spoil (a story, joke, idea, request, etc.) by being too much repetitive or persistent on it and by causing the loss of people's interest on it.

flood(n) :floodlight(=a large electrical light used for lightning the outside of buildings, on the football grounds, etc.)

before the flood(adv) :<rarely used>a very long time ago.

floor(v) :1-to surprise, confuse or shock fully; dumbfound; flabbergast. _I was floored by his unexpected death. 2-to defeat thoroughly (esp. in an argument)

go through the floor(v) :(of a price)to reduce to a very low level.

take the floor(v) :to talk in a discussion or a debate.

wipe the floor with sb(v) :(esp. in a fight or quarrel)to defeat or beat sb completely.

floozy, also floozie(n) :<slang><derog>a sexually immoral woman.

floozy(adj) :<slang><derog>(of a girl or a woman) sexually improper or immoral.

flop(n) :sthg that fails. _John's party was a real flop.

flop(v) :1-(of an organized activity, performance, play, etc.)to fail; to be unable to succeed. 2-<slang>to sleep.

flophouse(n) :<slang>a cheap and dirty hotel

floppy(adj) :that is likely to fail or flop.

flower children/people(n) :(in 1960s)the young people or hippies that are in favor of universal love and peace.

flu(n) :infml for influenza(=a disease as of a bad and dangerous cold.)

flub(v) :to do sthg unskillfully or badly; bungle.

flub(n) :sthg that is badly done ; mistake; bungling error; blunder.

fluff(n) :a mistake esp. of an actor in a performance.

fluff(v) :1-to do sthg badly; flub. 2-to make a mistake esp. in a performance. 3-(of an actor)to forget one’s lines in a play, performance, etc.

fluke(n) :a piece of good luck or fortune. _The accident was terribly horrible, but it’s a fluke that nobody injured.

flummox(v) :(Br)to puzzle or confuse sb so as not to make any decision about what to do or what to say. _The minister was flummoxed by the interviewer's questions.

flunk(v) :1-to fail(an exam, etc.) 2-to give a low or bad score or grade to sb. _The teacher flunked him at the last test.

flunk(n) :a failure in an exam or a course.

flush(adj) :having lots of money.

flush(adv) :thoroughly; fully. _She hit him flush on his nose. 

flutter(n) :1-a state of thrill or excitement.(esp. in the phrase in a flutter) 2-(Br)a small bet that risks only a small amount of money; a small gamble.

fly(n) :(used plurally with a singular meaning)a flap of material with a zip fastener or the buttonholes, esp. down the front of trousers.) _Mike, your flies are undone!

a/the fly in the ointment(n) :sb or sthg that causes trouble, affects badly in perfection of sthg, makes it less valuable, etc. _The bad weather was only a fly in the ointment, the picnic was quite enjoyable for everybody.

on the fly(adv) :<slang>while in a great hurry.

There are no flies on sb :(Br)sb is not a fool; nobody can trick or deceive him.

run (a)round like a blue-arsed fly(v) :to move or rush around in a very busy, or excited way.

fly(adj) :(Br)<rarely used>cunning; difficult to trick; artful.

fly(v) :to depart or leave quickly; dash.

fly high(v) :to have or get a high position in society, at school, work, etc.

fly into a rage/passion/temper(v) :to become suddenly and extremely angry.

fly off the handle(v) :to become extremely angry so as to lose one's self-control.

fly/go off at a tangent(v) :to change one's idea, thought or action suddenly; backpedal.

make the feathers/fur fly(v) :to cause a quarrel or a fight.

make the money fly(v) :to spend money wastefully, quickly and carelessly.

like flies(adv) :in great numbers.

foam at the mouth(v) :to be excessively angry; to get in a rage; to be extremely furious.

(all) in a fog(adj) :confused or puzzled esp. not knowing anything about what to do.

not have the foggiest (idea)(v) :not to know anything. _What will you do tonight?-I don’t have the foggiest! (also not have a clue; also not have the first/least/etc. idea; also not have the faintest (idea)).

old fogy, also fogey(n) :sb who is very fond of cooking and good food.

fold(v) :[up]1-(of business, play, etc.) to fail or come to an end because of a financial failure. 2-to be extremely exhausted.

folks(n) :1-relatives, esp. parents. 2-(used when addressing one’s friends or relatives) _Well, folks, now I wanted to declare that Susan and I are expecting a baby.

folksy(adj) :1-(of one's manners) neighborly; familiarly; friendly; unpretentious. 2-<derog>trying to appear or act friendly or familiarly.

fool away(v) :(Am)to spend or use (sthg) wastefully; squander.

You could have fooled me! :I don't believe in you!

fool(adj) :silly; foolish; stupid; dumb.

be nobody’s fool(v) :to be an intelligent and smart person, that cannot easily be tricked, or deceived.

foolproof(adj) :easily understood, used, operated, etc. _a foolproof machine.

foot(v) :to pay (a bill, etc.)

be/get under sb’s feet(v) :to cause annoyance to sb esp. by interfering or preventing him/her from his/her work, study, etc.

be run off one's feet(v) :to be extremely busy.

drag one's feet(v) :to move or act very slowly esp. on purpose and because of not being interested, willing, keen, etc. on sthg. _The marketing firm is dragging its feet over signing a new contract.

fall on one's feet(v) :to have a good luck; to be fortunate.

have one foot in the grave(v) :<humor>to be very ill, esp. so as to die.

put one's foot down(v) :1-(Br)to drive carelessly fast.

put one's feet up(v) :to rest by putting the feet up and supported on sthg.

set sthg on foot(v) :to make sthg start or get going.

sweep sb off his/her feet(v) :to fill sb with great joy, excitement and enthusiasm.

My foot!(interj) :(used to express surprise)I don't believe it!

foot it(v) :to go on foot; walk.

footless(adj) :foolish; awkward; clumsy; inept.

footslog(v) :to walk or march a long distance by making an effort.

footslogger(n) :a person who walks far.

play footsie (with sb) :1-to rub one's (or sb's) feet in a sexually playful way. 2-(Am)to work (with sb)in a dishonest or corrupt way.

footle(v) : about/around to waste time in acting idly, behaving carelessly, or moving slowly; potter about.

footling(adj) :of little importance; trivial.

for all one is worth(adv) :by using all one's energy and effort.

be (in) for it(v) :(Br)to be likely to get into trouble or to be punished, etc.

for the birds(adj) :worthless; causing dislike.

for keeps(adv) :1-forever. 2-seriously.

for the life of one(adv) :under no circumstances; at all. _I don't for the life of me know her.

take time by the forelock(v) :to use every possible opportunity quickly; not to let any chance to pass up or slip by. _You should take time by the forelock, if you want to be rich in the business life.

fork out(v) :[for/on]to hand over or pay (money) unwillingly. _I had to fork out $1000 for a bribe to have the job.

fork up(v) :[for](used imperatively)to pay unwillingly. _Hey, guy where are you going, fork up the bill, first!

form(n) :(Br)<slang>one’s record of crime or guilt.

forthcoming(adj) :(used in negative statements, esp. in meaning rather than grammar.)ready to help and to behave friendly. _I asked the way to the teachers' room, but none of the students was forthcoming.

fortune(n) :a great deal of money.

come into a fortune(v) :to receive a lot of money as an heir; inherit.

marry a fortune(v) :to marry sb who is or will be extremely wealthy or rich.

forty winks(n) :a short and light sleep in the daytime; catnap.

fossil(n) :an old person who has out-of-date or outmoded ideas, opinions, etc.

foul(adj) :extremely bad or unpleasant. _How can I smile after such a foul exam!?

foul sthg up(v) :1-to ruin or spoil any activity; to throw into confusion; to mess up. 2-(used intransitively) to make a mistake.

foul-up(n) :a complete mess-up or a state of confusion, which results from carelessness or deficiency of skill.

be on all fours (with)(v) :to have much in common with; to be extremely the same (as).

four-eyes(n) :(used as a humorous or unpleasantly rude way of addressing a person who wears glasses.)

four-flush(v) :<slang>to trick, or mislead(sb).

four-flusher(n) :<slang>a person who bluffs; sb who tricks others.

fox(n) :<derog>a person who cheats or deceives people by dishonest and clever ways. (esp. in the phrase a sly old fox)

fox(v) :1-to trick or deceive sb by using one's cleverness. 2-to be too difficult to understand so as to confuse one's mind. _The test questions really foxed me; I couldn't write any answer.

foxy(adj) :1-<derog>undependable; cleverly deceitful. 2- seeming like a fox in appearance. 3-sexually charming or attractive.

fragile(adj) :feeling ill or weak (esp. because of too much alcohol)

frame(n) :the turn to hit the ball in a baseball game; innings.

frame(v) :to cause (sb) to seem guilty by trick or false statements, proofs, etc. _She was framed by her husband and was sent to prison.

frame-up(n) :a cleverly prepared plan to make an innocent person appear guilty of a crime.

fraught(adj) :worried; frantic; anxious.

burn sthg to a frazzle(v) :to burn (food) thoroughly. _I forgot the fish in the oven, when I remembered it, it was burnt to a frazzle.

wear sb to a frazzle(v) :(usu. passive)to make sb extremely tired, exhausted. _I was worn to a frazzle, after I worked for 16 hours straight.

freak(n) :1-a person who has a strong interest in the stated activity; enthusiast; fan; buff. 2-a person who has strange and unusual ideas, habits, or appearance. _She looks a freak in her new dress.

freak sb out(v) :to (cause sb to) become excited or anxious by means of drugs.

Fred Bloggs(n) :<humor>the ordinary person having average qualities of different people. (also Joe Bloggs)

scot free(adj) :free; not in prison or punished. _(esp. in the phrase get off scot free) _The man’s getting off scot free from the case trial astonished everybody.

free-base(v) :<slang>to smoke a specially prepared cigarette of the drug cocaine.

freebie, freebee(n) :(Am)sthg, such as a gift or a meal that is given or received for free.

free-for-all(n) :an argument, quarrel or fight, etc. in which many people join and tell their own opinions in a noisy way.

freeload(v) : on/off <derog>to live on the expense of other people; sponge.

freeloader(n) :a person who lives on not himself but on the expense of others.

freeze out(v) :to exclude from business; to force out by force, competition, unfriendliness, etc. _The newly opened firms were just freezed out of the business .

pardon/excuse sb’s French(v) :<humor> (used imperatively) to forgive sb by using impolite or offensive language.

fresh(adj) :1-(Am) with too confident, usu. in a rude, or cheeky way esp. against sb of the opposite sex.(esp. in the phrase get fresh with sb.) 2-(of weather) cool and windy.

be fresh out of(v) :to have lately sold or used up all one's supplies of.

fresher, also freshman(n) :a first-year student in the university.

fret(v) :to be continually anxious or worried about small and insignificant things.(esp. in the phrase Don't fret! =Don't worry.)

Freudian(adj) :(of behavior, remarks, or acts, etc.)coming from ideas of sex in the mind but not directly expressed.

Freudian slip(n) :an act of saying sthg different from what one meant/wanted to say accidentally, and so that reveals one’s true feelings or thoughts (about sthg).

fridge(n) :infml for refrigerator.

what's a/an (sthg) between friends? :sthg (of no importance esp. when compared to sthg one’s friend has done) doesn’t matter; don’t mention it; forget it! (esp. spending a certain amount of money) _Hey, the drinks are on me tonight, what’s a few pounds between friends?

fright(n) :very odd, ridiculous and strange-looking person; a grotesque person. _He was looking a fright after the basic military training camp at the Air Force Academy.

frightened(adj) :scared; afraid.

frightful(adj) :1-<rarely used>unpleasant; awfully bad; distressing. _a frightful toothache. 2-extreme; excessive; great. _a frightful anxiety.

frightfully(adv) :extremely; very; greatly.

Frisco(n) :San Francisco.

frisk(v) :<slang>1-to look over sb for hidden weapons, goods, etc. by passing the hands over the body. 2-to steal sthg from.

frizz(v) :[up/out](of hair)to cause to go into short wirly curls.

frizzy(adj) :(of hair) curly.

frog(n) :(Br)<derog>(usu. considered offensive) a French person.

a frog in the/one's throat(n) :a difficulty in speaking, results from roughness in the throat. (esp. in the phrase have/with/there’s a frog in one’s throat) _He wanted a glass of water, because he had a frog in his throat.

front(n) :a respectable person, thing, group or any activity used for disguising or hiding any activities or secrets of an unlawful or illegal organization. _The real estate business was a front for the man's untaxed income.

front(adj) :being or acting like a front.

front for sb/sthg(v) :to act as a front for.

out front(adv) :among the spectators who watch a play or any other performance. _His lover was out front in order to watch him.

up front(n) :as an initial payment as a sign of trust that the other payments will also be given. _The clerk demands $150 up front for the watch.

front-page(adj) :so interesting or important that deserves to be printed on the front page of a newspaper.

fruit(n) :1-(Br)<slang><rarely used>used to address a male friend. _Hey, old fruit, how was the weekend? 2-(Am)<slang> <derog>a male homosexual.

fruity(adj) :1-(of a voice)too rich, deep and tuneful. 2-(of a talk, comment, etc.)amusing in a seriously rude way esp. about matters of sex.

frump(n) :an uninteresting, dull, boring and unattractive woman who wears old-fashioned clothes.

fry(v) :(of people) to have the skin burnt because of hot sun. _He fried greatly in Bodrum.

fry-up(n) :(Br)(a meal prepared by)frying various foods such as eggs, potatoes, sausages, etc. in order to make a fast meal.

fuck(n) :<slang><taboo>1-an act of having sex (with sb). 2-sthg badly done.

fuck all(n) :<slang><taboo>nothing; nothing at all. _It’s got fuck all to do with you Martin, it’s just between me and Mary. /_Don’t ever ask him for help, he does fuck all for anybody.

not care/give a fuck(v) :<slang><taboo> not to care at all.

like fuck(adv,interj) :1-(used after a phrase to add force to the meaning) much; extremely; very hard. _I had to run like fuck to home for not being late. (also like buggery/hell <slang><taboo>) 2-(used before a phrase to stress a negative statement that one gets angry at.)_Did he give a greeting to you when you arrived? _Like fuck he did!, she really disappointed me. (also the hell/heck<slang> <taboo>; also like hell<slang><taboo>)

fuck(interj) :<slang><taboo>(used to express great annoyance) damn; curse.

fuck(v) :<slang><taboo>to have sex (with sb).

funk(n) :1-a state of great fear or panic. 2-a person who is covered with fear; coward.

in a blue funk(adj) :very afraid, fearful, or worried.

funk(v) : (V+ing)to be afraid of (doing sthg). 2-to avoid doing sthg because of fear.

funky(adj) :wonderful; good. _funky time with friends.

funny(adj) :(not used in comparisons)seriously sick or ill. _I feel funny aboard the ship.

funny business(n) :1-dishonest or corrupt activity. 2-stupid or reckless behavior.

fur(n) :(Am)<slang>1-vagina. 2-the hair that grows on one’s pubic area; pubic hair.

make the fur fly(v) :(Am)to cause a quarrel, or fight.

like fury(adj) :1-using one's almost all efforts or strength. 2-quickly or severely; violently.

not to be fussed (about)(v) :(Br)not to care much about.

fusspot, also fussbudget(n) :<derog>a person who behaves in a restless or anxious way about small matters or is too much worried about small and insignificant details; a fussy person.

fuzz(n) :1-a soft, light, thin, hair or hair like substance; fluff. 2-the fuzz(n) : <slang> the police. _Nobody knew anything about the robbery plan except us, so somebody of us must have informed the fuzz.

fuzzy(adj) :1-(of one's hair)standing up vertically in a short mass. 2-blurry; not clear; misty._ a fuzzy show or program. 3-(of clothes, garment, etc.)having raised a fuzz on.

gaffer(n) :an elderly man in charge of a gang, factory, etc. boss; senile.

gaga(adj) :<derog>1-having a weak memory esp. from old age. 2-[about/over]having a strong but temporary or short lasting feeling of love; infatuated (with); sweet (on). 3-silly or stupid.

gal(n) :<rarely used> girl.

gall(n) :rudeness; boldness; impudence; effrontery; nerve.

play to the gallery(v) :to do sthg to try to win approval or the praise of the coward persons by appealing to the taste of them.

at a gallop(adj) :in a hurry.

gallows bird(n) :a person who deserves to be hanged as a punishment.

gammon(v) :(Am)to talk foolishly and meaninglessly.

run the whole gamut of (sthg)(v) :to experience all of (sthg).

gander(n) :<slang> at an act of looking; a look. _(esp. in the phrase take a gander at) _Why don’t you take a gander at this report?

gang(n) :a group of people gathered together for special reasons, esp. of friends.

gang-bang(n) :<slang>an affair of which several men have sex with the same woman, esp. without her allowance; violation.

gang-bang(v) :<slang>(of several men)to violate or rape a woman.

gang up(v) :[on/against]to act together as a gang. _Why do you always gang up on me?

garbage(n) :useless and irrelevant data in a computer memory.

garden(n) :(Am)<slang>the hair that grows on one’s pubic area; pubic hair.

lead sb up the garden path(v) :to deceive or mislead sb.

gas(n) :1-(Br)<derog>unimportant, empty, idle or boastful talk. 2-a person who talks too much but idly. 3-(Am)sthg jocular, funny and enjoyable.

gas(v) :to talk too much and idly and sometimes boastfully.

gasbag(n) :a person who gasses; wind-bag.

gasping(adj) :(Br)extremely thirsty.

give/get the gate(v) :<slang>to dismiss/be dismissed, reject/be rejected, send away/be sent away.

between you (and) me and the gatepost(adj) :too secret; in exact confidence.

gay(adj,n) :homosexual.

gear(n) :<modern>clothes._Where is my party gear?

gear sb up(v) :(usu. passive)to put oneself into a state of great anxious and excited hope for an activity.

Gee!(interj) :an expression of surprise.

gee sb/sthg up(v) :(Br)to encourage sb into an activity that needs much effort.

gen(n) :[on]the exact, true and complete information. _How can I get a gen on that building's design.

gen sb up(v) :[on/about](Br)to (make sb) learn all the facts.

genned-up(adj) :[on/about]having much knowledge about; well-informed.

gender(n) :sex; the one of the sexes that is male, female or neuter.

one's good/evil genius :1-an imaginary spirit or angel which brings good/bad luck to sb. 2-a person who has a great influence upon sb for sb’s favor/infavor.

gent(n) :(Br)<humor>gentleman.

gents(n) :(Br)a public lavatory or toilet for men.

get(v) :1-to accept or understand. _I told you to get out of here right now, did you get it!. 2-(used with have/has) to be forced or obliged to do sthg. _Mr. Brubaker, I’m afraid, you’ve got to look for a new job if you couldn’t hand in the report by Monday. 3-[for]to take revenge on sb by giving harm. 4-to catch, attack or arrest sb. 5-<slang>to hit or beat. _The stone got me right in the eye! 6-<slang>to annoy; to make angry. _His pride in his talk really gets me. 7-(no passive)to confuse; puzzle; baffle. 8-[out] (used imperatively)go away; leave at once. 9-to start. _Mom, shall we get eating the cake?

get along/away/on with you! :(used imperatively and as an answer to sb)Go away ,I don't believe you! _Lend me some money, John. -I’m sorry, I’m broke nowadays. -Get away (with you)! _Didn’t you get your wage yesterday?

get back(v) :to talk or write to a person at a later time in order to tell one's decision or to give any information.

get back at sb, also get one's own back on sb(v) :to take revenge on sb; to punish or give harm to sb in return for his/her harm.

get by(v) :1-to pass without any notice. _I really got angry, when you saw and got by me in front of the theater. 2-to survive; to live on.

get sb down(v) :to make sb feel sad, mournful or ill, etc.

get sthg in(v) :(Br)to order or pay for (drinks of all persons that he/she is together with) in a pub or inn.

get it(v) :1-to receive a punishment; to be scolded or reprimanded severely. 2-<slang>to be killed. _He got it because of informing the robbery to the police.

get off(v) :to utter or tell a joke, etc.

tell sb where they (can) get off/where to get off(v) :(Br) to tell sb not to behave rudely.

get off on sthg(v) :<slang>to be very enjoyed, or excited by sthg; to like sthg.

get off with sb(v) :to have a sexual relationship with sb.

Get on with it!(v) :Hurry up!.

get over sb(v) :1-to be understood; to get across. 2-to forget.

get to(v) :to make up a strong feeling of sadness, joy or melancholy. _These old photos really get to me!

get it/sthg together(v) :to organize or arrange sthg; to align sthg.

get oneself together(v) :to control oneself or one's feelings ,behaviors, etc.

get told off(v) :to be reprimanded, rebuked or scolded ,etc.

get there(v) :to finish sthg successfully; to succeed; to accomplish.

get up to sthg(v) :(no passive) to deal with or manage to do sthg bad or secret. _Do you notice the silence in the classroom? Look, what the children are getting up to.

get me/you/him/her, etc.(v) :(used imperatively)(used to express disfavor or disapproval) to have a look at or listen to me/you/etc. 

get you!(interj) :(used as a scornful reply to sb that tries to show off or appears to be more important or impressive) _Where were you yesterday night? -Yesterday night, huh, I was out with Jennie, she called and invited me to a dinner at her house. -Get you!

You get :There is/are. _In summer, you get people having liquor and dance all the nights at that bar.

get the ax(v) :to be dismissed from a job, etc.

get more than one's bargains for(v) :to be very surprised at the results of.

get the boot/sack(v) :to be dismissed.

get the bounce(v) :to be dismissed (from a job, etc.)

get down to business(v) :to begin to work seriously.

get no change out of sb(v) :to get no help, advantage or information from sb.

get sthg off one's chest(v) :to say sthg that causes anxiety.

get a girl into trouble(v) :to make a girl pregnant.

get the green light(v) :to be allowed or permitted to start or continue doing a project, plan or any activity.

get into a groove(v) :to be set in one's own lifestyles.

get in on the ground floor(v) :to join any activity, company, organization, etc. at the very beginning.

get in one's hair(v) :to make sb angry; to annoy; to pester.

get the hang of sthg(v) :1-to see how sthg such as a machine works or is operated. 2-to understand the meaning or importance of sthg.

get/be with it(v) :to become aware of all the affairs, esp. what is popular and unpopular.

get/have the jump on(v) :to get/have an advantage over.

get/have a line on sthg(v) :to get/have any information about sthg.

get a look-in(v) :(in sports, etc.) to gain a chance of winning, etc.

get the low-down on (sthg/sb)(v) :to obtain or get the true facts that are not known by the people.

get/have one's number(v) :to discover or know one's real character.

get the on-over(v) :to have a quick inspection or examination over.

get/have/give the shivers(v) :to be/cause to be frightened or scary.

get under one's skin(v) :<fig>to make sb angry; to irritate; to annoy.

get a smack in the eye(v) :to experience an unpleasant affair; to be greatly disappointed.

get/be (all) steamed up(v) :to become excited.

Don't get into a state! :Don't get excited!.

get into a stew (about sthg)(v) :to become or nervous or excited.

get wise to(v) :to be informed or aware.

get sb/sthg wrong(v) :(used in negative phrases and immediately) to misunderstand sb or sthg. _Don’t get me wrong but…

getaway(n) :an escape; flee. _He made a quick getaway as soon as the gang came into the street.

gettogether(n) :an informal meeting, gathering or a party.

get-up(n) :1-style of esp. unusual dress; outfit. 2-style or arrangement of a book, etc.

get-up-and-go(n) :<apprec>an active state of mind that has a great desire to get things done; drive; motivation.

ghastly(adv) :very bad; terrible.

give up the ghost(v) :1-to die; pass away; kick the bucket. 2-to give up making any effort to do sthg. _After I lost all the money I’ve saved, I gave up the ghost about my holiday plans.

not have the ghost of a chance(v) :not to have any chance at all.

G.I.(n) :Government Issue. (=includes equipment, clothes etc. of military personnel)

G.I:(adj) :1-having the quality or characteristic of the U.S. armed forces. “I want a G.I haircut”, said the officer. 2-very strict in enforcing and obeying the military regulations and customs. _The newly appointed major is boringly G.I., have you met him?

giddy(adj) :playful; not serious; frivolous.

gift(n) :(Br)sthg that is easy to do or to obtain. _At $3,this is really a gift.

gift of gab(n) :(esp. used with have/with) the ability to speak well, and readily esp. to persuade people.

gig(n) :a performance esp. of music. _There will be held a gig in the Grand Hall on Saturday night.

giggle(n) :a trick played for amusement; prank. _How could you make such a bad trick on your sister?-Sorry, I thought it would be only a giggle.

gild the lily(v) :to spoil the beauty of sthg or sb that is already attractive with the unnecessary embellishment, or elegance.

gills(n) :the soft meat around a person's chin or under his/her jaws.

green about/around the gills(adj) :(of a person's appearance)1-ill; unhealthy. 2-afraid; nervous.

take the gilt off the gingerbread(v) :(Br)to take away the most impressive or attractive part of sthg.

gimmick(n) :<derog>a trick ,catchword, object, etc. that is used for publicity purposes to attract people's attention so as to make them buy the stated good. _It’s an old gimmick to give sthg inferior as a promotional gift with a good, product.

gin rummy, gin(n) :(Am)a kind of card game; a form of rummy.

ginger(n) :lively state; high spirits; pep.

gippy tummy(n) :(Br)a condition of bowels that needs to be emptied too often caused by eating foreign food and makes one has severe stomach pains.

gird up one's loins(v) :to prepare for an activity.

girl(n) :1-a lovely girlfriend ;darling; sweetheart. 2-a woman.

(the) old girl(n) :(used to address) sb’s wife or mother.

girly, also girlie (magazine)(n) :(of magazines or photos)(a magazine)having young women with bare bodies in a way that sexually attracts people.

not give/care a hang(v) :not to care at all. _I don't give a hang about whom she's together with; we're divorced.

give sb a line(v) :to give information to sb about sthg.

give sb a look-in(v) :(in sports, etc.)to give sb an advantage to win.

give sb the low-down (on sthg/to sb)(v) :to make sb informed about the secret truth about sthg.

give sb what for/a piece of one's mind(v) :to punish or reprimand sb.

give sthg a miss(v) :to pass unnoticed or omit sthg.

give sb/sthg an on-over(v) :to have a rapid examination about sthg or sb.

give sb the shivers(v) :to cause sb to be frightened. _He gave me the shivers when he entered my bedroom silently in the midnight.

give it to sb (straight)(v) :(used esp. in threats)to give punishment to sb; scold ; reprimand; admonish; rebuke; berate.

don’t give me that (rubbish/nonsense)! (interj) :(used a an expression of annoyance)I don’t believe that!; Don’t tell this to me!; I can’t tolerate what you’ve said! _Jack, I’m leaving home. -Hey, don’t give me that!, 

What gives! :What's up?; What's happening?; What's going on?

giveaway(n) :1-sthg given for free or at a very low price. _At 2.50 it's really a give-away. 2-an unintentional revealing of a secret; exposure. 3-a radio or TV program that gives away prizes to the audiences by means of contests.

glacious (adj) :(of a person or weather)excessively cold.

give sb the glad eye(v) :(Br)<slang>to look sb in a way, as one invites sb in a sexual way.

glad hand(n) :(Br) <rarely used>a warm greeting to sb given for intentional purpose of gaining one's favor or approval.

glad rags(n) :(Br)a person's best clothes.

glasshouse(n) :(Br)<slang>mlitary prison.

glitch(n) :(Am)1-in insignificant flaw or malfunction in operation of a machine. 2-a false electronic signal resulted from the abrupt and high increase in the electrical power of the source.

globetrotter(n) :a person who often travels.

glorify(adj) :[with]to make sthg seem more beautiful, important than it really is.

glorious(adj) :full of fun; verry enjoyable.

go to glory(v) :to die; pass away; kick the bucket; peg out.

blow/send sb to glory(v) :to kill or murder sb violently.

glory be!(interj) :(an expression of surprise, or annoyance)

glory hole(n) :(Br)<rarely used>a room, drawer or any container in which the useless and unwanted things are thrown away; garbage basket.

glossy magazine-(Br), glossy, slick-(Am) (n) :a magazine with good quality papers with a shiny and smooth surface ,having color pictures of fashionable clothes.

take off the gloves to sb, handle sb without gloves(v) :to argue or compete with sb seriously and without forgiveness.

glued to(adj) :near to; closed to; directed to.

G-man(n) :an officer of the FBI(=Federal Bureau of Investigation.)

the gnomes of Zurich(n) :the particular powerful bankers esp. the ones in Swiss and that have the power to control the money supplies to foreign governments.

go(v) :1-(precedes a verb in -ing form)to do the stated unpleasant and also unwanted action. _It's between you and me, don't go selling it to mom. 2-to be prepared for being taken outside. _I want a quick hamburger to go. 3-to be greatly interested in or fond of. _He really go esp. for blondes.

go in/out for(v) :to have an interest or liking in; to engage in.

go it(v) :to act more lively, vigorously. _All the guys and girls were going it at the new year’s party.

go hog wild(v) :to do or act wildly, without restraint or self-control.

go whole hog(v) :to do sthg without self-control or restraint.

Go and jump in the lake!(v) :(used often imperatively)Go away!; Buzz off!.

go out on a limb(v) :to put oneself in a self-defensive position ; not to get any help from others.

go through the motions(v) :to do sthg (that is expected to be done) in an unwilling or reluctant way.<--.

go phut(v) :(of machines, etc.)to break down; collapse.

go (all) to pieces(v) :to use up all the energy; exhaust; to be weary.

go places(v) :to have continual success.

go to the wrong shop(v) :to ask to wrong person or place for help or information., etc.

go steady(v) :to go out regularly or steadily with sb of the opposite sex but not as engaged or married.

go straight(v) :to begin to live an honest and just life esp. after a corrupt one.

go on the streets(v) :to make one's living by prostitution.

be going strong(v) :to be going on (any activity) lively, energetically and vigorously.

go wrong(v) :(of machines, etc.)to fail to operate; break down.

how goes it? :How do you do?; Hello; How are the things?

go(n) :1-energy; vigor; spirit.(esp. in the phrase full of go = (to be) filled with enthusiasm or energy.) 2-attempt or try (to do sthg).(esp. in the phrase make a go of.) 3-one's turn in a game, etc. _It's your go, come on!.

all the go(adj) :wonderful; fashionable; very popular. (Syn :all the fashion/rage)

go-go dancer(n) :a person who performs an erotic dance in a night club, etc.

it's all go :(Br)It's very occupied.

make a go of(v) :to do sthg (esp. a duty, job, etc.) successfully. _He is a hard-working student, and he really makes a go of it!

no go(adj) :impossible; hopeless. _The launch was no go until everything was checked out thoroughly.

on the go(adj) :muchly occupied with one’s work; very busy.

go-by(n) :the act of going near or passing without any greeting or notice. (esp. in the phrase give sb/get the go-by) _Were you too busy to greet me at the station? This is the thousandth time you gave me the go-by anywhere you’ve seen.

be gone on(v) :to be sweet on (sb); to be in love with (sb).

far gone(adj) :1-(of things)muchly used and needing repair. 2-(of a person)unconscious or out of one’s senses, esp. because one is drunk or mad. 3-(of a person)about to die. 

gone to kingdom come(adj) :dead.

goner(n) :a hopeless person who will soon be dead.

goalie(n) :infml for goalkeeper.

goat(n) :1-<derog>or<humor> a man who's very active in sexual relationships. 2-a person who takes the responsibility , blame or punishment for others; scapegoat.

act/play the (giddy) goat(v) :(usu. in negative statements, and imperatively; and esp. after stop) to act pretentiously in a foolish or stupid way. _Don’t act the giddy goat, just give me the answer I want!; Hey, stop playing the goat, man.

get sb's goat(v) :to make sb very angry, irritated or annoyed.

gob(n) :<slang>1-(Br)<derog>mouth. _Shut your gob, you silly kid.! 2-a sailor in the US Navy. 3- of a large amount or quantity of (sthg wet and sticky). _a gob of spit. 

gobs (of)(n) :lots (of)._Where did you find that gobs of money.

gobbet(n) :a piece of food.

gobble(v) :[up]to eat food quickly and easily.

gobbledy(e)gook(n) :a speech or passage that is very complicated, wordy and difficult to understand esp. sthg meaningless, or official/technical knowledge.

God(n)

God (almighty)!, Good God!, Oh my God(interj) :expressions of surprise, fear, shock, panic, etc.

God (alone)/Heaven/Lord/Christ/Hell knows!(interj) :Nobody knows!; It's impossible to know or say.

by God!(interj) :(an expression of surprise, excitement, disbelief, bother, annoyance, etc.) (also by Christ!<impol>; by George!/heaven!/thunder!<rarely used>)

(God) bless your/his soul/heart!(interj) :(used to express gladness, gratefulness, etc.) _God bless your heart, that’s really a wonderful gift for me. (also (God) bless you/him/her, etc.; also (God) bless his (little) cotton socks)

(God) bless me/my soul!(interj) :(used to express surprise)

(God) bless you!(interj) :1-(a customary saying to sb who has sneezed) 2-(used to express gratefulness, kind feelings, etc. )

God/Heaven forbid!(interj) : (usu. used as a reply to a statement) May it never happen!

a little tin God(n) :sb who considers himself to be more important than he really is.

for God’s/heaven’s/goodness’/Christ’s sake!(interj) :(used esp. in questions)an expression of surprise or annoyance, esp. in an impatient way. _Where were you up to that time, for God’s sake? /_Stop that noise, for goodness’ sake!

honest to God/goodness!(interj, adv) :frankly; truthfully. _Sir, it was me who cheated at the exam, honest to God!

in God’s/heaven’s/Christ’s/hell’s name :(used in questions, suggestions, requests, etc. as an expression of surprise or annoyance) _Hey, What, in heaven’s name, was that, huh, is a show off wit your new car?

think (that) one is God’s gift to sthg(v) :to consider oneself to be the best and most qualified person in a particular job, profession, etc. _She thinks she’s God’s gift to copywriting.

gods(n) :the high seats at the back of a theater, etc.

godsend(n) :a fortunate and unexpected chance or a lucky action or event.

bid/wish sb godspeed (v) :to wish a pleasurable time, good luck, etc. to sb who has been leaving for a trip, journey, etc.

goggle-box(n) :television.

goggle-eyed(adj) :having largely opened eyes as if one is very surprised.

gold brick(n) :1-anything worthless, but regarded as valuable. 2-<milt.slang>sb who tries to avoid or evade from work, responsibility, etc.; a shirker.

gold digger(n) :<slang><derog>a woman who tries to attract or marry a rich and wealthy men for their money.

be like gold dust(v) :to be found very rarely and is so valuable.

goldmine(n) :a successful activity, esp. a business dealing that makes great money.

golly(interj) :<rarely used>(used to express surprise)

goo(n) :1-<derog>words which express unnaturally emotional feelings; sentimentalism. 2-(Am)<slang>an act of licking sb’s boots; flattery.

in one's own good time(adj) :when the time is suitable for one.

good-looker(n) :a woman who has peculiarly or unusually good-looking appearance. 

goods(n) :(Br)a likable thing or person.

goody(n) :(pl.)sthg that is very pleasant and esp. luscious and nice to eat.

goody goody(interj) :(used esp. by children)(an expression of happiness, delight, etc.

good and(adv) :thoroughly; completely. _He was good and hungry.

good-time girl(n) :a girl who likes fun and enjoyment very much.

good'un(n) :a ridiculous or funny lie or story.

gooey(adj) :over-sentimental; over-sweet.

goof(n) :1-(Am)a foolish mistake; blunder.2-a stupid person; fool.

goof(v) :(Am)to make a stupid mistake; blunder.

goof off/around(v) :(Am) to be idle; not to work; to waste time.

goof up(v) :to do sthg badly; botch.

goofy(adj) :silly or stupid.

gosh(interj) :an exclamation of surprise.

gospel,gospel truth(n) :sthg which is thoroughly true. _What the witness alleged was the real gospel truth.

governor(n) :1-boss; chief. 2-father.

up for grabs(adj) :(of a job, etc.)open or available to any successful employee; obtainable by anybody _After this year's %20 resignation rate, 20 jobs are up for grabs. /_ One million dollars, is up for grabs for that lottery.

grad(n) :infml for graduate.

make the grade(v) :to do successfully what is wanted to; to reach a goal.

breathe/puff/wheeze like a grampus(v) :to breathe heavily and noisily.

gran(n) :infml for grandmother.

grand(adj) :wonderful; enjoyable; pleasant.

grand(n) :<slang>money amount equals to one thousand dollars.

grandad, granddad(n) :infml for grandfather.

grandma(n) :infml for grandmother.

grandpa(n) :infml for grandfather.

grandstand(v) :to behave in a showy and too flamboyant way.

granny, grannie(n) :grandmother.

granny(adj) :1-used by old people. _He's taken to the granny house after his only son died in an accident. 2-of an old style. _granny shoes.

grapevine(n) :a secret or informal way of spreading news from person to person; rumor.

grass(n) :<slang>1-marijuana. 2-(Am) the hair that grows on one’s pubic area; pubic hair. 3-informer. 

(as) green as grass(adj) :young and inexperienced (esp. in business)

put/turn send sb out to grass/pasture(v) : (usu. passive)<humor>to cause sb to quit working, esp. because of very old age.

grass (on) sb(v) :(Br)to tell sb's secrets to another person; betray; inform the police about sb’s crime.

grasshopper(n) :<milt.slang>a light aircraft used for observation, reconnaissance, etc.

have one foot in the grave(v) :to be likely or about to die.

dig one’s own grave(v) :to put oneself into a troublesome and unpleasant situation.

sb/a ghost has just walked over my/your/his, etc. grave(v) : (used when a person suddenly feels himself uneasy and trembles, esp. because of sthg unknown)

gravel(v) :to make angry; annoy; irritate.

gravy(n) :(Am)<slang>sthg favorable, or advantageous and that’s gained easily.

in the gravy(adj) :<slang>very rich, esp. because of easily gained money.

gravy train(n) :a job, work, position, or condition from which a person gains money or any objectives by working little or no time.

gray-(Am)/grey-(Br) matter(n) :the power of mind; brain power; intelligence; brains. _She's very beautiful but is short on gray matter.

grease sb's palm(v) :to give money to sb in order for sthg to be done; bribe sb.

grease monkey(n) :a person whose profession is about automobiles or airplanes; mechanic.

greased lightning(n) :sthg that is very fast.

greasy(adj) :unpleasantly smooth in speech; having insincere kindness; unctuous.

greasy spoon(n) :<slang>a cheap and usu. dirty restaurant in which fried food is served.

great(adj) :1-(used to emphasize an adjective which comes after, and that expresses surprise, disappointment, contempt, complain, etc.) _I don't want to see your great beautiful face. 2-wonderful; very good; splendid.

great at(adj) :talented at; skillful or capable of.

great on(adj) :well-informed on; acquainted with.

go great guns(v) :to progress with great effort, speed and success.

no great shakes(adj) :unable; not talented.

greedy-guts(n) :(Br)(used esp. by children) a person who has a strong desire to eat too much; glutton.

be all Greek to sb(v) :(esp. of a speech or passage)to be too diffcult to understand.

green(adj) :1-young and inexperienced so, can be easily fooled or deceived. 2-excessively jealous.

(as) green as grass(adj) :young and inexperienced (esp. in business)

be not as green as one is cabbage-looking(v) :<humor>not to be as silly, inexperienced as he/she appears to be.

give sb/get the green light(v) :to give/get a permission to proceed with a project, assignment or any activity.

greenback(n) :(Am)<rarely used><slang>an American dollar bill.

greenfingers(n) :ability or skill in gardening.

greenhorn(n) :1-young and inexperienced person; freshman; novice. 2-a person who is easy to fool or deceive. 3-(Am)a person who has just come and settled (into a country, etc.); immigrant.

gremlin(n) :an imaginary thing that is believed to give harm to electrical or mechanical equipment, machinery, etc.

good grief!(interj) :(an expression of surprise or disbelief) _Good grief!, do you believe every word Tom says? _Hell no!

grill(v) :(of the police)to question or inquire severely and forcefully; interrogate.

grim(adj) :bad; awful; unpleasant.

(hold on) like grim death(v,adv) :(to continue to go ahead) firmly and with great courage in spite of difficulties.

grin and bear it(v) :to suffer agony, grief, disappointment ,etc. without any complaint.

grind(n) :1-a person who studies or works hard and with much effort. 2-a long, dull and tiring work.

grind(v) :to study or work hard.

come/get to grips with(v) :to be in a struggle or fight.

take a grip on oneself(v) :to pull oneself together; to avoid one's idleness.

gripe(v) :[at/about]to complain continually; grumble. 2-to make angry; irritate; annoy.

gripe(n) :a complaint.

the gripes(n) :severe pains in one's stomach or intestines.

one's nose to the grindstone :in a state of tough, tiring and unpleasant work. _I've got to keep my nose to the grindstone to be able to pay my debts.

sb’s stamping/stomping ground(n) :1-a way of behavior, life style, etc. 2-a place where sb frequently goes for pleasure or amusement. _They wanted to break away from their usual stamping ground, , actually they’d become very stale and irritable.

grub(n) :1-food. 2-an untidy or sloppy person.

grub’s up! :the meal is fixed and ready to be served.

grubby(adj) :dirty.

grubstake(n) :(Am)money or supplies provided for any business enterprise in return for a share of the profits.

grumpy(adj) :bad-tempered and ready to complain.

a Mrs. Grundy(n) :<derog>a person who is strictly a defender of customary morals and disapproves of people who behaves improperly with regard to such morals (e.g. sexual manners)

guarantee(n) :sthg that appears to be likely to happen.

guarantee(v) :to promise.

guesstimate(n) :an incorrect judgment or estimate; a guess.

Be my guest! :(used to encourage sb to do or take sthg)Please behave freely; I don't mind whatever you do. _May I take your car, dad. Be my guest!, but be careful.

it's anybody's guess :(of an event, result, etc. ) nobody knows for sure about it; it’s uncertain. _Whom the woman was murdered by is anybody’s guess at the moment.

guff(n) :nonsense; sthg meaningless.

gullet(n) :<fig>the throat. _Your nasty remarks always sticks in my throat, yesterday, I was really humiliated at the party.

gum sthg up(v) :to avoid working regularly.

up a gum tree(adj) :(Br)in a difficult situation that is full of trouble and has no escape.

gumboil(n) :a swelling on the gum that aches severely esp. near a decayed tooth; abscess.

gumshoe(n) :(Am)<slang> a detective.

gumption(n) :common sense; initiative and the ability to act accordingly; courageously, etc. _It really took a lot of gumption to accomplish that duty. 

gun(v) :<slang>to kill sb. 

gun sb down(v) :to kill or shoot (a person or animal) with a gun esp. without any mercy.

gun for sb(v) :(Br)to look for reasons to attack or harm sb.

be going great guns(v) :to be advancing successfully .

blow great guns(v) :<slang>(of wind)to blow severely and violently.

give it/her the gun(v) :<slang>to speed up a car when driving.

jump the gun(v) :to act very early or earlier than others. _We all decided to yell “Gee” at her, but Mary jumped the gun.

spike sb’s guns(v) :to spoil sb’s plans, intentions, etc.

stick to one's guns/colors(v) :to keep or provide one's position against an attack or harmful fight; to refuse to change one’s mind, opinions, etc. 

big gun(n) :an important and influential person; big wheel.

gung-ho(adj) :very keen, lively and enthusiastic. _The children were all gung ho about the picnic.

gunge-(Br)/gunk-(Am)(n) :a very nasty, unpleasant, dirty and sticky substance.

guru(n) :a respectable person ;apple of one's eye. _Richard is the teacher's guru on all matters related to the students.

gush(n) :a show of extreme admiration and sometimes insincere eagerness.

gush(v) :to be too much emotional in speech.

gushing, gushy(adj) :expressing too much admiration in a foolish or insincere way.

gut(adj) :coming from one's natural feelings apart from thought.

bust a gut(v) :<slang>(usu. followed by the -to infinitive)to make great effort to do sthg

gut reaction(n) :a natural, instinctive reaction.

guts(n) :1-bowels or intestines. 2-courage, bravery and determination.

hate sb’s guts(v) :to hate sb excessively.

sweat/work/slog one’s guts out(v) :to work or study very hard.

will have sb’s guts for garters(v) :<humor>(used esp. in threats) to punish sb severely.

gutless(adj) :fearful; lack of courage.

gutsy(adj) :<apprec>courageous; fearless or determined.

take a child out of the gutter(v) :to remove a child from poor and bad conditions as from ghettos.

guttersnipe(n) :a poor and neglected child who spends most of his/her time in the streets, wearing torn-out and dirty clothes.

guy(n) :a man or fellow.

guy(v) :to mock ; to laugh at; tease; make fun of.

gym(n) :1-abbrev. for gymnasium(=a hall full of sports equipment.) 2-physical education ._a gym teacher.

gyp(v) :<slang>to deceive or cheat sb.

give sb gyp(v) :<slang>to cause sb to have severe pain, suffering or punishment. _The teacher will give the gyp, if we get late t

his time. /_My knee has awfully been given gyp all the morning.

gyro(n) :abbrev. of gyroscope(=a wheel used for keeping ships and aircraft even or steady and that used as a child's toy.) 
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drop one's h's(v) :not to pronounce the sound /h/ in one's speech. _You always drop your h's, as saying ole for whole.

hack(n) :1-taxicab. 2-a taxicab driver. 3-a writer or a journalist that earns little although he/she works hard.

hack(v) :to drive a taxi.

hacker(n) :a person who is able to use or change the data in other people's computer systems dishonestly without their permission.

have one's/get sb's hackles up(v) :to be/make sb angry and quarrelsome so as to be ready to fight. (also make sb’s hackles rise; also raise sb’s hackles; also sb’s hackles rise)

be had(v) :to be deceived or fooled. _I've been had!, that disc is not original.

hail from(v) :(no passive)come from; to be from.

HAIR(n)
a hair of the dog (that bit one)(n) :(after have) an alcoholic beverage that is believed to lessen a hangover.

get in/into sb's hair(v) :to make sb angry; annoy; pester.

have/get sb by the short hairs(v) :to have (sb) in a difficult position that he can’t do anything but accept to do what one wants. _I had him by the short hairs after I saw him together with another girl, that’s why he has to do whatever I want, or else I go and tell it to Susan. 

it/that will put hairs on your chest : <humor>(of alcoholic beverage)to be helpful to make sb feel healthy or energetic. _Hey, take another drink Jack, it’ll put hairs on your chest

keep one's hair/wig/shirt on(v) :(used imperatively)to stay calm; be quiet; not to be worried.

let one's hair down(v) :to have a good time behaving freely and wildly esp. after a formal ceremony or sthg like that, in which one has to behave formally and controllably.

lose one's hair(v) :to lose one's temper; to be angry.

make one's hair stand (up)on end(v) :to frighten sb; terrify. (also sb’s hair stands on end)

tear one's hair (out)(v) :to show annoyance; to be troubled.

not turn a hair(v) :to show no sign of fear, worry or trouble.

too …(any adjective or adverb)by half (adj,adv) :very; very much. _The test was too difficult by half. / _I ate the food too quickly by half.

one's better half(n) :a person's spouse, wife or husband.

go halves in/on sthg (with sb)(v) :to share (the cost of) sthg with sb. _We had to go halves in the food, we both were still hungry though.

not half(adj,adv,interj) :(Br)1-(adj,adv) extremely; very; very much. _That café isn’t half peaceful for me esp. when I want to be in privacy./ _My parents doesn’t half help me in my lessons. 2-(interj) :very much. _Did you like the cake I did for you? - Not half, mom! 3-(adj,adv) :never; not at all. _The film wasn’t half bad (=It was quite good) (This phrase is not recommended for use by the foreign students.)

half-baked(adj) :1-badly planned; imperfect; incomplete. _The prisoners were caught because of their half-baked escape plan. 2-inexperienced; stupid; boring. _There were many of half-baked engineers at the meeting.

go off half-cocked/at half-cock(v) :to behave or talk quickly and without seriously thinking.

not have two halfpennies to rub together(v) :(Am)to have little or almost no money.

half-pint(n) :(Am)<slang>a small and esp. short person.

half-seas-over(adj) :drunk but not much.

half p(n) :infml for half penny (=a coin tub which makes a penny.)

ham(n) :an actor or speaker, etc. who acts artificially and exaggeratedly.

hams(n) : (pl.)<slang>buttocks.

ham(v) :[up](of an actor, etc.)to act in an unnatural way esp. exaggeratedly; overact.

ham-fisted, also ham-handed(adj) : <derog>unable to use one’s fingers well; clumsy .

hammer(n) :(Am)<slang>1-penis. 2-a sexually attractive woman.

give sb the glad hand(v) :to greet sb by pretending insincerely and hypocritically to be glad but in fact not so. _Whenever he meets sb that is easy to take advantage of, he gives them the glad hand.

sit on one’s hands(v) :to be idle; to do nothing.

with one hand/arm (tied) behind one’s back/one(adv) :(usu. after can/could /etc.) very easily; without any difficulty.

Hands off!(interj) :(used imperatively)1-Don't touch (sthg)! 2-Don’t play or interfere with (sthg)!

hand(v) :to applaud; to clap.

(have to) hand it to(v) :<slang>(to have to) treat sb as he/she deserves to. _You’ve to hand it to her, she plays really great in the play.

handful(n) :a person or animal or any other thing that is too difficult to deal with or take under control. _I'm really bored with you kid, you are really a handful.

HANDLE(n)

fly off the handle(v) :to become extremely angry so as to lose one's self-control. _He has a quick temper and easily flies off the handle.

give a handle (to/against sb)(v) :to give an excuse or explanation that will be used as an advantage in the future.

handy(adj) :near in time or place; at hand. _The best advantage of this house is that the school is so handy.

HANG(n)

get/have the hang of sthg(v) :1-to see, learn or understand how sthg, esp. a machine works. _I bought a new washing machine, but couldn't get the hang of it yet. 2-to understand the real meaning or importance of sthg that is formerly said or written.

not give/care a hang(v) :<euph>not to care at all.

lose the hang of sthg(v) :to forget doing sthg. _After ten years away from Russia, I lost the hang of speaking Russian.

hang-out(n) :a particular place which a person or a group of friends go and spend most of their time.

hang-up(n) :sthg what a person gets unnaturally anxious or disturbed about. _a hang-up about kids.

hanker after/for sthg(v) :to have a strong desire for sthg that is esp. improbable; long for.

hankering(n) :[for/after]a strong desire ; longing.

hanky, hankie(n) :handkerchief.

hanky-panky(n) :an indecent or improper act but not a very serious one; a dishonest dealing or trickery.

hanky-panky(adj) :tricky; deceptive.

happy-go-lucky(adj) :(of a person and his behaviors)having no intentions or forethought; behaving carelessly; carefree.

happy hour(n) :a limited period of time of which the alcoholic beverage are sold at a lower price than the usual ones in a club, bar, pub, etc.

HARD(adj)

(as) hard as nails(adj) :(of a person)1-relentless; unsympathetic. 2-very healthy, strong and energetic.

be hard at it(v) :to keep working very hard and using great effort. _This time I will for sure pass the test, I’m strictly hard at it.

be hard put to it (to do sthg)(v) :to have a difficulty (in doing sthg). _I was hard put to it to concentrate on studying, while my friends were reveling at the party.

hard up(adj) :having little or no money; broke.

be hard up for (sthg)(v) :to be in need of (sthg).

run sb hard(v) :to follow or chase sb closely.

play hardball(v) :to use dishonest or unfair methods when dealing with sthg.

hard-boiled(adj) :(of a person)not showing feelings; tough; not influenced by feelings esp. because of a former bitter experience; insensitive; callous.

hard cash(n) :1-money of coins or banknote; ready cash. 2-coins, not the paper money.

hardline(adj) :unwilling to give in or to make agreement with others; uncompromising.

Hard luck!, Hard lines!(interj) :(Br)(used to express one’s sadness, pity or sorrow for sb’s bad luck) Bad luck!

hard luck story(n) :<derog>a story told to a person in order to gain help or money and that is about one's bad luck or misfortune.

hard-nosed(adj) :very determined; skillful and firm in achieving sthg.

a hard nut to crack(n) :a person or thing that is very difficult to deal with.

hard-shell(adj) :not yielding; strict; uncompromising.

HARE(n)

mad as a March hare(adj) :extremely mad; crazy; frantic.

start a hare(v) :to bring up and mention a subject, topic, etc. that is not related to main subject.

hare(v) :(Br)[off]to run extremely fast.

HARK(v)

Phrasal Verbs

hark at sb(v) :(Br)(used imperatively)to listen to (sb who talks foolishly and meaninglessly)

hark back(v) :[to] <derog>to talk about the events, subjects, etc. that are related with the past. _Stop harking back to me about how careless I was at the accident.

he/she/etc. wouldn't harm a fly :he/she/etc. is extremely gentle and does not give harm to anybody.

HARNESS(n)

in harness(adj) :<fig>(after be/keep)doing one's usual work; employed; working. _I don’t have any leisure time, I’m at in harness at the weekends as well.

die in harness(v) :to die while working, not after retirement

work/run in double harness(v) :to work with a partner .

harp on (sthg)(v) :[about] <derog> to talk about sthg annoyingly and repeatedly.

harpy(n) :an unpleasant and disagreeable person esp. a woman.

harum-scarum(adj,n) :(a person) having tendency to act suddenly and without adequate forethought.

has-been(n) :a person or thing that is out of date now and is no longer famous, important, useful, etc.

HASH(n)

hash(n) :hashish(=a drug made from the cannabis plant)

hash house(n) :a cheap and inferior kind of restaurant.

make a hash of(v) :to spoil sthg; to do sthg badly; bungle; make a mess of.

settle sb's hash(v) :to deal with sb very unpleasantly esp. so as to prevent sb from causing trouble anymore; subdue; overcome.

hash sthg up(v) :to do sthg badly; spoil; ruin; mess up.

hassle(n) :1-a difficult situation; struggle; bother. 2-(Am)a fight; dispute; argument; quarrel; squabble.

hassle(v) :1-[with]to argue with sb. 2-to make sb angry; to annoy; harass; bother.

HAT(n)

at the drop of a hat(adv) :at the moment; right now. _John, let’s go to the classroom, the lesson begins at the drop of a hat.

brass hats(n) :the high rank soldiers in the army.

go/come hat/cap in hand(v) :to behave apologetically and obsequiously by being ready to win the favor of sb.

I’ll eat my hat! :(used with if-clauses to express that one is greatly sure of sthg to be true, etc.) _I’ll eat my hat, if it wasn’t Johnny who informed on us to the teacher.

keep sthg under one’s hat(v) :not to reveal sthg; to keep sthg secret.

knock/beat sb/sthg in a cocked hat(v) :to beat or defeat sb or ruin sthg thoroughly; to be of much more skill, quality, etc. _This dictionary knocks the others into a cocked hat.

old hat(adj) :(esp. after be/seem)old and out-of date. _This dictionary is up-to-date unlike the others seem to be old hat today.

send/pass/take round the hat(v) :to request and collect money for sb. (also the hat round as in e passed the hat round after he finished his song.

somewhere/a place to hang one’s hat(n) :a comfortable or peaceful place for sb like one’s home. _I’m looking for a place to hang my hat, I couldn’t find up to now.

take one's hat off to(v) :to express one's admiration and respect for (sb).

talking through one's hat(v) :talking foolishly or meaninglessly.

Hats off to ...!(interj) :Bully for ...!; Congratulations for ...!

Down the hatch/hatchet!(interj) :Let's empty our glasses!; Bottoms up!

bury the hatchet(v) :to become friends again esp. after a quarrel or a fight.

hatchet job(n) :a severe attack in speech or writing.(esp. in the phrase do a hatchet job on) _All the journalists did a hatchet job on his last film.

hatchet man(n) :(Am)<slang>sb who is paid to attack or kill a person in a company.

hate(v) :to regret; to be sorry. _I hate to interrupt your study, you have an urgent call.

haul(n) :[of]the amount of sthg gained, esp. of stolen or illegal goods. _The thieves run away with a haul of cocaine.

HAUL(v)

haul(v) :to force sb to come at a court.

haul sb over the coals(v) :to reprimand sb severely; rebuke.

haunt(n) :ghost.

haunt(v) :(not used in progressive tense)to visit a place too often and regularly; frequent.

the haves and have-nots(n) :the rich and poor people.

HAVE(v)

have(v) :1-(usu. passive)to cheat; trick; deceive. 2-to defeat; to gain an advantage over (sb). _The Bulls had the other team while they were two scores ahead. 3-(Br)to experience or to do. _Hey, why don't you have a listen to me?

Phrasal Verbs

have it off/away with sb(v) :(Br) <impolite>to have sexual relations with.

have it in for (sb)(v) :to be rude or cheeky to sb intentionally._ I really don't understand why he always has it in for me.

have had it(v) :1-to be useless, old, broken, dead. 2-to have experienced or suffered sthg bad. 3-to be hopeless. 4-(of a person)not to be tolerated any longer. _She’s had it because of her continual annoying complaints.

have it in one(v) :(usu. used in negative sense)to have unknown ability or skill, qualification, etc. to do sthg. _Nobody knew he was good at French, he really had it in him.

have sb on(v) :(Br)to trick or deceive sb by doing sthg wrong as true. _Hey, she’s trying to have you on, don’t believe her. 

have sthg on, have got on(v) :to have promised to sthg.

have (got) sthg on (sb)(v) :to have any information that will be harmful and an evidence for sb.

have nothing on(v) :not to be good at.

have it out with sb(v) :to meet and have a quarrel with sb. esp. by discussing.

have (sb) up (for)(v) :(Br)(usu. passive)to bring sb to a court. _The old lady was had up for murdering her husband in the aim of having his possessions.

Idioms

not have any(v) :<slang>(usu. in past or present progressive tenses)to refuse or to be unwilling to accept, agree or tolerate sthg. _The little child said that he wanted a bicycle but his father was not having any.

have been and gone and...(v) :to have done sthg that is likely to cause disapproval, disagreement, etc.

have an axe to grind(v) :(Br)1-to have a particular aim to reach or attain. 2-to have a reason or cause to complain; to have a grievance.

have a ball(v) :to have fun or enjoyable time.

have a bun in the oven(v) :to be pregnant.

have an ear to the ground(v) :to be ready and alert for whatever may happen secretly or unexpectedly.

have the edge on sb(v) :to gain an advantage over sb.

have one over the eight(v) :to drink too much alcohol.

have a face as long as a fiddle(v) :to seem to be sad or mournful.

have/throw a fit(v) :to become very surprised, angry, upset, or unhappy, etc.

have one's hackles up(v) :to be too angry so as to be ready to fight.

have one’s head screwed on (right/the right way/properly, etc.)(v) :to be reasonable and very practical; not to be silly. (also with one’s head screwed on; also sb’s head is screwed on) 

have a heart(v) :(used imperatively)to be sensible, logical or sympathetic. _Hey, mummy, please have a heart, I can’t study all day long, let me go out for some time.

have one's heart in one's boots(v) :to be very discouraged or anxious. _This is the first day of her new job, she dreadfully has his heart in his boots!

have a hunch that...(v) :to think or consider it ,likely to happen that...

have it made(v) :to be much likely to succeed.

have the jump on(v) :to gain an advantage over. _Mr. Williams has the jump on her by having a M. A. degree.

have a line on(v) :to derive or obtain information about.

You have (got) me there! :1-(esp. in an argument, discussion, etc.) _You found sthg advantageous against me (with what you’ve said) 2-I don’t know.

have a screw loose/missing(v) :to be mad, strange, unusual, eccentric or frantic.

have sb's number(v) :to understand sb's true nature and character ._I really had her number when she behaved so harshly to that poor girl.

have the shivers(v) :to be very afraid or scared. _I really have the shivers when she entered the room suddenly and silently.

have not a stitch on(v) :to be completely naked; to have no clothes on. _Hey, don't come in, I don't have a stitch on myself.

have two strikes against sb(v) :to have a great disadvantage because of a handicap.

have what it takes(v) :to be qualified enough to do sthg successfully. _Does he has what it takes for to be a good salesman?

have sthg/sb tapped(v) :to understand sthg/sb completely.

have a thin time(v) :to have an unpleasant and uncomfortable time.

have no use for(v) :to hate; to have a dislike for. _I dreadfully have no use for malingerers.

hit the hay/sack(v) :<slang>to go to bed.

go haywire(v) :1-(of sthg e.g. a plan)to fail to operate; to be spoiled or badly organized. _my new camera went haywire at my first use. / _The prisoners’ escape plan has gone haywire because someone has informed them on to the prison guards. 2-(of people)to become confused. 3-to become mad.

HEAD(n)

head(n) :(Br)headache. _I've had a painful head!.

above/over sb’s head(adj) :difficult to understand. _Her divorce decision is really above my head.

an old head on young shoulders(n) :the wise and clever quality of a young person.

be/stand head and shoulders above sb(v) :to be much more intelligent and able than sb.

be unable to make head or tail of sb/sthg(v) :not to be able to understand sb/sthg.

bite/snap sb's head/nose off(v) :to speak to sb severely; reprimand angrily.

can/could …(verb) (standing) on one’s head(v) :can/could do sthg very easily. _I can write that composition standing on my head, but I need some time for it.

eat/talk/shout, etc. one's head off(v) :1-to eat/talk/shout, etc. very much, in an extreme way as in eat one’s head off (=to eat very much). 2-to annoy sb by talking repeatedly and for a long time.

fall/be head over heels(in love)(v) : to fall/be in love with sb deeply.

get one’s head down(v) :1-to start working again (after a period of rest) 2-to go to bed. 

give sb one's head(v) :to give (sb) the permission to behave freely .

go to one's head(v) :1-(of an alcoholic beverage)to make (sb) drunk. 2-to excite sexually. 3-to surprise very much. _Tom’s passing the math test went to his head.

have one’s head in the clouds(v) :to concentrate on other things rather than one’s work, etc.; to be dreamy while one should pay attention to his/her work. _The teacher finally warned him to listen to what she’s saying, she said that he has Martin had his head in the clouds, rather than in the classroom. (also with one’s head in the clouds; also sb’s head is in the clouds)

have a good head on one's shoulder(v) :to clever quality of mind, common sense, etc.

have one’s head screwed on (right/the right way/properly, etc.)(v) :to be wise, reasonable and practical; not to be silly. (also with one’s head screwed on; also sb’s head is screwed on) 

head over ears (in debt/in love, etc.) :(adj,adv) :completely (in debt, in love etc.)

Heads or tails! :(said when tossing or flipping a coin to decide sthg.) _ Heads or tails!, Heads ,we'll go swimming, tails we stay home and watch TV.

keep one's head(v) :to be quiet; stay calm.

keep one's head above water(v) :<fig>to avoid or keep out of any difficulty, disadvantage, etc.

keep one's head down(v) :to be out of danger.

knock their/your/our heads together(v) : (used esp. with modals and passively) to punish some people for doing sthg silly or senseless and/or force them to behave reasonably. _They should have their heads knocked together, because they’re trying to cut the class whenever possible.

laugh/scream one's head off(v) :to laugh/scream noisily, loudly or deeply.

lose one's head(v) :to become surprised, confused, puzzled, etc.

not know whether one is (standing) on one’s head or one’s heels(v) :to be confused or unsure of (esp. what to do next).

(go) off one's head(v,adj) :(to become) mad or crazy.

out of one’s head(adv) :<slang>behaving uncontrollably because of being under the influence of drugs or alcohol.

put our/your, etc. heads together(v) :to discuss, consult or find information (in order to solve a problem) together.

put sthg into a person's head(v) :to make sb begin to think of sthg .

put sthg out of one's head(v) :to give up thinking the stated thing; to try to forget sthg.

should/ought to/need to have one’s head examined/tested/seen to(v) :<derog>to have to or need to take medical examination because of one’s strange and stupid acts. _You should have your head tested betting on that old alsoran.

(be/go) soft/weak in the head(v,adj) :(to be) foolish or silly.

stand on one’s head(v) :to do everything possible; to spend all one’s efforts to do sthg. _He almost stood on his head trying to explain why he’s so late, but nobody believed him.

stoned out of one’s head(adj) :<slang>1-extremely drunk. 2-under the effect or influence of drugs. (also pissed out of one’s mind<slang><impolite>)

trouble/bother one’s head(v) :[about](usu. in negative statements and used imperatively) to become worried or anxious. _Don’t bother your head about your aunt’s illness, she would be well soon.

headache(n) :the matter that causes great trouble.

headachy(adj) :causing trouble or annoyance. _That test is really headachy for me.

headhunter(n) :a person who tries to make the employees work harder esp. by suggesting extra pays.

hit the headlines(v) :(of news)to be printed famously in the headlines because of its significance or prominence.

headpiece(n) :intelligence; wisdom; brains.

heads will roll(v) :Some people will be dismissed or disgraced, because of a mistake, wrongdoing, etc. _The company has gone bankrupt this year, heads will roll for this.

drink sb's health, drink a health to sb(v) :to drink for one's health, success, good luck, etc. _Let's drink your health, Johnnie, it's your birthday.

healthy(adj) :large in amount, size, etc.

heap, also heaps(n) :[of]a lot (of); great amount (of)._I cannot help you, I have heaps of homework to do.

be struck/knocked all of a heap(v) :to be extremely surprised , confused or overwhelmed. _I was struck all of a heap, when I see the young girl burning.

heaps(adv) :much; quite. _The teacher got heaps more angry, after she began to sing a song in the classroom.

hear tell(v) :[of]to be informed; learn. _-I heard tell that you are about to marry, is that right ?

hear things(v) :to think of sthg that are only said without any proof or as allegation.

hearing aid, deaf aid(n) :(Br)a small electric machine that helps the deaf people hear sounds.

HEART(n)

have a heart(v) :(used imperatively)to be sensible, logical or sympathetic. _Hey, mummy, please have a heart, I can’t study all day long, let me go out for some time.

have one's heart in sthg(v) :to be very interested in or sweet on sthg. _After visiting the historical museum he began to have his heart in history.

have one's heart in one's boots(v) :to feel very much discouraged, anxious, helpless, etc. (also with one’s heart in one’s boots; also sb’s heart is in one’s boots) 

set one's heart on sthg/having sthg/doing sthg, etc.(v) :to wish to have or do sthg very much.

my heart bleeds for you! :<humor>(used when one does not actually feel sympathy for sb) I’m really sorry for you. _Jack, I’ll have to get up early tomorrow morning, I don’t want to miss the train. -Oh, Mary, my heart bleeds for you!, I always get up early in the mornings.

you’re breaking my heart! :(used in negative meaning and to mean that the speaker has no feeling of pity and that he thinks the person he is talking to has no reason for complaint.)You’re making me feel great pity or sorrow for you! _He was telling her that he got 74 from the math test. “Oh, you’re breaking my heart, Jack” she said. “You ought to be glad that you didn’t flunk like me.”

HEAT(n)

heat(n) :pressure.(esp. in the phrase put a great heat on) _They put a great heat on the minister about the high boost on taxes.

take the heat out of(v) :to get rid of anxiety, worry, or excitement in a situation. _Everybody was very anxious about our teacher’s health after the accident; then the doctor came taking the heat out of us said : “He has nothing but some recoverable wounds only.”

heathen(n) :<derog> a person who is uncivilized ,indecent and wild.

heave(v) :to pick up and throw away. _The man slapped the child who heaved a stone on the window.

Heave away!, Heave ho!(interj) :sailors' cries when pulling at ropes or cables.

give sb/get the heave-ho(v) :to dismiss/be dismissed or throw sb away from a place esp. forcefully. _The teacher had to give Martin the heave-ho, after his noisy and tactless talk in the class. / _Two of the customers got the heave-ho, in the club yesterday night.

HEAVEN(n)

heaven(n) :1-a state of a great calmness or happiness. 2-a good thing, place or any experience.

in the seventh heaven(adj) :in a state of extreme happiness.

stink/smell to high heaven(v) :to be stinking or smelling very unpleasantly.

Heaven forbid! :<slang>Don’t say so!

heavenly(adj) :excellent; very pleasing. _What a heavenly place for picnic!

heavy(n) :a rough or rude person or thing; thug.

HEAVY(adj)

heavy(adj) :1-[on]rough and rude (against). 2-<slang><rarely used>scary. _How was the film? -A bit heavy.

(find sb) heavy going(v,adj) :(to think of sb)difficult to deal with or boring to listen to.

make heavy weather of sthg(v) :to make sthg more difficult than it really is. _Why are you making heavy weather of that report, it really is easy as the last one.

heavy-duty(adj) :causing trouble, anxiety, pressure, etc.

heavyweight(n) :an intelligent, influential or important person. _Who's the heavyweight here, I have a word to say.

heck!(interj) :Damn it! _Oh, heck! I forgot the keys again.

HECK(n)

a heck of a(n) :very much of a. _We all had a heck of a good time at the party. 

a heck of a lot(adv,n) :1-very much. _I missed you a heck of a lot, honey, when will you be back? 2-a great many (of). __He has a heck of a lot of money. (also a/one hell of a; also a/one helluva<slang>)

the heck :(used in emphatic answers and to express one’s anger, annoyance, etc. to a statement esp. in a negative sense.) _Did Martin bring the dictionary he borrowed from you? -The heck he did!(=He didn’t yet!) 

to heck with sb/sthg(interj) :I, We, etc. don’t care about sb/sthg at all.

what the heck!(interj) :(used to express that one doesn’t care sthg at all.) _Daddy, I Broke the watch you’ve given to me. -What the heck Mike, it’s just your problem.

hedge(v) :to take oneself into guarantee against the risk of a loss esp. in bets, by making deals or transactions.

heebie jeebies(n) :worry or anxiety that results from fear; jitters.

HEEL(n)

heel(n) :<slang><rarely used>a worthless or dishonest man according to his manners towards the opposite sex; cad.

cool one's heels(v) :to be kept waiting esp. forcefully.

drag one's heels(v) :to move or act very slowly esp. on purpose and because of not being interested, willing, keen, etc. on sthg. _The marketing firm is dragging its feet over signing a new contract.

dig/stick one’s heels in(v) :to be very determined and persevere to do sthg (esp. what one very much wants) _Robert stuck his heels in and continued to play soccer with his friends although his mother called him urgently.

kick up one's heels(v) :to behave carelessly and joyfully esp. when a person is set free (from a prison, etc.)

show a clean pair of heels(v) :to run away hurriedly. _The thief showed a clean pair of heels when the alarm rang loudly.

heft(v) :1-to try to estimate the weight of sthg by lifting. 2-to lift up or heave.

heft(n) :1-weight or heaviness. 2-power, importance or influence. 3-great amount; heap; bunk.

hefty(adj) :1-(of a person)big and powerful. 2-(of things) heavy.

hell(interj) :<impolite> an expression of anger, curse and disappointment. _Hell!, I flunked math again.

HELL(n)

hell(n) :(used after what, where, why, etc. to add power to the stated expression of surprise or annoyance). _What the hell are you doing here? Didn't I tell you to go to your room and do your homework?

a hell of a(n) :very much of a. _At the weekend, everyone had a hell of a good time at the picnic. 

a hell of a lot(adv,n) :1-very much. _I missed her a hell of a lot, and finally I went to visit her. 2-a great many (of). _He has a hell of a lot of money. (also a/one helluva<slang>)

the hell :(used in emphatic answers and to express one’s anger, annoyance, etc. to a statement esp. in a negative sense.) _Mr. Wilson, what’s the problem with my son? -He disturbs the girls in my class. -The hell he does!(=He doesn’t do that at all!) -The hell you do!(=I don’t believe what you’re saying/ or How dare you say that?)

all hell breaks/is let loose :everywhere gets into disorder, confusion, etc. _All hell broke loose in the classroom when the teacher arrived.

… (adj) as hell(adj) :very; extremely … _How was your exam? -Difficult as hell!

be hell on(v) :(Am)<slang>1-to be very hard, difficult, troublesome for. 2-to be very strict and unyielding with. 

catch/get hell(v) :to be severely scolded, reprimanded, etc.

come hell or high water(adv) :in any way; whatever may happen. _Although the sergeant was putting great pressure on the recruit Thomas, he was very determined to finish the BTC (=basic military training camp) come hell or high water. 

for the hell of it(adv) :without any reason, only for fun. _Why are you taking that risk ,Richard?-I don't ever care for the hell of it!

frighten/scare the hell out of sb(v) :to make sb afraid, fearful, etc. to a great degree. (also frighten/scare the shit/piss out of <slang><taboo>)

go to hell!(interj) : (used to express one’s great annoyance at sb)Go away and be damned! 

go/ride hell for leather(v) :to drive extremely fast.

give sb (merry) hell(v) :to treat sb badly by talking severely and angrily; scolding.

hell to pay(n) :<slang>severe punishment, scolding or trouble. _This is the third time you got late for home, your daddy is too angry, and that it’s likely you’ll be given a hell to pay.

knock/beat (the) hell out of(v) :to treat sb/sthg cruelly or violently. _The new boss is really a nasty man he just knocks the hell out of us. (also knock/beat (the) shit out of<slang><taboo>)

like hell(adv,interj) :1-(used after a phrase to emphasize the meaning) much; extremely; very hard. _I had to run like hell to home for not being late. (also like buggery/fuck <slang><taboo>)2-(used before a phrase to stress a negative statement that one gets angry at.)_Did he give a greeting to you when you arrived? _Like hell he did!, she really disappointed me. (also the hell/heck<slang> <taboo>; also like fuck<slang><taboo>)

not have a hope/chance in hell(v) :not to have any hope or chance.

one will see sb in hell before/first :(used when refusing sb or to do sthg) _I heard that Harry would come and apologize for his tactless remark at the party. I’ll see him in hell first, I was greatly ashamed before all my friends at that night.

play hell with(v) :to put into disorder; to cause to fail.

there will be/is going to be hell to pay :there will be much trouble or problem.

to hell with sb/sthg(interj) :I, We, etc. don’t care about sb/sthg at all.

until/till hell freezes over(adv) :<humor> forever.

what the hell!(interj) :(used to express that one doesn’t care sthg at all.) _Martin, I spent all the money you lent and I need some more now. -What the hell, Tommy, just go and fly a kite!

when hell freezes over(adv) :<humor> never. _I will believe your story only when hell freezes over.

hell-bent(adj) :[on/for]<slang>very determined to have or to do sthg esp. in a reckless way .

hellish(adj) :intolerably bad; unbearable. _What a hellish party!

he-man(n) :<humor>manly,muscular and big man.

hen party(n) :a party which only women go or be in.

here goes! :And that's the time that I try sthg first. _I've never dived down 10 meters but now here goes!

be up to here(v) :1-to have much more (work etc.) than one can deal with. 2-to have had more than one can tolerate. _I remember the day our teacher said to us: “I’ve been up to here with you, but I somehow liked all of you.” 3-to be overwhelmed with (certain feelings, food, etc.) _He was up to here when one of his friends died unexpectedly.

be neither here nor there(v) :to have nothing to do with the subject or with sthg spoken about; to be irrelevant.

herself(pron) :mentally or physically healthy; in her usual state of mind or body._ She felt quite herself after having a cold drink.

het up(adj) :(Br)[about] <derog> too much worried, anxious or excited.

hex(n) :sthg which brings bad luck; jinx. _For a month, I am really unlucky, there must be a hex on me.

hex(v) :to bring bad luck (to).

hey(interj) :an exclamation of cry that expresses surprise or used when addressing people.

hey presto(interj) :(used by a magician at the end of his show) Now, see !, here's the result of my trick.

Hi!(interj) :Hello!

hick(n) :a stupid and unpleasant person who has lived in country but not city.

HIDE(n)

hide(n) :the skin of animal used with the purpose of leather.

hide-and-seek(n) :a child game in which the children hide and one tries to find them.

not/neither hide or/nor hair of(v) :no sign or mark of (sthg/sb). _The bank was robbed two months ago, but the police could find neither hide nor hair of the criminals yet.

save one's hide(v) :to save oneself from beating, scold, punishment, etc.

tan sb's hide(v) :(usu. used when threatening sb)to beat sb. _If you come home late again Mary, I will both tan your hide and not allow you to go out for keeps.

hide-away-(Am)/hide-out-(Br)(n) :a place to hide esp. to be far from people; a place of privacy.

hide(v) :to beat; thrash.

hiding(n) :a severe beating. _You'll be given a good hiding if you keep on coming late for the school.

be on a hiding to nothing(v) :(Br)to waste one's time for an impossible success. _You are on a hiding to nothing Ken, it's impossible to finish that report in two or three days.

higgledy-piggledy(adj,adv) :in great disorder; confused.

high(n) :1-the people of high rank. 2-the joyful and excited state of one's mind and body that is under the influence of drugs. _Are you all right, Charlie?, you look you are on a high.

HIGH(adj)

high(adj) :1-drunk._Hey, you look you are high today! 2-[on]having influenced from the drugs. _He was dazed and dizzy as he's high on marijuana.

high and dry(adv) :(usu. after leave)helpless; alone. _The little child was left high and dry when her poor father has died.

be for the high jump(v) :(Br)to be likely to be punished. _The old man was certainly for the high jump after stealing the woman's wallet.

fly high(v) :<fig>to have great desire for success, power, fame ,etc.

high off/on the hog/hog’s back(adv) :(Am)<slang>(esp. after eat or live)well and richly; in a luxurious or comfortable way. _After marrying with a judge, she started to live high off the hog’s back.

hold one's head high(v) :to be greatly proud. _You are a cadet in the Turkish Air Force Academy, so you have to ---.!

on one's high horse(adv) :<derog> talking very arrogantly as if one knows best or has much more information than the others.

run high(v) :(of feelings)to be excited.

search/hunt/look high and low (for sthg)(v) :to look every possible place (in order to find sthg).

high-up-(Br)/higher-up-(Am)(n) :(usu. pl) an important and influential person, in a company, organization, etc.

highbrow(n) :an intellectual person (or sb who pretends to be) who has great liking in education ,culture, etc.

highfalutin(adj) :trying to seem serious or dignified in a silly and laughable way; pretentious.

high-hat(v) :to treat people roughly and snobbishly; snub. 

high-hat(adj) :1-fashionable; stylish; avant-garde; elegant. 2-snotty; snobbish. _a high-hat politician.

high-and-mighty(adj) :too much proud of oneself; arrogant.

high jinks(n) :<rarely used>noisy and wild fun.

high-pressure(adj) :aggressive or persistent while trying to persuade sb. _She had a high-pressure sales approach, that’s why she can find a job anywhere else.

hightail it(v) :(Am)to leave in great rush or hurry.

high time(n) :enjoyable, noisy and joyful time.

high-toned(adj) :appearing to be fashionable but not really so.

hijack(v) :to steal (sthg illegal) by using force.

HIKE(v)

hike(v) :(Am)1-[up]to go up or increase abruptly and greatly. _The government hiked up the taxes to provide money for the budget deficit. 2-(v,n)(to go for) a walk in a country area for fun or exercise.

Phrasal Verbs

hike sthg/sb up(v) :(Am) to help climb sb/sthg up. _He hiked the baby up in his arms and burped.

HILL(n)

hill of beans(n) :sthg of little value or importance; a trifle.

over the hill(adj) :1-old; not young anymore. 2-recovering (from an illness) and getting better.

hilly-billy(n) :a person who has lived in mountains or backwoods in the Southern US and makes his living as a farmer.

(up) to the hilt(adv) :thoroughly; completely. _I’m in debt up to the hilt.

himself(adj) :mentally or physically healthy; in his usual state of mind or body.

HINT(n)

drop (sb) a hint(v) :to make a suggestion (to sb) often indirectly.

take a hint(v) :to understand and then do what has to be done as he's been suggested.

hip(adj) :[to]<slang>fond of, interested in or knowledgeable about the latest fashions on any subject like entertainment, music, etc.

Hip, hip, hurray(interj) :the cry or shout that expresses happiness and fun.

hippo(n) :infml for hippopotamus(=a large African animal which lives by the rivers.

hipster(n) :<slang>sb who is very much interested in any subject, esp. a devotee of modern jazz.

ancient history(n) :sthg that great many people know about it. _Have you heard, Mary was engaged. - Hey, it’s just ancient history, you’re a bit late.

HIT(n)

hit(n) :(Am)<slang>a murder.

make a hit (with sb)(v) :to win people's favorable attention (with sb).

hit list(n) :a list of persons or firms against whom some tricks or dishonest practices or plans are intended.

hit man(n) :(Am)a person who's hired to kill sb.

HIT(v)

hit(v) :1-to arrive at; come to; reach. hoity-toity(adj) :looking down on others; haughty; supercilious.

hokum(n) :(Am)<slang>meaningless and foolish talk, esp. done in order to deceive or attract sb.

bring/drive sthg home(v) :to make sthg to be fully understood. _You should drive it home, if you want him to understand what you’re trying to explain.

come/get home(v) :to be completely understood or realized (by sb). _After his help when I'm sick, it’s just come home to me how much I need him.

nothing to write home about(n) :nothing worthy of mention.

romp home(v) :to defeat in a race, election, etc. very easily.

strike/hit home(v) :(of a remark)to hurt a person’s feelings esp. intentionally. _His deliberate words hit home, she got red and got out of the room.

who’s sb when sb’s at home? :<humor> (used to refer to a person whom a person asks about. ) _Hey, do you see Tom talking with Mary? -Tom, who is he when he’s at home?

homebody(n) :a person who has a great liking to be at home.

homer(n) :infml for home run(n) :(in baseball)a long hit which makes a point if the hitter runs round the whole area.

homework(n) :a former study for a debate or a report.

honest-to-goodness(adj) :naturally frank; straight forward.

hot(adj) :1-[on]having much knowledge (about)or having a great interest (in). 2-hazardous; dangerous. 3-recent; new; fresh. 4-playing jazz music with a fast tempo and hard beat. 5-<slang>(of stolen goods)difficult to sell because they’re newly stolen and known to the police.

be hot on the trail of sb/on sb's tracks(v) :to be near or close behind sb and likely to catch sooner.

be in/get into hot water(v) :to get into a state of great trouble or annoyance because of a stupid mistake or behavior. _I got into hot water the other day for borrowing the school record player without permission.

be/get under the hot collar(v) :to get extremely angry because of a wrongdoing to oneself or others.

on the house(adj) :(of food, drinks, etc.) free esp. by the owner of a pub, restaurant, etc.

rough house(n) :a noisy quarrel or fight.

the House(n) :1-(Br)the Stock Exchange. 2-(Br)the House Of Lords. 3-(Am)the House Of Representatives.

how(pron) :What. _Hey, how are you doing?

and how :(used to add force to one's agreement with sb’s statement or question)very much so; what you said is certainly true. _It’s really cold in here. _And how!

a fine how do you do(n) :an unpleasant and surprising state of affairs.

howdy :infml for how do you do(=hello)(used as a greeting)

How come...!(pron) :Why ...._How come you failed?

howler(n) :a stupid and ridiculous mistake; a silly blender.

howling(adj) :<slang>great; fabulous. _howling fame/success.

hubby(n) :(Br)husband.

huckster(n) :a person who works in an advertisement company.

huddle(n) :a private get-together esp. to discuss and decide what to do.(esp. in the phrase be in/get into/go into a huddle.) _The boy admitted that he had taken the money, and the other children went into a huddle to decide how to punish him..

huddle(v) :to come together for a private discussion or conference; confer.

a hue and cry(n) :a loud public opposition that expresses anger or disapproval. _The spectators raised a hue and cry against the referee's decision.

huff and puff(v) :to appear to be making a great effort; to become confused and puzzled and so to be inable to do sthg. _He began to huff and puff when he saw the test papers. / _The technicians were huffing and puffing over how to mend the crashed aircraft.

imagination(n) :sthg not real only imagined in mind. _'You are not sick!, your agony is a real ---,Tim' said the doctor.

in(adj) :excellent; elegant; fashionable. _an --- cafe in Paris.

be/get in on sthg(v) :to join or take part in sthg. 

be in bad (with sb)(v) :to have trouble with sb.

be in for it(v) :to be about to suffer sthg unpleasant esp. a punishment.

be (well) in with sb(v) :to be very friendly and familiar with sb.

have (got) it in for sb(v) :to disgust or detest sb and to be planning to harm sb.

day/week/year in, day/week/year out(adv) :day after day; week after week; repeatedly in the same way.

in apple-pie order :in a very good condition.

in the chips(adj) :rich; wealthy; affluent.

in all conscience(adv) :surely; certainly. _I don't in all conscience believe him!.

not be in it(v) :(of sthg esp. when making a comparison with sthg)not to be worthy of comparison with the thing stated first. _Have you seen his new BMW? -The old Opel isn’t in it!

in the doldrums(adj) :sad; in low spirits; mournful.

in Dutch(adj) :in trouble; in bad (with sb).

in hock(adj) :1-having much debt 2-pawned; in the possession of a pawnbroker..

in a hurry(adv) :1-(usu. in negatives)keenly; willingly. 2-easily or rapidly. _I won't forget your help ---.

in the know(adj) :having special information that is not known by people.

in the lap of the gods(adj) :(of future affairs)not certain.

in the pink(of health)(adj) :very healthy; very well.

in the soup(adj) :in great trouble.

in stitches(adv) :laughing heartily.

in the family way(adj) :pregnant.

inconceivable(adj) :almost impossible.

incredible(adj) :unusually or surprisingly good.

indecent(adj) :unreasonable; not proper (in amount or quality) _I was given an indecent amount of money after I worked four days extra./I’ve an amount of homework while you don’t have even one: That’s not fair!

drive under the influence(v) :to drive while drunk.

info(n) :infml for abbreviation.

infra dig(adj) :(Br)below one's level of social class. _It's really --- for him to wear jeans at the inauguration of the museum.

INITIATIVE

do sthg on one's own initiative(adj) :to do sthg by oneself, not getting help or suggestion from the others.

take the initiative(in doing sthg)(v) :to make the first step in doing sthg. _She took the initiative in collecting some money for charity in town.

the Inland Revenue(n) :(Br)department that collects the taxes in the town or place where it's established.

in-laws(n) :(pl.)relatives by marriage.

innards(n) :1-the inner parts of the body esp. the bowels and the stomach. 2-the inner parts of an engine, etc.

have a good innings(v) :to have a long, active and happy life.

ins and outs(n) :[of]the small but important details of a difficult problem or a situation.

INSIDE

inside(n) :1-a position of a person in which one knows secret information. 2-stomach and bowels of a person.

inside out(adv) : completely; together with all the details. _He’s a computer master inside out!

inside job(n) :a robbery done by sb who is inside the robbed organization, firm, company, etc. _The robbery went off smoothly that the police suspected it was an inside job that sb in the bank had been an accomplice.

install(v) :(Am)to have a fixed place. _Whenever there is a cartoon on Tv, little Johnny installs himself just before Tv.

institution(n) : <humor>sb who has been seen in the same place regularly and for some time and esp. doing the same thing.

with interest(adj) :<fig>with more powerful force in return. (esp. in the phrase pay sb back with interest) _He gave the old man a severe blow ---!

be/get on intimate terms (with ) :to be friendly enough to call a person e.g. Jack instead of Mr. Nicholson.

be into sthg(v) :to be fond of sthg; to be interested in sthg.

intro(n) :introduction or innovation of sthg new.

invest in(v) :to buy; purchase.

irk(v) :to make angry; annoy; cause trouble.

an iron fist in a velvet glove(n) :an appearance of softness and kindness that hides power, severity or courage.

have two many irons in the fire(v) :to have too many responsibility in an activity.

rule with a rod of iron/with an iron hand(v) :to rule severely.

strike while the iron is hot(v) :to get the movement or act when sb is mostly to have a good chance of success. _I didn’t get the grade I expected. -Strike while the iron is hot, and go to ask the teacher to examine you paper again now; tomorrow might be late for tomorrow.

iron sthg out(v) :to solve or get rid of (a difficulty or problem, etc.)

ism(n) :a set of political or religious principles with the name ending with -ism.

join/take issue with sb (on/about sthg)(v) :to continue to quarrel with sb (on/about sthg).

the point/matter at issue(n) :the matter that is being discussed.

it(n) :<slang>1-the important time in which one must make an important decision or take an important action. 2-an act of having sex.

at it(adj) :(after be, catch, etc.) doing sthg unpleasant, bad, etc. again esp. after one is scolded or reprimanded for it. _I warned her not to go out at night again, but she was at it again yesterday night.

run for it(v) :to run extremely fast.

it(pron) :(used meaninglessly after certain verbs)_We hotfoooted --- down the street.

It's no go! :It's impossible; It has no chance to happen; It cannot be done.

be itching for/to(v) :to have a strong desire for sthg/to do sthg; want to; yearn; hanker after; long to.

itch(n) :(proceeds a verb with to infinitive)a great wish or desire. _I have an --- to attend the Air Force.

itchy feet(n) :a strong desire to travel esp. to other countries abroad.

itchy/itching palm(n) :an extreme desire for money, esp. taken after doing a dishonest job or trickery.

ivories(n) :<slang>(pl.)1-piano keys. (esp. in the phrase tickle the ivories) 2-dice.

tickle the ivories(v) :<humor><slang>to play a piano.

jab(n) :injection.

jab-off(n) :(Am)injection of heroin or marijuana into one’s blood.

JACK(n)

Jack the Lad(n) :(Br)<slang>an extremely confident and successful worker, esp. a young man.

Jack in office(n) :a fussy and influential person in an office and always is concerned about small details.

Jack of all trades(n) :a person who is able to do every sort of work but not very well; a highly experienced worker. (esp. in the phrase Jack of all trades and master of none.)

before one/you can/could say Jack Robinson(adv) : abruptly and fast.

Jack tar(n) :<rarely used> sailor esp. in British Army.

every man Jack (of them/you/us) :(used to emphasize the “persons”)every each of (them/you/us). _The teacher got angry and made a pop quiz, every man Jack of us failed!

I’m all right, Jack :(used to express that the person is only interested in himself.)I’m fine. _Don’t ask me for help at this position, I’m all right, Jack and I can’t do anything wrong in order not to lose any points in the public’s eye.

jack (n) :guy; worker.

jack (v) :[up](of prices) to increase or go up.

jack sthg in(v) :(Br)<slang>to give up (doing sthg, esp. one’s work).

jackass(n) :a stupid person; fool.

dust sb's jacket(v) :<rarely used>to beat sb severely.

hit the jackpot(v) :1-to win the biggest amount of money in a lottery, etc. 2-to succeed sthg surprisingly. 3-to be very fortunate.

jag(n) :a short period of drinking too much alcohol); spell; bout. _After the work, they went on a jag.

Jailbird-(Am)/goalbird-(Br)(n) :a prisoner confined in prison.

jalopy(n) :a car or aircraft that is old, worn out by much use.

be in/get into a jam (v) :to be in great trouble or in a difficult and troublesome situation.

have a jam on/all over one's face(v) : to cause oneself to appear to be silly or foolish.

jam(v) :to play in a jazz or rock concert.

jamboree(n) :a wild, joyful and noisy party.

jam-pack(v) :to be greatly crowded. _The cafe had been jam-packed at its 3rd anniversary ceremony.

jam-packed(adj) :[with]greatly filled or crowded (with).

jaw(n) :1-a long and boring talk that is full of advice. 2-talkativeness._None of your jaw!

jaw(v) :1-[away/at] <derog> to talk boringly in order to give moral advice (to sb). 2-<slang>to chitchat (with sb).

jaw-breaker(n) :1-a word that is very hard to pronounce. 2-(Am)a hard piece of candy that is very tiresome to chew.

jazz(n) :(Am)meaningless and foolish talk, esp. in order to deceive or confuse (sb).

and all that jazz(n) :<slang><derog>and the list goes on; and the others of that sort. _I sometimes think, I’ve done it wrong by attending at the university, you know so many lectures, debates, conferences, and all that jazz.

jazz sthg up(v) :(Am)1-to make more lively, active and energetic. _How boring!. Let's jazz up that dull party. 2-to make sthg or somewhere more lively, attractive, decorative, etc. _I’ve newly jazzed up my room, it’s great now!

jazzy(adj) :(esp. of clothes)noticeable; beautiful; bright.

jell(v) :(to cause) to get into a particular form; to become clear.

jellyfish(n) :a person who is weak and unable to make right decisions; an indecisive person.

jerk(n) :(Am)<slang><derog>a dull, and stupid person.

physical jerks(n) :physical exercises that are good for health or body.

jerk off(v) :(Am)<slang><taboo>to masturbate; to wank.

jerkwater(adj) :1- small, unknown and out-of-way. _a jerkwater cafe. 2-worthless and unimportant ._jerkwater singers.

jerky(adj) :foolish; silly.

Jesus(interj) :<slang>(an expression of surprise, anger, etc.)

jet(v) :to travel by jet airplane.

jet set(n) :a group of wealthy, successful, fashionable and famous people who seem to live for pleasure and fun and are believed to travel a lot by jet airplanes.

flotsam and jetsam(n) :persons whose life have been destroyed.

the cut of one's jib(n) :one's behavior or appearance.

jib at(v) :to express disapproval or dislike.

jibe(v) :to be in agreement; accord.

jiffy(n) :a very short period of time; moment; instant. (esp. in the phrase in a jiffy (=in no time; right away.)

the jig is up(n) :the game is over; everything finished now.

jigger(n) :(Am)<slang>any small tool or anything that a person cannot remember its name at the moment; thingamajig. _Hey, where is that jigger I use when welding.

jiggered(adj) :1-(Br)shocked or surprised. 2-very tired; weary.

jiggery-pokery(n) :1-a magical trick; hocus-pocus. 2-(Br) a deceit; dishonest trick; humbug.

jiggle(v) :to (cause to) shake with short movements from side to side. _She’s very excited, she's about to spill the coffee if she continues to jiggle it.

Jim-Crow(n) :1-the discrimination of Negroes.2-(an offensive word) Negro.

jimjams(n) :great anxiety or nervousness esp. before an important event; the jitters.

jiminy(interj) :the cry or expression of surprise.

high jinks(n) :fun, pleasure or enjoyment, esp. without self-control. _The people at the pub were having the high jinks at the midnight.

jinx(n) :sb or sthg that brings bad luck.

jinx(v) :to bring bad luck.

put a jinx on sb(v) :to do sthg to cause to bring bad luck to sb.

jitney(n) :a car or a bus that works in a short regular way and that carries the people for a less price.

jitter(v) :to be anxious or worried; fidget.

jitters(n) :great anxiety or nervousness, esp. before an important event.

jive(n) :(Am)<slang>meaningless and foolish talk esp. given in order to deceive (sb).

jive(v) :to jibe; to agree; to accord.

JOB(n)

job(n) :1-a crime esp. a robbery. 2-sthg that is difficult and tiring to do. 3-a plastic surgery operation.

a bloody/ jolly/ very good/bad job/ thing(n) :(esp. used after it’s)a fortunate/ unfortunate event or state of affairs. _It was a bloody good that I took leave for a week when the weather is very suitable for sunbathing at the beach.

be paid for the job(v) :to be paid discriminately for each work.

give sthg/sb up as a bad job(n) :to understand that sthg is impossible to do; to stop having a relationship with (sb).

have a job(v) :to find it hard or difficult (to do sthg). _I had a job studying math, I don’t ever like it.

jobs for the boys(n) :(used alone as a remark for a situation)a system in which jobs are available for one's friends or acquaintances.

just the job(n) :(usu. after it’s/that’s)sthg what is just needed, required, wanted, etc.

lie down on the job(v) :not to come or to be reckless or laxative in one's job, duty, etc.

on the job(adj,adv) :1-busy with one's job; very careful with one's work. 2-while having sex. _Two young couples were caught on the job at a hotel.

make the best of a bad job(v) :to do one's best against all the bad conditions or circumstances.

make a good/fine job of(v) :to do sthg very well.

jock(n) :(Am)a college student who's very fond of sports.

jockstrap(n) :a that tight-fitting slip or undergarment for men that supports the male sex organs and that is worn while doing sports.

an honest Joe(n) :an ordinary honest man who has a simple way of living. _He’s just an honest Joe working honestly to make bread and butter for his family. 

jog sb's memory(v) :to try to make sb remember sthg.

joggle(v) :to (cause to) shake anxiously or nervously.

john(n) :(Am)<slang>lavatory; toilet.

John Hancock(n) :one's own signature or handwriting.

JOHNNY

Johnny(n) :(Am)<rarely used> (often capital) guy; man.

Johnny-come-lately(n) :(Am)a person who has just arrived a particular place.

Johnny-on-the-spot(n) :(Am)a person who is available and ready to act whenever wanted or needed. _He was really Johnny-on-the-spot when I needed $10000 to pay my bill, and he had that amount of money.

join up(v) :to be enlisted in the army.

joiner(n) :a person who often joins lots of parties, social activities, etc.

JOINT(n)

joint(n) :<slang>1-<derog> a public place where people go for entertainment. 2-a cigarette that contains marijuana.

put sb's nose out of joint(v) :to make sb jealous as by taking his position with the help of a person's favor or influence.

JOKE(n)

beyond a joke(adv) :(esp. after be/get/go) getting serious, not funny any more.

be no joke(v) :to be a serious problem. _It's no joke getting 30 from math.

play a joke on sb(v) :to do sthg so as to make all the persons laugh at sb.

the joke of the village/town/class/etc.(n) :a person or event that causes great fun or that makes great laughter.

joker(n) :1-a person who always makes practical jokes; prankster. 2-a worthless and unimpressive person who should not be taken notice seriously.

jolly(adj) :1-nice; good; pleasant; delightful. 2-noticeably great; large ; remarkable.

jolly(adv) :extremely; very; dreadfully.

jolly(v) :1-[up/along]to make sb cheerful or amuse sb to keep him/her in good mood. 2-(Br)[into/out of]to try to persuade sb to do sthg. _They jollied her into joining the party. 3-also jolly up :to make a place, or a room decorative, bright and wonderful.

keep up with the Joneses(v) :to do sthg in order to compete with other people. _This is the third TV that The Jacksons bought, they are really exaggerating to keep up with the Joneses.

josh(v) :(Am)to make fun or tease sb harmlessly or playfully.

JOT(n)

not give/care a jot(v) :not to care at all.

not one/a jot(adv) :1-not even the least degree or smallest bit. _He’s quite stubborn and he never admits that he’s one jot stubborn. 2-not any; not even the smallest amount. _I don’t have any money, not one!

By Jove!(interj) :an expression of surprise, approval or agreement. _By Jove!, What you said was really right.

journo(n) :(Am)<slang>abbrev. for journalist.

joy(n) :(Br)(usu. in negative statements or questions)success. _We all tried to persuade him to go swimming with us, but we couldn’t have any joy.

full of the joys of spring(adj) :very joyful and happy.

joyride(n) :a careless and wild ride for pleasure esp. by a stolen car.

jug(n) :<slang><rarely used>prison; jail.

juggernaut(n) :(Br)a large long-distance lorry.

go for the jugular(v) :to attack sb as much severely as possible.

juice(n) :<slang>1-the source of power, esp. electricity. 2-gas.

step on the juice(v) : (Am)(usu. imperatively) to increase the speed of the car.

juice sthg up(v) :(Am)to liven up; to make more lively, exciting, etc.

juicy(adj) :1-(of news, etc.)very interesting because it’s about sb's improper behavior. 2-wanted or desirable esp. because likely to gain a lot of money.

jumbo(adj) :very large or huge.

jumbo, also jumbo jet(n) :a passenger aircraft that is too large in size.

JUMP(n)

be/stay one jump ahead(v) :[of]1-to know, what a person will do, what is going to happen, etc. beforehand and so to behave accordingly. _The criminal was just one jump ahead of the police. 2-to be ahead of sthg (esp. in time). _I wish that John’s arrival stays one jump ahead of Mary. jump down sb's throat(v) :to interrupt sb severely.

jumped-up(adj) : <derog> having been too proud of one's importance esp. just after being promoted from a humble to a higher position.

jumpy(adj) :anxious; nervous; excited.

at this juncture(adv) :at this moment.

the law of the jungle(n) :<fig>a cruel rivalry or competition.

junk(n) :1-<slang>heroin. 2-anything useless; rubbish; trash.

junk food(n) :an unhealthy food that contains lots of carbohydrates.

junk(v) :to get rid of or eliminate as worthless; to discard; to scrap.

junkie, junky(n) :<slang>a person who habitually takes heroin; a person who is addicted to heroin.

junket(n) :(Br) <derog> a trip or journey that is made by a government official and paid by the government.

junketing(n) :a social get-together of which people eat and drink for fun; feast.

just(adv) :totally; very; extremely._ It was just horrible, I saw the dead body of the victim.

do justice to (sb)(v) :to treat sb fairly and as he deserves to be treated.

K(n) :(Br)(only in written language). abbrev. for one thousand. _a £ 40 K award.

kaput(adj) :<slang>finished; destroyed completely. _All my hopes about the holiday went kaput.

karma(n) :fortune or luck; fate. _She really had a bad day by his karma.

on an even keel(adj) :without any changes; regular, steady and calm. _It’s one of an ordinary day at the house, life continues on an even keel in here.

as keen as mustard(adj) :(Br)1-very eager or willing (to do sthg). _I hope the computer course starts this term. We’re all as keen as mustard to get going. 2-cunning; sly.

KEEP(v)

keep(v) :(often proceeds an affirmative adverb, esp. well.)to keep the good health of. _I'm keeping well nowadays.

Phrasal verbs

keep on(v) :[about/at] <derog>to talk annoyingly and continually. _Mom always keeps on trying to force me to make my bed, but I never do.

keep sb at sthg(v) :(no passive)to oblige sb to keep on working at sthg.

keep sb up(v) :not to allow sb to go bed.

keep the ball rolling(v) :to (cause to) continue the conversation, talk, discussion, etc.

keep an eye on(v) :to examine or watch.

Keep the party clean! :Don't tell improper stories by using an indecent or offensive language.

keep sb on the trot(v) :to (cause to) be very busy with one's job.

for keeps(adv) :1-everlastingly; always; permanently. 2-in a dignified way; seriously. _He's been working for keeps from the beginning.

beyond/outside my ken(n) :<rarely used>beyond one’s understanding ır knowledge.

a pretty/fine/different kettle of fish(n) :a difficult and unexpected situation of trouble or worry.

kibitz(v) :to give unwanted advice to.

kibitzer(n) :1-a person esp. an onlooker at a card game and that gives unwanted advice to the players. 2-a person who sticks his nose out of others' works and gives them unwanted advices.

put the kibosh/mockers on(v) :<slang>to spoil (a plan, intention, idea, hope, etc.) _The new precautions that the prison took put the kibosh on the prisoners’ escape plan. 

KICK(n)

kick(n) :1-strength; power to come over an illness, difficulty, etc. 2-<slang>pleasure; fun; excitement, etc. _She's stealing only for kick. 3-power or influence. _That wine has really kick in it.

kick-off(n) :start; inception; commencement. _The concert made the first kick-off for help to the Charity.

kid, also kiddie, kiddy(n) :a child.

kids’ stuff(n) :sthg excessively easy. _It’s kids’ stuff to …

kid(adj) :(Am)(of one’s brother or sister)younger. _his kid brother.

handle sb with kid gloves(v) :to behave or treat sb very gently.

kid(v) :1-to make fun of esp. harmlessly or playfully; tease. 2-[into/on]to deceive; to make sb believe sthg that is untrue; to fool.

you’re kidding!(interj) :I can’t believe what you’re saying about (esp. sthg very surprising)

kike(n) :(Am)<slang>a person, the race, or the religion of the Israelites; a Jew.

KILL

kill(v) :1-to overwhelm with joy, amusement or shame, etc. _The comedian 's jokes killed the audience. 2-to cause strong feeling of discomfort, pain, etc. _My headache is killing me!. 3-to turn off; switch off. _Mummy, kill the lights, I can't sleep.

kill oneself laughing/with laughter(v) :(usu. in progressive tenses)to be very happy, cheerful, amused, etc.

(be) dressed/got up to kill(v,adv) :(of a woman)(to be) dressed very fashionably and elegantly so as to attract people’s attention.

killing(n) :great amount of money or success.(esp. in the phrase make a killing (=to gain much profit or to be extremely successful in business.)

killer(n) :sthg or sb that is very dangerous or likely to kill. _That contagious disease is really a killer.

killing(adj) :very tiring.

kilo(n) :a kilogram equals 1000 grams.

out of kilter(adj) :in bad condition; out of order; out of use.

kind/sort of(adv) :(Am)rather; fairly; quite. _I'm feeling kind of hungry./ _I kind of thought that Mr. Plow would win the elections, but I was wrong.

blow/send sb to kingdom come(v) : <humor>to kill or murder sb violently. _He's blown to kingdom come by the bomb. (also blow sb to glory)

until/till kingdom come(adv) :too much time; very large period (of time). _Sorry, will I be kept waiting till the until kingdom come!?

king-pin(n) :the leader or chief person in a group.

kink(n) :1-a failure or fault in an organized activity or operation of sthg. 2-an odd behavior; eccentric or strange situation of the mind or character.

kinky(adj) :eccentric; odd.

kip(n) :(Br)<slang>sleep. _I have to have a kip before going to the theater.

kip(v) :(Br)<slang>1-to sleep. 2-[down]to lie down for a sleep. _Let’s kip down here for tonight.

the kiss of death(n) :<slang>(esp. after get/give)sthg that causes an activity or plan to have a certain failure. _The project was given the kiss of death by the government.

KISS

kiss the book(v) :to kiss the Bible in the purpose of swearing an oath.

kiss the dust/ground(v) :1-to submit; yield; surrender. 2-to be murdered or killed.

kit(n) :collection of things esp. used in the phrase kit and caboodle. 

do-it-yourself kit(n) :a collection of parts that will be easily assembled by the customer.

Go and fly a kite!(v) :Go away!; Stop bothering me!.

fly a kite(v) :<fig>find out or test possible public reactions to a particular subject by spreading stories, hints, rumors, etc. _That’s the government’s policy, they’re just flying a kite about an early election.

kite(v) :to move or fly smoothly and quickly.

have kittens(v) :(Br)to be very excited, anxious, fearful, etc.

kitty(n) :a sum of money, esp. of savings, collected to be used for a joint purpose.

Kiwi(n) :<slang>(usu. capital)a person who live sin New Zealand.

knack(n) :[of]a special skill, esp. by much practise.

knickers(n) :(Br)a short undergarment worn below the waist by women and girls; panties.

have/get one’s knickers in a twist(v) : (Br)<slang><humor>(usu. in negative sentences and imperatively) to be/ become worried, anxious, angry, etc. _Don’t get your knickers in a twist about the test results, you’ll pass it.

knickers(interj) :(Br)<slang><humor>(used to express extreme boldness or disrespect)

knick-knack, also nick-nack(n) :a small object that adds beauty to a house, etc.; ornament.

KNIFE(n)

have one's knife in/get one’s knife into sb(v) :to have a great desire to treat sb roughly and so violently as to harm/him/her, etc.

war to the knife(n) :a merciless fight; enmity without pity.

knife(v) :to tell untrue allegations or gossips about sb so as to give harm to one's reputation.

on a knife edge(adj) :(of a person waiting for an important result, etc.)uncertain; not definitely known till the last moment. _The project’s implementation is ---. 

with (brass) knobs on(adv) :<slang><rarely used>(used to emphasize sthg, esp. in an angry way) of the best example of its kind. _I haven’t seen a silly with brass knobs on, like you!

knock it off(v) :<slang>(used imperatively) to stop doing or talking about sthg which sb gets angry about.

knock out(v) :1-to make tired or exhaust very excessively. _The lessons knocked me out today. 2-to cause to cut off. _The storm knocked out the electricity. 3-to produce quickly or easily. _Mr. Wallace knocked out a new painting. 4-(Br) (no passive)(V+ing)to stop working

knock sb/sthg out(v) :(of drugs)to cause sb to sleep.

knock over sthg(v) :to rob or thieve. _The famous gang knocked over one more bank yesterday.

knock sb up(v) :(Br)1-to wake sb up by knocking at his/her door. 2-to tire or exhaust. 3-(Am)<slang><taboo>to make esp. an unmarried woman pregnant.

knock sthg up(v) :(Br)to make or prepare quickly. _Mom, could you please knock up a meal for me, I'm starving.

Idioms

knock seven bells out of sb(v) :to beat sb severely and violently.

You could have knocked me down/over with a feather(v) :You made me extremely surprised and also helpless.

knock sthg on the head(v) :to avoid a plan, or any activity to be put into practice.

knock their/your/our heads together(v) :to use force to prevent some people from quarreling, being foolish or stubborn, etc.; to punish some people for quarreling.

be knocked all of a heap(v) :to be greatly puzzled, confused, shocked or overwhelmed.

knock sb/sthg into a cocked hat(v) :to beat sb or sthg very severely so as not to be recognized.

knock spots off sb(v) :(Br)to go beyond or to do better than sb; surpass.

knock(n) :1-a piece of bad luck or sign that causes trouble; misfortune; setback. _What the hell are these knocks that I fated to have! 2-severe criticism. _This new novel received too many knocks.

on the knock(adj,adv) :by a way of buying an article by paying for it weekly or monthly; on hire purchase.

knockout(n) :sb or sthg that causes great admiration or appreciation on people. _She is like a knock-out after finishing her Ph.D.

knockout(adj) :causing great applause or appreciation.

knockers(n) :<slang>a woman’s breasts; boobs. (This phrase is usually considered offensive to women)

knock-up(n) :(Am)<slang><taboo>an act of having sex with sb. _You’ve had a knock-up with Susan last night, is that right?

KNOT

at a rate of knots(adv) :very quickly.

tie the knot(v) :<rarely used>to get married.

tie oneself/sb (up) in/into knots(v) :to cause oneself or sb to be extremely confused, surprised, or uncertain about sthg.

get knotted/stuffed!(v) :(Br)<slang> <impolite>(used imperatively)(used to express one’s anger for sb or unwillingness to do sthg, etc. _Will you help ne writing my report? -Get knotted!, do it yourself for this time only.

know sthg/sb backwards(v) :to understand or know sb/sthg thoroughly and accurately.

know sthg/sb inside out(v) :to know sthg/sb thoroughly .

know a thing or two(v) :to have practical and useful information on any work that is esp. gained from too much experience.

know the ropes(v) :to have practical and useful information or to know all about any work or activity.

know one's stuff/onions(v) :to be extremely good at one's work as by knowing all the necessary information about it.

know which side one's bread is buttered(v) :to know how to become popular or how to gain people's favorable opinions.

not know sb from Adam(v) :not to know about who he is.

not know one is born(v) :to live very easily, esp. in comparison with the earlier times. _Today’s teenagers don’t know they’re born, …

not know where to put oneself/one’s face(v) :to be very ashamed; to be very anxious, worried, etc.

and I don’t know what/who (else) :(used at the end of a list) and many other things/persons. _What did you put in the picnic basket, mummy? -apple, pear, peach, plum and I don’t know what else.

(Well),What do you know (about that)! : (Am)(used as an exclamation of great surprise or amazement.)How surprising! _Johnny, I heard that Mary and Tom was flirting and had decided to marry.-Well, what do you know about that!

you know :1-(used to add power to a statement)The tests are coming soon, you know, you have to study hard if you don't want to flunk. 2-(used when sb is reminding sthg to sb)_You know, the key is still in the kitchen, John.

you never know(interj) :maybe; perhaps. _

in the know(adj) :having secret or special information that is not known by the people.

know-it-all(n) :<derog>a person who behaves too arrogantly as if he/she knows everything very well.

know-how(n) :practical knowledge or ability of how to do sthg.

don't-know(n) :a person who cannot give any answer in an opinion poll(=a questioning of a group of people in the purpose of learning general opinion of people on a stated subject.)

near the knuckle(adj) :(Br)almost offensive and beyond the limit of what can be tolerated because of being sexually improper or because it might hurt people’s feelings.

a knuckle sandwich(n) :<slang>a blow or beating with a closed fist.

knuckle down(v) :[to]to begin to study hard and seriously.

KO(n) :infml for knockout(=a knocking out of a boxer by another.)

KO(v) :infml for knock out(=to beat one's opponent(in boxing) so as not to stand up in ten seconds.)

kook(n) :(Am)a person who has unusual or odd ideas or character.

kooky(adj) :(Am)(esp. of a person)having odd or unusual behavior; silly in manner.

kowtow(v) :[to]to do what is told to.

kudos(n) :(Br)honor, praise and glory (esp. gained for sthg done)._He won the kudos of many people for his studies when he's the Minister.

lab(n) :infml for laboratory(=a room in which scientific experiments are held)

lace into sb(v) :to attack sb in words or by hitting.

lad, laddy, laddie(n) :a young person; boy.

la-di-da, also lah-di-dah(adj) : <derog> pretending as if one is of a higher social position than he/she actually is ,by using unnatural ways of speaking or pronunciation, etc. _He speaks in a la-di-da voice so as to be like upper class people.

ladle sthg out(v) :(Br)<derog>to give out in many numbers and, usu. carelessly or without careful judgment. _He is very generous, he always ladles out too much money to the beggars, but he himself is usually in debt.

lads(n) :a group of a person's friends that one likes or knows the best.

a/the lady bountiful(n) :<humor> derog>a wealthy and generous woman esp. one who insincerely helps the poor in order to show it off that she has more money than she actually has.

ladies’ man(n) :<derog>a man who always gets along well with women and is very charming towards her.

lady-killer(n) :<derog> a man who's very popular among women and that attracts most of the women by his charm.

lag(n) :<slang>a prisoner.

laid-back(adj) :(of people) very friendly and familiar; relaxed.

go and jump in the lake/river/sea/ocean (v) :(used to express anger, annoyance, etc.)(used imperatively)go and damn yourself; go away.

lam into sb/sthg(v) :<slang>to attack sb or sthg in words or action.

lamb(n) :a very kind and gentle person.

lame(adj) :difficult to believe; weak. _Do you expect me to believe your one of lame excuses.

LAND(n)

see/find out/discover how the land lies(v) :<fig>to search and learn how the things are going or about a situation, esp. before acting or making a decision.

LAND(v)

Phrasal verbs

land(v) :1-to obtain or to make firm (esp. one's position in a job) 2-to hit; give a blow to. _I don’t remember the day she landed me a blow on my ear. 3-to put into a place ,condition, etc.

land sb with sthg(v) :to give sthg, esp. unpleasant or unwanted to sb. _He’s been landed with the job of undertaking the whole responsibility.

lark(n) :sthg done as a joke or for amusement. _Oh, please don't get angry, I did it only for lark.

bugger this for a lark/a game of soldiers!(v) :<impolite>(used to express annoyance and bother with sthg or unwillingness to continue to do sthg)

lark about/around(v) :to play jokes about; to fool around.

lash sthg out on(v) :to spend (esp. money) aimlessly and wastefully.

lashings(n) :[of](esp. of food and drink) large amount(of); lots (of); plenty (of).

lash-up(n) :an assembly of e.g. electrical devices that will be used as a substitute for a limited period of time.

lass(n) :a young girl or a woman.

LAST(adj)

be on one's/its last legs(v) :1-to be extremely tired; to be exhausted. 2-to be almost broken or likely to fail or break down.

last but not least(n) :(used when introducing the last person or item in a list)the last one but not of less importance than the others mentioned or introduced before. _And last but not least, this is Philip, he’s one of my best friends in the office.

last word(n) :the most recent style or fashion. _The jacket on that guy is the last word in blazer.

stick to one's last(v) :to prevent oneself from doing (esp. sthg that one is not good at)

latch on(v) :[to] to understand.

latch onto sb/sthg(v) :1-to comprehend; apprehend; understand. 2-not to allow sb to go esp. because one is very interested in (sb); cling to. _His fans latched onto Mr. Jones after the party. 3-to hold or obtain (sthg, an idea, interest, etc.) with the mind; to develop an interest or recognition of (sthg). 4-to start being familiar or friendly with sb or sthg.

in/into a lather(adj) :in a state of worry, excitement or annoyance. _I tried to avoid her getting into a lather about the accident, but it was no use.

lather(v) :(Am)to strike or hit; to beat. _Hey, why did you lather the ball out there?, just go bring it to me.

LAUGH(n)

laugh(n) :sthg done as a joke, for fun.

have/get the laugh of sb(v) :to score off sb.

have/get the laugh on sb(v) :to cause sb to appear to be silly or foolish esp. by defeating sb in a rivalry, competition, etc. ; to score off sb.

LAUGH(v)

Idioms

laugh in sb's face(v) :to show disrespect to sb; not to obey (sb) openly.

laugh like a drain(v) :to laugh deeply, noisily, heartily and sometimes rudely.

laugh one's head off(v) :to laugh deeply and heartily.

laugh up (in) one's sleeve(v) :to laugh secretly and esp. in a way that one doesn’t want to be seen. _When the new assistant makes mistakes, the students were laughing up their sleeves by hiding from the teacher’s sight.

you’re/you’ll be laughing :You’ll be out of your difficulties or troubles; you’ll have no trouble or problem to worry about.

lav, also loo(n) :(Br)lavatory; WC.

LAW(n)

law(n) :the police or a police officer. _The law has/have taken some precautions against drug abuse.

go to the law against sb, also have the law on sb(v) :to take sb to the court.

lay down the law(v) :to talk or order as if one is authorized to give orders but not actually.

lawn(n) :(Am)<slang>the hair that grows on one’s pubic area; pubic hair.

lay(n) :<slang><taboo>(of a person esp. a woman)sb who takes part in a sexual intercourse. _I didn’t know that she was a great lay!

LAY(v)

lay(v) :<slang><taboo>to have sexual intercourse with (sb).

Phrasal verbs

lay off (sthg)(v) :to stop (working or doing sthg).

lay sthg on(v) :to provide sb sthg esp. for help or kindness. _His mother lays us on a piece of cake and a cup of hot tea.

put lead in sb’s pencil(v) :<humor>(of food or drink)to cause sb to feel healthy and vigorous, esp. sexually.

swing the lead(v) :1-to avoid doing one’s work, esp. by making up improbable or deceitful excuses. 2-<rarely used>to tell untrue or exaggerated stories. _Don’t believe him, he just swings the lead.

LEAD(v)

Phrasal verbs

lead sb on(v) :<fig>to cause sb to believe sthg that is not true; to deceive.

Idioms

lead sb astray(v) :<fig>to make or entice sb to do sthg.

lead sb a (merry/pretty) dance(v) :to cause sb to have great and unnecessary trouble esp. by changing one’s mind before an important affair. _Jim led me a pretty dance by giving up lending the money I need, just one week before I have to pay my bill to the bank.

All roads lead to Rome :<fig>A person has the opportunity to reach the same result from many different ways.

leading light(n) :[in/of]a famous, important and influential person.

leaf through(v) :to look over (a book, newspaper, etc.) quickly; to glance through.

in league with(adj) :working together with.

leak(n) :<slang>an act of urinating; pee. (esp. in the phrase have/take a leak)

lean on sb/sthg(v) :to influence sb by means of threats.

lean over backwards (to do sthg)(v) :to use up all one's efforts (to do sthg).

a leap in the dark(n) :(after be)any try, attempt, or action of which its result is unknown and risky.

by/in leaps and bounds(adv) :very quickly; fast.

learn(v) :<slang><humor>to punish (sb) because of his/her wrongdoing, bad behavior, etc. _I’ll just learn you, Tom. Your teacher called me and said that you didn’t come to school yesterday. 

strain at the leash(v) :<fig>to be very eager or impatient to have an opportunity to do sthg.

LEAVE(v)

Phrasal verbs

leave off (sthg)(v) :to give up (doing sthg).

leave it out!(v) :(Br)<slang>(used imperatively)to stop lying, annoying, etc.

leave sb to it(v) :to leave sb to do sthg by oneself.

leave/go hold of(v) :to cease holding or getting a grip on. _Leave hold of my arm, I want to keep on writing the letter.

leery(adj) :[of] cautious; watchful; wary; suspicious and not trusting.

lefty, also leftie(n) :1-(Br)<derog> a person who supports the socialist, radical or left-wing political parties or that has such ideas. 2-(Am) a person who uses his/her left hand.

be all legs(v) :(of a person)to be tall and thin; lank; bony.

be off one's legs(v) :to be resting.

be on one's/its last legs(v) :1-to be greatly exhausted or weary. 2-to be about to die; to have a failure.

let her/it rip(v) :(of a machine, car, boat, etc.)to let sthg to work or go at a maximum speed or performance.

let(n) :period of an agreement giving the use of a property on payment of rent. _I’m looking for a flat here just for short let, only for the summer.

letdown(n) :a disappointment. _The accident was a real letdown for her.

let-up(n) :lessening of force or severity; cessation; lull; diminution; abatement.

to the letter(adv) :with close attention to all details; exactly. _You all read your passages to the letter one more, and the I’ll collect them.

level(adj) :rational; reasonable.

have a level head, also be level-headed(v) :to be sensible or reasonable in making judgment.

do one's level best(v) :to make one's all efforts to do sthg.

on the level(adj,adv) :honest(ly); frank(ly); sincere(ly); straightforward(ly).

level(v) :to knock sb down esp. by a blow.

a lick and a promise(n) :sthg done quickly and carelessly (esp. a cleaning).

at full lick(adv) :at maximum speed; at full tilt.

LICK(v)

lick(v) :1-to overcome or defeat (in a race, competition, fight ,etc.) 2-to beat or thrash severely.

Idioms

lick sb's boots(v) :to flatter or praise insincerely esp. to gain sb's favor or good opinions in an unjust way; to fawn.

lick one's lips(v) :to show great willingness or satisfaction.

lick one's wounds(v) :to try to get better or revive esp. after a defeat.

lick sthg into shape(v) :to make sthg better or to give a good appearance to sthg.

lickety-split(adv) :very rapidly.

licking(n) :a beating or thrash.

take/lift the lid off(v) :to reveal the secrecy or truth about sthg.

put the (tin) lid on(v) :to spoil or cause (a plan, an activity or one's hopes, etc.) to end.

give sb the lie(v) :to accuse or blame sb for lying.

lie down the job(v) :to be irresponsible or careless in one's job or responsibility.

lie in/through one's feet(v) :to tell a lie disgracefully or shamelessly.

lie low(v) :<fig>to remain calm, quiet or silent esp. to hide and say nothing in order not to be caught. (also lie doggo)

find out/see how the land lies(v) <fig>to understand or learn how things are going.

take (sthg) lying down(v) :to accept esp. a challenge or an insult without any resist or protest; submit to.

lie-down(n) :(Br)a rest on a bed; drowse; snooze.

lie-in(n) :(Br)an extended rest in bed, esp. later than usual time in the morning. _I very much like to have a lie-in on Sundays.

LIFE(n)

for the life of one(adv) :in any way; at all; under all circumstances; at any case. _I can't for the life of me help her, she did a bad mistake.

Not on your life!(interj) :Never!; Definitely not!. _Mummy, I'm sorry, will you help me now? -Not on your life!, you really disappointed me.

run for one's life/for dear life(v) :to do sthg in order to or as if to save oneself from a difficult or dangerous situation, esp. from death.

the life and soul of the party(n) :the most energetic or amusing person in a group of friends.

take one's life in one's (own) hands(v) :to put or cause sb to get in a state of great danger(esp. of one's death).

life of Riley(n) :<rarely used>an easy, comfortable kind of life that most people would like to have.

the chance of a lifetime(n) :a chance valid only for one time; an opportunity that will not be had if it is passed up or missed.

lift(n) :a feeling of excitement, liveliness, cheerfulness, etc. _I was given a lift when I didn't flunk Data Structures.

LIFT(v)

lift(v) :1-to steal esp. of small goods of little value. 2-to take and use the ideas of another people as if belong to oneself; to plagiarize.

Idioms

lift up one's voice(v) :to make one's voice louder; to cry out.

LIGHT(n)

go/be out like a light(v) :to fall asleep quickly or to lose one’s consciousness suddenly.

the bright lights(n) :the lively excitement or attraction of fame, reputation or success as an actor’s, etc. _His wife abandoned his actor husband, because he was more interested in the bright lights than in his family.

LIGHT(v)

light out(v) :(Am)[for] to escape or run away.

make light work of sthg(v) :to do sthg with little effort.

light-fingered(adj) :(of persons) having the habit of stealing small articles.

lightweight(n) :a person of little intelligence or importance.

like greased/a streak of lightning(adv) : extremely fast.

LIKE(v)

(Well,)I like that! :(used to express angry surprise with an opposite meaning)How annoying!; That makes me very angry! 

like(prep) :(used with an adjective to add force to a statement.) _I was running like mad when I saw the barking dog.

LIKE(adj)

as like as two peas (in a pod)(adj) :exactly the same; as the same as.

that’s more like it! :that’s pretty much better! _After a failure in math, I got 80 from French, and 95 from biology, that’s more like it!

like, also like enough(adv) :likely; probably. _Like enough it'll rain this weekend.

LIKELY(adj)

(That's) a likely story! :(said when sb doesn't believe what sb says)I don't believe it!.

Not likely!(interj) :Definitely not!.

the likes of(n) :the thing(s) or people of the stated kind. _Have you ever been the likes of this car? /_It's very expensive for the likes of us.(=for the people, like us)

lily-livered(adj) :lacking courage; cowardly.

LIMB(n)

(leave sb/be/go) out on a limb(v,adv) :(to be/put oneself) in a difficult, dangerous or vulnerable position because one lost sb's support.

limb of the devil/of Satan(n) :a naughty and mischievous person.

That's the limit :That's the end of my/his/her, etc. tolerance.

limo(n) :infml for limousine(=a big expensive car.)

LINE(n)

line(n) :1-insincere praise esp. given to gain good and favorable opinion of sb and/or to ingratiate oneself. 2-an insincere talk to deceive or persuade sb. 3-a subject or interest, activity or business. 

all/right down the line(adv) :(Am)(said when encouraging sb)utterly or completely. _I'm on your side all down the line!

be (in) one’s line (of country)(v) :to be sthg that one enjoys doing or is able to do well.

drop sb a line(v) :to write sb a short letter. _Drop me a line when you get back to home.

the end of the line(n) :(usu. after get to/that’s/it’s )the end point of a hope, an activity, relationship, life, etc. _After I divorced, I thought that it’s just the end of the line, but then I felt better when I met a charming woman at a restaurant.

in the firing line(adj) :in a difficult or dangerous position, and about to be attacked, scolded, punished, etc.

give sb/get a line on(v) :to give sb/get useful and helpful information about (sthg).

Hard lines! :(an expression used to express sympathy, pity or sorrow)What a pity you're so unlucky!; What bad luck you have!

have/get one’s lines crossed(v) :to misunderstand what sb means, or wants to say, or do etc.

the/a hot line(n) :telephone or other communication way that two heads of government can speak directly to other in full secrecy.

lay sthg/it on the line(v) :to declare and implement (rules, threats, etc.) honestly or forcefully. _The new manager lays the regulations on the line in the office, and most of us are glad about that.

on/off line(adj) :(of a machine or people)working/not working; in/out of order or operation.

read between the lines(v) :<fig>to find or understand sthg that's not stated in words. _He didn't submit to my help, but reading between the lines, he was in great trouble.

shoot a line(v) :<slang><rarely used>to speak arrogantly; to boast.

take a strong/firm line (over sthg)(v) :to deal with a problem firmly, persistently determinedly or resolutely.

the party line(n) :the stated or established policy, principle of a party.

wash one's dirty linen in public(v) :to discuss personal or family matters among other people.

lingo(n) :<slang>language, esp. a foreign one. _I can’t speak that lingo.

lino(n) :(Br) infml for linoleum(=a type of strong cloth used for covering floors.)

LIP(n)

lip(n) :<slang>rude or cheeky talk. _I’ll listen none of your lip this time, just go away now.

bite one's lip(v) :to hide one’s feeling of anger, annoyance, trouble etc.

button one’s lip(s)(v) :<slang>(used imperatively)to shut up; to keep quiet or silent.

curl one's lip(v) :to show scorn or despise. _He is too much arrogant, he never joins our conversation and just stands there curling his lip. 

hang on/upon sb's lips(v) :to listen very eagerly or carefully.

keep/have a stiff upper lip(v) :to show no feeling or emotion, or any sign of trouble, fear, worry, anger, anxiety, etc.

lick/smack one’s lips(v) :to show eagerness, keenness, or zeal for sthg. _I was just licking my lips when I saw the hot cakes, as when I was famished.

go into liquidation(v) :to go bankrupt.

listen(n) :an act of listening. _Please have a listen, gentlemen!

listen out(v) :[for]to listen very carefully esp. of a particular and expected sound or voice.

listenable(adj) :[to]very nice to hear.

literature(n) :[on]a kind of brochure, or any written useful information. _I need a literature on my new gun.

litterlout-(Br)/litterbug-(Am)(n) :a person who throws away waste materials or litter in public places.

a little, also a little bit(adv) :somewhat; rather. _I'm a little bit tired today.

LIVE(v)

Phrasal Verbs

live it up(v) :to have a very enjoyable time esp. by eating, drinking, spending money esp. in parties.

Idioms

as I live and breathe!(interj) :1-(used to express sudden surprise esp. when one has met sb who hasn’t met for a long time) _Hey, that’s you Michael, as I live and breathe! 2-<rarely used>(used to add power to a statement) _You’ll not be able to see my daughter again, as I and breathe!

You/We live and learn :(phrase used when sb has heard sthg new, unexpected, and surprising.)

live by one's wits(v) :to earn money by dishonest ways.

live/eat high on the hog(v) :to live/eat comfortably, wastefully, and freely.

a real live...(n) :(used by or to children to add force to a noun and, usu. expresses surprise)_Mummy, look there!, a big real live mice walking through the kitchen door.

lively(adj) :<humor>difficult; troublesome; arduous; laborious.

(as) lively/merry as a cricket(adj) :very energetic, happy, lively, etc. _After I rested for a month at home ,I feel myself as lively as a cricket.

liverish(adj) :seriously ill esp. because of eating and/or drinking too much.

livid(adj) :extremely angry; furious.

lo and behold(interj) :(an expression of surprise esp. at the unexpected or sudden appearance of sb or sthg.) _I looked everywhere for my report ,when lo and behold, there it was among my dictionary files.

LOAD(n)

get a load of this!(v) :<slang>(used imperatively)to draw your attention to this; to look at or listen to that (sthg exciting, new, etc.)

(what) a load of (old) cobblers/cock! (interj) :<slang><impolite>(usu. shortened to cobblers!/cock!) (what) nonsense!; (what) foolish or meaningless talk! 

loads of (n) :lots of; large amount of.

load the dice (against sb)(v) :to gain an unfair advantage (over sb) esp. by doing sthg dishonestly.

loaded(adj) :1-wealthy; affluent. 2-<slang>drunk.

use one’s loaf(v) :(Br)<slang><rarely used>(often used imperatively)to act sensibly or reasonably. (also use one’s head)

loaf(v) :[about]to waste time idly and aimlessly esp. by not working when one should.

loan shark(n) :a person who lends money at a great rate of interest.

loathe(v) :to hate; dislike very much.

local(n) :(Br)a pub or public place which a person habitually goes and drinks at.

LOCK(v)

Phrasal Verbs

lock sb up/away(v) :1-to put sb in prison. 2-to put or hatch sb in a lunatic asylum(=a hospital for insane or mad people)

Idioms

lock the stable door after the horse has bolted/been stolen(v) :to take some precautions often when all things are done or it is too late.

logic(n) :good reasoning; practical sense; reasonable cause. _I can't find any logic on spending too much money aimlessly.

logrolling(n) :(Am)an act of giving praise or help to sb's work considering to receive the same in return.

logy(adj) :(Am)being unwilling or tiresome to be active or to do anything esp. because of doing too much of an activity. _I feel a bit logy after the final examination week.

lollipop man/woman(n) :(Br)a person whose job is to help children get across the street by carrying a stick to stop the traffic.

lolly, also lollipop(n) :frozen juice, ice-cream etc. around a stick.

lonesome(adj) :(Am) (used to express sadness)lonely; alone. _Help me, dear, I'm feeling rather lonesome.

LONG(adj)

long in the tooth(adj) :old.

the long and short of it(n) :the brief result or end of a matter; upshot. _The long and short of it was that they've moved to Japan.

not by a long chalk-(Br)/shot-(Am)(adv) :not at all; not ever; not nearly or by any means.

So long!(interj) :(Am)Goodbye!.

put on/wear a long face(v) :to look slightly sad.

long time no see!(interj) :(in greetings) so much time passed by since we have last met.

long johns(n) :<rarely used> men's undergarments, esp. worn for warmth by its long covering legs.

long vacation(n) :(Br)three months in the summer, when the schools are closed.

draw the longbow(v) :<rarely used>to tell impossible stories in an exaggerated way.

longish(adj) :very long.

loo(n) :infml for toilet; lavatory.

LOOK(v)

look(v) :to intend or hope to do sthg.

Phrasal verbs

look for(v) :to behave in a troublesome or annoying way. _I guess you’re looking for trouble, you’re disturbing me almost for an hour.

look in(v) :[on]to visit for a short time. _She looked in on my home on the way to the office, she was quite nervous about his husband’s health after the accident.

look up(v) :(of a situation of business, economy, etc.)to revive or get better; improve.

Idioms

as soon as look at you(adv) :(after would/will)very willingly and quickly. _He’s really a dishonest guy, he would deceive you as soon a look at you.

Look alive/lively!(v) :(used imperatively) act hasty!; to work fast! (also step lively)

look off color(v) :to seem dismal, sad or in low spirits.

look daggers at(v) :to look angrily at. _She looked daggers at the clerk who had been rude to her.

look down one's nose at sb/sthg(v) :to disrespect or show disregard ;behave as worthless.

look sharp(v) :1-to hurry up. 2-to look out; be careful.

not much to look at(v) not worthy of appreciate in appearance; not much attractive.

look-alike(n) :sb or sthg that seems as if the some as the other one.

looker, also good looker(n) :an attractive, appreciatingly beautiful and good-looking woman.

look-in(n) :1-a chance or opportunity (of winning or succeeding sthg).(esp. in the phrase not get/have a look-in; also give sb a look-in) 2-a short-lasting visit.

lookout(n) :[for]a possible set of events in the future. _It'll be an unfortunate lookout for us, if it rains tomorrow.

one's own lookout(n) :(Br)one's own matter, interest, concern, etc. _If you get caught while smoking in the lavatory, it's your own lookout.

loony(adj) :<slang>insane; mad; demented; lunatic.

loony(n) :<slang>an insane or mad person; a lunatic.

on the loose(adj,adv) :1-free from the restrains of morality or discipline; dissipated. _I usually go out on the loose with my friends at nights. 2-free esp. after escaping from the prison.

keep/stay loose(v) :(Am)to keep or stay calmly and not angrily.

play fast and loose (with sb)(v) :to behave sb in a deceitful and dishonest way.

loot(n) :<slang>a sum of money (esp. stolen) _He took the loot and escaped to an unknown place.

as drunk as a Lord(adj) :extremely drunk.

Lord (only) knows! :(Br)Nobody knows!.

lord it (over sb)(v) :(Br)<derog> to behave in a bossy manner and as if one had a domineering power on (sb) esp. by giving orders, shouting, etc.

fall off the back off a lorry(v) :<humor> (usu. after must and with past or present perfect tense)to be stolen. _I can’t find my new pen, it must have fallen off the back off a lorry again.

LOSE(v)

Phrasal Verbs

lose out(v) :[on]to have a loss; to fail. _He unexpectedly lost out in the contest.

Idioms

lose one's cool(v) :to be greatly angry; to lose one's temper.

be a dead loss(v) :(of a person) to be worthless, dishonorable, ineffective, etc.

get lost!(v) :<slang>(used imperatively)to go away.

lots of(n) : :a great amount of; heaps of loads of.

the lot; the whole lot; all the lot(n) :the whole amount. _Lend me some money.-How much? -All the lot you have.

a bad lot(n) :a bad or dishonest person; a useless or lazy person.

loudmouth(n) :<derog>a person who talks annoyingly and too much.

lounge(n) :(Br)a period of time of which a person spends idly and lazily.

louse sthg/sb up(v) :(Am)<slang>to spoil; mess up; to cause to fail.

lousy(adj) :1-unpleasant; bad. _lousy weather. 2-<slang>[with]crowded with. _The garden was lousy with students. 3-<slang>[with](esp. of money)having much.

love, luv(n) :1-sb or sthg very liked or delightful. 2-(Br)(used to address a woman or a child)

not for love or/nor money(adv) :not for anything; not by any means. _You have to study hard for the test, you can’t pass it for love or money with that grade.

love(v) :to be greatly fond of; to like; to be very much interested in.

there's no love lost between them :There's no friendship between them; They don't like/love each other.

lovebirds(n) :a couple of persons who love each other.

lovely(adj) :1-very nice; delightful; pleasant; enjoyable. _It’s really lovely for me to see an old friend after a long time. 2-(Br)(used for expressing appreciate or thanks) _Very lovely, Tom.

be brought low(v) :to (cause to) feel oneself humiliated or unimportant.

lie low(v) :<fig>to hide somewhere and be silent.

low-brow(n) :a person who is not highly educated and not interested in arts, literature or any intelligent activity, etc.

lowdown(n) :<slang>[on]the secret truth or facts.(esp. in the phrase give sb/get the lowdown on (sthg/sb).

low-down(adj) :worthless; dishonest; contemptible. _a low-down in business.

lower cheeks(n) :(Am)<slang>the buttocks.

LSD(n) :an effective drug that causes defects in a person's sight e.g. causes him/her to see around blurry or unattentively.

LUCK(n)

be down on one's luck(v) :to be unlucky; to suffer misfortune.

have the luck of the devil(v) :to be extremely lucky or fortunate. (also have the devil’s own luck; also have the luck of the Irish)

push one’s luck(v) :to try to do sthg almost impossible.

worse luck!(interj) :Unfortunately! -Did you see John, he had returned to the town. -Yes, I did see, worse luck!

luck out(v) :(Am) to be very lucky.

lucky dip(n) :(Br)sthg whose result is depended on luck or chance; lottery.

lug(n) :(Am)<slang>a rude and foolish person.

lug(v) :to pull or carry with great difficulty.

lughole(n) :<slang>ear.

in (dead) lumber(adj) :in a very difficult or troublesome situation.

lumber(v) :(Br)[with](V+ing) to give (sb) unpleasant things, unwanted work, responsibility, etc. _The teacher lumbered him with cleaning the blackboard.

LUMP(n)

lump(n) :1-a stupid, dull and clumsy person. 2-the group of workers employed temporarily when needed.

take one's lumps(v) :(Am)to suffer the unpleasant results of one's behavior, plans, etc.

mac(n) :1-(Am)<slang>(used to address a man whose name is not known. 2-also mack(n) :(Br)infml for mackintosh(=a waterproof overcoat.)

macaroni(n) :(AustrE)<slang>sthg nonsense; rubbish. _Did you attend Mr. Delmon's lecture yesterday? -No, I didn't, it's always the same old macaroni, you know!

Machine(n) :a kind of vehicle or aircraft.

mad(n) :(Am)<slang>a feeling of anger or bad temper; fury. _Why do you have a mad on kids today?

mad(adj) :1-[at/with]very angry. 2-[about/for/over]having a strong liking or desire; very keen or enthusiastic.

as mad as a hatter(adj) :extremely mad.

as mad as a March hare(adj) :extremely mad.

mad keen(adj) :(Br)very keen. _I'm mad keen on going out with Susan.

like mad/blazes/anything(adv) :very or extremely(much, fast, hard, etc.)(esp. used to add power to a statement.

stark raving/staring mad(adj) :extremely or thoroughly mad. _He is really stark staring mad if he thinks he'll pass the test without studying. also stark raving/staring bonkers.

madam(n) :<slang>nonsensical, untrue or insincere talk. _I don't ever take care of what he says, it's just madam.

madcap(adj) :acting without thought; thoughtless; rash; reckless.

maddening(adj) :very annoying. _I really got bored with these maddening delays.

have it made(v) :<slang>to be sure of success. _He really had it made after he became the apple of the teacher's eye.

what one/sb is made of(n) :one's/sb's real skills, qualities ,etc. (esp. in the phrase show/see what one/sb is made of) _Hey, I'll give you a piece of advice about him: Don't ever trust him, I really know what he is made of.

madhouse(n) :(usu. singular)a place when there is a large amount of people that makes great noise or disorder.

madly(adv) :very; extremely.

mag(n) :infml for magazine(=a paper containing writing, photographs, stories, etc. and published weekly, monthly, etc.

magsman, also megsman(n) :<slang>1-a trickster or a swindler. 2-a person who talks very much.

have a maggot in one's brain/head(v) :<rarely used>to have unusual ideas, intentions, likes, dislikes or way of behavior.

magic eye(n) :infml for photoelectric cell(=a name for various electronic devices in which light is made to start the device working, often used in burglar alarms.

magical(adj) :delightful; charming.

main-line(v) :(Am)<slang>to inject (drug) into the vein.

main-liner(n) :(Am)<slang>a person who injects drug.

splice the mainbrace(v) :(used imperatively and esp. as a toast) to drink alcoholic beverages. _Let's splice the mainbrace, this is the last day for me as a single.

maintain(v) :(Am)<slang>to keep having one's usual life or state of affairs.

MAKE(v)

make(v) :(Am)<slang>1-to recognize sb or sthg. _“Could you make the other sniper?”, exclaimed the soldier. -Yes, it’s right on the top of the building. 2-to succeed in having sex with (sb). _Hey, how could Alec make that beautiful girl, I wonder?

make time(v) :(Am)<slang>1-to date with (sb). 2-to have sexual relationship with (sb).

make(n) :(Am)<slang>1-a search for sexual partner. 2-a woman who is easily seduced. 3-information esp. about sb or sthg from police records.

on the make(adj) :(Am)<slang>1-occupied, or concerned with one's personal profit or gaining advantage only. 2-seeking sexual partners.

malarkey, also malaky, malarky, mullarky(n) :(Am)<slang>sthg foolish or nonsensical; exaggeration; stuff and nonsense. (also bull)

mam(n) :<slang>lesbian.

mamma, also mama, momma(n) :(Am)<slang>a sexually attractive or promiscuous woman.

dead men (soldiers)(n) :<humor>empty bottles of alcoholic beverages. 

a dirty old man(n) :a man who is interested in sexual relations esp. one who follows young girls or boys.

like a man with no hands(adj,adv) :very stingy; miserly. _Jill’s father is just like a man with no hands. /_Whenever she wants some money from her father, he throws money around like a man with no hands.

odd man out(n) :sb or sthg that is unusually different from others. _I felt I was the odd man out at the party with my suit, all the others wore jeans. o’daki mi doğru?

make a man of(v) :to make (a boy or young man) to be grownup as adult. _It was the army who made a man of me.

the/sb's old man(n) :sb's husband or father.

man-eater(n) :<slang>a woman who has great desire for having sex with a man.

man-mad(adj) :(of a girl or a woman)very sexy.

man-to-man(adj) :frank; honest.

(as) man to man(adv) :(speaking) frankly or honestly. _To talk man to man/As man to man , the whole mistake was just yours.

man-sized job(n) :a difficult job.

mangle (one’s) meat(v) :<slang>(of a boy or a man)to masturbate; to jerk off.

mania(n) :(used in combinations)a wildly desire or interest. _a discomania.

manicure(v) :to clip, trim or cut the edges or ends of (grass, hedge, etc.) _Tom, can you manicure the lawns in the back garden.

put sthg/sb on/off the map(v) :to make sb/sthg well-known or important/unimportant.

MARBLE(n)

lose one’s marbles(v) :<slang>to become insane or mad. _He lost his marbles because of studying too much on philosophy.

make/keep (one’s) marble good(v) :to improve one’s expectations, prospects, etc. esp. by doing sthg successfully; to ingratiate oneself.

pass/chuck/etc. in one’s marble(v) : (AustrE)<slang>to die; to give up.

steal a march on sb(v) :to gain an advantage over sb by doing sthg earlier than expected time.

marching orders-(Br)/walking orders-(Am)(n) :dismissal from one's job, position, etc.(esp. in the phrase give sb's/get one's marching orders/walking orders) ._If he keeps being late, he'll get his walking orders.

mare(n) :<derog>an unpleasant woman.

marge(n) :infml for margarine(=food like butter that is made of vegetable fats.)

marijuana, also marihuana(n) :a forbidden drug that is made of the cannabis plant and used as heroine.

Tell that/it to the marines! :(used imperatively)I don't believe what you say or your story.

MARK(n)

mark(n) :1-a stupid person who is easily fooled. 2-<slang>a new comer among prostitutes in order to have sex. 3-<slang>a person who gives much money as a help for tramps.

an easy mark/target(n) :a person who is easily fooled, cheated, robbed, ridiculed, etc.; a dumb or a fool.

full marks to sb(n,interj) :very much praise to sb; bully for sb. 

hit/miss the mark(v) :<fig>to succeed/fail to do sthg.

make one's/its mark(v) :to become famous or well-known.

quick/slow off the mark(adj) :quick/slow in understanding, acting, etc.

mark sb’s card(v) :to give sb the information about sthg that he/she needs; to put sb right; to tip sb off.

be on markers steady(v) :<milt.slang>to be very sober and alert, esp. after a drinking spree. 

MARKET(n)

bring one's eggs/hog to a/the bad/wrong market(v) :to fail to succeed in one's plans or intentions esp. because one has asked wrong persons for help.

go to market(v) :[on]1-to become slightly angry. 2-to complain noisily. _Why do you always go to market on me?, you’re just barking up the wrong tree, here’s the father.

what a maroon! :what a stupid person!; what an idiot! (also what a dolt!; also what a dummy!)

marriage lines(n) :the official paper or certification that is the proof of the marriage.

young marrieds(n) :the young couples who have recently married.

marrowbones(n) :(pl.)knees.

martyr(n) :[to]a person who continually suffers sthg that cannot be avoided. _He is martyr to cancer.

Mary Jane, also mary jane(n) :<slang>marijuana.

mash(n) :(Br)mashed potatoes.

mass, also masses(n) :[of]a great deal of; lots of.

massacre(n) :a severe defeat (esp. in sports)

massacre(v) :to defeat severely (esp. in sports).

mastoids(n) :heat behind the ear, with pain, redness and swelling.

the (whole)shooting match(n) :(usu. after run)the whole things or affair related to sthg. _He always runs in the whole shooting match in the office. (also the whole (bang) shoot)

mate(n) :1-(Br)(used to address a person)fellow; guy. 2-the either one of a married couple; husband or a wife.

matey(adj) :(Br)[with]friendly; intimate; sociable; familiar chummy.

math(n) :infml for mathematics.

MATTER(n)

gray-(Am)/grey-(Br) matter(n) :the power of mind; intelligence. _She's very beautiful but is a bit short on gray matter.

not mince matters one’s words(v) :to speak openly and honestly, esp. without trying to be kind. _The boss warned all the employees about the regulations and obedience, he didn’t ever mince matters his words.

What's the matter with you/him/her, etc. :What's wrong with you/him/her, etc.

maverick(n) :a person esp. a politician who acts independently in his/her political group and differently from the party's policy.

the real McCoy(n) :sthg real, original, or of the highest quality.

MCP(n) :abbrev. for Male Chauvinist Pig(=a man who dislikes women and behaves against them since he considers them as less worthy of respect, less strong or less clever, etc.)

me-and-you(n) :<humor>a menu. _Let’s have a look at the me-and-you first for what we shall eat.

a meal ticket(n) :sb or a company, organization, etc. that is dependable upon to give support or help continually and without anything in return. _Dad, I need some money, I’m in debt. -David, when will you find a job for you, I’m not a meal ticket, you know!

mean(adj) :1-difficult to deal with. 2-(Am)<slang>wonderful; very good. _a mean cake. 3-<slang>sly; cunning. _If you don’t know the mean tricks of that job, you can’t succeed.

mean business(v) :to act earnestly or seriously. _He’s started to study very much, I think he means business this time.

and I don’t mean maybe! :(Am)(used to warn sb that what one said is not done or obeyed yet) and what I said is exactly what I mean; and I’m very certain or decisive about what I say. _I want you to finish the report by Monday, and I don’t mean maybe!

meanie, also meany(n) :a mean person.

meanwhile, meantime(adv) :in this time; during this time; while awaiting; in the meantime.

measly(adj) :<derog>of little value, worth, size, quality, etc. _a --- gift. 

MEAT(n)

meat(n) :<slang>1-the penis. _He had a great big meat when it’s erect. 2-the female’s genitals.

beat one’s/the meat(v) :<slang>to masturbate.

give sb/her a meat-injection(v) :to have sex with (sb).

meat and drink(n) :[to]sthg which a person has great interest and gets much pleasure in. _Reading psychology is meat and drink to me.

meat-head(n) :(Am)a foolish or stupid person.

meat-market, also meat-shop(n) :a place where people search for sexual partners.

meat-wagon(n) :(Am)<slang>1-an ambulance. 2-a police van; a black maria.

meaty(adj) :full of interesting and intelligent ideas.

medic, also medico(n) :a medical student or doctor.

medical(n) :a medical check-up or examination (of the body).

give sb a taste/doze of their own medicine(v) :to treat sb as severely as he/she treats others esp. by giving punishment.

take one's medicine(v) :to accept or submit to suffer sthg unwelcome and unpleasant but necessary. _I told you to study before the test, now you’ll have to attend the next year exam in order the pass that lesson. You have to learn to take the medicine.

medieval, mediaeval(adj) :<derog>very old; out-of-date.

member, also male member(n) :(Am) <slang>the penis.

meet up(v) :[with]to come together esp. intentionally or as arranged. _We’ll meet up and celebrate John’s new job tonight.

menace(n) :sb or sthg that causes trouble , annoyance, etc.

menfolk(n) :(pl.)the male persons in a group or one’s male relatives.

mellow(adj) :(of a feeling)quiet; calm; friendly; not anxious or worried.

mend(v) :1-(of a part of the body)to get better, healthy, well, etc. as before. 2-(of a person)to become healthy again after an illness. 

on the mend(adj) :becoming better or healthy, after an illness.

mental(adj) :insane; mad.

not to mention, also without mentioning : (used to emphasize sthg more important than the others, already mentioned) and also; more important than those I said. _I’m dead tired, I need a bath, a doss, and not to mention a woman to relax me.

MERCY(n)

mercy(n) :sthg or an event that is fortunately happened.

be left to the tender mercy/mercies of sb(v) :to (cause to) be treated roughly or badly by (sb). _I offered him to go and drink a beer, but we had one too many there and when I realized that it was nearly midnight, I took him to his house and left him to the tender mercy of his bad-tempered wife.

mercy killing(n) :infml for euthanasia(=the killing of sb or an animal in order to end his/its pain or suffering.)

MERRY(adj)

merry(adj) :(Br)<euph>drunk.

(as) merry as a cricket(adj) :very energetic, happy, lively, etc. _I’m very happy today, I don’t know the reason but I feel myself merry as a cricket.

make merry(v) :to enjoy oneself by eating, drinking, etc.; make a feast.

MESS(n)

mess(n) :1-a difficult and troublesome situation. 2-sb or sthg that is untidy, in disorder, etc. _Your room is really a mess.

make a mess of(v) :to spoil; cause to fail; ruin. _The bad weather made a mess of our plans for the weekend.

MESS(v)

Phrasal verbs

mess about-(Br)/around-(Am)(v) :to spend one's time idly, wastefully and aimlessly.

mess sb about(v) :to treat sb cruelly or roughly.

take the mickey/piss out of sb(v) :(Br)to make sb feel humiliated or seem foolish by making fun of or imitating his/her actions.

Mickey mouse(adj) :<derog>(esp. of a firm or any organization in business) small and insignificant.

MIDDLE

middle(n) :the waist; part of the body that is below the waist. _Hey, you had better do some exercise, you’ve been awfully fat round the middle, for the last month.

knock sb into the middle of next week(v) :to hit or beat sb very hard.

one's middle name(n) :one's real character.

middle of nowhere(n) :<derog>a place that is far from cities, houses, etc. _a house in the middle of nowhere.

middling(adj) :neither good nor bad; of a middle degree; average.

middling(adv) :fairly; pretty; rather; moderately; to some extent.

burn the midnight oil(v) :to work or study until late hours at night.

middy(n) :infml for midshipman(=a young person who is trained to be a naval officer.)

midriff(n) :the part of the body between the chest and the waist.

miff(v) :to cause to be angry.

miffed(adj) :very angry.

might-have-beens(n) :the affairs that are wanted to have happened in the past, but not actually.

mightily(adv) :<derog>very; extremely.

mightn't(v) :(Br) short for might not. _We mightn’t go to the picnic, it depends upon the weather.

mighty(adv) :greatly; extremely; very.

mike(n) :infml for microphone.

mild(n) :(Br)beer that has a mild or strong taste.

put it mildly(v) :to talk plainly and openly, not exaggeratedly.

mile, also miles(n) :a lot; a great amount of. _It was miles too hard for her to deceive the teacher.

run a mile(v) :to run away quickly esp. so as to avoid or escape from sb or sthg.

stick/stand out a mile(v) :to be very noticeable or easy to understand.

talk a mile a minute(v) :to tell sthg or speak very quickly and continually.

get a lot of mileage out of sthg(v) :to make use of sthg to one’s advantage. _The journalists always get a lot of mileage out of politicians’ unusual behaviors.

miler(n) :an athlete or a horse that runs in a one-mile races.

MILK(n)

It's no use crying for spilt milk :It's no use being said for a cureless error or sthg done in the past.

milk run(n) :a journey that is frequently traveled.

milk(v) :to get (esp. a secret information from sb)dishonestly or by cunning behavior or trickery. _The newspapers couldn't milk the new politician because of his intelligence.

put sb/go through the mill(v) :to cause to/suffer a bold and unpleasant experience or training. _They went through the mill at the basic military training camp.

mill about/around(v) :(of a large number of people)to move or wander aimlessly and usually crowdedly _The people mill about in the large streets of Boston.

MILLION(n)

a/one chance in a million(n) :a slightly little chance.

feel/look like a million dollars(v) :to feel/look very good or wonderful.

in a million(adj) :one of the best in possible ones; very good. _That’s a book in a million, all over!

make mincemeat of(v) :to gain a victory over a person in a quarrel, argument, etc. _He was very well-informed about the computers, he just made mincemeat of the engineer at the debate.

MIND(n)

blow one's/sb’s mind(v) :<slang>(of drugs, unusually exciting views, sounds, etc.)to cause great excitement, delight, happiness, etc.

have a mind like a steel trap(v) :to be extremely quick in understanding.

the mind boggles! :I can’t imagine that; I can’t believe/understand that!. _Do you see tat attractive woman? -She was an extreme drug addict, but now she recovered. -The mind boggles!

a one-track mind(n) :(usu. after have/with) the habit of thinking and talking about only one subject, esp. sex.

stoned out of one’s mind(adj) :<slang>1-extremely drunk. 2-under the effect or influence of drugs. (also pissed out of one’s mind<slang><impolite>)

MIND(v)

mind one's p's and q's(v) :to be careful and good-mannered in one's behavior, speech, etc.

mind you!(interj) :(used to emphasize sthg)On what subject do you want to study, George? -Law, or management. -Well, you know I’m a lawyer, you’ll find great chance to earn much money in law. I don’t want to say that the management is bad, but you’d better choose law, mind you!

never mind!(interj) :1-It's no problem; don't worry. 

never you mind :it's none of your business; it has no relation with you; it doesn't interest you. _Never you mind about what the teachers are talking about at the school court.

mind-bending(adj) :unusually strange and difficult to understand.

mind-blowing(adj) :very exciting; wonderful. _a mind-blowing book/film.

mind-boggling(adj) :difficult to think of or imagine sthg, because it's unusual, strange, unbelievable, etc. _a mind-boggling experience.

mingy(adj) :(Br) <derog> unwilling to give money; ungenerous; mean; stingy.

mini(n) :1-sthg that is smaller than the other ones of its kind, esp. a skirt or a dress. 2-(capital or trademark) a small British car.

in a minor key(adj) :<fig>in great sadness; mournful.

mint(n) :[of]a lot (of) (esp. money).

minus(prep) :without. _The man came to the party minus his wife, because she was in London on a business trip.

minute(n) :a very little time. _I'll be there in a minute.

there’s one born every minute :there’s always a person easy to trick, cheat, or deceive.

MIRE(n)

be in the mire(v) :to be in trouble; to have difficulties.

drag sb/sb's name through the mire(v) :to bring discredit or disgrace on sb.

mischief(n) :a naughty child that is tending to cause trouble or damage.

misery(n) :(Br)<derog>a continually complaining person esp. one who tries to avoid people enjoy themselves.

put sthg/sb out of its/his misery(v) :1-to cause to stop sb's anxiety or worry by telling what he/she is waiting to hear. _He put the journalists out of their misery by revealing the newly selected governor.

misfire(v) :(of a joke, plan, etc.)to fall to end in the way as it’s expected or wanted

mishmash(n) :[of]a disorderly or confused mixture; hotchpotch. _His new article in the paper was just a mishmash of ideas and prospects.

miss out(v) :[on]to lose a chance to gain an advantage or to enjoy sthg. _You really missed out by not coming to the sea.

miss the boat/bus(v) :to pass up or lose a chance esp. by being slow on sthg.

missus, also missis(n) :<humor> (used with the, his, my, your, etc.) one's wife.

missy(n) :(used to address a young girl) miss.

and no mistake!(adv) :without doubt; certainly. _He’s really cunning so as to succeed in every business and no mistake!

mite(n) :a small amount (of). _I'll not eat a mite more.

a mite(adv) :a little; slightly. _I'm a mite tired.

mitt(n) :<slang><humor>a hand. _Hey, don't touch those biscuits, get your mitt off them.

mix it(v) :(Br)to behave very severely.

mixed bag(n) :a collection of different things of various kinds.

a good mixer(v) :a person who makes friends easily and tending to be familiar with other people.

mix-up(n) :a state of confusion or disorder, esp. because of bad arrangements or plans, etc. _There was an awful mix-up at the stadium and we waited for two hours to get out.

the mixture as before(n) :<derog>the same affairs, procedure or treatment as in the past. _The ordinary film is the mixture as before.

mo(n) :(Br)a very short time; moment. _Wait a mo!.

MO, also MOs(n) :(Br)doctor in Army; Medical Officer.

moan(n) :<derog>a complaint, esp. expressed in a dissatisfactory way.

mob(n) :a group of gangsters.

all mod cons(n) :(Br)(used in newspaper advertisements, for houses for sale.)all modern conveniences such as central heating, hot water, cabled broadcasting, etc.) _I want a house with all mod cons .

moggy, also mog(n) :(Br)<humor>a cat.

moke(n) :(Br)<humor>donkey.

moldy-(Am)/mouldy-(Br)(adj) :<slang>worthless; unpleasant. _I don’t like his moldy way of behaviors.

mole(n) :(Br)a person who provides secret or unknown information to the enemy about a firm, or company in which he/she works.

moll(n) :<slang>a female friend of a criminal.

molycoodle(v) :<derog>to be very concerned and attentive about sb or an animal for his/its health and comfort. _His mother still tries to molycoodle him, although he is old enough to get married.

mom(n) :mother.

momma(n) :(Am)mama; mother.

mommy(n) :(Am)mummy; mother.

MONEY(n)

for sb’s money(adv) :in sb’s point of view; in sb’s opinion.

get one’s money’s worth(v) :to obtain pleasure, satisfaction, etc. from sthg on which one has spent money, effort, etc.

have money to burn(v) :to have much money to spend freely and wastefully.

in the money(adj) :wealthy; rich.

mad money(n) :<slang>1-money kept for use in an emergency situation. 2-money taken by a woman in case her husband deserts her; alimony.

made of money(adj) :very wealthy.

money for jam/old rope(n) :(Br)money that is gained with little or no effort.

money talks(n) :money is used by the ones who purposes to influence other people by using it.

put one's money where one's mouth is(v) :to support one's opinions, views, promises, etc. with practical action esp. by providing money. _The senator likes football very much, that’s why he put his money where the mouth is, and gave away enough money to build a sports complex.

moneybags(n) :<derog>a very rich person.

money-spinner(n) :(Br)sthg (such as book , film, etc.)that produces a lot of money.

MONKEY(n)

monkey(n) :1-a mischievous child who causes trouble with annoying plays, tricks, etc. 2-(Br)<slang>500 pounds or dollars.

cold enough to freeze the balls off a brass monkey(adj) :<impolite> (of the weather) extremely cold; freezing.

not give a monkey’s (fart)(v) :<slang>not to care at all; not give a damn.

make a monkey out of sb(v) :to make sb to cause to seem foolish.

monkey business(n) :1-also funny business(n) :dishonest and tricky activity or dealing. 2-troublesome and secret behavior.

cry over the moon(v) :to want sthg impossible. 

promise sb the moon(v) :to promise sb sthg impossible.

once in a blue moon(adv) :very rarely; almost never.

moon about/around(v) :to move about aimlessly or spend one's time wastefully.

moon over sb/sthg(v) :to have a great desire for sb/sthg.

moonlight(v) :1-to have an extra job illegally and without paying no tax. 2-to have a job, even one is being paid by the government since having no job.

moonlight flit(n) :(Br)an escape from sb to whom one owes or from a place without paying the bill. (esp. in the phrase do a moonlight (flit))

moonshine(n) :1-nonsense,foolish and meaningless talk. 2-(Am) a hard liquor which is produced illegally.

moonstruck(adj) :rather crazy; mad.

moony(adj) :(of a person)dreamy and purposeless esp. wandering about or gazing dreamily at (sthg). _Hey, why are you so moony today? -You’ve been sitting there gazing at the outside for hours.

moss back(n) :an old person who is very conservative and/or not liking changes.

most(adv) :(Am)(used with the meaning “very” if only the statement suggests the speaker’s own opinion) almost; very. _You seem to be most tired today, as if you had a blowjob last night.

the mother and father of (all)(n) :the best example of. _That was the mother and father of all the comic films I’ve watched.

mother’s boy(n) :<derog>a cowardly man who is very dependent on his mother.

mother’s milk(n) :sthg which a person likes or enjoys. _Swimming has been mother’s milk to me.

go through the motions(v) :to do sthg (that one is obliged or forced to do) in a careless and disliking way. _Even he disliked the teacher, he had to go through the motions in order to pass the class.

mouse, also mice(n) :an anxious and scared girl or woman.

mousetrap cheese(n) :cheap and inferior kind of cheese.

MOUTH(n)

be all mouth (and trousers)(v) :to talk about problems, difficulties, etc. too much but to do almost nothing to help sb solve them.

down in/at the mouth(adj) :sad; depressed; mournful.

keep one's mouth shut(v) :to stop talking esp. not to reveal a secret.

shoot one’s mouth off(v) :to utter one’s opinions, ideas, etc. loudly.

mouth(v) :[off]<derog>to talk surely and as if one has more information than others about sthg. _They were mouthing about the tax-cuts.

mouth organ(n) :infml for harmonica.

mouthful(n) :<humor>1-a long word that is difficult to pronounce. _Your name is a real mouthful! 2-(Am)sthg stated to be very important. _What the teacher said today was a real mouthful.

get a move on(v) :(used imperatively)to hurry up; to act quickly. (also get a wiggle<humor>)

make a move(v) :to leave (a place).

move heaven and earth(v) :to use all one's possible efforts and strength to do sthg.

MP(n) :a military police.

much(n) :sb or sthg that is good, sentimental, etc. 

be too/a bit much(v) :to be too troublesome, annoying, rude, etc. so as not to be tolerated.

Not much!(interj) :(used to express disagreement or disbelief)_Jack, you won’t go out unless you finish your homework. -Mom, I already don't want to go out now. -Not much you don’t! /_How was the film? -It wasn’t much.

too much!(interj) :(Am)(used to express one’s joy, delight, approval, etc.) _How was the cinema? -Too much!

not up to much(adj) :neither good nor bad; satisfactory.

much of a muchness(adj) :(Br)almost the same as the others. _The teacher wanted to choose a student to give a present for the purpose of motivation, but they were all much of a muchness!

make a muck of sthg(v) :(Br)to do sthg badly; to spoil sthg; make a mess of sthg.

muck about/around(v) :(Br)1-to behave stupidly. 2-to treat sb cruelly. _Our boss gets great pleasure in mucking about the employees. 

muck in(v) :(Br)[with]to participate in an activity with other people; to contribute; to chip in. _You must all muck in that competition, the award is great.

muck sthg up(v) :(Br)1-to make dirty. _to muck up one’s clothes. 2-to spoil sthg; make a mess of sthg. 3-to do sthg clumsily or wrong. 

mucky(adj) :1-dirty; 2-(of weather)bad; abominable.

MUD(n)

(here’s) mud in your eye!(interj) :<rarely used>(used when drinking alcohol with others as a toast)

throw/fling/sling mud at(v) :to tell false stories about sb in order to damage sb’s reputation or fame.

muddle sthg/sb up with sthg/sb(v) :not to be able to distinguish sthg/sb from the others.

muff(v) :[up]to do sthg badly; pass up a chance; bungle.

in mufti(adj) :<milt.slang>in one’s civilian clothes ; not in one’s uniform.

mug(n) :(Br)1-a stupid and easily deceived person; fool. 2-face. _He really has an ugly mug.

a mug’s game(n) :<slang>an unprofitable activity or an unrewarding job at which only stupid people can join and hope to gain anything. 

mugshot(n) :a photograph, esp. one of a criminal.

MUG(v)

mug(v) :to attack in order to steal; rob. _He was caught when mugging an old woman.

flex one’s muscles(v) :to test one’s abilities in order to get prepared for sthg. _These two exams are just a chance for me to flex my muscles for the final exam.

mush(n) :sthg that is very impressive ,over the senses; sentimentality.

mushy(adj) :very sentimental or romantic.

be music to sb’s ears(v) :(of an affair, news, etc.)to be pleasant, pleasurable, or profitable for sb.

face the music(v) :to face the unpleasant results of an action courageously or bravely.

muss(v) :(Am)[up] to make untidy or to put in disorder. _My hair was mussed up by the heavy wind.

must(n) :sthg that is very necessary, or vital. _This is a must dictionary for the learners of English.

as keen as mustard(adj) :extremely keen or willing (to do sthg).

mutt(n) :<slang>1-a stupid person. 2-(Am)a worthless dog.

mutton dressed (up) as lamb(adj) :<derog>(used to describe a woman who wears clothes, and makes her hair, as if she’s much more younger than she actually is)

mutton-head(n) :a stupid and foolish person; an awkward and dull person.

muzzy(adj) :causing dizziness; in a daze.

myself(pron) :in my usual state of mind or body. _I feel more myself now(=not so ill as before).

narrow squeak(n) :a difficult, dangerous or troublesome situation that is hardly avoided or escaped from.

nary(adj) :(used with a after)not one; not any. _There's nary a hope for me to pass the test.

natter(n) :informal conversation; chat.

natter(v) :(Br)[away/on]to talk about idle things for a long time; chatter.

neck and neck(adj) :<fig>without any advantage over others; level or even in a fight, race, competition, etc.

neck of the woods(n) :area or district; neighborhood. _Have you seen Jim in this neck of the woods.

stick one's neck out(v) :to take a difficult or dangerous risk; to say or do sthg that may cause trouble.

up to one's neck in(adj) :very much busy or concerned with (sthg difficult to deal with). _I'm up to my neck in work these days.

neck(v) :to kiss or caress (sb of the opposite sex). _Have you noticed the young couple necking at the back of the cinema, I just remembered our young times.

do the needful(v) :to do what is needed, required, etc.

Not on your nelly!/nellie!(interj) : (Br) <slang>Definitely not!

nerd(n) :<slang><derog>a worthless or stupid person.

nerve(n) :an act of being forward; rudeness; boldness; audacity; presumption. _I can’t believe, you have this nerve to ask such an unkind question to me.

get on sb's nerves(v) :to make sb anxious, worried or angry. _I wish you stopped biting your nails Brian, it really gets on my nerves. (also get on sb’s wick; also get on sb’s nose; also get on sb’s tits<slang><impolite>)

have a nerve(v) :to be too sure of oneself to be forward or audacious.

nerve-racking(adj) :difficult to do or tolerate, esp. because dangerous. _a nerve-racking journey through the high mountains.

nervy(adj) :1-(Br)excited; anxious; nervous. 2-(Am)rude or cheeky.

a/sb’s/one’s nest egg(n) :an amount of money saved to be used in the future.

feather one’s nest(v) :<derog>to guarantee one’s own profit or benefit, esp. dishonestly.

foul one’s (own) nest(v) :to hurt oneself, or one’s family, etc.

net(v) :(in volleyball, ping-pong, etc.)to hit the ball into the net.

Well, I never (did)! :(an expression of surprise, etc.)

never-never(n) :a way of buying an article by paying for it in regular parts such a s weekly, monthly, etc.; hire-purchase system. _I’ll buy a TV, but I don’t have ready cash, so I’ll buy it on the never-never.

be/come news to sb(v) to be a surprise to sb, esp. sthg that a person has never heard or known before.

newsy(adj) :full of gossip; chatty.

nibble(n) :1-[at]an act of showing little interest in sthg. 2-a small piece of food; snack.

nibble(v) :[on]to take a small bite; snack on. _I like the way she nibbles on my ear.

his nibs(n) :<slang>a powerful or important person, or a person who considers himself to be so. _His nibs goes to work by taxi, but it’s the just the distance I walk in ten minutes, every morning.

nice(adj) :<derog>bad; unkind. _I got bored with these nice remarks of you, Jackie!

nice and(adv) :(used before adjectives to give a favorable meaning) pleasantly. _The soup was nice and hot.

nick(n) :(Br)1-<slang>jail; prison. 2-form; shape. _I’m in a better nick after the illness.

in the nick of time(adv) :at the exact time.

nick(v) :1-(Br)to take without permission; steal. _to nick bicycles. 2-(Br)to catch or arrest (sb). 3-(Am)[for]to ask much more price for sthg; to overcharge.

nicker(Br)<slang><rarely used>one pound. _How much is that watch? -150 nickers, do you want it?

nick-nack, also knick-knack(n) :ornament.

niff(n) :(Br)a bad smell.

nifty(adj) :wonderful; very good. _a nifty idea for party.

NIGHT(n)

call it a night(v) :to stop doing sthg at night or a time in the evening.

make a night of it(v) :to spend the night having good time and fun, etc.

night owl(n) :a person who stays up late at nights, esp. reading, working, etc.

nightcap(n) :an alcoholic beverage taken before going to bed at night.

nighty-(Br)/nightgown-(Am)(n) :night dress (= woman's clothing to be worn in bed.)

nincompoop(n) :a fool; stupid and foolish person.

a nine-days wonder(n) :a short-lasting interest.

dressed (up) to nines(adj) :dressed fashionably or elegantly.

talk nineteen to the dozen(v) :to talk rapidly and continuously.

ninny(n) :<derog>a silly or stupid person; fool.

nip(v) :(Br) [in/out/up/down-(Am)/along-(Br)]to rush; to go fast. _Nip along!(=Hurry up!)

nip and tuck(adj) :(Am)without any advantage over others; level or even in a fight, race, competition, etc.; neck and neck.

nipper(n) :(Br) a small child; brat.

nippy(adj) :(Br)1-very cold. 2-quick in acting; nimble; agile.

nit(n) :(Br)<derog>a very stupid person; nitwit.

nitpicking(n) :<derog>an act of being very attentive about little and unimportant details; an act of finding with; criticism.

the nitty-gritty(n) :the basic facts or details of a situation, problem, argument, etc. (esp. in the phrase get down to/come to the nitty-gritty<slang>) _Okay, let’s come to the nitty-gritty now, how much do you want for this business.

nitwit(n) :a stupid person esp. one who is slow in understanding.

nobble(v) :(Br)1-to give drugs to a race horse in order to prevent it from winning, running well, etc. _The favorite came third, it must have been nobbled. 2-to try to influence or impress sb, esp. for a favor or persuasion. 3-to gain dishonestly. _He always nobbles cigarettes.

a nod is as good as a wink (to a blind man/horse/bat/beggar :<humor>(used to show that the speaker understands clearly about what was meant or what the situation was).

nod(v) :[off]to have a short sleep as in a lecture, etc. _I nod off in the class till the teacher woke me up and asked a question about what she was talking about.

noddle(n) :<slang><rarely used>a person‘s head or intelligence.

noggin(n) :<slang>(of a person) one’s head or intelligence. _Hey, just use your noggin a bit!

make noises(v) :to express one's feelings or thoughts about the stated situation. _Mom made angry noises when she heard that I broke the vase.

non-starter(n) :(Br)sb or sthg that has no chance of success and is likely to fail. _The performance was a non-starter because we couldn't have the enough money for it.

nope(adv) :<slang>no. _Mom, shall I go out? -Nope!, finish your homework, first.

none of(interj) :(used to express that one wants sb to doing, or saying sthg) _None of your childish manners, Matthew, just stop it.

NOSE(n)

bite/snap one's nose off(v) :to talk to sb very angrily.

cut off one’s nose to spite one’s face(v) :t do sthg bad or harmful for oneself because of one’s anger, burst pride, etc.

get up sb's nose(v) :(Br)to make sb very angry.

keep one's nose clean(v) :to avoid doing a crime, breaking the laws, or getting into trouble, etc.

keep one’s/sb’s nose to the grindstone(v) :to cause oneself/sb to work or study very hard.

lead sb by the nose(v) :to control or influence sb thoroughly so as to make sb do whatever one wants.

look down one's nose at(v) :to disregard or to have a disrespect over (sb); look down on (sb).

pay through the nose(v) :[for]to pay too much price (for sthg). _If you want a flat in the center of the city, you have to pay through the nose for it.

put sb's nose out of joint(v) :(Br)to make sb jealous, or offended by taking his/her place as the center of attention or success.

on the nose(adv) :precisely; exactly. _She was 160 pounds on the nose.

rub sb’s nose in it(v) :to continue to talk rudely or scornfully about sthg that sb has done wrong, shameful, etc.

turn one's nose up at(v) :to think of (sthg) as worthless, bad unenjoyable, etc. _Why do you always turning your nose up at your job, you’re just putting your feet up all the time.

notch up(v) :to achieve sthg to win a victory. _He notched up one more contest on math.

strike the right note(v) :<fig>to speak so as to win people's approval and favorable opinions.

strike/sound a false note(v) :to do or say sthg so as to lose people's approval and favorable opinions.

Nothing doing!(interj) :(used to express strong opposition or rejection)Definitely not!; Never!

have nothing on(v) :(not used in progressive forms)not to be nearly as good, fine, etc. as sb or sthg. _Before being an actor, I was a theater player. I can say that theater has nothing on cinema.

(It's) nothing to make a song and dance about :(it's) not important or worthy of being talked or discussed.

there’s nothing to it :1-(of a work, an activity, etc. that requires great skill to handle)it’s really easy; there’s no difficulty in it. _Tennis is really easy if you concentrate on the ball, there’s nothing to it actually. 2-there’s no logical reason for sthg (esp. an argument, quarrel, etc.) _Hey Mike just quit quarreling with each other, there’s nothing to it.

noughts and crosses(n) :(Br)a kind of game played by drawing noughts and crosses on lines of vertical and horizontal squares.

nous(n) :(Br)practical judgment; common sense; gumption.

nub(n) :the main point or gist of (esp. a story, event, etc.);I couldn't listen to the lecture, could you please tell me the nub of it?

nuke(v,n) :(to use) nuclear weapons. _The Greenpeace supporters held their slogans written “No Nuke!” on them.

NUMBER(n)

number(n) :sthg or sb which is very attractive and noticeable.

get/have one's number(v) :to learn much about one's real character esp. to realize sb’s fault, dishonesty, etc.

sb's number is up/has come up :it's sb's turn to be scolded, punished, etc.

sb’s (lucky) number comes up :Sb has suddenly become lucky, won a race, competition, prize, etc. _Daddy, you promised me to buy a car, but when? -Hey, don’t fret, I’ll, when my number comes up.

number one(n) :1-only oneself..(esp. in the phrase look after/take care of number one)She's always looking after number one. 2-(esp. of children)an act of urinating. _Mom, take me to the can, I have to make number one.

a back number(n) :<fig>sb or sthg that is dated, old-fashioned, or no longer important.

sb’s opposite number(n) :(Br)a person that has the same position in another organization, etc.; counterpart.

number-crunching(n) :the process of calculation of many amount of numbers with a machine.

numskull, also numbskull(n) :a foolish person; a fool.

nurse(v) :to deal with very carefully so as not to allow any failure or breakdown.

nutty(adj) :<slang>1-crazy. 2-very keen r enthusiastic about (sthg).

as nutty as a fruitcake(adj) :<slang>very stupid, foolish, insane, etc.

nympet(n) :a young girl that is sexually desirable.

nympho(n) :abbrev. of nymphomaniac(=a woman who suffers from unusually sexual desires)

put/shove/stick one's oar in(v) :to push oneself into other people's affairs that don't concern one; to interfere. _Don't put your oar in that!, it’s none of your business.

off-load(v) :to throw away sthg/sb that is unwanted or unpleasant.

off-putting(adj) :doubtful and anxious; disconcerting. _He had some kind of off-putting behavior before the speech.

off-the-cuff(adj) :unplanned; with little or no preparation; extemporaneous.

off-the-wall(adj) :(Am)foolish in an amusing way; zany.

pour oil on the flame(s)(v) :to make an argument or fight more violent.

okay, OK(adj,interj) :1-perfect; all right. _Everything is OK now. 2-(when asking for sthg or expressing approval or agreement)_You'll come with me ,okay?

okay,OK(v) :to receive or give approval or permission. _My request for credit was finally okayed.

Okie(n) :a farm worker who changes one's place of living; migrant who works in farms.

old(adj) :1-(used when addressing a person in a familiar or humorous way)Hey, you old guy!. 2-(used to add power to any)I don't have any old time ,I can't help you at the moment.

old bag(n) :a conceited, fussy and dull woman.

old boy, also old girl(n) :<rarely used> (used when addressing a friend)

old-fashioned(adj) :(of a manner, appearance, expression, etc.) disapproving; unfavorable. _What's that old-fashioned look on your face!, didn't you like what I offered to you?

old Nick(n) :<humor>an old person.

old timer(n) :<humor>1-a person who has been a member of a group or company for very a long time. 2-an old person.

olde worlde(adj) :(Br)unusually and attractively old; quaint.

oldie(n) :sthg old (esp. a record).

on(prep) :1-affecting the stated person; at the expense of. _The joke is on me!. 2-addicted to; supported by; taking. _He's on drugs. 3-paid by. _All the drinks are on me! 4-causing difficulty, or trouble to. 

be on/about/at sthg(v) :to grumble or talk about sthg in a complaining way. _Why are you always on at me to quit smoking?

on the (water) wagon(adj) :(of a person) not drinking alcoholic beverage.

once in a blue moon(adv) :very rarely or almost never.

once-over(n) :a rapid examination or quick inspection esp. in the phrase get/give sb/sthg a/the once-over(=to examine sb or sthg very quickly)

one(determiner) :(Am)certainly a(n); really a(n). _She's one charming woman.

a one(n) :(Br)(expresses great and unexpected admiration) an amusingly rude or disrespectful person. _Oh, you're a one!

a fourpenny one(n) :a blow with the hand.

a quick one(n) :(after have)a quick alcoholic drink, e.g. beer.

a right one(n) :(Br) a stupid one; fool. _I do believe you're a right one!

be a new one on sb(v) :to b sthg that sb first sees, hears, etc.

in one(adv) :at first try or attempt.

like one o’clock(adv) :energetically; vigorously. _The kids were shouting like one o’clock in the street.

number one(n) :one's own affairs; oneself. _He always looks after number one.

sb’s one and only(n) :sb’s true or real lover.

the one about(n) :the ridiculous joke about. _Have I ever told you the one about the poor Jim.

the one that got away(n) :sthg esp. a chance of success that sb has failed to use or obtain but always remembers. _When he won the college exam the second year, he said, that’s the one that got away last year.

one up on(adj) :better, more successful, more wealthy, etc. than (sb). _He wants to be one up on him, so he bought an expensive sports car.

one-armed bandit(n) :a gambling machine with one arm and played by putting coins in to it; fruit machine; slot machine.

one-horse(adj) :of little value or importance; trivial. _He moved to a one-horse town from the city.

one-eyed worm(n) :(Am)<slang>the penis. I’m a bit horny nowadays, whenever I stay alone at home, I diddle with my one-eyed worm.

one-man band(n) :an activity that a person does himself with no help from anybody.

one-night stand(n) :a short-lasting and esp. one-night sexual relationship.

one-off(n,adj) :(sthg) that exists or is made only one.

one's better half(n) :one's spouse; one's wife or husband.

one's head off(adv) :very much; extremely. _You talk your head off Jim, shut up before I shut you up.

one's best bib and tucker(n) :one's best clothes.

one's pidgin(n) :one's job, problem, concern, etc.

oneself(pron) :(in) one's healthy or usual state of mind or body. _I don’t feel myself today.

know one’s onions(v) :to be greatly skilled, informed, and experienced (in one’s job).

be onto a good thing(v) :to be in or get into a good, advantageous and profitable condition.

be onto sb(v) :1-to search and find sb's corruptive or illegal set of actions. 2-(Br)to have contact or to keep in touch with sb.

oodles(n) :[of]<rarely used>a great amount (of); lots (of).

oomph(n) :<slang>zeal or energy. _That song needs more oomph, you know; but it’ll be great, I believe.

oops, also whoops(interj) :(said when sb has made a clumsy mistake e.g. when he/she has dropped, slipped or fallen sthg) _Oops!, I forgot the keys in the car.

oops-a-daisy(interj) :<humor>(Br)(used to cheer sb up who falls down or used when helping sb to sit up, stand up, or climb. _Now, guys and girls, let’s have a ball, hey, a penny for your thoughts Jackie, come on, oops-a-daisy.

come (out) into the open(v) :<fig>to bring into public view; to cause one's thoughts, ideas, plans to be known by public.

open(adj) :on use or implementation though legally forbidden, e.g. drinking, gambling, etc.

open up!(v) :(used imperatively)to open the door! _Hey, Mom, open up, it’s really stuffy in here.

operator(n) :<derog>a person who is cleverly deceitful, cunning or sly in one's actions or manners.

opt out(v) :[of]to decide not to join (in sthg). _Why do you opt out of it, Kim, we’re all ready and waiting for you.

or something(n) :(used to express uncertainty or doubt when sb talks about sthg he/she doesn't exactly know)sthg similar. _He seems very sad, he might have lost his wallet or something.

or whatever(n) :(used at the end of a list of any objects or qualities, etc.)anything else. _What's all that stuff here? Pens, books, papers, or whatever.

sb/sthg/somewhere or other :(used to express doubt or uncertainty about sb/sthg/somewhere)_It was Mark at the door, or other.

work the oracle(v) :<rarely used>to accomplish to do sthg difficult esp. by means of one’s own determination. _He got that job by working the oracle, he has no friend who’s a manager, like Paul, in the company.

oral(n) :an oral exam.

out of order(adj) :(Br)<slang>(esp. a person’s behavior)immoral or socially unacceptable.

orgy(n) :[of]an activity that is muchly and repeatedly done. _He loafed about an orgy resting yesterday.

original(n) :<derog or humor>a person who is eccentric, strange or unusual in behaviors, clothing, or speech, etc.

ornery(adj) :(Am)ill-tempered; perverse; stubborn.

ourselves(pron) :(in) our healthy state of mind or body. _We gave up going out to the club, we didn’t feel ourselves.

out(adj) :(of a machine)out-of-use; on the blink.

cry one's eyes out(v) :to weep or cry until sb believes from the much crying.

Out with it!(v) :(used imperatively)to tell about it; say what you’re thinking about, worrying about, etc. (also spit it out)

Out you go!(v) :Get out!; Go out!.

out-and-out(adj,adv) :complete(ly); utter(ly). _He was an out-and-out fool.

out of one's head/mind(adj) :frantic; crazy.

out of sorts(adj) :not in one’s healthy condition; in bad spirits.

out(v) :to make sb leave a house, one’s job, etc.; to throw out.

an out-and-outer(n) :<rarely used>sb or sthg considered as the best example of its type esp. sb or sthg regarded as very bad, dishonest, etc. _He usually bums his meal from others and he never gives away any money to anybody, he’s really an out-and-outer.

outfit(n) :a team, or organization; a group of people which works in the same office.

outside(adv) :[of]except for; with the exception; besides.

at the (very) outside(adv) :mostly; at the greatest limit. _I can lend you, $1000 at the (very) outside.

outside my ken(adj) :beyond my understanding; not within one’s knowledge.

outsider(n) :a rude and uncivilized person.

outsmart(v) :to defeat or win by being cleverer or smarter.

like an oven(adj) :very hot.

be all over(v) :to behave very politely and familiarly towards (sb). _After he won $100000 from the lottery, all his friends and relatives was all over him.

over and done with(adj) :(of an unpleasant activity) completely ended or finished. _At last the fouled-up exams are over and done.

go/fall overboard for/about(v) :to show very much willingness, excitement, or interest in doing sthg.

throw overboard(v) :to get rid of; to throw away as useless or worthless.

owe sb one(v) :to owe sb a favor, in return for sthg he/she has done to him.

a night owl(n) :a person who stays up late at nights esp. working, reading, etc.

own goal(n) :(Br)one's own mistake that causes him to look silly or foolish, esp. a remark that is against one's own interests or principles)_The new boss has made his own goal in his speech. 

own up to(v) :to admit as true; confess. _He finally owned up to his murder.

ozone(n) :air that is nice and relieving to breathe esp. on the coast. _I’ll go to Kemer this holiday, I quite need a breath of ozone.

p :(Br)(abbrev. for)penny/pence. _Does that cost 8p?

mind/watch one’s P’s and Q’s(v) :(used imperatively)to be careful to be polite or well-mannered. _Just watch your P’s and Q’s, because this is your first day at the office.

pa(n) :<rarely used>(used, esp. by children)father.

pack(v) :1-to carry continually on one's body. _Do you have any license for the gun you packed on. 2-to give a severe, powerful blow or to have the power to do that. _He packed a wallop to the robust man.

pack sb/sthg in(v) :1-to draw attention or attraction (of great amount of people). _That promotion will pack too many people in. 2-(Br)to stop or give up doing sthg. _Pack it in guys, it’s too late for making noise.

pack it in(v) :to stop doing sthg. _Pack it in, stop bellyaching.

pack sb/sthg off(v) :[to]to send away (to a place); bundle off. _The police packed the criminals off to the prison.

pack up(v) :1-to put an end to one's work. 2-(Br)(of a machine) to stop operation.

pack a (hard) punch(v) :1-to give a hard, severe blow. 2-to talk impressively and influentially.

packed, also packed-out(adj) :(Br)(of a place, room, etc.)fully crowded with people.

send sb packing (about sb's business)(v) :to fire sb from his/her work esp. unexpectedly.

package(n) :a well-designed plan.

package deal/offer(n) :a group of suggestions or offers that one presented as an agreement.

package tour(n) :a holiday in which everything is included in the fixed price. _People choose package tours because they’re cheap and convenient compared to planning and arranging a holiday themselves.

packet(n) :(usu. sing)<slang>a great deal of money. _It will cost me a pocket to go there for holiday.

catch/get/stop a packet(v) :(Br)<slang>to suffer great trouble or punishment.

pad(n) :one’s house esp. a one-story apartment.; efficiency ; flat.

paddle(v) :(Am)to hit sb with the palm of the hand; slap.

paddle one's own canoe(v) :to be self-dependent.

paddy(n) :1-(Br)great anger; bad-temper; fury. 2-(used as an offensive nickname)Irishman.

pain, also pain in the neck(n) :sb or sthg that causes trouble, annoyance, etc.; nuisance. (also a pain in the arse<slang> <impolite>)

paint the town red(v) :to have an enjoyable time esp. with the purpose of celebrating sthg.

painless(adj) :easy or needing little effort.,

cut the painter(v) :to set oneself free from others; to be independent.

pal(n) :a friend.

the old pals act(n) :very friendly and polite behavior so as to be flattery, esp. in order to gain an advantage in business. _The employers started the old pals act with the new boss in order to introduce themselves as successful and popular.

pal up(v) :(Br)[with]to start a friendship.

palaver(n) :1-a dull and continuos talk; nonsense. 2-extreme worry or anxiety about unimportant details; fuss.

pally, also palsy,walsy(adj) :[with]very close; intimate; friendly.

have an itching palm(v) :<derog>to be corrupt esp. on money (i.e. by taking bribes)

yield the palm (to sb)(v) :to be or admit to be subjugated or defeated (by sb).

palm sthg/sb off(v) :1-[on/onto/as]to give or sell sthg bad or unwanted by introducing it deceitfully, pretentiously or dishonestly. _He tried to palm a worthless check off on me, but I was not dumb enough to be cheated. 2- with to persuade sb to accept or buy sthg bad or unwanted esp. by dishonestly. _The man tried to palm me off with a second-hand tape recorder.

go down the pan(v) :to become worthless, useless or ineffective. _His plans went down the pan after the company was sealed for a month because of illegal manufacture. 

out of the frying pan (and) into the fire(adv) : (esp. after fall/jump, etc.) from a bad and unpleasant situation to the worse or more unpleasant one.

pan(v) :to find fault with sb severely; to criticize in a bad way. _The critics pan his new film severely esp. for its erotic scenes. 

pan out(v) :to thrive; to succeed in doing sthg.

panhandle(v) :(Am)to beg or ask for money, etc. esp. in the streets. _You can meet many guys panhandling in that street.

panic(n) :sb or sthg that is very funny or amusing.

panic(v) :<slang>to cheer sb up by amusement.

push the panic button(v) :to behave carelessly and troublesomely in an unexpected worrisome and dangerous situation.

panicky(adj) :in a state of sudden, great fear.

pansy(n) :<derog>1-an unmanly or womanish young man. 2-<rarely used>a male homosexual; poof.

panto :(Br)(abbrev. for) pantomime(=a funny Christmas play for children with songs, jokes and dancing, and based on a fairy story e.g. Cinderalla.

pants(n) :(pl.)1-panties; knickers. 2-trousers.

bore/frighten/scare, etc. the pants off sb(v) :to bore/frighten/scare, etc. sb very much.

catch sb with his pants/trousers down(v) :to find out sthg bad or unpleasant (about sb) when he’s not prepared for it. _The teacher realized that the students were unprepared for the lesson, so then he made a pop quiz, in that he caught them with their pants down.

panties(n) :(pl.)women’s short-legged underwear for the lower part of the body; knickers.

pantywaist(n) :an unmanly or weak man or a boy.

papa(n) :(Am)father.

a paper tiger(n) :sb or sthg esp. a threat that seems to be severe and powerful but in fact weak and ineffective.

send in one’s papers(v) :<rarely used>(esp. of milt. personnel) to state or declare that one is going to quit his/her job.

paper over the cracks(v) :<fig> over/up to conceal or make (esp. one's mistakes, bad behavior, etc.) hidden or unknown. _The Congressman’s unplanned and unreasonable visit to The President was papered over the cracks.

pappy(n) :father.

below par(adj) :below or not in the usual circumstances or condition (of one's doings, strength, or health, etc.)

up to par(adj) :in the usual state of one's (health, body, mind ,etc.)

make a parade of one's virtues(v) :to try to influence people by showing off his good behavior, success, etc.

paradise(n) :a perfect and well-equipped place where a person finds everything that he/she needs for an activity. _This crowded street is a paradise for highwaymen.

paralytic(adj) :excessively drunk.

paraphernalia(n) :a tiresome, dull and difficult activity that should be done for achieving to do or get sthg.

paras(n) :(Br)abbrev. for paratroops(=a group of soldiers carried by aircraft in order to be dropped by parachutes into enemy country.

park(v) :to leave or put (sb or sthg) in any situation in an annoying way. _The teacher parked himself in the front door, checking if there are any students who have worn jeans.

a nosey Parker(n) :a person who is very much interested in and curious about other people’s affairs.

parky(adj) :(Br)(of weather, etc.)warm or cold.

parson(n) :a clergyman or a priest.

parson's nose-(Br)/pope's nose-(Am)(n) : <humor>the meat of the back part a cooked chicken, etc.

partial(adj) :[to]having a strong desire for.

party(n) :<humor>a person of the stated kind. _He's also a broke party!

party(v) :(Am)to have a good time at a party.

party pooper(n) :a person who prevents other persons' enjoyment by being gloomy or by making a sour face; wet blanket.

pass(n) :sthg done to arouse sexual interest esp. by touching, caressing, stroking, etc.(esp. used in the phrase make a pass at .)

come to/reach a pretty/fine/sorry pass(v) :to be recently in a difficult or troublesome situation. _Things came to a pretty pass after the boss’s death; the company is about to go bankrupt.

pass sthg up(v) :to miss by neglect. _Don't pass up a chance like that!.

pass the buck(v) :to give the responsibility or duty to another person.

passenger(n) :a person in a group of people who has no effective role or job.

be/get past it(v) :sthg or sb who is not able to do sthg that he/she could do previously. _Which horse is your favorite? -Gone with the wind. _Hey, it’s just past it.

paste(v) :to beat severely; thrash.

pasting(n) :1-a severe blow or beating. 2-(in a race e.g. in sports)a defeat.

a pat on the back(n) :approval or praise. _I don’t want a pat on the back; I want sb to help me.

pat/slap sb/oneself on the back(v) :to congratulate or praise sb/oneself for doing sthg well; to express approval for sb/oneself for doing sthg successfully.

patch(n) :(Br)a particular area esp. a small distinct or area, that a policeman works in and knows well.

not be a patch on(v) :(Br)not to be nearly as good as. _The historical places were quite good in Greece, but they’re not a patch on the ones in Turkey.

go through/hit/strike a bad patch(v) :to have or be in a period of trouble, difficulty, unluckiness, etc.

pathological(adj) :not sensible or unreasonable; imaginary. _pathological fear of the dogs.

paw(n) :<humor>a hand.

paw(v) :to touch or caress with the hands, esp. in a sexually improper way; fondle. _Hey, Mike, stop pawing, we’re watching TV:

take-home pay/wages, etc.(n) :a net sum of one's salary or wages, etc. after deduction of national insurance contribution, income tax, etc.

payola(n) :(Am)a secret payment, given as a bribe, in return for an illegal favor, esp. in business. _The man agreed to give a payola for his son to pass the medical exams for the private college.

payoff(n) :1-the time or act of paying salaries, bills, debts ,etc. 2-bribe. 3-the final greatest point of a situation; climax. 

payout(n) :(the act of paying)a great deal of money. _He got a big --- on the lottery.

pea brain(n) :a stupid person; a fool. _He's just like a pea brain, he doesn’t get any of what I say.

as like as two peas (in a pod)(adj) :(esp. of persons)having too much same or common in appearance.

peace offering(n) :sthg that is shown as a sign of friendliness to sb whom one is in bad or annoyed with.

peach(n) :<slang>an exceptionally beautiful and admirable person or thing; a very attractive woman.

peach on sb(v) :to inform sb to the police.

peachy(adj) :wonderful; very good; fine.

peaky(adj) :(Br)unhealthy; pale in appearance.

peanuts(n) :a little amount of money. _How much do you earn from your job?-$1500. _Peanuts!

peasant(n) :<derog>an illiterate or uneducated person that is rough in manners.

pea-soup(n) :<slang>1-thick yellow fog. 2-a worthless person.

peck(n) : on 1-a quick kiss. 2-a great amount (of).

peck(v) : on to kiss hurriedly and not sentimentally.

pecker(n) :(Am)<slang>penis.

keep one's pecker up!(v) :(Br)(used imperatively)to stay cheerful; not to lose one's happiness in the face of a trouble or difficulty.

put/get sb’s pecker up(v) :<rarely used>to make sb angry, annoyed, or displeased.

peckish(adj) :(Br)hungry.

peculiar(adj) :somewhat sick.

pee(n) :1-an act of passing water from the body. 2-urine.

pee(v) :to urinate.

peek(n) :a quick and secretive look.

peek(v) :[at]to look quickly and esp. slyly (at) in a secret way.

keep one's eyes peeled/skinned(v) :(used imperatively)to be alert or watchful for sthg dangerous and impending. _Keep your eyes peeled at that guy there, he may try to escape.

peep(n) :1-[at]a short and secretive look. 2-one’s voice. _I don’t want to hear a peep out of you, Tommy! 3-(used esp. by or to children)a car’s warning sound; horn.

peeper(n) :(usu. pl)eye.

peeve(v) :(usu. passive)to make sb angry or annoyed.

peeved(adj) :annoyed.

pee-wee(n) :sb or sthg that is unusually small.

peg(n) :(esp. in baseball)a quick and well-done throw.

off the peg(adj) :(of clothes)having standard sizes only. _I usually buy my clothes off the peg, it’s cheaper than going to a dressmaker.

peg leg(n) :1-a wooden, artificial leg. 2-a person who has such leg.

take sb down a peg (or two)(v) :to prove that one is not as important or popular as he/she knew he/she was.

peg away at sthg(v) :(no passive)to study or work hard and determinedly.

peg out(v) :(Br)to die.

pen(n) :(Am)<slang>prison.

penalty box(n) :an area in a football field in which any breaking of a rule brings on a penalty kick.

penetrate(v) :(both transitive and intransitive)to catch on; understand. _He didn't penetrate. /_it didn't penetrate.

a penny for your thoughts(interj) :(usu. said to a person who keeps silent and seems to be thinking seriously) tell us what you’re thinking about!

be two/ten a penny(v) :to be as worthless as anybody can have or buy.

a pretty penny(n) :a great deal of money.

the penny (has) dropped :(Br)sthg has finally been understood

penny wise and pound foolish(adj) :careful and concerned in small matters but careless and wasteful in important ones.

penny pitcher(n) :a stingy person.

pennies from heaven(n) :an unexpected money supply.

spend a penny(v) :to urinate; pee.

turn a honest penny(v) :to earn a small sum of money in an honest way.

people(n) :one's family, folks or relatives.

pep pill(n) :a pill used to make sb quicker and alert in action, thought etc. for a short period of time; stimulant.

pep talk(n) :a talk or speech given to encourage people in working much and quicker and more effectively.

peppermint(adj) :having no money; broke.

as per usual(adv) :(esp. of sthg considered to be bad or unfavorable) _You did not wash your hands John, as per usual, did you?

percentage(n) :gain; benefit; advantage. (esp. in the phrase no percentage in.) _There's no percentage in quarreling, boys just stop it!

perch(n) :a position of high quality or rank.

Come off your perch :(used imperatively)Stop believing in your importance, worth, etc. so much, stop being so superior (in manner, etc.)

knock sb off his perch(v) :to cause sb to realize that he/she is not as important, clever, etc. as he/she thinks to be.

perform(v) :(Am)to have sex with a girl or woman. _That guy is said to perform so well, Susie, do you know him?

performance(n) :(Br)1-sthg that is very demanding, needing much work and effort. 2-<derog>a bad, unpleasant or rough sort of behavior or manner.(esp. in the phrase What a performance!)

period piece(n) :<humor>sthg that is dated.

perisher(n) :<humor>a troublesome and annoying child.

perishing(adj) :(Br)1-(of weather)freezing; very cold. 2-also perished(adj) :(of a person) feeling cold. 3-<rarely used>annoying; troublesome.

perk(n) :(usu. pl)infml for perquisite(=additional money, valuable articles or any kind of privilege that a person gets from one's work, apart from salary or wages.)_What perks do you have in your new job?-Two days off in a week.

perk(v) :infml for percolate(=to make coffee in a special pot in which hot water passes through or drips among the crushed coffee beans.

perm(n) :infml for permanent-(Am)/permanent wave-(Br)(=waves or curls put into hair by chemical operation.)

pernickety, also persnickety(adj) :1-worrying much about unimportant or trivial details; fussy. 2-very detailed and complicated so as to require much care and attention.

pert(adj) :energetic; healthy; vigorous; vivacious.

pesky(adj) :(Am) troublesome; causing annoyance.

pet(v) :to kiss, caress or touch (sb or each other) with sexual feelings. _It was very pleasurable to watch the couple petting under a tree.

pet(n) :(Am)1-one’s lover. 2-one’s favorite; apple of one’s eye. _It’s no problem if she gets late or studies little, she’s the teacher’s pet. 

peter(n) :(Am)<slang>(esp. of children)the penis.

peter out(v) :(Am)<slang>to lose strength and to be very exhausted. _The athletes were very energetic at the beginning of the race, but to the end, they all seemed to peter out.

petticoat(n) :(Am)<slang>a girl or a woman.

phony(adj) :(Am)<derog>(of sthg or sb)fake; false; pretended; sham. _a phony diamond.

phony(n) :(Am)<derog>sb who pretends to be someone else. _He was such a phony pretending to be an artist.

phoney war(n) :a period of war time in which there's no real ,active fighting.

phooey(interj) :(an expression of disapproval, disbelief, or disagreement)

physical jerks(n) :body exercises.

physically(adv) :totally; entirely; completely(esp. in the phrase physically impossible )_It's physically for you to get 100 from the exam.

piccolo player(n) :(Am)<slang>a person who takes great pleasure in making oral sex esp. a woman who takes sb’s penis in her mouth and socks it.

pick at sb(v) :to criticize sb continually in an annoying way; nag. _The teacher was constantly picking at the students for not studying hard.

pick on sb(v) :1-to find fault with; criticize. _I picked on the escape plan , and decided to do it. 2-to annoy sb continually; harass. _I’ll pack a hard punch to him if Martin continues to pick on me. 3-to choose sb for punishment, blame or an unpleasant work, esp. repeatedly. _Mom, why pick on me for the washing-up, I did it yesterday!

pick sb up(v) :1-to become closer with sb(of the opposite sex) after a short meeting, esp. with sexual intentions. 2-to improve, recover or increase. _The stock market picked up after the government crisis. 3-<slang>to arrest sb; put sb into the prison.

pick sb's brains(v) :to take sb's ideas, thoughts, or information dishonestly.

pick sb's pocket(v) :to steal from sb.

pick sb/sthg to pieces(v) :to examine sb closely in order to criticize.

pickings(n) :money, or any sort of gain illegally or dishonestly.(esp. in the phrase easy/rich pickings.)

pickle(n) :1-a difficult situation.(esp. in the phrase in/into a (pretty) pickle.) 2-(Br)a mischievous child who does bad things in a playful and harmless way. 3-(Am) <slang>the penis. _I saw a flasher yesterday, he was showing his small pickle.

pickled(adj) :(Am)<slang>drunk.

pick-me-up(n) :sthg a drink or medicine that makes sb feel healthier, energetic or cheerful.

pickup(n) :<slang>a woman esp. a prostitute that a man casually met with the purpose of having sex. 2-an arrest.

picnic(n) :(usu. in negative statements)sthg that is easy and enjoyable to do. _It's no picnic studying for university exams.

pictures-(Br)/movies-(Am)(n) :the cinema.

get the picture(v) :to catch on; understand; realize the situation. _The killer was in fact the girl’s father; did you get the picture now?

in/out of the picture(adv) :1-knowing/not knowing all the facts. _I’ll put you in the picture, pal, don’t worry. 2-in/out the center of attention. _After he got the highest degree in the class, he got in the picture.

piddle(v) :to urinate. _I was taken short, that’s why I piddled at the wall.

one's pidgin(n) :one's responsibility, work or problem.

not care/give a pin/two pins(v) :not to care at all.

pin one’s/sb’s ears back(v) :1-(Br)to listen very carefully. 2-(Am)to defeat, or win a victory over.

pin-up(n) :(a photograph of )an attractive girl.

pinch(v) :1-to steal; pilfer. 2-<slang>(usu. passive) for to arrest. _He's been pinched for bribery.

be pinched for money(v) :to have little money.

as plain as death/as a pikestaff/as the nose on your face(adj) :very clear, obvious or easy to understand.

plank(v) :[down/out]to pay totally, in one piece.

not have enough sense/imagination/ intelligence to come in from/out of the rain(v) :to be too stupid or foolish to do sthg.

in one’s (right) senses(adj) :mentally healthy or sane. _The enemy officers accepted to explain the base’s establishment, but had rejected to speak, nobody in their right senses would reveal such critical information.

out of one’s senses(adj) :mad or insane. _She must be out of your senses if she thinks he’ll get a good grade with that badly prepared homework.

talk sense(v) :to talk reasonably or sensibly.

There's no sense in :It's not reasonable. _--- washing your hair with a soap when there's shampoo.

seriously(adv) :(said when sb wants to make people listen to what one will say sthg serious or important esp. after a joke.

sermon(n) :[on]<derog>a too long and dull warning or set of advice.

serve sb right(v) :to be a just, fair punishment or harm for sb. _After playing football on such a rainy day, it ---- if you get cold.

set about sb/sthg(v) :to attack esp. by blows. _They set about each other at the meeting.

set sb back sthg(v) :(esp. of sthg that sb bought)to cause sb to pay a great deal of money. _That new TV set you back too much.

set to(v) :<rarely used>to start doing sthg very eagerly and determinedly.

set sb/sthgup(v) :(Br)[for](usu. passive)to show falsely that a person has done sthg guilty; incriminate.

set one's cap at/for(v) :(of a girl or a woman)to try to win a man as a husband.

set(adj) :[for]ready; willing; prepared. esp. in the phrase all --- ._Are you ---?-Then let's begin.

set-to(n) :[with]a quarrel or a fight.

set-up(n) :an arrangement or a plan prepared to make sb seem guilty.

have an account to settle with sb(v) :to have a business deal or a problem to quarrel or argue with sb.

settle sb's hash(v) :to treat sb badly in order to avoid his/her bad or harmful action ._The schoolmaster --- his --- by throwing away the naughty child.

set-starved(adj) :suffering from sexual satisfaction.

seventh heaven(n) :[in]<humor>(of a person)a completely happy and glorious situation; bliss. _She was in her --- when she learned that she didn't flunk.

seven-year itch(n) :a feeling of disappointment, unhappiness, regret or dissatisfaction with one's marriage and that is believed to be disappear after seven years.

sew sthg up(v) :to have complete control over. _By the help of too much propaganda, The Workers' Party have got the election sewn up.

sexploitation(n) :<derog>the use of sex, sexuality or sexual activity to make money esp. in films, magazines, etc.

sexpot(n) :<humor>( considered offensive to women)a sexually attractive and sexy woman.

sexy(adj) :1-sexually attractive. 2-fashionable,and very interesting.

shack up(v) :[with,together]<derog>to live in the same house while not married.

put/throw/cast in/into the shade(v) :to cause /sb or sthg)seem much less important or effective by comparison.

shades(n) :infml for sunglasses.

shades of(conj) :this reminds me of (sthg in the past). _--- my father!, he would have agreed with all you've said.

shady(adj) :dishonest; deceitful. _The film was established on a dishonest man’s life with bribery, smuggling heroin into the country, and other shady activities. /_a shady politician.

shag(v) :(Br)<slang><taboo>to have sexual intercourse with (sb).

shagged out(adj) :(Br)<slang>very exhausted; weary.

shaft(n) :(Am)<slang>a cruel and unjust treatment. _This time, it was John who got the shaft.

shaft(v) :(Am)<slang>to treat (sb) cruelly and unfairly.

shake(n) :(Am)1-infml for milkshake(=beverage in which milk and ice-cream is shaken up together and has a taste of fruit, chocolate, etc.) 2-earthquake. 3- treatment (esp. in the phrase a fair ---)

in two shakes(adv) :in a very short period of time. (also in two shakes of a lamb’s tail<humor>)

SHAKE(v)

shake down(v) :to be able to adapt, conform or deal with a new situation.

(the) shakes(n) :a nervous trembling or shivering of the body from fear, chill, etc.

no great shakes(adj) :middling; average; not extreme. _I heard you changed your car, how is it? - It’s just no great shakes!

shamateur(n) :<derog>an unprofessional sports player who formally plays for no money, but in fact gets some illegally.

shambles(n) :a state of disorder or confusion; mess. _The office was in great shambles!

by/go on shanks’ pony/mare(adv,v) : <rarely used><humor>(to go )by walking. _If we miss the bus, we will have to go on shanks’ mare.

in/out of shape(adj) :in good/bad condition, health, effectiveness, etc.

shark(n) :a person who deceives and gets money from others; swindler; crrook.

sharp(n) :a highly skilled person; an expert.

SHARP(adj)

sharp(adj) :skilled or talented. _--- painter.

(as) sharp as a needle/tack(adj) :very quick in understanding.

sharp end(n) :[of]a period of time in an activity, job, etc. in which many of problems and troubles cause suffering or difficulties.

sharpish(adv) :(Br)fast; quickly.

shatter(v) :(usu. passive)1-(Br)to cause sb to be very exhausted or weak. _I felt very shattered after running the 5K race. 2-to cause sb to be very surprised, shocked, etc.

a close shave/call(n) :a situation in which sthg dangerous or very unpleasant has nearly been bout to happen but did not fortunately. (also a narrow escape/shave/squeak)

shebang(n) :(Am)<slang>affair; business; thing (esp. in the phrase the whole --- .)

sheepskin(n) :a written statement on which one's success in an examination; diploma.

cast/make sheep's eyes of(v) :<rarely used>to look at sb(esp. at whom one is in love with) awkwardly or in a silly way.

sheer off(v) :to leave or go away.

sheke(n) :(pl) money.

shelf(adj) :(of a woman) unmarried and not likely to marry.

on the shelf(adj) :1-(of a woman) unlikely to marry, esp. because of old age. 2-unused because of being unwanted, worthless, useless, etc.

come out of one's shell(v) :to be friendly and talkative esp. after being too shy.

shell out (sthg)(v) :to pay money esp. unwillingly. _Hey, why not ordering me pizza, I don't have enough to shell out.

shenanigans(n) :1-trickery or dishonest dealing. 2-troublesome misbehaving; mischief.

shift(v) :to go or travel very fast. _Did you see the car ---?

shifty(adj) :untrustworthy; sly; furtive. _She had a --- look on her face.

shillyshally(v) :<derog>to ponder or consider wastefully and for a long time esp. before making a decision or doing sthg; falter; waver.

shindig(n) :<rarely used>1-a noisy and wild party. 2-a noisy and severe argument, quarrel, etc.

shindy(n) :a noisy disturbance; uproar.

take a shine to sb/sthg(v) :to have or begin to have a great liking or fondness for sb or sthg. _Since the teacher has --- to him, he was chosen as head of class.

shingle(n) :(Am)a small signboard esp. used by doctors, lawyers ,etc.

ship(n) :an aircraft or spacecraft.

when sb's ship comes home/in(adv) : when one becomes wealthy or rich. _I haven’t seen Jack for ages, he doesn’t either call or visit us, you know, when one's ship comes home, he doesn’t know old friends.

ship(v) :[off]to send (sb) to esp. forcefully; to dispatch. _He was shipped off to the shop, as by his father’s order.

when the shit hits the fan(adv) : <slang><taboo>when the expected unpleasant and unlucky event happens.

shit hot, also shit-hot(adj) :<slang> <taboo>excellent; very good. _How was the play? -Shit hot, For this season it was the best of all./_a shit-hot painting.

shit oneself(v) :to be extremely frightened or afraid.

get/have give sb the shivers(v) :to be/cause to be frightened or fearful so as to shiver or tremble.

shoal, shoals(n) [of]<derog>lots (of); a great amount (of).

shocking(adj) :very bad. _shocking meal/painting.

shocking(adv) :extremely; very. _a shocking fussy woman.

where the shoe pinches(adv) :<rarely used>when there is sthg difficult, troublesome or discomforting.

in sb’s shoes (adv) :in sb’s place, position or situation. _If I were in your shoes, I wouldn’t give that guy so much salary.

on a shoestring(adv) :having very little money; very cheaply. _When he was first in the business, he was working on a shoestring but now he's one of the wealthiest ones in business world.

SHOOT(v)

shoot, also shoot up sthg(v) :<slang>to take (a drug) into blood by injection.

shoot at/for sthg(v) :(Am)to try to reach a goal, etc.; to strive for.

shoot-out(n) :a battle of shots between two gunfighters in order to decide which will win a victory over.

shop(n) :business, work or job. _Why don't you set up shop as a guide, your French is really excellent.

all over the shop/show(adv) :at every place; everywhere. _We saw tourists ,all over the shop, wandering among Fairy Chimneys.

a/the cop shop(n) :<humor>a police station.

talk shop(v) :to talk about one's work, etc. esp. at a party among the persons who are not interested in. _They were all --- at the party, so I decided to come home very early.

shop(v) :<slang>to inform on (sb) to the police.

shop-talk(n) :an act of talking about one's business affairs on a social occasion. _I thought there would be nothing but shop-talk at the party, so I decided not to go.

SHORT(adj)

short(adj) :[on]having lack (of); not enough (of)._He's --- on honesty, don't trust him.

short and/but sweet(adj) :slightly short; shorter than expected time. _I wanted some money from John, his answer was short but sweet, as you guess.

a short(n) :(Br)a strong liquor such as whisky or gin, etc. in a small glass and can be taken in a short time rather than others such as beer.

be taken/caught short(v) :(Br)to have a quick and sudden need to visit the toilet.

make short work of(v) :to handle or do sthg easily, practically and quickly.

SHOT(n)

shot(n) :1-[at]a try or chance to do sthg. 2-a photograph. 3-a launch (esp. of a rocket or spacecraft) 4-<slang>an act of taking drug into the blood by a needle or a syringe; injection. _a shot of penicillin. 5-<slang>a small glass or amount of drink (esp. of whisky or gin) that is swallowed at once. 6-a chance (of sthg) with the stated degree of risk. _The horse is an 8 to 5 shot to win the race.

a big shot/noise(n) :a powerful, important and influential person.

a shot in the dark(n) :an unsupported guess that is of little certainty and likely to be false. _His idea was a shot in the dark, he cannot know the laser guided missile's effectiveness before practicing it.

shot(adj) :1-[of]finished with. _I was glad to be/get shot of that nasty cold. 2-torn down; worn out because of too much or badly use.

be all over but the shouting(v) : (Br)(of a fight, competition, game, etc.) to be over with a doubtless and certain result which is about to be announced cheerfully. _When the test results were declared, it was shouting, and most of the students went back their houses wearing happy faces.

shove sb around(v) :to treat sb severely and forcefully esp. in order to make sb obedient; to push sb around.

shove off!(v) :(used in commands)<impolite>Go away!

shove one's oar in(v) :to be interested in or concerned with other people's affairs.

SHOW(n)

show(n) :1-an organization, activity or business. 2-a try, attempt or an effort.

shut-eye(n) :sleep; nap. _You have bags under your eyes, why don't you get a ---.

put up the shutters(v) :(of a firm, company, or business)to stop working at the end of the day or forever.

shy(v) :<rarely used> to throw; toss.

shy(n) :1-a throw. 2-an attempt or try. 3-an attack in speech. _The politician's shy.

once bitten, twice shy(n) :a person who has been deceived or tricked once and will be more careful and alert for the next.

shyster(n) :(Am)a dishonest or dishonorable person esp. a lawyer or politician.

SICK(adj)

sick (adj) :[of]annoyed or bored (with); having a dislike (for).

sick at/about sthg(adj) :unhappy, sad or regretful about sthg.

(as) sick as a dog(adj) :very sick.

sick and tired(adj) :annoyed or bored thoroughly (with); having a dislike (for).

sick headache(n) :a strong headache as migraine.

look sick(v) :(Am)to seem to be of no honor or worthless when compared with sb.

make sb sick(v) :to make sb annoyed or cause to have dislike or displeasure to sb.

on the sick list(adj) :absent because of illness.

sick(n) :(Br)vomit(=foods that are vomitted from the stomach)

sick sthg up(v) :(Br)to vomit; to throw up the contents of the stomach.

SIDE(n)

side(n) :1-(Br)a TV channel. 2-a way of behavior of which one pretentiously appears to be better or more important than others; arrogance.

get on the right/wrong side of sb(v) :to win/lose sb's good and favorable opinions.

let the side down(v) :to behave in a disgraceful way that brings about trouble, shame, or discredit to one's office, family, team, etc.

on the difficult/easy/short/high/low, etc. side(adj):very or too difficult/easy...,etc.

sideswipe(n) :[at]an attacking remark which makes or tries to make sthg and the critics about it completely different. _The newspapers took a few sideswipes at the director's policy at the last match.

knock/throw sb sideways(v) :(usu. passive)to confuse or shock greatly.

sight(n) :1-sthg or sb that looks messy or ridiculous. _What a sight you are in that dirty clothes! 2-(used before a comparison)much; a lot. _She really runs a sight more than you do!

a sight for sore eyes(n) :sb or sthg that causes pleasure or calmness, esp. during a difficult time or situation.

out of sight(adj,interj) :(Am)<slang> excellent; very good. _How was the film? - Out of sight!, I wouldn’t expect it to be so great.

sign on the dotted line(v) :to approve or agree sthg quickly and without thinking.

silent(n) :a film without any soundtrack.

silly(adj) :confused or shocked, esp. by a blow; stunned; senseless; dazed.

silly, silly billy(n) :a stupid person; fool.

silly season(n) :a period of time ,esp. in the summer in which, the newspapers print silly stories or news ,esp. about unimportant things and esp. because of lack of interesting news.

be born with a silver spoon in one's mouth(v) :to be born as a son or daughter of a very rich family.

simmer down(v) :(used imperatively)to keep calm or quiet.

pure and simple(adv) :certainly; absolutely.

simply(adv) :very; absolutely _--- true.

sin(n) :a shame or a pity.

sinful(adj) :shameful.

sing sthg out(v) :to cry or shout loudly.

sing small(v) :<rarely used>to talk or behave in a humble way (esp. after being scolded, punished, beaten, etc.)

everything/all/ but/except the kitchen sink(n) :<humor>a lot of unnecessary things. _I couldn’t have any time for preparation, so I put everything but the kitchen sink hurriedly.

sink(v) :(in golf, etc.)to throw the ball into the hole.

sinking feeling(n) :a feeling in the stomach that is of worry ,fear, hunger, impatience, etc. esp. when sthg bad is likely to happen.

No sir!(interj) :(Am)Never!; Definitely not!

Sir(n) :(Br)(used to address a male teacher)

sis(n) :(Am)(used to address one's sister)

sissy, cissy-(Br)(n) :<derog>a boy or a man, who acts or looks like a girl or a woman.

sissy, cissy-(Br), sissified(adj) :unmanly; effeminate; womanish.

sister(n) :(Am)<slang>(used to address a woman). _Hey, sister, why don’t you get into the line like others!

sit about/around(v) :to spend one's time doing nothing, esp. while waiting.

sit on/upon sthg(v) :to neglect or delay in dealing with. _I've always told her to paint me a picture of me, but she's still --- on it.

sit up(v) :to show unexpected or sudden feeling of fear, surprise, excitement, etc.

make sb sit up (and take notice)(v) :to make sb energetically or lively, when he's in a state of lethargy or sleepiness.

sit on one's hands(v) :to avoid action when needed.

sit up straight!(v) :Don't lean back!; Don't spread your arms/legs out widely!

sit tight(v) :to be unwilling to move or change one's opinions, etc.

a sitting duck(n) :sb or sthg who is easily cheated or attacked with criticism.

sitting target(n) :[for]sb or sthg who is easy to attack because of having lack of defense.

be sitting pretty(adj) :(of a person)to be in a favorable, fortunate, or important position or situation.

six of one and half a dozen of the other(n) :(Br)(esp. after it’s)a situation or condition that is almost the same in one case as in the other. _I want to swim, but I’m very hungry. If I go eating sthg, the pool will be closed. 

six of the best(n) :(Br)a beating esp. six blows with a stick in order to punish a schoolchild .

six-footer(n) :sb or sthg that is six feet tall or long.

six-shooter(n) :a small gun or pistol that can be shot six time in loading.

sixty-four-thousand-dollar question(n) :an important and very difficult question for sb.

SIZE(n)

cut sb down to size(v) :to prove that sb is not, actually as important or powerful as he thinks he is.

try that/it for size(v) :<humor>(used imperatively)to have a try or attempt in order to find out how much sthg suits one or how much one likes (it).

That's about the size of it :That's the actual and fair state of affairs, situation, etc.

size sb/sthg up(v) :to make a judgment or estimate about sb/sthg.

sizzler(n) :an extremely hot day; broiler.

get/put one's skates on(v) :to rush or hurry up.

(skate)on thin ice(v,adj) :(to be) doing sthg risky, or dangerous.

skate through sthg(v) :to gain easy success in sthg.

skedaddle(v) :(Br)(used imperatively)run away; flee.

a skeleton in the cupboard-(Br)/closet-(Am)(n) :an unpleasant event or fact in the past, that is often kept secret.

skew-eyed(adj) :squinted.

skew-whiff(adj) :(Br)<humor>slanting; off the straight.

on the skids(adj) :about to fail or come to an end.

put the skids under/on(v) :to make (sb) act quickly.

skid row(n) :(Am)[on]a poor, dirty part of a city i.e. ghetto where jobless and homeless people live together.

SKIN(n)

by the skin of one's teeth(adv) :with very little space or time, etc. left over; narrowly; only just. _We caught the last bus by the skin of our teeth.

get under sb's skin(v) :1-to make sb annoyed or troubled, etc. 2-to make sb fall in love with sb; to be infatuated with sb.

keep one's eyes skinned(v) :to be alert; to be on the look-out.

be no skin off sb's nose(n) :not to be sthg (duty, responsibility, work, etc.)that causes displeasure or disadvantage to sb.

save one’s/sb’s skin/neck/bacon(v) :to avoid or help sb to avoid a danger, difficulty, etc.

skin and bone(s)(adj) :extremely thin; skinny; bony. _Hey did you see that dog over there? -It’s all skin and bones!.

skin flick(n) :<slang>a pornographic film.

skin game(n) :a dishonest practice, dealing or trick; deceit; fraud.

slag sb/sthg off(v) :(Br)<slang>to criticize severely. _The teachers like to slag off the newcomers.

slam(n) :an unpleasant or severe criticism.

slam(v) :to find fault or criticize sb severely.

slam on the brakes(v) :to slow down or prevent any activity from continuing esp. by causing difficulties or troubles; hamper.

any way you slice it(adv) :(Br)however you think of it.

the best/greatest thing since sliced bread(n) :sb or sthg that is recently popular or is greatly admired or apreciated. _This dictionary is ---!

slick(n) :a magazine sold in a covering.

slick(adj) :deceitfully clever; sly; _--- politician.

slicker(n) :<humor>a sly, or deceitful person although seems to be clean.(esp. in the phrase city slicker)

let sthg slide(v) :to take no action about sthg esp. because of laziness.

sling/throw mud/dirt at(v) :to speak insultingly and badly to or about sb in order to give discredit to .

sling one's hook(v) :(Br)<slang>(used imperatively)to leave at once; go away immediately.

slinky(adj) :(esp. of clothes)smooth and tight esp. causing to have a glossy appearance of the body. _Her slinky dress was really great!

slip(n) :[of]<rarely used>a young esp. thin person.(esp. in the phrase slip of a boy/girl) _Don't rebuke him, he's only slip of a boy.

give sb the slip(v) :to escape from sb.

slip sthg/one over(v) :(Am)to trick or deceive sb.

slip up(v) :to make a small mistake.

slip-up(n) :a small mistake; ??(error; oversight.)?

slippery(adj) :looking dishonest; not dependable or trustworthy; shifty.

slob(n) :a messy, rude or lazy person.

snitch(n) :(Br)<humor>nose.

snitch(v) :1-[on]to tell about one's wrongdoings or bad affairs. 2-to steal sthg esp. of small value; rip off.

snotty, also snotty-nosed(adj) :1-<derog> sb who is too much proud of himself and behaves in a superior way over others. 2-(of sthg) wet and covered with mucus.

someway(adv) :(Am)somehow; in some way or other. _We have to win the Bulls ---.

every mother's son of you, them, etc. : every one of you, them, etc. _Be quiet! I told to every mother's son of you kids, just be silent.

son of a gun(n) :<rarely used>(used to address a close friend) guy; fellow. _Jackie, hey,---,how's it going since then?

for a song(adv) :(esp. after buy/sell/go, etc.)very cheaply; for a very cheap price. _Everything is on sale, they're all going for a song!

a song and dance about(n) :excited or interesting remarks, critics or discussion about sthg considered important or unusual. _There's been great a song and dance in the newspapers about his new book, so I think it is sthg of a novel.

as soon as maybe(adv) :as soon as possible. _Come to the party as soon as maybe after finishing the report.

the sooner the better :it’s better (to do sthg, etc.) as soon as possible.

sopping(adj,adv) :very (wet)._Did you walk for hours under the rain? _Your clothes are sopping!./ _Your clothes are sopping wet!

soppy(adj) :(of a person, story, affairs, -etc.)foolishly emotional or sentimental.

sore(adj) :(Am)angry or annoyed.

sorehead(n) :a person who is easily offended or annoyed.

like a bear with a sore head(adj) :very annoyed.

a sight for sore eyes(n) :sb or sthg that causes pleasure or calmness, esp. during a difficult time or situation. _It was a sight for sore eyes when his darling came to visit him while writing the report.

sound in wind and limb(adj) :<rarely used>physically healthy and fit.

sound off(v) :<derog>1-(in military)to say one's name or identification aloud; report oneself. 2-[about]to talk loudly in a complaining way.

from soup to nuts(adv) :(Am)thoroughly; in every detail.

in the soup(adj) :in trouble.

soup sthg up(v) :(of a machine, engine, etc.)to increase the power of. _He bought a souped-up Ford 

sour(adj) :disappointing; not smiling.

soused(adj) :slightly drunk.

southpaw(n) :(Am)1-a left-handed sports player (esp. in basketball) 2-any left-handed person.

sox(n) :socks.

space-age(adj) :up-to-date; modern.

spaced out(adj) :under the effect of drugs, esp. not fully conscious of what it is happening around .

spew(v) :[up]1-<slang>to vomit; to throw up the contents of the stomach from the mouth. 2-[out]to pour out. _The printer was just spewing out some meaningless codes.

spiel(n) :a long talk given to persuade sb esp. to buy or believe sthg.

spike sb's guns(v) :<rarely used>to (cause to) spoil sb's plans or intentions.

spiky(adj) :easy to hurt, offend or annoy.

spill, also spillage(n) :a fall from somewhere high e.g. from horse, bicycle ; tumble. _He nearly had a spill.

spill(v) :to reveal (esp. a secret); divulge.

spill the beans(v) :to reveal or tell a secret easily.

get (oneself)/go into a flat spin(v) :to get into a confused and shocked state or anxiety; to panic.

spin(v) :to move or travel speedily. _The car was spinning down the street.

spindle-legs(n) :a person who has very tall and thin legs.

Spit it out!(v) :(used imperatively)Say what you think/have to say, etc. _Hey, will you want some money, huh, come on, John,---!

be the dead spit and image of, also be the spitting image of(v) :to look very alike (sb).

spit and polish(n) :great cleaning esp. polishing (boots) in the military forces. _Your boots need a bit of spit and polish soldier, am I right?

spitfire(n) :an excessively angry or quarrelsome person esp. a woman.

spiv(n) :(Br)<derog>a man who makes his money by cheating or by dishonest means.

splash(n) :small quantity of beverage esp. soda or water.

make a splash(v) :to draw attention by showing off one's abilities, wealth, etc.

splash(v) :[out/on](Br)to spend a great deal of money esp. on unnecessary or luxurious things. 

splendiferous(adj) :(Br)<humor>excellent; splendid.

get spliced(v) :(Br)to marry. _I heard you got spliced with a French woman, how is it going?

split(n) :a half-sized bottle of an alcoholic or carbonated drink.

split(v) :1-(Br)[on](esp. among children)to reveal secret or hidden information about sthg; to inform on. 2-<slang><rarely used>to leave hurriedly.

split one's sides (laughing)(v) :to laugh uncontrollably and noisily.

split the difference(v) :to agree on the halfway between the price which one person offers to pay and the other offers to sell at. _$20,it's really much, I'll pay you $10 -Okay, let's --- and give me $15.

splurge(v) :[on]to spend a lot of money on sthg esp. for luxury. _He had splurged on a sports car.

spoilsport(n) :<derog>a person who spoils other people's enjoyment or fun.

put a spoke in sb's wheel(v) :to hinder or prevent sb from carrying out or going ahead with plans; thwart.

spoken for(adj) :(of a person)very friendly or familiar with sb of the opposite sex.

sponge(n) :a person who lives on other people's expenses.

throw/toss up/in the sponge(v) :to give up or admit defeat (esp. in a fight or rivalry) _At the third month after he gave up smoking, he threw up the sponge and began again.

sponge on/off/upon sb(v) :to make one’s living by getting money from sb.

sponger(n) :a person who sponges on sb.

spoof(v) :[of/on]to tease; make an amusing imitation or description of sb or sthg. _He just spooks every 

spook(n) :a ghost; a frightening spirit.

spook(v) :(Am)to cause (esp. an animal) to be unexpectedly or suddenly frightened. _Sthg spooked me and I ran away.

spooky(adj) :(of a place)causing unknown or mysterious fear; eerie. _a deserted spooky old house.

spoon(v) :to hug, embrace, kiss or caress as by making love. _a couple spooning at the back row of the cinema.

sport(n) :1-a good-natured person esp. one who admits defeat or joke without getting angry ;an obliging person. _You really are a sport after all these tricks played on you. 2-(AustrE)(used to address sb in a friendly and familiar way.)_Hey, let's go swimming!

make sport of(v) :to make people laugh at sb.; make fun of.

sport(v) :to wear, esp. in a showy and arrogant way.

sporting chance(n) :a good or fair chance (esp. of a good result)_Mine is really a --- for passing the test.

sporty(adj) :(esp. of clothes) fashionable; showy; flashy.

SPOT(n)

spot(n) :(Br)[of] a small amount (of); a bit (of)._I guess I’ll have a spot of trouble at the exam.

have a soft spot for sb(v) :to have fondness for sb.

the/a high spot(n) :the best or the most enjoyable part of an affair, activity, etc. esp. sthg that one remembers best. _I remember the last night hiking up in the High Park, we sat down on a bank, I’ve kissed her then. It was just the high spot, you know!

hit the spot(v) :to be exactly what is needed, required, or wanted, etc.

in a (tight) spot(adv) :in a difficult, or dangerous situation; in trouble; in the soup. 

spot(adv) :(Br)just; exactly. _She was spot on time.

spot(v) :(Am)(esp. in a game)to give advantageous points to. _She spotted Johnny five more points, but she won in the end.

spot on(adj) :(Br)definitely right or true in one's opinions, answers, etc. _Is that the right answer, Sir? -Yes, you're spot on!

on-the-spot(adj) :urgent, immediate and at the exact time or place when needed. _She gave me an on-the-spot help for my report.

knock spots off(v) :to defeat thoroughly. _The Bulls knocked spots off all the teams since then.

spotter(n) :a private detective who spies or searches for an illegal or dishonest practice or dealing among employees as in an office or store.

spotty(adj) :(Br)having pimples on one's face.

spout(v) :[off/on]<derog>to speak in a wordy, self-important way. 

up the spout(adj) :(Br)1-completely ruined; in a very difficult situation esp. difficult to escape or avoid. 2-pregnant.

spread(n) :a large meal esp. one that is spread on a table; feast. _What a spread!, I can eat all these now.

spring(v) :to help (sb or oneself); to escape from prison.

be no (spring) chicken(n) :(of a woman)not to be/look like young. _He always dresses as she's of 18, but everybody knows she's no spring chicken.

spruce sb/sthg up(v) :to make (esp. oneself) neat, clean and tidy in one's appearance.

spud(n) :potato.

spunk(n) :courage, determination; spirit; pluck; mettle.

spunky(adj) :determined; plucky; brave.

spur-of-the-moment(adj) :done or made without thinking or planning; sudden._ a spur-of-the-moment decision to go shopping.

on the square(adj,adv) :<rarely used>honest(ly); fair(ly). _I'm really on the square ,you can trust me./ _He never acts on the square, you know.

square(n) :<slang><rarely used>a person who doesn't follow or have any interest in latest fashions, styles, etc.

square(adj) :<rarely used>old,fashioned; conservative.

a square deal(n) :a just and honest treatment, dealing or practice, etc.

a square meal(n) :a good and large meal.

a square peg in a round hole(n) :a person or a thing that doesn't suit or fit to a specific position, situation, etc. _I don't know anything about computers, so I'm like a square peg in a round hole in the computer class.

square(v) :to pay money dishonestly; to bribe. _I guess this boss is difficult to square.

square away(v) :to be prepared and get ready.

square up(v) :to pay (a bill, debt, etc.). _Hey, it’s time for you to square up this time, huh, isn’t it?

square-bashing(n) :(Br)practice, esp. marching by soldiers. _Sergeant! -why don’t you take the soldiers and make them do some square-bashing.

square(adv) :directly. He hit him --- on the nose.

squash(v) :1-to conquer or subdue (enemy, rebellion, etc.) 2-to speak in a scornful way; snub.

squawk(n) :a loud complaint.

squawk(v) :to complain or grumble loudly or noisily.

squeak(v) :1-to have a narrow escape; to avoid danger, injury, failure, etc. at the last possible moment. 2-to inform on.

squeaker(n) :an informer.

squeaky clean(adj) :(Am)1-extremely clean. 2-<humor>morally proper, right or pure.

squeal(v) :[on]<slang>to inform on (one’s friends)to the police.

in a tight squeeze(n) :in a difficult or troublesome situation esp. because of having little or no money.

put the squeeze on(v) :to exert or put pressure or force on.

squeeze the lemon(v) :(Am)<slang>1-to masturbate. 2-to urinate; to pee.

squeezebox(n) :infml for accordion.

squelch(n) : a quick act, remark or reply.

a damp squib(n) :a failing attempt to do sthg.

squiffy(adj) :(Br)<rarely used>somewhat drunk.

squint(n) :a look._ I'll have a squint at the book after eating the meal.

squire(n) :(Br)(used to address a man whose name is not known and who is of higher social class.)

squirt(n) :(Am)<slang><derog>a young, and usu. unimportant but very self-assertive person.

have a squirt(v) :<slang>to urinate; to pee.

have/make a stab at(v) :to have/make an attempt to do sthg.

stack(n) :[of](usu. pl.) a great deal (of); a large amount (of); heap (of). _I need some money Jack. -Martin has stacks of money, why don’t you go and ask for him.

the cards/odds are stacked against (one) :sb has arranged sthg (esp. playing cards) dishonestly in order to have an unjust and unfair advantage against (one). _It was impossible for Bulls to beat us, the cards were stacked against us!

stack up(v) :(Am)[against]to compare; to match.

stag party(n) :a party only for men (esp. when a man is about to get married)

stage-manage(v) :to arrange or prepare sthg very well and impressive so that it will appear naturally good. _The lecture was stage-managed by both the teachers and students, so there was no problem during the inspection.

pull up stakes(v) :to move from a place where one has lived for a long time to another place in order to have a new life there.

stake sthg out(v) :(Am)(esp. of the police)to watch or observe a place closely, secretly and continually.

stall(v) :1-to take no action intentionally so as to gain time; to avoid answering sb; to delay. _Will you stop stalling and answer my question right now, Johnny? 2- to deal with sb in order to avoid sthg. _I need some time, could you please stall the teacher until I finish writing the report.

stamping ground(n) :a place where a person frequently goes; hang-out; haunt.

STAND(n)

have a stand(v) :<slang>to be erect.

a one-night stand(n) :1-a sexual relationship lasted only for one night. 2-one of the persons having such a relationship.

STAND(v)

Phrasal Verbs

stand sb up(v) :to fail to meet sb (of the opposite sex) at an appointment; to fail to have a meeting with sb. _It's thirty minutes past the time we would meet, if he stood me up I'll really blow my stack.

Idioms

stand on one's own (two) feet/legs(v) :to be able to live by oneself without any help or suggestion from others; to be self-dependent. _She left home when he found a job and had enough money to stand on his own two feet.

starkers(adj) :(Br)<humor>having no clothes on; naked. _Last weekend, I went to women’s beach, and saw many girls just starkers!, do you imagine that!

STAR(n)

see stars(v) :to be dizzy (esp. because of a hard blow)

thank one's lucky stars(v) :(usu. after that) to be very pleased or grateful. _You can thank your lucky stars that your math teacher is not as bad-tempered as mine.

star-studded(adj) :crowded with famous actors, performers, etc. _The film has a star-studded cast.

starry-eyed(adj) :(very happy or hilarious because) having many illogical or unreasonable hopes.

START(v)

start(v) :1-to begin to cause trouble, annoyance, etc. by arguing, asking for things, etc. _Don’t start again, honey. I accept you were right. 2-to become pregnant. _Se has started a baby last month.

start sthg(v) :to cause trouble by starting esp. a quarrel or fight.

stash(n) :[of]store or concealment. _a stash of money/drugs.

stash(v) :to store ,hide or conceal sthg to keep it safe and esp. for future use. _The old man had a great sum of money stashed somewhere no one knows.

be in/get into a state(v) :to feel/become nervous, worried, anxious, etc. _I get into a state whenever I hear the name 5K.(=5 kilometers run) 

state-of-the-art(adj) :(Am)<slang>the latest; the most recent; the most recently developed. _You can see state-of-the-art digitized voices, visual effects, and many more, by playing this new game :The Quakepegger.

the States(n) :infml for the US.

stay(n) :perseverance; power of endurance.

stay(v) :to continue or last esp. in face of difficulties in a contest, race, etc.

stay put(v) :(used imperatively)to stay fixed in a place; not to move or change place. _Stay put, daddy, there is a bear behind you!

stay-at-home(n) :<derog>a person who always stays at home, and so has an uninteresting and dull life style.

Steady (on)!(interj) :(Br)Be careful; Slow down. _Hey, Steady on!, there should be not one mistake in the report.

go steady (v) :[with]to go out or flirt (with sb of the opposite sex) regularly.

sb’s steady(n) :sb’s regular girl/boy friend.

steal(n) :a good or an article sold for a very cheap price; bargain. _A t-shirt for that price is really a steal!

steal sb's thunder(v) :to gain approval or success that sb deserves to ,esp. by doing sthg what sb would do.

STEAM(n)

steam(n) :strong feeling of energy; driving power.

let/blow off steam(v) :to release, discharge or relieve one's feelings, energy or tensions. _I was so angry that I need to let off steam by going swimming at the pool.

under one’s own steam(adv) :by oneself; without any help from others.

work off steam(v) :to take physical exercise to discharge one’s tensions, anger, etc.

get/be (all) steamed-up(v) :to become excited or angry.

steep(adj) :1-excessively expensive. _The prices are pretty steep at that restaurant. 2-(of a demand) unreasonable; extreme. _$500 for that car is a bit steep.

sell/give sb a bum steer(v) :to give sb a piece of false and useless information, suggestion, or advice. _Charles gives you a bum steer, if you ask for help. He is very untrusthworthy, esp. when lessons is the subject.

steer clear (of) :to avoid (sthg), to keep away from; avoid.

step out(v) :to have fun or entertainment.

step on it/the gas(v) :(used imperatively)to rush; to move faster; to hurry up.

watch one's step(v) :to act carefully or controllably.

it is even(s) Stephen(s) :it is a situation in which the contestants, competitors or rivals have equal chance of winning.

stew(n) :a state of anxiety or nervousness.(esp. in the phrase be in/get into a ---(=to become nervous or anxious)

stew(v) :to become excited, disturbed, angry, agitated, etc.

stew in one's own juice(v) :to be left helpless so as to suffer the bad or unpleasant results of sthg that one has done.

stewed(adj) :slightly drunk.

STICK(n)

stick(n) :1-sb who is cold, distant, and reserved in one's manner or speech. 2-(Br)a cruel or severe treatment. (esp. in the phrase give sb the stick)

get/hold the wrong end of the stick(v) :to understand wrongly. _That wasn’t at all what I meant! You’ve held the wrong end of the stick again.

there are more …(pl. noun) than you/one can shake a stick at(v) :(Am)there are a lot of … _Don’t be shy kiddy, take one more pie, you see there are more pies than you can shake a stick at in the dish.

STICK(v)

stick(v) :1-to confuse or bewilder; puzzle. _That question sticks me. 2-(used in negative statements and questions)to tolerate; bear; endure. 3-(not in progressive forms)to put esp. to rather a casual place. _Hey, why don’t you stick it on the table. 4-[with]to cause sb to take the blame for sthg. _The man stuck him with the unpaid bill.

Phrasal Verbs

stick about/around(v) :to stay or be waited in a place esp. where one is for a time; not to go away. _

stick by(v) :to continue to help, or support (sb). _He's very helpful guy, he always sticks by his friends.

stick up for(v) :to defend (sb). _When the president lost the election, none of his supporters did stick up for him.

stick with sb/sthg(v) :to be in good relationship with sb. _If you stick with the teacher, you don’t have any problem with that lesson.

stick with it(v) :to continue to do or to deal with sthg esp. in the face of difficulties or troubles; to persist. _I can’t stick with it any longer, I hate to work with my new boss.

Idioms

stick to one's guns/colors(v) :to refuse to leave or change one's beliefs, opinions or ideas, etc.

stand/stick out a mile(v) :to be very noticeable. _His bald head stands out a mile!; <fig>to be very clear. _It sticks out a mile that she didn’t get happy when she saw you returned.

stick one's neck out(v) :to take a risk by doing or saying sthg that is likely to cause or trouble.

stick in one's throat/gullet(v) :to be hard or difficult to accept or tolerate. _I like her as a friend but what stick in my throat is her bossy manners in the office.

be stuck on(v) :to be in love with.

sticker(n) :<apprec>a determined and persevere person.

a stick-in-the-mud(n) :1-a person who is against new ideas, change, etc.; a conservative person. The most characteristic of him I hate is that he’s a bit of a stick-in-the-mud. 2-a lazy and inactive person. _He prefers to sit in his chair and watch TV, rather than to do anything, he’s just a stick-in-the-mud.

stickler(n) :[for] a person who considers sthg of great importance, behaves and wants people to behave according to it. _He's really a stickler for discipline.

the sticks(n) :<derog>the rural or suburban areas far from city and town. _After he was divorced, he started a new life out in the sticks.

stick-up(n) :a robbery with a gun.

sticky(adj) :1-(of a situation)tough; difficult to handle. 2-[about] unwilling to help; likely to prevent, etc.

come to/meet a sticky end(v) :to have a bad, damaging or dangerous result esp. a destruction or loss. _Although his parents urged him too much, he came to a sticky end, he continued to drive while drunk and had a severe accident..

be on a sticky wicket(n) :(Br)to be in a difficult or awkward situation _I promised to finish the report by Monday. If I have any extra duty, I'm on a sticky wicket!

stiff(adj) :(of an alcohol) without water; strong. I'd like a stiff whisky.

bore sb stiff(v) :to bore sb to a great degree. _How was the basketball match? It bored me stiff.

scare sb stiff(v) :(usu. passive)to make or cause sb to be very afraid. _I was scared stiff when she suddenly entered the room.

sting(v) :<slang>[for]to ask for too much money from. _Martin stung me for $2500 yesterday as if he didn’t know my wallet was stolen, I told him to fuck off 

stingy(adj) :[with]ungenerous (with money) ; mean.

STINK(n)

like stink(adv) :very much in time, effort, amount, etc. _He had studied like stink for the exam, and finally he passed it.

raise/kick up a stink (about sthg)(v) :to cause trouble by complaining. _The students kick up a stink about the exam, it was extremely difficult.

STINK(v)

stink(v) :to be bad, undesirable, unpleasant, etc. _Hey, this plan seems to stink, we can’t go out tonight, there is a soccer match on TV.

stink sb (for sthg)(v) :to cheat or swindle sb esp. by charging too much price for sthg.

stink sb/sthg out(v) :1-to cause to smell very bad. _The litter bin stunk the room out! 2-to cause to leave a place because it smells very bad. _That smell stinks anyone out here!

stinker(n) :(Br)<rarely used>sthg or sb very bad, difficult, unpleasant, or troublesome to deal with. _This illness is a real stinker!

stinking(adj) :(used to emphasize a noun, expresses annoyance or dislike) _I don't need your useless stinking dictionary, I had one yesterday.

stinking(adv) :<derog>extremely; very. (esp. in the phrase stinking rich)

stir(n) :<slang><rarely used>prison.

stir (up)(v) : to make or cause trouble esp. by gossiping or be telling false stories about people. _You shouldn’t ever believe what he says. He always stirs.

stir one's stumps(v) :to hurry up; act hastily.

stir a finger(v) :(esp. in negative statements)to do nothing for help. _Hey, why don't you stir a finger, so I can finish it quickly.

stirrer(n) :a person who causes trouble between others; a troublemaker.

STITCH(n)

stitch(n) :a little or small bit. _You haven't done a stitch of your homework, huh, so you're not allowed to go out tonight!.

not have a stitch on(v) :to have no clothes on; to be naked.

in stitches(adv) :laughing noisily and deeply.

stitch up(v) :to succeed to finish sthg well and satisfactorily esp. so that it cannot be changed. _We got the business deal stitched up!

stockbroker belt(n) :(Br)an area near the city where the wealthy people live in large and luxurious houses.

stodge(n) :1-heavy food that is not easily digested. 2-a dull and uninteresting (book, etc.) writing.

stodgy(adj) :1-(of food) heavy; sticky; not easily digested. 2-(of a book, etc.) dull and uninteresting. 3-(of a person) dull, boring or unimaginative.

stomp(v) :to walk or dance heavily or forcefully. _The boss was stomping in the room trying to find fault with the office.

Stone the crows!, also Stone me!(v) :<rarely used>(used to express, surprise, disbelief, etc.) I don't believe it/you!.

stone/stony broke(adj) :(Br)with no money at all.

stoned(adj) :1-affected or excited because of drugs.2-extremely drunk.

stooge(n) :<derog>1-a person who does another persons’ humble or unpleasant works; dupe. 2-a person who assists a comedian esp. the stupid one who acts as a butt.

stoolpigeon, also stoolie(n) :(Am)<slang> <derog>a person e.g. a criminal who helps the police to arrest another criminal; informer.

pull out all the stops(v) :to use all one’s efforts, energy, strength, etc. in order to do sthg successfully.

STOP(v)

Phrasal Verbs

stop in\off(v) :[at] to make a short visit to a place or sb's home (esp. while having a journey). _Shall we stop off at a pub to drink a beer?

Idioms

stop round(v) :(Am)to make a short visit to a place or sb's home.

stop-go(adj) :(Br)<derog>being in a period of time of activity and inactivity following each other irregularly esp. related with a country’s economy, industry, etc. _government’s stop-go policy of irregular stock market values.

in cold storage(adv) :kept safely for future use until needed.

storm in a teacup(n) :(Br)a great and unnecessary amount of worry , annoyance, argument, etc. about sthg unimportant.

story(n) :(used esp. by and to children)a lie. _Yes kids, now tell me the truth, I don’t want to hear stories any more.

the same old story(n) :(esp. after it’s)sthg bad that has happened many times before. (also the old, old story)

tell me/us the old, old story :(used to express that one doesn’t believe what sb said, esp. as an improbable excuse) 

storyteller(n) :a person, esp. a child who tells lies ;a liar.

stow it!(v) :<slang>(used imperatively)shut up!; be quiet!.

straight(n) :<slang>1-a heterosexual. 2-a person who is not a drug-user.

the straight and narrow(n) :(esp. after keep to/stray from)honest life esp. with strict moral principles.

go straight(v) :(esp. of a criminal)to start to have an honest life.

straight(adj) :having no debt.

straight off(adv) :at once ;without delay The smart student said straight off that he neither stole it nor saw the one who did it.

straight out(adv):openly ;frankly; clearly.

straight up(interj,adv) :(Br)(used to show or to question sthg if it’s true)really. _I spent four year compiling that dictionary.-Is that true? -Straight up!(=Yes, certainly)

straight from the shoulder(adv) :directly and honestly, clearly. _The teacher told the student straight from the shoulder that he will flunk if he doesn't get 85 from the exam. 

straighten sb/sthg out(v) :to help sb eliminate the difficulties in life.

strap hanger(n) :a standing passenger on a bus, train, etc. esp. one who holds a strap that hangs from the roof.

strapped(adj) :[for]having almost no money. _I'm strapped for cash.

strapping(adj) :big and strong; healthy; robust.

STRAW(n)

clutch at straws/a straw(v) :to be ready and willing to do anything possible in order to save oneself from a difficult or dangerous situation. (also grab/catch/ seize/snatch at straws/a straw )

that’s the last straw :that’s the limit that I can tolerate.

straw boss(n) :a helper for a boss; an assistant foreman.

streak(n) :(Am)<slang>a very good and excited time spent with fun; a very wild party.

like a streak of lightning(adv) :fast; quickly.

streak(v) :to run across public places having no clothes on.

streaker(n) :a person who runs across public places having no clothes on.

STREET(n)

right up one’s street(adj) :exactly what one is interested in or knowledgeable about. _Classical music is right up one’s street!

not in the same street (as) :not as good (as). _This musician isn’t in the same street as the last one who gave a concert here.

streets ahead of(adj) :very much better than. That dictionary is streets ahead of the others of the same sort.

street-cred(n) :infml for street-credibility(=popularity among young and working people.) _Which newspaper has the most street-cred?

streetwise(adj) :very clever and strong so as to be able to live in the face of difficulties, in the city streets, etc. _She's too streetwise.

give me strength!(interj) :(used to express that one is very annoyed and cannot tolerate sb’s stupid actions or behaviors)

on the strength(adj) :being a member of a company, army, organization, etc. _Hey I know you aren't on the strength here, what the hell are you here for?

stretch(n) :1-the final part of an activity. 2-<slang>the period of time spent in prison. _He was sentenced to 20 year stretch for murdering.

stretch one's legs(v) :to have a walk, esp. after sitting or lying for a long time. _The car had a breakdown; it has a chance to stretch my legs.

strides(n) :(AustrE) trousers.

STRIKE(n)

have two strikes against one(v) :to be at a great disadvantage against one because of a handicap, etc.

STRIKE(v)

Phrasal Verbs

strike out(v):to fail to do sthg esp. a responsibility.

Idioms

strike me pink!(interj) :<rarely used>(used to express surprise or disbelief) (also strike a light<rarely used>)

strike it rich(v):to become suddenly and unexpectedly wealthy

STRING(n)

another/second/extra string to one's bow(n) :another or additional interest, ability, idea, plan, etc. that a person can use if the main one is not successful. _You have to have another string to your bow in case you can't pass the exam and be a doctor.

have sb on a string(v) :to have sb under one’s power, control, etc.

STRING(v)

Phrasal Verbs

string along (v) :[with]to accompany sb while going somewhere esp. for convenience. _I can string along with you on the way to the office, and we can have the chance to chat for some time.

string sb along(v) :to cheat or deceive sb by encouraging or giving hopes.

string sb out(v) :(Am)<slang>1-to make a person drunk. 2-to cause sb to feel worried, unhappy, etc. _What strings me out is that I couldn’t get, over 95, and couldn’t keep my word.

string sb up(v) :to kill sb by hanging, esp. as a punishment.

tear a strip off sb(v) :to scold sb severely.

stroke(n) :[of]a piece or a bit (of work); any work. (esp. in the phrase not do a stroke of sthg) _He’s really a loafer, he just sits there all day and doesn’t do a stroke of work in the office! 

stroll on!(interj) :(used to express disbelief, disapproval, etc. to a statement) _If I’d studied a bit more, I could have passed the test. - Stroll on, Jack!, I’ve heard this before!

stroppy(adj) :(Br)likely to argue; unwilling to help; bad-tempered and obstinate. _ When the children can’t get what they want, he just gets sloppy.

strung-out(adj) :[on]extremely affected and/or addicted to drugs.

strung-up(adj) :(Br)excessively concerned, worried, nervous ,etc.

stuck(adj) :1-unable to continue or keep doing sthg because of difficulties. 2-[with]having to do, handle, or deal with sthg/sb unwillingly. _We were stuck with the new awkward teacher when the previous one had retired. 3-[on] fond (of) sb; infatuated (with) sb.

get stuck in/into(v) :(Br)<slang>(used imperatively)to start to study ,work or eat eagerly, determinedly and energetically.

in/out of stuck(adj) :in/out of trouble.

stuck-up(adj) :very proud, considering oneself to be very important; arrogant.

STUDY(n)

study(n) :an example. _His bright look is a study of his self- confidence.

in a brown study(adv) :<rarely used> thinking deeply.

STUFF(n)

do one's stuff(v) :(used imperatively)to show one's ability by doing sthg that he/she could only do. _Do your stuff!, you're the only person who can translate this passage here.

the hard stuff(n) :strong alcohol, esp. whisky. _While they were drinking beer, I’ve already started drinking the hard stuff.

hot stuff(n) :sb or sthg very interesting, esp. a very attractive girl.

know one’s stuff(v) :to know all about one’s work, responsibility, etc.

stuff and nonsense!(interj) :that’s thoroughly false, meaningless, etc.

that’s the stuff!(interj) :that’s the best way (to do sthg).

that’s the stuff to give the troops(v) : that’s just what was wanted or required (esp. when mentioning food) _I’m hungry, why not eat some? - That’s the stuff to give the troops.

stuff oneself(v) :to cause (oneself) to eat extremely much; fill up. _The greedy children stuffed themselves (with cereals).

a stuffed shirt(n) :a self-important or pompous person who behaves very serious, formal and old-fashioned because he considers himself more important than the others. _Last week, I visited one of my old friends who is a Minister. He was completely changed, actually I can say that he had turned into a stuffed shirt. 

knock the stuffing out of(v) :1-to beat sb violently. 2-to discourage sb.

STUMP(n)

stir one’s stumps(v) :to hurry up; to rush.

up a stump(adj) :baffled; confused.

STUMP(v)

stump(v) :1-to confuse; baffle; puzzle. _I was stumped by the test questions. 

stump up(v) :to pay a sum of money unwillingly.

stumper(n) :a puzzling question.

stunner(n) :an extremely attractive woman . _I have to admit that his wife is a real stunner.

stunt(n) :1-sthg done to attract people's attention esp. sthg that requires great skill, craft, etc. 2-a clever or sly idea to attract people's attention for publicity purposes.

stupid(n) :a stupid person.

style(n) :one’s own way of behaving; what sb would do. _The victim had been thrown into a lake after .his head had been cut off. That’s not our murderer’s style.

cramp sb’s style(v) :to make sthg difficult for sb when doing sthg as he/she usually does. _I usually study in thorough silence, any noise cramps my style.

sub(n) :infml for 1-a submarine. 2-substitute (in sports)(=a person used instead of other) 3-(Br)a certain amount of money paid in order to be a member of a club, etc.; subscription payment 4- subeditor(=a person who examines and controls the articles as in a newspaper) 5-a certain amount of money that is paid to a worker from his/her salary or wages before the usual day of payment.

sub(v) :infml for 1-[for]to act as a substitute. 2-to give a sub (=a certain amount of money that is paid to a worker from his/her salary or wages before the usual day of payment. 3-to subedit(=to examine and control the writings as a subeditor)

subeditor(n) :a person who examines and controls the articles as in a newspaper.

suchlike(pron,adj) :(things) of the stated kind. _apple, pear and suchlike (fruits).

suck up(v) :(Br)<derog>[to]to try to win others' liking, approval, or friendship by insincere behavior.

sucker(n) :a person who is easily deceived by tricks, etc.; a fool.

all of a sudden(adv) :unexpectedly and suddenly.

sugar(n) :(Am)(used to address a likable person)

sugar daddy(n) :a rich and esp. elderly man who gives money and presents to a young woman in return for sexual intercourse or friendship.

suit sb's book(v) :to suit sb's intentions, plans, desires, etc. _Come home after school, we shall go to swimming pool.-I'm sorry, it doesn't suit my book, I'll go to library for my report.

suit oneself(v) :to do as one likes, wants, etc. _Just suit yourself, I'll be home at 4:30.

think the sun shines out of sb’s bum/behind/backside/bottom (v) : (Am)<slang><impolite>to think of sb favorably and in a liking way, esp. when the teacher doesn’t think so. _Johnny is really a bootlicker, whenever he usually visits our teacher, he brings his wife beautiful flowers. That’s why the teacher thinks the sun shines out of his bum! (also think the sun shines out of sb’s arse/arse-hole<slang><taboo>)

sunbeam(n) :a happy and good-looking person (esp. a child)

Sunday(adj) :(Am)<slang>not experienced; naïve. _After I was graduated from law school, I was just a Sunday lawyer looking for a single case.

Sunday best(n) :one's best or most fashionable clothes.

sundowner(n) :alcoholic beverage taken at sundown.

super(n) :(Br)a superintendent(=a police officer of middle rank)

super(adj) :wonderful; excellent.

be supposed to(v) :(used in negative statements)not to be allowed to.

for sure(adv) :certainly; definitely. _She won't lend you any money, and that's not for sure.

sure(adv) :(Am)for sure; certainly. _He sure is a dishonest guy. Will you help me daddy? -Sure I will.

(as) sure as eggs is eggs(adv) :certainly; doubtlessly. _After getting one more low grade, now I have to study very much as sure eggs is eggs.

sure as God made little green apples(adj) :(Am)<slang>certainly; definitely. _It’s sure as God made little green apples that she’ll be fired after such a big failure.

(as) sure as hell(adv) :doubtlessly; certainly. _Will we have a pop quiz tomorrow? -Sure as hell!

sure as shit(adj) :very certain. _It’s sure as shit that I’ll flunk math.

sure thing!(interj) :(Br)(used to express one's agreement with a request, etc.) surely!. _Will you close the door after you get out. -Sure thing!

to be sure(adv) : doubtlessly; certainly. _I could have dated with her. _To be sure, if you didn’t say that she’s a bit slow on the uptake.

surefire(adj) :certain to be successful; unlikely to fail. _There is no surefire escape plan for this can, guys. Last try was really a bad break!

surface(v) :<humor>to wake or get up and be seen by the others. _In the holidays, I almost surface at noon.

suss sthg out(v) :(Br)1-to discover the secret details of sthg in a secret and sometimes illegal way. _The gang members sussed out the others’ robbery plan and they informed on them to the police.

swallow(v) :to admit as true; to believe. _I don't swallow such a silly excuse, tell me the truth now.

swan(v) :to travel around aimlessly and for pleasure. _What do you think of doing at the holiday, I and my wife are planning to swan Europe.

go down the swanee(v) :to be about to fail, ruin, etc.

swank(n) :1-boastful or swaggering talk. _What he tells the people is all swank he just tries to impress us. 2-a person who talks or behaves in that way.

swank(v) :to act or speak in a very proud and boastful way; swagger; show off.

swanky(adj) :1-very elegant, expensive or luxurious; posh. _a swanky party. 2-<derog>likely or inclined to speak in a boastful or arrogant way.

swap, also swop(n) :(usu. sing)an exchange. (esp. in the phrase do a swop).

swap, also swop(v) : [for]to exchange (goods or things). _Mike swaps secondhand glasses for pens.

swap round/over/places(v) :to exchange seats or places. _I couldn't watch the film because of the tall man in front of me; so I swapped round with my dad.

swear(v) :to promise severely. _The two children accuses him of robbery, but he swears he did not do it.

swear by(v) :to believe that sthg is very effective, confident etc. _He swore by a bath every morning and says he has never been ill!

swear off(v) :to promise to give up or stop using one’s one of a bad habit; vow. _to swear off smoking.

swear like a trooper(v) :<rarely used>to speak by using bad language esp. continually.

SWEAT(n)

an old sweat(n) :<rarely used>a person esp. a soldier of too much experience.

in a cold sweat(adv) :anxiously or fearfully.

all of a sweat(adj,adv) :very anxious or afraid. _The little child sat all of a sweat in the chair awaiting his angry mom's scolding for the broken vase.

no sweat!(interj) :(Am)(used to express that sthg can be done very easily or without any trouble)No problem. _Do you need some help?, No sweat! I’m ready to help you.

SWEAT(v)

sweat(v) :to suffer great fear or anxiety. _I was really sweating while I was waiting for the test results.

Phrasal Verbs

sweat it out(v) :1-to exercise hardly. _The players were sweating it out before the match. 2-also stick it out(v) :to suffer or experience sthg unpleasant, until the end of it. _It was my first flight, I had a severe stomachache but I had to sweat it out.

Idioms

sweat like a pig(v) :to sweat very much.

sweat blood(v) :1-to work or study too hard. _I sweated blood for that exam. 2-(Am)<slang>to be extremely worried or concerned.

sweepstake, also sweep(n) :an act of betting usu. on horse races, in which all the money are won by the persons who took part in the bet.

be sweet on(v) :to be in love with (sb).

sweetener(n) :sthg, any gift or amount of money, given or offered in order to persuade sb for doing sthg.

sweetie(n) :a person or animal that is little, likable and beautiful. _a sweetie cat.

sweet talk(n) :an insincere talk used to win approval of sthg; flattery.

sweet-talk(v) :to try to persuade sb esp. by insincere talk; flatter.

sweet tooth(n) :a strong liking and desire for sweet or sugary foods.

swell(adj) :(Am)fine; excellent; splendid.

swig(v) :<slang>to drink too much so as to become quite drunk. _He is really a good drinker, he swigs beer after beer.

swill(v) :to drink quickly esp. greedily.

in the swim(adj) :having interest or active role in modern life and social activities. _Don't invite him to the party. He'll not come for sure. He's never in the swim.

swimmingly(adv) :<rarely used>very easily.

swine(n) :a rough and unpleasant person.

SWING(n)

in full swing(adv) :(of a social occasion)at the most enjoyable part of a party, etc.

get into the swing of(v) :to become used to doing sthg, just begin to like it and do it successfully.

go with a swing(v) :(of a social occasion e.g. party)to be very well.

What you lose on the swings you gain on the roundabouts :(Br) (esp. used as swings and roundabouts) the disadvantages of a particular situation are equaled by the advantages.

SWING(v)

swing(v) :1-(Am)<slang>to have sex with (each other) _According to the statistics, most couples swing at least two times a week. 2-to arrange sthg successfully and esp. illegally and dishonestly. _He is well in swinging such business deals, so you'd better want help from him. 3-[for]to be killed by hanging. _He'll swing for murder! 4-to beat pleasingly. _That song really swings!

swing the lead(v) :<derog>to avoid working or doing one's duty or responsibility by pretending to be ill.

swinger(n) :1-<rarely used>sb who has an extraordinarily active social life, esp. going to parties, clubs, etc. 2-sb who has sexually free life style. 

swingers(n) :(pl.)<slang>1-testicles 2-a woman’s breasts; boobs.

swinging(adj) :1-<rarely used>active, lively and full of fun. _a swinging party. 2-free and modern esp. sexually.

swipe(v) :to take without permission. _Who the fuck swiped my pencil this time?, I’m gonna kill him if I find.

swish(adj) :fashionable; smart, elegant and expensive. _a swish night club.

switch off(v) :to stop listening, following, being careful about or paying attention to sb or sthg.

switched-on(adj) :1-(Am)<slang>under the effect of heroin, or marijuana. 2-<rarely used>keeping in touch with or informed about new ideas, opinions, fashions, affairs, etc.

swiz, also swizz(n) :(Br)sthg that causes one feel cheated or disappointed.

swizzle(n) :alcoholic beverage of mixed drinks, and served with a large glass esp. beer.

swoop(v) :[on]to make a sudden and unexpected attack. _The three criminals escaped again as they were given information .The police would swoop but they couldn't

swop(n,v) :(usu. sing)exchange. (esp. in the phrase do a swop).

swot(n) :<derog>an excessively hard-working person.

swot(v) :(Br)<derog>[up]to study too hard; grind.

sync, also synch(n) :infml for synchronization(=a correct, and simultaneous working arrangement) _The film and its soundtrack are just out of --- (=not operating at the same time.)

system(n) :official obligations, rules or forces that limit one's freedom and avoid oneself to do as one wants. _I have always had great anger for the system.

get sthg out of one’s system(v) :to get rid of a worry, problem, etc. by expressing it openly. _If one of your friends annoy you, just go tell that you’re annoyed at him. This will help you get it out of your system, and you’ll feel better that time.

all systems go!(interj) :<humor>(used when all the preparations for sthg has been completed)Everything is ready!

to a T/tee(adv) :well; perfectly. _I bought a new shoe, it fits my suit to a T!

ta(interj) :thank you.

tab(n) :(Am)a bill or account.

keep a tab/tag/tabs on(v) :to watch closely or to gather information about (sb or sthg) continually.

pick up the tab(v) :(Am)to pay for other people's expenditures (for food, drink, etc.) _Whenever I go out with my girlfriend, I always ---.

under the table(adv) :(of money)given as a bribe, in order to win sb's favor, help, or influence dishonestly.

drink sb under the table(v) :(usu. shortened to under the table) to drink too much alcohol with sb, esp. until sb is too drunk to go on. _So much alcohol will make us --- if we drink all for tonight.

get down to brass tacks/bedrock(v) :to begin to talk about the important facts and subjects which are intentionally avoided and not talked about, up to the present time. _Yes, gentlemen, let's ---about our new project. Mr. Hancock please show us the performance statistics and let us see if we succeeded or not.

tack sthg on(v) :to add (esp. a piece of writing) to the end of a book, letter, article, etc. _I have never written a whole letter to anybody, my sister writes and I just --- to what she wrote.

tackle(v) :to attack and catch. _The man ---d the children running away after breaking the window.

tacky(adj) :lacking style; poorly dressed; shabby; dowdy.

tag(v) :[along/on]to go behind or with (sb). _The children were --- along behind their teacher/_I shall --- along if you mind.

tail(n) :a person who is employed to watch and follow sb (esp. a criminal) closely.

heads or tails! :(said when tossing a coin in order to decide sthg.) ---!.Heads we'll go to match, tails we stay at home.

tail(v) :to follow sb closely. _The police were --- the criminal for two months.

tailgate(v) :to drive behind a car, bus, etc. very closely.

TAKE(v)

take(v) :(Am)<slang>to cheat, trick, deceive or swindle.

Phrasal Verbs

take sb apart(v) :1-(esp. in sports)to defeat severely. 2-to criticize or find fault with sb.

take in(v) :1-to trick; deceive or cheat. _She easily took him in with her wild and sexual attraction. 2-to go to see or watch- etc. _I’m really bored, why don’t you take in a movie?

take sb off(v) :1-to imitate or copy sb's manners or speech in a ridiculous way; mimic. 2-to leave or go away; depart. _It’s been almost a year since she took him off.

take on(v) :<rarely used>to become unnecessarily nervous, anxious, excited, etc.; make a fuss.

take out(v) :to accompany sb as a courtesy , honor, or protection; to escort. _The police officers took the minister out until the Senate building.

take it out of sb(v) :to exhaust or tire sb very much. _The exam --- me mentally.

take it out on sb(v) :to discharge or release one’s anger or fury to another person who is different from the actual cause of one’s anger. _Why does everybody take it out on me whenever they get angry to a person!

take up with(v) :to begin to be familiar, friendly with (sb).

Idioms

take sthg lying down(v) :(usu. in negative statements) to accept (a rude, unpleasant behavior, remark, etc.) without any opposition, or reaction. _I couldn’t take it lying down, so I just told him that he was nothing but a nasty old man.

can take it(v) :can tolerate or bear (any pain, difficulty, etc.). _I was so tolerant for her tactless remarks up to now, but I don’t think I can take it anymore.

You can take it from me :You can believe in me that (that sthg is true). _Mary, you can take it from me that your husband cheats on you. I saw him with a woman last night at a restaurant.

be taken short(v) :to need an abrupt visit to go to the toilet.

TAKE(n)

take(n) :(usu. sing) the amount of money obtained from a business, robbery, etc.

be on the take(v) :<slang>to be taking or looking for illegal money.

take-home wages/pay(n) :an amount of money that a person is paid after deduction of taxes, social security pay, etc.

takeoff(n) :[of]an amusing or ridiculous imitation or copy of sb's typical speech or manners.

taker(n) :sb who is willing to accept an offer esp. money for illegal things.

talent(n) :a special clever ability; knack. _He really has the talent for saying the right thing at the right time.

talk(v) :to give or reveal information usu. unwillingly and under force, threats, etc. _The police couldn't make the criminal ---.

talk to sb(v) :to scold sb severely; rebuke; reprimand.

talk turkey(v) :(Am)<slang>to talk seriously and honestly esp. about business matters.

(well,) talk about/of sthg!(interj) :(an expression of disapproval, dislike or annoyance) (well,) here's a good example of sthg. _Well, --- flattery, he always obeys all the boss's orders even they're just out of his responsibility.

You can talk!(interj) :(used to express disobedience or disapproval with sb's statement ,esp. humorously.) Look who's talking!. _Hey, don't make silly jokes, ---!

Now you're talking!(interj) :(used to express agreement or encouragement) That's pretty better! _Will you go to movies with me? -No, I have to finish my work. - Hey, you have a night to do it, huh? -Okay then, I will. --- pal.

small talk(n) :<derog>polite and ordinary conversation ,esp. at social parties, etc.

sweet talk(n) :insincere praise or politeness used to influence sb; flattery.

sweet-talk(v) :to speak insincerely pleasant or praiseworthy.

talkie(n) :<rarely used>a film with sounds and words, not a silent one.

talking-to(n) :a severe scolding.

tall(adj) :1-excessively large (in amount, size, etc.); exorbitant. -Why didn't you but the coat you liked? -Well, the price was really ---! 2-unbelievable. _--- story.

tall orders(n) :a request, command or order that is very difficult to perform, fulfill, obey, etc.

tame(adj) :uninteresting; dull. _How was the film. -A bit --- but worth watching.

tan sb's hide(v) :(esp. used in threats) to beat or hit sb severely. _If you take money from my wallet again, I'll just ---!

go/fly off at a tangent(v) :to change one's course of action ,thought, discussion, etc. suddenly and support a different one. _You can't predict his behaviors, he always ---.

tangle(n) :[with]a disagreement, quarrel or argument. _The congress members got into a tangle with each other about the new year’s budget plan.

tangle with(v) :to argue or quarrel with (sb).

tanning(n) :a beating or thrash.

tap(v) :(Br)[for]to take money (from) esp. by threats. _He is the head of the gang, they tap the lower class students.

on tap(adj) :ready to be used when needed; available. _I need a qualified typist, do you have one ---?

have sb/sthg taped(v) :to understand and get to know all the characteristics of sb/sthg completely. _Whenever I tell a lie to my mum, she immediately understands it, she really has me taped. 

(jack)tar(n) :a sailor.

taradiddle(n) :(Am)a lie; fib.

an easy target(n) :a person who is easily fooled, deceived, robbed, ridiculed, etc.; a dumb or a fool.

tart sb/sthg up(v) :(Br)<derog>to make sb/sthg very attractive, showy, etc. esp. by painting in bright colors or by putting on cheap jewelry or colorful clothes, etc; smarten. _Whenever she has an important appointment with one of her clients, you can see her tarted up so as to be laughed at.

tasty(adj) :1-(esp. of news) very interesting (often related with sexual or improper behavior or relations) 2-(Br)(used esp. by men offensively to women) very attractive.

tat(n) :(Br)<derog>worthless thing; sthg of very low quality.

ta-ta(interj) :(Br)good bye.

tattle(v) :to talk about other people's affairs; gossip.

tattletale(n) :a person who gossips; telltale; talebearer.

tatty(adj) :(Br)<derog>worn-out, untidy or dirty; shabby. Whenever I meet him anywhere, I find him in tatty clothes.

one's cup of tea(n) :sthg that a person likes. _Swimming is not my ---.

for all the tea in China(adv) :<humor>(usu. after would not)(used when refusing sthg) for any gain. _I wouldn't go out with that girl ---.

teach(v) :to show (sb) the bad and troublesome results of doing sthg in order to avoid his/her doing it again _That punishment will --- you to be late for the class.

teach one's grandmother to suck eggs(v) :to try to give help or advice to sb who has much more experience or knowledge about the stated matter. _Don't try to -- -, I can easily translate that passage.

tear(v) :to move or act energetically or excitedly. _The students were tearing through the street after the school.

tear into sb/sthg(v) :(no passive)to attack sb severely either physically or in words.

tear sthg to shreds(v) :to criticize or find fault with sb severely

tear a strip off sb, also tear sb off a strip(v) :to reprimand or scold sb angrily and severely. _His last mistake was enough for the boss to tear a strip off him!

tear(n) :(Br)a wild entertainment; spree. _They all went on a tear at the last day of his single days before the marriage.

tearaway(n) :a person who acts thoughtfully; violently. _I suggest you not interfere her, she’s thoroughly a tearaway nowadays.

tear-jerker(n) :<slang>a very sad, mournful, or pregnant film, play, song, or story esp. that is saddening and that makes people cry.

That's torn it!(interj) :That has spoiled everything!

teaser(n) :1-a puzzling and difficult question. 2-a person who makes fun of others.

tech(n) :(Br)abbrev. for technical college (=a college that provides practical courses in art, etc. for students who have left school)

teem(n) :[down/with]to rain in great amount. _It ‘s been teeming with rain for a long time./It ‘s been teeming down for quite a long time.

teeny, also teeny tiny, also teeny weeny, also teensy weensy(adj) :(used esp. by or to children)extremely small; tiny.

teenybopper(n) :<rarely used>a young person esp. a girl between 9 and 14, and that is very fond of popular music, fashions and the persons who lead them. _I don’t understand why this new pop singer became so popular, he is just handsome and he has lots of teenyboppers adoring him.

TEETH(n)

teeth(n) :the effective authority, power or force. _The minister gave the police the teeth to make the criminals confess and reveal the others’ names.

cut one’s teeth on(v) :to learn (to do) sthg by experiencing. _At first, cut your teeth on small cars, after that you can drive bigger ones.

get one's teeth into(v) :to do (a job) very actively, eagerly and successfully.

kick sb in the teeth(v) :to cause sb to be disappointed or discouraged sp. because of not giving help, support, or hope when one needs. _I had very much reliance on Susan , but after she kicked me in the teeth by escaping from helping me prepare my report, she lost my whole trust.

a kick in the teeth(n) :(esp. after get/give sb)the act of disappointing sb esp. by not giving help when one needs.

lie through/in one’s teeth(v) :to lie openly and without any shame. _You’re still telling me that you were home before the midnight last night; but I didn’t sleep and waited for your return. So you’re just lying through your teeth.

set sb’s teeth on edge(v) :to cause sb to be angry or annoyed.

TELL(v)

tell(v) :[on]to tell or reveal sb's secret; to inform against. _I believe you won't --- on me.

Phrasal Verbs

tell sb off(v) :(esp. of a teacher, boss or parents)to scold sb severely. _The boss told me off for being late again, I can never get used to waking up early in the mornings.

Idioms

tell it like/how it is/was(v) : (Am) <slang>to talk about sthg honestly and with all the details even they’re unpleasant. _Doctor, I know you’re worried about me ; but I want the whole truth about my husband’s health, so please just tell it to me like it is.

tell sb where to get off(v) :to tell sb one can tolerate his/her any longer. _The kid was told where to get off when he began to use bad language in a shameless way.

Tell me another! :I don't believe you!; Are you kidding?

Tell that/it to the Marines! :I don’t believe you, your story, etc!; That’s completely bullshit!

You're telling me!(interj) :(used to express strong agreement with sb and often used to express that one is already in agreement with the statement)I agree!. _I think we should pay more attention to our expenditures, sir. Hey, ---, I already ordered the employees to do that.

that would be telling :(used to express that one knows a secret about sthg and is unwilling to tell it)If I answer that question, you can learn (about sthg) even I don’t want you to know it. _Hey, I saw you speaking with the teacher, I wonder what it was about, John? -That would be telling, Mary, don’t be impatient, I’ll explain it later.

telltale(n) :<derog>a person who gossips or talks about other people's affairs, secrets, etc.

telly(n) :(Br)a television.

temp(n) :a person, esp. a secretary, that is employed to work for a short period of time esp. when sb is absent and there is too much work to do.

temp(v) :(Br)to work as a temp.

be ten a penny(v) :to be very common or easily obtained because sthg is cheap, inferior, etc.

ten to one(adv) :very likely or probably. _---, we'll be late for the lecture.

tend(v) :[to]to deal with; take care of. _John, don't bother me, so just --- to your own problems, not mine!

tenner(n) :(Br)ten-pound banknote.

terrible(adj) :very bad.

terribly(adv) :very; extremely.

terrific(adj) :1-excellent; very good. _We had a --- time at the party. 2-extreme. The car was going down the road with a --- speed.

terrifically(adv) :very; extremely.

territory(n) :one's area of interest, ability or knowledge. _Sir, I want to help you but I'm afraid it's outside my ---.

holy terror(n) :a troublesome person, esp. a mischievous child.

set the Thames on fire(v) :(Br)(usu. in negatives) to do sthg successfully. _Don't trust him in that work, he could never ---.

thank one's lucky stars(v) :(esp. V+ that) to be very grateful esp. for a luckily harmless affair or escape. _I should --- that the math teacher didn't check the homework, I couldn't do it.

that(adv) :so; as much as that. _Hey, man it's not --- easy. You should study a bit if you want to pass the test.

the(determiner) :one's. _Have you seen the (=my) book?

theraupetic(adj) :very effective or helpful for one's healthy state of mind. _Reading is really --- for me when I awfully get bored.

there(adv) :(used to emphasize a noun or pronoun)

not all there(adj) :having lack of good health (of mind) _You can't be all there if you don’t have satisfactory amount of rest.

get there(v) :to do sthg successfully e.g. to complete a work, etc.

so there!(interj) :(used to express satisfaction, esp. by gaining a victory over sb) _What’s the Turkey’s population, John? -70 billion

There is …(pl. noun) and …(pl. noun) :There are all sorts of …(the stated thing) both good and bad ones together. _There is dictionaries and dictionaries!

there you are!(interj) :1-(used to emphasize an unchanging situation) _You’re flunked math again, you know, if you studied a bit more, you could succeeded it, but there you are, a lazy boy! also there you go, also there it is) 2-(used to emphasize one’s satisfaction, agreement with a statement, etc.) _I’ve told her that she’d be ill if she swims in that cold water, and , there you are!, today she can’t come to the party, because she was sick and in the bed.

there you go!(interj) :(used to emphasize sb's unchanging way of behaviors) You're doing again what you always do. _This was the last time, Tom, I won’t tolerate you anymore, all the time you tell me you’ll change, but I don’t believe you, There you go! you can’t. also there it is, also there you are. 2-(used to express disappointment) _She flunked the test, well ---!

thick(adj) :(Br)1-foolish; stupid. 2-[with]very friendly; intimate. _They seem very thick with each other, I guess they’re flirting. 3-having a headache and/or unable to think reasonably. _My head is really thick this morning. -It is just a hangover, silly, don’t drink too much again.

a bit/rather thick(adj) :unreasonable or unbearable. _Isn’t it a bit thick to expect me to stay home at my graduation night.

thick/thin on the ground(adj) :(Br)much or many /little in amount; plentiful/scarce.

(as) thick as two short planks(adj) : (Br) <slang>extremely silly or stupid.

(as) thick as thieves(adj) :very familiar or friendly.

the thick end of(adv) :(Br)as much (price) as. _That machine cost me --- $20, but it really works.

thick and fast(adv) :quickly and in great quantity. _The business affairs will keep going --- this year.

lay it on thick(v) :to do sthg excessively (esp. to flatter to a great degree)

thimbleful(n) :a little amount of (a liquid); sip.

thin on the ground(adj) :(Br)very little; scarce; not plentiful. _The buses to there are thin on the ground at this time of the day, so you just have to take a taxi.

have a thin time(v) :to have an unpleasant time. _I really had a thin time while I was together with my sister’s friends at the party.

thin on top(adj) :<euph>with little hair on one's top of head; becoming bald. When I was at my twenties, I had good-looking hair, but now I am quite a bit thin on top.

THING(n) 

thing(n) :sthg that is required, wanted or needed. _A good sleep is just the --- when I'm so sleepy.

a close/near thing(n) :equality in a race, contest, etc.

do one's (own) thing(v) :<slang>to do what one likes to; to act freely.

have/get a thing about(v) :to have a strong feelings of like, dislike, etc. about sthg or sb ; to be obsessed by. _I have a thing about the people who feed dogs, I hate dogs.

make a thing of(v) :to deal with sthg as more important.

sure thing(n,adv) :1-sthg that is certain; certainty. 2- surely; certainly.

thingamajig, also thingumajig, thingamabob, thingummy, thingummie (n) :sb or sthg whose name has been forgotten or is unknown.

if you think/sb thinks (that) …, (then) you/they have (/he has) another think coming :(used to express strong disagreement or disapproval about a statement, suggestion, etc.) _If you think I’ll go steady with that stupid girl, then you have another think coming.

think better of(v) :to give up doing sthg; to decide not to do sthg. _She would go swimming, when she thought better of it, she phoned Jack to take her out for dinner.

think big(v) :to intend or plan to do things from a large aspect, not in a limited way.

put on one's thinking cap(v) :[on]to think (about sthg) seriously.

third degree(n) :(Am)a violent and severe questioning of a criminal, by the police, in order to learn about sthg. (esp. in the phrase give sb the third degree ) _The police gave the agent third degree, but he didn’t confess anything.

this(adv) :so; to this degree; as much as this. _Things have never been --- bad before.

a thorn in sb’s flesh(n) :sb or sthg that causes trouble, worry or anxiety.

thrash(v) :(esp. in sports)to defeat thoroughly.

hang by a thread(v) :to be in a dangerous situation. _His career --- after such a scandal.

threesome(n) :(usu. pl.)group of consisting three people or things.

Big thrill!(interj) :(used to express that one is not excited too much as another person)What an excitement! _She passed the oral French exam today. -Big thrill!, how could she do that?

thrills and spills(n) :(pl.)the exciting nature or feeling of sudden successes and failures.

THROAT(n)

jump down sb’s throat(v) :to reply sb in a very angry way.

ram/force/push sthg down sb’s throat(v) :to try to make sb accept sthg (one’s opinions, ideas, etc.) esp. in a forceful way.

through(adj) :[with]1-finished; done. _Are you through with that paper, I also want to read it. 2-having just broken up (with sb of the opposite sex); having no further relationship (with). _Susan, I’ve heard that you’re through with Jack, is that right?

THROW(v)

throw(v) :1-to organize or arrange a party, meal, etc. _Tonight, I throw a party for all of the club members in order to celebrate the new year. 2-to surprise; confuse. _His tactless remarks really --- me! 3-to lose (a game, fight, etc.) intentionally and for profit. _It’s now clear that the Nerds threw the game for money.

stick out like a sore thumb(v) :to appear to be awkward, silly, etc. in a particular situation or place. _I supposed it would be a formal ceremony, but when I saw lots of young guys and girls wearing jeans, I just stuck out like a sore thumb.

twiddle one's thumbs(v) :to waste time by doing nothing useful. _She doesn't do anything in the house, but sits on ---.

THUMB(v)

thumb(v) :to hitchike by holding out one's thumb. She --- a lift through her house.

thundering(adj,adv) :(Br)<rarely used> very or excessively great, severe, bad, etc.)

tick(n) :1-[on]credit. _I bough a new camera on ---. 2-a very short time; moment; instant. I want you in my office in a ---.

what makes sb/sthg tick(n) :what makes sb/sthg work, act, think, etc. as he/it does particularly. _I finally found out what makes Thatcher's policy tick: determination and perseverance.

tick sb off(v) :to scold sb severely; rebuke. _The teacher --- her --- because she was making noise.

ticker(n) :1-a watch. 2-<slang>heart.

TICKET(n)

ticket(n) :an order for sb to appear in court ,esp. because of a violation for driving laws.

that’s (just) the ticket!(interj) :<rarely used>That’s exactly what is needed or wanted.

work one’s ticket(v) :<rarely used>to avoid or escape from an unpleasant work, duty, responsibility, etc. by making some excuses esp. by pretending to be ill.

be tickled with(v) :to be very pleased with. _My mom was tickled with my grade and gave me $200 as a reward.

tickled pink/to death(adj) :very delighted or pleased.

tickler(n) :puzzle.

tiddler(n) :1-a very small fish. 2-a very young and small child.

tiddly, also tiddley(adj) :(Br) 1-slightly drunk; tipsy. 2-very small; negligible. 3-unimportant.

tidy(adj) :(esp. of money)fairly large; quite big; substantial. _I heard she was getting a tidy salary, I didn't hope she would get this much.

tie sb (up) in knots(v) :to confuse sb's mind thoroughly esp. by asking difficult questions.

tie-up(n) :connection; relation. _There was no tie-up between these two eccentric accidents.

ride the/a tiger(v) :(usu. in progressive forms) to be about to get into a dangerous, difficult, or troublesome situation.

tight(adj) :1-<derog>ungenerous (esp. with money); stingy. 2-drunk.

in a tight corner/spot(adj) :in a difficult or troublesome situation.

tight(adv) :completely.

tightfisted(adj) :ungenerous esp. with money; stingy.

(out) on the tiles(adv) :having much fun, amusement or enjoyment in a wild way. _We had a night thoroughly ---!

(at) full tilt(adv) :(usu. after run, go, race, etc.)at full speed.

shiver me/my timbers! (interj) :<humor> <rarely used>(used to express extreme surprise or excitement.) 

TIME(n)

Time flies! :(used to express surprise about the time’s passing quickly) Time passes so quickly!

the time of one’s life(n) :a very amusing or enjoyable time.

the big time(n) :<slang>the most profitable and successful time in one’s business, work, etc.

do/serve time(v) :<slang>to spend the stated period of time in prison. _He’s doing time for murder.

kill time(v) :to waste time esp. not to be bored when one is waiting.

about time(adv) :the exact time for sthg to be done or that should have been done before. _It's about time, we did the homework!

have a lot of/no time for(v) :to like/dislike (sb or sthg)

tin hat(n) :a metal hat used by soldiers; helmet.

a little tin god(n) :<derog>an unimportant person who thinks himself more important or respectable than he/she really is.

tin-pot(adj) :thinking oneself to be important but actually is worthless.

tinker(n) :(Br)a naughty and annoying child.

tinkle(n) :(Br)1-a telephone call. (esp. in the phrase give sb a tinkle) 2-<euph>an act of urinating; pee.

tinny(adj) :(esp. of sthg made of metal) cheap and of low quality.

tip(n) :(Br)a very dirty, messy or disorderly place.

tip sb off(v) :to give sb a warning or advice.

titty(n) :a woman's breast; tit.

be in a tizzy(v) :to be very excited, nervous, etc.

toast(v) :to warm <--- warn mu? check.

on one's tod(adv) :alone. _Just leave me on my tod, I need to think about it.

toddle(v) :to walk.

to-do(n) :(usu. sing)a state of confusion or disorder; fuss. _What's that all to-do here?

toff(n) :(Br)a rich and well-dressed person of high social class.

for toffee/nuts(adv) :(Br)(after can't)at all. _I can't use a typewriter ---!

toffee-nosed(adj) :thinking oneself more important than others; snobbish. _I really hate the new secretary, how can a person be so toffee-nosed?

together(adj) :<apprec>having self-control over one's emotions, feelings, actions, manners, etc. _I've always appreciated him, he's totally a --- person.

get it together(v) :to take the control over.

tog sb up/out(v) :[in]to dress (esp. oneself) in nice, smart and formal clothes.

togs(n) :(pl.)clothes esp. which are worn for a particular activity.

to-ing(s) and fro-ing(s)(n) :a great number of unproductive and busy affairs, discussions, etc. _After a lot of --- the Council could make up their decision about the project.

tom, also tomcat(n) :a male cat.

Tommy gun(n) :a light submachine gun with a name Thompson.

tommyrot(n) :(Br)complete meaningless talk; nonsense. _What he always talks is just a bit of tommyrot, 

like there’s no tomorrow(adv) :as if it was the only chance to do sthg. _He is very greedy, he eats like there’s no tomorrow.

ton(n) :1-[of]a large amount of. _We ate ---s of pastry and cake at the party. 2-<rarely used>going with a speed of 100 miles Per hour. _My new car is great, I do a ton with it so easily. 3-a great amount of weight. _This TV weighs a ton. 

bite one’s tongue off(v) :(esp. in the phrases: could have bitten one’s tongue off, would rather bite off one’s tongue than)to be very sorry for sthg (what one has said) _I could have bitten my tongue off for what I’ve said for her husband. I didn’t know she was in the room.

get one's tongue (a)round(v):(used usu. in negatives or with a negative meaning)to pronounce (a wordy name, word, etc.) correctly. _Some TV speakers can't --- the names of foreign places.

hold one's tongue(v) :(used imperatively)to stop talking; stay quiet or silent.

a slip of the tongue(n) :a careless mistake while speaking. _Sorry, I didn’t mean that!. It was a slip of the tongue, that’ all!

with (one's) tongue in (one's) cheek(adv) :saying sthg not seriously or as a joke (esp. in the phrase have one's tongue in one's cheek) _Don't care him much for what he says, he usually speaks with ---.

too(adv) :(used for emphasis)indeed; really. _You are too invited to her party, even she doesn't like you much. _I won’t visit my uncle. I don’t like him at all too.

tool(n) :<slang><taboo>for penis.

down tools(v) :to stop working (esp. because of disagreement, or discontentment) _It's time to --- and go on a strike, you know, this is the third week we are working for no wages.

tool(v) :<rarely used>to drive or ride (in a car, etc.) Let me tell how the accident took place: I was tooling along the road near Georgetown Hospital, at that time…

tooth(n) :powerful or effective authority or force. _After the new staff was given the ---, the overall activities began to get better.

blow one's top(v) :to become extremely angry.

get/be on top of(v) :1-to deal with (sthg. esp. a difficulty) successfully. 2-to cause much worry, tiredness, etc. _I'll give up doing that report, it's really --- me!

go over the top(v) :(Br)1-to do sthg in a more unreasonable or uncontrollable way. _He hurt the girl's feelings with his tactless remarks, the others thought that he really had ---. 2-to do sthg that is foolishly daring and risky.

take it from the top(v) :(used imperatively)to do, say, etc. from the beginning. _'Hey,---' said the mother to the excited boy.

the top of the tree(n) :the highest position in a job, profession, etc.

top brass(n) :the important and influential people of high rank.

top dog(n) :the most important, powerful or influential person(esp. in the armed forces)

top drawer(n) :<rarely used>the most important or highest social class.

top sthg/sb up(v) :(Br)[with]to pour more drink into sb's glass esp. until it becomes full. _Why don’t you tell me that your glass is emptied, let me top you up.

top-flight(adj) :excellent; first-rate; of the highest skill, position, etc. _There were --- engineers and scientists at the conference.

top-lofty(adj) :looking down on others with scorn; haughty; pompous.

topnotch(adj) :first-rate; of the highest position or quality.

topper(n) :1-sthg or sb better than one before. 2-infml for hat

be (the) tops(v) :<rarely used>to be the best among the others of its kind. _I can find all that I need in that dictionary, it really is ---!/ _He’s the tops at puzzle-solving.

carry a torch for(v) :to be in love with sb, whom he/she doesn't have that mutual feeling of love.

that’s torn it! :That has spoiled our plans, etc. (used esp. when one reveals a secret when he shouldn’t do) _Yes, gentlemen, The ST actually it means Time of Assassination, oops , that’s torn it! 

toss(n) :<slang>(usu. in negative statements and esp. in the phrase not give a toss) the least amount (of). _I don’t give a toss to what he says about my project.

toss(v) :to discuss a problem, subject, etc. informally usu. in a group.

toss sb off(v) :(Br)<slang><taboo>to masturbate; to jerk.

toss-up(n) :a fair chance; an uncertainty. _It was a real --- between two candidates about who the editor-in-chief would be.

tot(n) :a small child; kid.

tote(v) :(Am)[around]1-to carry, esp. with difficulty. 2-to carry a gun. _The official law about the gun carrying shouldn’t be amended, nobody wants to see gun-toting cowboys all over the city.

a soft/easy touch(n) :sb who is easy to get money, or help, because of his kindness or stupidity.

touch sb for sthg(v) :to persuade sb to lend money. _I ---him for $20,but he didn't have the money with him.

touch sthg/sb up(v) :to touch sb in a sexually improper way.

touch-and-go(adj) :very risky and uncertain. _It was --- whether I would flunk math or not.

touched(adj) :crazy; mad.

tough(adj) :[on]unfortunate. (esp. said unsympathetically) It’s really tough on her to suffer an accident just after she divorced.

tough luck(n,interj) :bad luck; misfortune.

tough, also toughie(n) :a rough, unpleasant person ,esp. a criminal.

tough sthg out(v) :to overcome a difficult situation by being determined and eager.

(as) tough as old boots(adj) :very strong so as to endure pain, etc. _Even though he had a severe stomachache, he persistently went on playing on the team. He's really ---.

in tow(adv) :following behind. _The commander and the soldiers in tow were marching in the High Street towards the ceremony square.

throw in the towel/sponge(v) :to admit defeat.

TOWN(n)

go to town(v) :[on]to act freely, without restraint, esp. by spending too much money. _I --- on organizing the party, but it was really great, all my spendings did worth.

paint the town red(v) :to have a very good and enjoyable time. _How was your holiday? -It was great, I haven’t had such a holiday for many years. My family had all painted the town red.

(out) on the town(adv) :enjoying oneself, esp. in clubs, bars, etc. at night. _It was quite a hot night with Mary.

kick over the traces(v) :to refuse to obey the rules or to limit one's freedom. _The teacher warned him to stop --- and undertake some responsibilities from now on.

in one's tracks(adv) :(usu. after stop/halt) suddenly and where one is at the time of the action. _He was climbing the stairs very silently, when he heard a noise, he stopped ---.

a one-track mind(n) :(after have/with)(of a person)talking or thinking usu. about a single subject, esp. sex.

track record(n) :sb's whole success in his/her profession, job, etc.

make tracks for(v) :to go or run away (esp. in a great hurry) towards somewhere. _The children --- for their classes, when they heard the teacher's cry at the corridor.

traipse(v) :to walk idly, aimlessly and sometimes tiresomely.

transpire(v) :to take place; to occur. _Whenever, he quarrels with his wife, an unnecessary tick-off and shouting activity always transpires at the activity. _He takes it out on the us, you know.

transport(n) :a way of means of transportation. _I don't have any ---, I have to stay home rather than go out for dinner.

keep one's trap shut(v) :to stop talking esp. not to reveal a secret. _You’d better keep your trap shut, or the gang members will shut you up.

shut one’s trap(v) :(used imperatively)to be silent; to say nothing.

travel(v) :to go or move very fast. _The car was --- with 150 mile.

tread on air(v) :to be very happy or delighted.

treasure(n) :a person considered to be very valuable, important or precious.

…(verb) a treat(v) :<slang>to do sthg very successfully. _My girlfriend sew a silk jacket for me. It suits me a treat.

treat sb like dirt(v) :to treat sb very cruelly so as one considers sb worthless and has no respect for him. _The new lieutenant is extremely rude, he treats soldiers like dirt.

out of one's tree(adj) :<slang>very crazy, mad or silly.

up a gum tree(adj) :<humor>in a difficult, awkward or troublesome situation from which there's no escape. _The financial budget deficit proves that we are all up a gum tree!

tree(v) :to put sb into a difficult, awkward or troublesome situation.

all of a tremble/flutter/twitch/quiver(adj) :trembling because of anxiety, excitement, etc.

tremendous(adj) :excellent; extraordinary. _He had --- success in business.

go all the way(v) :1-to agree (with sb) completely. 2-to have sexual relationship (esp. before one's marriage) _John, used to tell me that he wanted to go all the way, but I insisted upon waiting for the marriage.

learn/discover/find out sthg the hard way(v) :to learn sthg from one's own experiences rather than others advice or experience.

No way!(interj) :(Am)<slang>(used to express strong refusal)Never; Not at all. _Will you come with me tonight?- ---!, I'm terribly busy.

cannot punch one's way out of a paper bag(v) :to have lack of power, energy, strength, etc.

rub sb (up) the wrong way(v) :to annoy or offend sb.

there is/are no two ways about it(v) :There is no other possibility for sthg. 

way out, also way-out(adj) :<slang>very unusual or extraordinary because very modern, etc. _a way-out novel/ This sort of music is too way out for me.

weak at the knees, weak-kneed(adj) :<derog>(of a person)having reduced health, power, determination, etc. esp. after a surprising and unpleasant situation has been suffered; irresolute.

wear one's heart on one's sleeve(v) :to express one's feelings or emotions freely, clearly and openly.(e.g. one's love for sb)

wear the trousers/pants(v) :to be in charge of a marriage. _Mom wears the trousers in our house.

weasel(v) :to be deceitful, sly or evasive.

weasel out(v) :[of]to avoid doing a work, duty, responsibility, etc. esp. by clever means; evade.

under the weather(adj) :1-ill; ailing. 2-rather drunk.

get weaving(v) :1-(Br)to get into a busy state of affairs.2-to begin to do sthg esp. hurriedly

a wee bit(adv) :a little bit; rather.

bide a wee(v) :to stay somewhere for a short time.

wee, also wee-wee(v) :(used by or to children) to urinate; pee.

wee(adj) :excessively small. _You were just a wee girl when you were born.

weed(n) :(Br)<derog>1-(used esp. by or to children) a person who is physically weak and esp. thin and tall. 2-sb who as a weak character. 3-cigarette. 4-<rarely used> <slang>marijuana.

weedy(adj) :(of a person)physically weak and thin.

look like a wet weekend(v) :to look extremely sad.

weeny(adj) :very small.

weepy(adj) :1- about to cry or crying to. 2-(of a film, story, etc.) sorrowful and that makes one sad.

weigh in(v) :[with]to join a quarrel or fight.

throw one's weight about/around(v) :to use one's authority, position, etc. too much in order to impress people. He's always --- ,he tells us the new techniques and machines used in Europe.

weird(adj) :unusual; unreasonable; bizarre. _He has --- ideas about science-fiction.

weird and wonderful(adj) :new but not considered to be very good; new-fangled. _Everyday a great many of weird and wonderful machines are produced, but who assures that all of them are really necessary and practical.

weirdo, also weirdie(n) :an eccentric person with abnormal or weird appearance, way of behavior, ideas, etc.

worth one's/its weight in gold(adj) :excessively valuable. _She is worth her weight in gold for me, she has helped me many times that I really appreciate. 

(as) welcome as (the) flowers in May(adj) : very welcome; received with great gladness and pleasure.

well away(adj) :(Br)about to be drunk.

well out of it/that(adj) :lucky or fortunate to be free from (a situation, relationship, etc.) _After I changed my class, I thought I would be really ---!

all very well, also all well and good(adj) :very easy, fine or satisfactory (used to express that one somehow finds it unsatisfactory or not acceptable) _It's ll very well for me to study in the university, but you know, I have a family to feed.

be well up in/on(v) :to be very well informed about.

well-fixed(adj) :having enough money; not in trouble financially.

well-heeled(adj) :very rich.

well-hung(adj) :<slang><taboo> <apprec> 1-(of a man) having a big penis. 2-<rarely used>(of a woman)having large breasts; bosomy.

well-lined(adj) :1-having a lot of money. _ Once I was one of the well-lined pockets among the members. 2-(of one's stomach)full of food.

well-oiled(adj) :<slang>drunk.

well-to-do(n,adj) :rich (person or people); wealthy. _A restaurant for the well-to-do. /_ --- people wandering around the stylish shops.

welly(n) :(Br)infml for wellingtons(=high rubber boots which keeps water from the lower part of the legs)

go west(v) :1-(of people)to die. 2-(of things)to be broken; to be no longer operated or used.

wet(n) :(Br)a person who doesn't have extreme political or social opinions in the British Conservative party

wet(adj) :1-(Br)<derog>(of a person) having lack of determination or strength in one's mind or power. _He's really weak and ---, if he tries to do it, he'll for sure succeed it. 2-permitting, supporting or in favor of the use, manifacturing and selling of alcoholic drinks.

(still) wet behind the ears(adj) :very young and lacking experience, training, etc. _The senior students took no notice of the new teacher, they thought he was wet behind the ears. (also: not dry behind the ears.)

wet blanket(n) :a person who spoils others' enjoyment and fun.

wet one's whistle(v) :<humor>to have an alcoholic drink. _Hey, guys, why don't we go and ---, there is almost an hour for the match.

whack(v) :to hit or give sb a noisy blow.

whack(n) :(usu. sing)a fair share of sthg. _Johnny, did you get your ---. The cake is about to finish.

out of whack(adj) :1-(with) not in accordance or agreement (with). _His reaction for his son's mischief, is always out of whack. 2-out of order.

whacked, also whacked out(adj) : exhausted; weary.

whacking(n) :(Br) a severe blow; a beating.

whacking(adj,adv) :very (big or large). _He bought a --- huge house.

a whale of a time(n) :an extremely good and enjoyable time.

whale(n) :[of]a great amount (of). _There was a whale of highbrows at the conference.

whale(v) :to beat severely; thrash.

wham(n) :(the sound made by)a heavy blow.

and what not(n) :and anything (else of the same sort). _I had my pants, books, and what not in my bag.

give sb/get what for(v) :to punish or scold sb/be punished or scolded severely.

so what? :What is the matter then?

what have you(n) :and anything (else of the same sort) _Her bag was really in great disorder; it was full of lipsticks, cosmetics, and what have you. 

what's what(n) :the real state of affairs, things, facts, etc.(esp. in the phrase know what's what. _He is very wealthy, he knows what's what in business affairs.

whatsit(n) :sthg whose name is forgotten at the moment. _Could you give that, whatsit.

what's-his/her/its-name(n) :sb or sthg that one can't remember his/her/its name. _How beautiful she is, isn't she? -Who? - ---, the one at the corner. (also: what-d'you-call-him/her/it/them.)

whatever(pron) :1-anything else like that (usu. used with or) _The guards weren't allowing the people with torn clothes, dirty appearance or whatever. 2-(Am) used as a reply, esp. expresses lack of interest. _Mum, shall I come at eight or nine, tonight? - Whatever!

wheel sb/sthg out(v) :to invent or produce, esp. for a dishonest gain. _He wheeled out some excuse for the teacher's blame.

wheel and deal(v) :to act in a cleverly deceitful and dishonest way esp. in politics or business.

a big wheel(n) :an important, powerful, or influential person.

wheels(n) :(pl.)any vehicle, such as automobile, bicycle, etc. _I still don't have a --- at the age of 30.

wheel horse(n) :a person who studies or works harder than others.

wheeler-dealer(n) :<derog>a person who is successful in business or politics.

wheeeze(n) :a popular story, event, joke, etc. esp. a common one. 

where it’s (all) at :(Am)<slang>where the most lively, important, or pleasurable thing, or activity is. _Turkey has quite many beautiful beaches, Turkey is where it’s all at.!

whiffy(adj) :(Br) giving out bad smell; stinking. _a whiffy dog loafing around the streets.

whinge, also winge(v) :(Br)<derog>to complain continually and annoyingly.

crack the whip(v) :to use one's authority, power or influence esp. in a severe and bossy manner; to be in charge. _The boss will be away for two weeks, that's the time I have to crack the whip in the office.

whip(v) :1-to defeat completely. 3-to steal.

whip sb/sthg into shape(v) :to make sb or sthg as one wants esp. in a forceful way.

whippersnapper(n) :<rarely used>a young person who behaves in a very self-confident or self-important way.

whip-round(n) :(Br)a collection of money among a group of people, in order to give away to one of the group member. _We're having a whip-round for Jim, he lost all his possessions in the fire.

give sthg a whirl(v) :to try sthg to see whether it's good, successful, etc. _The committee gave my project a whirl.

whirlybird(n) :(Am)<slang>a helicopter.

by a whisker(adv) :(Br)(esp. after beat/win/lose, etc.)by a very small amount or margin; only just. _The Bulls won the match by a whisker.

blow the whistle (on)(v) :1-to call attention to. _She blew the whistle on herself with her showy and attractive dress. 2-<slang>to inform or squeal sb against. 3-<slang>to make a secret known. 4-to stop or cease sb's wrongdoing. _If the mom learns what we are up to, she'll certainly blow the whistle on it!

(as) clean as a whistle(adj) :free from guilt, doubt, crime or suspicion. _The police searched his desk thoroughly, but it was clean as a whistle.

whistle for it(v) :to ask for sthg esp. money in a helpless way. _Will you give back the money you got? -Money, whistle for it, I don't have any now!

wet one's whistle(v) :<humor>to take an alcoholic drink. _Let's go wet our whistle pal!

(as) white as a sheet(adj) :having a pale face esp. because of fear, illness, etc.

whizz, also whiz(v) :to move or travel very fast. _The car was whizzing past the street.

whizz, also whiz(n) :(usu. sing)a person who is very skilled in the stated activity. _a whiz at billiards.

a whizz kid(n) :a clever and esp. young person who works energetically and determinedly and so has great success in his job, or profession at an early age. _A whizz kid takes the biscuit!

who's :abbrev. for who does. _Who's he laugh at?

who-dun-it, also whodunnit(n) :a mysterious story, film, etc. esp. which is about finding out who the criminal is.

whoop it up(v) :to enjoy oneself to a much degree in a wild and lively manner. _I was given a what for, so I have to study at home while my friends are --- at the party.

make whoopee(v) :to go out for enjoyment.

whoosh(v) :to move fast with a noisy sound.

whop(v) :(Am)to hit, beat, or defeat completely.

whopper(n) :1-sthg very big or large. _Did you see that insect? ---! 2-a big lie. _How did you get permission from your father, I made up a --- for it!

whopping(adj,adv) :(excessively) big or large.

dip one's wick(v) :<slang> to have sexual relationships with sb. _I'm a bit horny, I have to find a whore to ---

get on sb's wick(v) :to make sb angry or annoyed. Will you stop --- and buzz off! (also get on sb's nerves; get on sb's tits<impolite>)

wicked(adj) :1-playful or naughty in an amusingly bad or troublesome way; mischievous. 2-talented, skillful. _My brother, John plays a --- game of tennis.

a wide boy(n) :(Br)<derog>a cleverly deceitful or dishonest person, esp. a businessman.

wig(n) :(Am)<slang>the hair that grows on one’s pubic area; pubic hair.

wigging(n) :(Br)a scolding.

be wild about sb(v) :to be extremely enthusiastic or excited about sb. _She's --- that handsome rock singer.

run wild(v) :to act freely, as one likes or wants.

wildcat(n) :a person who suddenly and easily gets angry.

give sb the/have/get the willies(v) :to cause sb/to be or feel frightened, nervous, worried, or anxious.

win hands down(v) :to succeed or gain a victory easily and with little effort.

wind(n) :meaningless and nonsense words. _His speech was completely a ---, everybody knows he is a real windbag.

get/have wind of(v) :to hear about (sthg secret) in an accidental or indirect way. _Gentleman, this project is top secret, so nobody should --- it.

piss against/into the wind(v) :<slang> <taboo>to try to make an activity (unlikely or impossible to succeed) successful .

put/get// have the wind up(v) :to make// become worried, anxious or afraid.

take the wind out of sb's sails(v) :(usu. passive)to take away sb's confidence, pride or advantage. _He was always arrogant about his fluent pronunciation in English, but when he couldn't pass the proficiency test, he just had the wind taken out of his sails.

wind sb up(v) :(Br)to annoy, tease or deceive sb. esp. in a harmless or playful way.

windbag(n) :a person who talks too much but says little or none of importance.

wing(v) :to wound (sb) superficially esp. in the arm. _The bullet --- him.

clip sb’s wings(v) :to put limit to sb’s power, importance, or influence.

tip sb the/a wink(v) :to give sb a special sign or information; warn sb secretly. _The two juniors smoking at the toilet told a freshman to tip a wink if he sees an officer coming near.

forty winks(n) :(usu. after have)a light sleep (esp. in the daytime); nap.

winkers-(Br)/blinkers-(Am)(n) :the small lights on both sides of a car that show which car the direction will move towards.

winkle sb/sthg out(v) :(Br)[of]to get or learn sthg from sb gradually and esp. forcefully. _The police finally --- the other criminal's identity out of her.

on to a winner(adv) : (after be/get/put) in a lucky situation esp. because one has found or discovered sb or sthg that will make him gain advantage or money. _The company is onto a winner with the new computer network.

wipe sthg out(v) :to cause to become extremely tired; to exhaust.

wipe out(adj) :<slang>1-very tired; weary; exhausted. 2-influenced by drugs.

wire(n) :(Am)a telegram; telegraph.

have/get one’s lines/wires crossed(v) :to misunderstand what sb means, or wants to say, or do etc.

wire(v) :(Am)to send a telegram to; to telegraph.

wise sb up(v) :(Am)to (cause to) learn about the actual and true state of affairs or sb’s true character.

be/get wise to(v) :to be/become informed or learn esp. about sb's dishonest or dishonorable behavior. _Finally, the teacher has got wise to the naughty kid and his cheating at the exams.

none the wiser(adj) :having no knowledge of ,esp. after being told. _I was all --- after the teacher's speech about kinesics.

wisecrack(n,v) :(to make)an amusing remark or reply.

wise guy(n) :a person who thinks himself a wise man, but not actually. _Well, wise guy, now you tell me how to fix that problem, if you’re so clever, of course.

wish sb joy of sthg(v) :<humor>(esp. used when the speaker is glad that he/she doesn't have to experience the stated activity or affair)to hope that sb have fun or enjoyment from sthg. _Even I was glad about staying home alone rather than going out for John's dull party, I wished my friends joy of it anyhow!

a witch hunt(n) :a search or investigation for people who have done sthg dishonest and so have been disloyal esp. in order to punish or get rid of them. _When the teacher realized that the students handed the exam questions he started a witch hunt closely.

Are you with me? :Do you understand or follow what I’ve been saying?

with it(adj) :1-(usu. in negative statements) able to understand easily. _You don’t seem to be with it, Mary, are you somewhat ill? 2-, also with-it(adj) :<slang><rarely used>modern; fashionable. _She always wears with-it clothes, that’s to say she’s quite with it!

at one's wits end(adj) :(of a person)very confused and doesn't know what to do next. _After having 6 exams and I have one more tomorrow, I really am at my wits end trying to study for it!

wolf(v) :[down]to eat quickly. _He wolfed his meal in order not to miss the bus.

wolf(n) :a man who charms women and makes use of them for his pleasure, or enjoyment.

the/sb’s old woman(n) :a person’s wife or mother.

womenfolk(n) :women, esp. female relatives of a woman.

for a wonder(adv) :<rarely used> surprisingly.

wonky(adj) :(Br)not steady; likely to break or fail to stand. _The table's a bit ---!/ She has a wonky heart.

out of the wood(adj) :clear of danger, trouble, or any difficulty, etc.

touch wood(adv) :(used to express hope or wish that sthg unpleasant will not happen or sb’s good luck will last) _I’ve never failed even one test during my 15 years of studying, and I don’t think of afiling from now on as well, touch wood.

wooden head(n) :a stupid person; blockhead.

wooden spoon(n) :(Br)a so-called prize supposed to be given to sb or a team that comes the last in a race, competition, etc.

wood pussy(n) :skunk.

wool(n) :(Am)<slang>the hair that grows on one’s pubic area; pubic hair.

lose sb’s wool(v) :to become slightly angry.

woolly(n) :(usu. pl)knitted garment which is made of wool. _The weather has really started to be cold, so I had better take up the winter woollies.

woozy(adj) :1-dizzy or unsteady, esp. from alcohol or illness. 2-confused.

from the word go(adv) :from the beginning. _From the word go, let me tell you about my holiday. The first day,...

get a word in edgeways(v) :(used only in negatives, questions, etc.)to have a chance to say sthg when another person is speaking. _he talked too much so I couldn't get a word in edgeways in order to ask a question.

not be the word for it(v) :not to be another strong or powerful explanation, or description of sthg. _I haven’t seen him so angry before. No angry is not the word for it!

(upon) my word!/soul!(interj) :<rarely used>an expression of surprise _Upon my soul!, the exam was really easy, I didn't expect it to be so.

words fail me! :I’m greatly surprised, shocked! (so as not to be able to say a word)

work(v) :to arrange (sthg) esp. unofficially. _Hey, how did you work it? - You had 20 days vacation a year, but I heard that you had almost one month off.

work sb over(v) :<slang>to beat or attack sb violently.

work like a beaver(v) :to work very eagerly and effectively.

work like a black/dog/horse/nigger/slave/ Trojan(v) :to work extremely hard.

give sb/sthg the (whole,entire,etc.) works(v) :1-to give sb or sthg the full and complete treatment of which is stated. 2-to attack sb severely, physically, or in words. _He just began to change his life after his wife’s death. _He moved to another city- he changed his job, he just quit smoking, actually he has given his life the whole works.

have one’s work cut out (for one)(v) :to cause to be faced with sthg very difficult. _She doesn’t know how to cook food yet, but she’ll have her work cut out for her when she gets married.

workaholic(n) :<derog>a person who works too hard and sleeps a little.

worked up(adj) :worried or anxious. _Don’t get worked up over your report, I’ll help you.

out of this world(adj) :very extraordinary; unusually good.

would give the world :[for/to inf.] would do anything possible (for sthg or to do sthg.) _I’d give the world to go out with Jane, she’s very very attractive.

on top of the world(adj) :very happy.

worm-eaten(adj) :<derog>old and muchly used.

worrywart(n) :(Am)sb who is very fussy and worried about unimportant matters.

worse luck(interj) :bad luck; unfortunately. _After running away from the school for a week in order to avoid the math homework, I met math teacher at the stadium, and he wanted to bring it tomorrow, ---!

for all one is worth(adv) :using much effort or energy. _He was running for all he was worth to catch the bus before it left.

be not worth the candle(v) :(Br)not to be worth the effort, money, time, etc.

wotcher(interj) :(Br)<rarely used>hello!

wound up(adj) :very anxious, excited, etc.

wow(v) :<slang>to cause great surprise and determination.

wow(n) :a great surprise.

wow!(interj) :(used to express great surprise and admiration) _Wow!, look at that charming woman, I really wish to be in her husband's shoes.

Wrap up! :(used imperatively)Shut up!

wrap sthg up(v) :to conclude or finish (a business, arrangement, etc.) _He wrapped up the report in two days.

wrapped up in(adj) :very much interested with or fond of(sb or sthg)

wrap-up(n) :a short news report.

keep sb/sthg under wraps(v) :to keep (a person, idea, project, etc.) secret from the public. _The new leader of the Party has been kept under wraps for the last two days.

wreck(n) :sthg damaged and almost destroyed. _Hey, what’s that wreck you’re driving. Why don’t you buy a new one?

wriggle out of sthg(v) :to escape or avoid (a difficult or troublesome situation esp. a duty or a responsibility) by pretending, playing tricks, or deceiving.

wrinkle(n) :a useful, clever suggestion, hint, idea, trick, etc.

get hold of the wrong end of the stick(v) :to misunderstand sthg.

write-up(n) :a written report esp. one that gives a description or a judgment about goods, a play, etc. _Yesterday, I read a good write-up in the newspaper about the film “Evita”.

yawp(v) :<slang>to talk meaninglessly and foolishly. 

yeah(adv) :yes. 

the year dot(n) :(used after in/since/from) <humor>a very long time ago. _I haven't seen you laughing so heartily from ---! 

yellow(adj) :cowardly. 

yen(n) :a great desire or longing (for sthg/to do sthg); craving; yearning. _He has a --- to play guitar. 

yes-man(n) :<derog>an assistant or subordinate who always agrees with his/her employer, leader, etc. 

be born yesterday(v) :(usu. in negatives) to be tricked, cheated, or deceived easily. 

yippee(interj) :(used to express delight, happiness, joy, success, etc.) 

you and yours(pron) :a person, his spouse and their family. _We have a party tonight, would --- like to join us?<This phrase is not recommended for use by foreign students> 

You bet!(interj) :Certainly. 

you know what you can do with it!(interj) :<slang><euphm>I don't want it! (also shove it up your ass!) _ Do you tell me you can help tomorrow afternoon?, --- !, this report must be finished till tomorrow morning! 

you said it!(interj) :(used to express strong agreement with sb) What you said is completely true!; I agree! _The exam was awfully difficult. ----! 

you're only young once :(used to encourage sb to do sthg or to forgive a young person's wrongdoing) The energy and chances come once esp. when one is young; so just use them before you get too old to do. 

your you-know-what(n) :<slang><euph>1- sb's sexual organ, usu. penis. 2-anus. 

Up yours!(interj) :<slang>(used as an answer to a criticism to express strong disagreement or rejection) Fuck off!; Go to hell! _Hey, if you continue to harass students, I will throw you out of the classroom. - ---, man, I am not here for my own will. ( also up yours and twist it!) <This phrase, often used with an offensive sign made by the hand, is not recommended for use by foreign students> 

yuck(interj) :(used to express extreme dislike) 

yucky(adj) :<derog>very unpleasant or bad. _Mummy, what did you put in that soup, it ‘s a bit yucky.

vocal(adj) :speaking freely and noisily. _ a --- meeting/support/.

vote(v) :(usu. passive)to declare or state by general opinion. _The teacher was --- a great success.

vox pop(n) :(Br)an inquiry held in streets by means of radio, TV, or newspaper reporters, in order to learn people's general opinion on a stated subject.
